The office of Agent-General having become vacant through the lamented death of the late

Dr. Featherston, the Government feel it of great importance that it should be at once and efficiently
filled.

Tour well-known zealand ability, and the great services you have rendered to the colony,both
here and in England,point you out, in the opinion of the Government, as peculiarly fitted to discharge
the high duties of the office; and I therefore have great pleasure in offering it to you for your
acceptance.
