Hon. Premier, Victoria. Wellington, 9th June, 1893.
THE large number of arrivals in this colony from Australia induces me to inform you that we find
it difficult to find employment for those already here, and, with winter approaching, persons with-
oub means that come here will only come to endure hardship and privation.  Will you be good

enough to make this public? R. J. SeppoON,
Premier, Wellington.
