He takes this opportunity of expressing his appreciation of Mr. McKenzie’s unwearied atten-
tion to the portfolios he held, and especially of his ability and energy in the management of the
Department of Lands and Agriculture.

As Acting-Premier Mr. McKenzie welecomed him on landing in this colony to assume the
position of Governor, and the cordial: relations therein commenced have continued to this day.
He sincerely regrets the necessity felt by Mr. McKenzie to retire from public life.
