While working on top of the
lift-cage, Sommerville asked
the man at the lever to
move it a little. The lift
was near the top, and as
soon as it was moved Som-
merville became wedged be-
tween the top of the cage
and the hauling-gear.

The machine accidently started
while work was being pre-
pared. In reaching over to
stop it Benyon’s hand was
caught in the machine.

While sawing a piece of timber
Millican’s hand came in con-
tact with the saw.

Bowgen placed his right hand
on top of the delivery-roller,
when it was drawn into the
machine.

While Cook was planing a
board his left hand slipped,
and came in contact with
the knives of the machine.

Aldridge was sandpapering a
whiffle-bar with the pulling-
hooks attached. Somehow
one of the hooks became
entangled with the driving-
belt of the machine. While
in motion it struck him on
the head, shoulder, and arm.
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
