With reference to my despatch, No. 265, of the 13th September last, I
have the honour to transmit to you, to be laid before your Ministers, a copy of
a letter from the Foreign Office [Tth March] communicating at the request of
the Japanese Chargé d’Affaires, a resolution adopted by the Imperial Japanese
Diet expressing their appreciation of the sympathy manifested in the addresses
voted by the Legislative Council and House of Representatives of New Zealand
on the occasion of the death of His Majesty the Emperor of Japan. '
