Praving for compensation for alleged unfair treatment in eonneetion with the issme of
licenses to operate air serviees in New Zealand.
I am direeted to report that the Committee finds—

(1) That the petitioners rendered unigue serviee to New Zealand in developing
airmindedness.

(2) That the petitioners earried on this service recognizing that in the initial stages
of aviation they would be faced with finaneial loss.

(3) That the petitioners reasonably anticipated that such loss would he ecompensated
by profits when the serviee becamce firmly established.

(4) That the petitioners” application to the Transport Co-ordination Board, as Air
Licensing Authority, was in order and was duly considered hy the Board.

(5) That the Board apparently laid down two conditions as at least desirable if
not cssential, viz. :—

(a) That the machines to be used should be of British manufacture.
(b) That New Zecaland capital should be used.

(6) That the petitioners complied with both these conditions, the Boeing machines
proposed to be used being of Canadian manufactuve and the company giving
an undertaking that it could and would raise the necessary finance in New
Zealand.

(7) That the Board gave the neeessary licenses for the main services to companies
which did not propose to use New Zealand capital.

(8) That in one case the Board promised to issue a license to a company not then
in existence, which has in fact never come into being.

(9) That the petitioners, in being refused any worth-while license, were thereby
placed in sueh a position that they could not recoup themselves for their
outlay and the loss they had sustained in developmental work.

(10) That, having regard to all the forcgoing and the voluminous evidence placed
before it, the Committee recommends that the petition be referred to the
Government Tor most favourable consideration with a view to the prayer
of the petitioners being acceded to in some adequate and substantial manner
by way of compensation or the granting of trunk air routes.

Hig wife and
child died under the most distressing circumstances from injurics, and the pelitioner suffers
sovere permanent physieal disability.  Four hundred pounds compensation and two years’
subsequent wages paid eover only loss of personal property and hospital expenses.  Forther,
there is no departmental record that the petitioner was subsequently offered suitable
employment of a tolerable character in view of the serious nature of his injuries.
