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Alas! many descendants of the Maoris, who regarded bird-life as
natural capital to be carefully conserved, are now illegal killers of
pigeons and other native birds.

In Old time New Zealand,Bird Protection was'nt nearly
the problem it is nowadays: Partly because of wise

Tapu Laws.

And partly because some of the birds
were well able to look after themselves.
