heron or Kotuku in New Zealand, which for
the most part of the year can be found from
North Cape to Bluff . Once a year however;
they return to their nesting colony at Okarito,
near Franz Josef.
It was with special permission that the artist
went on location to the sanctuary at Okarito
where he was able to obtain the photos
required for a study of the bird in flight.
Drawn entirely in minute dots (a technique
