Soonafterthesigningof theTreatyofWaitangi,HoneHeke,oneofthe
mostcourageous and chivalrousof the earlyMaori leaders,desired to
show his resentment at the growing influence of the white men over
hispeople: Under thepretextofa personal insult;in the dark early
hoursofJuly8th,1844,HoneHekewithabandoffollowerscommenced
firingtheirmuskets in the young townofKororareka,orRussellas it is
nowknown: Theymade theirwayto the flagstaffon ahilloverlooking
the town and theBayof Islands. Here theyperformed a wardance,ROLLYOUR cutdown the flagstaffand carriedaway the signal balls: Before their
grievances were finally settled, the determined natives cut down the
