He is re-
sponsible for all the arrangements used
in I Love a Melody, and. he says, the
experience pained overseas is proving in-
valuable now. “l have always been im-
pressed with the need for radio enter-
tainment that would really achieve the
much-talked-about but seldom-attained
target of pleasing a large audience of
‘middlebrow’ listeners, and thiz pro-
gramme has been & welcome opportunity
for trying to do something about it.”

Mary Negus is well known in Auck-
land as a singer and stage personality,
and ahe has taken leading parts in Auck-
land Operatic Society performances. The
orchestral accompaniments are provided
by Felix Millar, Eric Craig, Victor Man-
del, June Taylor and Ralph Tobeck.
