The pastor|
andhis belongings were housedbyone ofhis parishioners,andthe
next step was the serving of a formalnotice by the mayor,setting
forth that thebishop's nominationwasnull and void,havingbeen
made without previousnotification to the

"Ober-prasident,"and
that theperformanceof any ofhis functions asparishpriest would
exposehim to the full severity of thenew laws. A similardocu-
ment was addressed to the Ecclesiastical [Council, and to the
parishioners, while the schoolmaster was charged to refuse his
pastoradmission to the school, and to give information incase of
his presuming to instruct the childrenof his flock in their religion.
This schoolmaster, ayoungmanof advancedopinions,wasdirected
toundertakeall the religious teaching himself. Our poor Eeni-
tentus, thus regularly outlawed, began to ask himself in much
bewilderment whatduties the Governmentconceived were leftto a
priest to whomChurch andschool were forbiddenground. Ithad
beenhintedprettybroadly, thatbyaddingthemagicalprefix"old,"
tohis title of"Catholic priest,"all difficultieswould beover,and
insult aud persecutions exchangedfor respectful deference anda
fatbenefice. But then,ashe says

— hehada conscience.
Nextcamea summons to appear before the mayor,toapswer

todivers charges. Hehadbaptizedchildren, nursesandsponsors
could swearit;saidMass

—
&gendarmehadheardhim;preached—

the
"Liberal

"
schoolmaster hadeven taken notesof the sermon;

buriedthe dead
—

the gravedigger's evidence wasread. Nonotice
being taken of this summons, another followed to appear before
themagistratesof Treves, andas the culprit neitherappearednor
paid the fineincurredby his contumacy,his furniture was putup
toauction in the street. The poor priest sold everything tohis
friendly host, tosave from thehammer the things hismotherhad
pinchedherself tobuy, and then, there beingnothing buthimself
toseize,he Avas sentenced to thepayment of a heavier fine or toa
month's imprisonment. Accordingly, in thespring of 1874, he was
arrested, just as he was leaving the altar after sayingMass. The
scene was one which has been often actedin Germany, and which
■willneverbe forgottenby many afaithfulpastor and flock. The
news spread quickly through the village, and the church was
thronged withmen, women, andchildren,weepingaloud andeager
for alast blessing.

Then followedcouifort, counsel, and the words,
That make aman feel strong in speakingtruth,

as hebade them, in a broken voice, cling closely and faithfully,
come what might, to the one holy, Catholic, EomanChurch,be
true tothe Pope, to their bishops,andto thepriestsappointedby
them,and to pray for him who was forced from them. Hecould
hardly tearhimself fromthe poor peoplewho accompaniedhim to
the station, cheering him ashe went,till inobedience tohim, they
keptsilence."

This sort of thing makes one's duty hard work,"said the
gendarme ,"

"Iwouldrather arresta hundred murderersthanone
priest.""Why so ? Don't we follow quietly ?

"
"Quietly enough;butyousee itmakes me feel the culprit. I

■wouldrather break stones thanhave much moreof this work.""Youareonly doing what you are obliged todo:the respon-
sibility lies withyoxir superiors.""

That's all verywell,but it is not a pleasantbusiness,and
my family arethe worse for it. Why, my wife can't get somuch
as adrop ofmilk in the village, because she is my wife.""That isnot fair:and whenIcomeout of prisonIshall see
toit."

Theprisonwas the oldDominican convent at Treves,and the
venerableBishop of the diocese and several priests wereconfined
there. The thought gave encouragement as wellaspain:"Dol-
linger was wrongwhen he talkedof a thousand priests who think
like him;butIcan saythata thousandpriestsnot only think,but
act and suffer like me! The unbelieving enemy who persecutes,
scorns,andinsults us,must bow to the fact that,inspiteof prison,
banishment,andhunger,the wholeCatholic priesthoodstands firm
as onemanin fidelity to the Church, and willnot trampleontheir
convictions and their conscience for the sake of worldly goods.
This is the strength, the unity of the Church, whichis rooted in
nothing human, andwhich, therefore,does not standandfall with
human weakness. Here is her divine character shown. If the
Catholic Church were the work of man, if we priestshadnot the
living consciousness of her divinity,how easily wouldhundredsof
the clergy who haveboonvictims of theMay Lawshaveyielded fa

the weakness of nature! On the oneside sharp suffering,on the
other temptation! Butit was not so, and therefore, because the
resultsof the 'warofculture' are nothing,indeed, for the Govern-
ment,butgreatmoral victories for the Church, thecontinuationof
the warcannotbringabout the issuedesiredby the State. Onthe
oneside there is physical force, on the other men's consciences;
and they are not to be crushed bylegal proceedings,gendarmes,
arrests,ijnprisonment, orbanishment."

Theprisondisciplineanddietwerehard enough.
'
The latter

consisted entirelyof soup, more or less watery,knownas
"

slime
soup," so that,"apotato wouldhavebeen hailed as a delicacy,"
and there wasrealsuffering, fromhunger through lack of all solid
food. The bed"might be called a rack; it was an iron frame
supportinganarrowsack tightlystuffedwithstraw,whichreminded
one moreof the trunk of a tree than of anything,much tooshort
into the bargain. . . . The pillows were twobits of rag filled
withstraw, verylike theunleavenedcakes of the Jews,bothas to
breadth and thickness." Books and writing materials were, at
first, forbidden. Later on, this severity was relaxed, and poor
Eenitentusmade his first acquaintancewithSilvioPellicoinavery
suitable place for appreciating his book,which he thinks ought to
be ineveryprison library. Hispockets hadbeencleared, and the
solitaryprisonervainly longedfor the solace of looking athiswatch
or smoking acigar. Wellmayhe say thatitis easyfor theLiberal
Press tomake light of the imprisonedpriestsandbishops. Theirs
is not indeed a martyrdom like that of the early Christians, yet
surely such asolitary confinementashe describes is fullof suffer-
ing, which, he truly says,is all the more keenly felt by men of
education and refinement. A man who wascondemnedtoa fort-
night of itfor some offence against the laws of thePress wrote:"Iam certainly no Ultramontane,butImarvelat the steadfast-
ness,the courage,andthe fidelitytotheirconvictionsofthe Catholic
priests."

The only recreationpermittedto the priests wasa"walk,"as
it was called, in the inner court of the prison, in the centre of
which was a pump roundandroundwhich they went,"likehorses
in a circus trotting round the groom who stands in themiddle."
One can imagine what these meetings must have been to the
prisoners. Here our friend made acquaintance with Franz
Schneiders, of St.Laurence's Church, who hadnot thenappeared
inthe columns of the *Titnes.' He was a young man of twenty-
six, full of kindliness, "an excellent priest,and a first-rate com-
panion." At this time he was strong and healthy-looking; but"

seventeenmonths of confinement and prison diet have changed
himnow." Then we hear of an old priest, whosehealthis very
frail,but who is a pattern of fortitude and cheerful trust:"he
nevercomplained, was always in good spirits, andputallhis con-
fidence inGod, whonever forsakes His own."

Another was the life of his companions;fullofaspiritoffun
whichnoamountof

"
slime soup"and

"straw-sackingcouldrepress,
and whichpromptedhim toplay off a trick on the overseer,a con-
ceitedfellow, who gave himself airs of superiority and imagined
himself born for higher things. One day,when the prisonerswere
discussing some historical question, the overseer informed them
that history was among his numerous accomplishments. This
inspiredthe mischievous prisonerwiththe ideaof dictating tohim
asketchof the battleof Cannse in the.hopethathe wouldboast of
the performance as his own. Eenitentushad not been longback
inhis cell, whenthe overseerappearedwitha paper

— "ahistorical
study," whichheoffered for his perusal. Itranas follows:

THE BATTLE OF CANNJ3.
Csesar liad crossed the Rubicon. On the one bank stood

Leonidas with, ten elephants andsix four-pounders;on the other
Caius Julius Csosar, by Poinpey's Pillar- The battle raged long
amid the sniokeof batteries. At last Leonidas sprang upontho
foremost elephant,rushed into theranks of the enemy,and tele-
graphed to Rome:

"Icame, saw,andconquered."
After a,while, Renitentus was placed in another part of the

prison with six companions, a relief for which he was intensely
thankful. Inspite of all their hardships they werecheerful and
contented:the one great loss remained, for which nothing could
make vp

—
they couldnot offer theHoly Sacrifice.

Twice a week Mass was said for the prisoners inthe prison-
chapel, andthere,kneelingamongcriminals ofall grades and.ages,
from youngboys togrey-hairedmen,was theBishopof the diocese,
his calm face andbearing tellingplainly thathebore his troubles
cheerfully for the good of the Church andin defenceofhis convic-
tions. Such, indeed,wasthe feelingof all. Once, when the author
expressedhis sorrow at seeing the sick priest whohas beenmen-
tionedbefore growingpalerand thinner dayby day,he answered,
smiling:"Ifhundreds and thousands go tobattle fullof enthu-
siasm, andendure allsortsof labours and privations for the sake
of anidea— for the loveof theircountry

—
why shouldnotIsacrifice

everythingfor the sake of so great and glorious an ideaas tha-t
whichis being fought forin this battle ?

"
On the whole, the warders and overseersbehavedwell to the

imprisonedpriests. "We canhardly bear it,"said one of them,"and we are ashamed to set this trough before youj
" but wecau

anddare donothing for you."
Renitentus was kept in prison five months andahalf,at the

end of which time, ashe says,the Government appearedtohave
become convinced that he was an incorrigible subject, entirely
impenetrableto the ideas of "culture," inspiteof the opportunity
whichhadbeenaffordedhimof meditating thereuponathis leisure.
His return to his people was a gala;thousands met him on the
road;the whole place was gaywith flags and garlands, and his
roomwas dressed with bouquets of flowers. Butmuch ashe was
touchedby the affectionate welcome, he felt obliged to repress all
these outward demonstrations, for which the good people were
likely enough to pay dearly. He had seen more thanonein the
prisonhehad just leftwhosewtrstcrimewasa "hurrah!" togreet
thereturn ofhispastor.

SOME ADVENTURES UNDER THE MAY LAWS.

[From the 'Month.']
A youngpries'-, oneof themany Germanconfessors of our day,has
"written a simple account of the persecution whichhe has under-
gone. As he modestly snys, it is no greater than that which
thousands of his brethren have suffered, less, indeed, than that
whichhasbeen the lot of many. But still, for that veryreason,it
is a fair specimen of the treatment received from the men of"culture

"
by numbers of his countrymen, simply for doing their

duty. He tellshis story to alltrue-hearted Catholics, in thehope
that their faith maybestrengthened, theircourageanimated,and
theirlove tothe Church andtheir brethrendeepenedby the "ower
true tale "ofinjustice andoppression,ofpatience andfidelity. As
thesympathy he claimsis not for himself,but for his cause,he
doesnot tell hisname, but writes as "Eenitentus"—

a very Ger-
man wayof expressinghis resistance tounlawful authority.
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So ends the prison experience which forms the first partof
the story. The second andmore interestingportion tells the tale
of his wanderings, the "Odyssey," as he calls it, which followed
the imprisonment. Before resuming his duties among his flock,
Renitentus went to recruit his strength by a short visit to his
relations,and during this time there appeared anofficialwarrant
forhis capture,witha fulldescription of his person, notwithstand-
ing whichhereturned toN ,where the first thing thatmet
his eyeswasa notice nailed to his door, ordering him toquit the
district ("Bezirk") within twenty-four hours. The prescribed
time hadlong since elapsed, andhe left thenotice whereitwas.
Next morning, after sayingMassin a densely crowded church,he
he was arrestedasecond time, and theheart-breakingscene of six
months ago was repeated. "Where are you taking me?"he
inquiredof his captor. "Ido not know, sir;my orders wereto
arrestyou, that is all." Hewas conducted to theMayor's Court,
where the extraordinaryproposal wasmade tohim thathe should
defray the expenses ofa conveyance for himselfand the gendarme
toX ,and on his naturally declining, he was told thathe
must,inthat case, goon foot. Itwas a three days' journey, and
hesaidit wasoutof his power to doso;so they lockedhimupin
the engine-house while the question was referred to a higher
authority, and a doctor consulted, who certified his inability to
walk the distance. A carriage was offeredbya gentlemanin the
neighborhood;but they hadnot gone far before agendarme rode
up, stoppedthe carriage,anddemandedthe writtenpermissionof
theLandrath for its use. No such document was forthcoming,so
the* poor wearied priest was ordered) out, and proceededonfoot,
while themanincharge whohad accompanied him wentbackfor
thewrittenorder. The scene which followed is one whichcould
hardly bebelievedonless credible evidence, andthe sufferer him-
self saysthat if hadbeendescribed to himheshouldhave thought
ituntrue,or at leastgrossly exaggerated. Thegendarme rode his
horse at the prisoner,sothat he was literallyupon him {aufden,
Naeken). Ifheattempted toget out ofthe waytheman followed,
the horse rearing, so that the priest was every moment indanger
of being riddendown; andhundreds of persons who witnessed this
disgracefulscene cried out to implore the gendarme to keepat a
greater distance. "It's the way we do to them all!

"
was the

brutal answer. And so the priest was.driven on, like a hunted
animal,for anhour,before the carriage|re-appearedwith the order
for its use. Itwas noonbeforehe biokehis fast at a village inn
where the goodpeoplenot only set their bestbefore him, andgave
himprovisionsfor the rest of the journey, but absolutely refused
allpayment— aproof of generous devotedness greaterthan itmay
seemat first sight, when we consider that far slighter marksof
attachment toa faithfulpriest havebeen often treatedas crimes
"by the "Liberal" Prussian Government. Latein the evening a
halt wasmade for thenight, and at theMayor's office Renitentus
recognizedin thepresiding authority an oldschoolfellow whom he
hadhelped over many animposition in former days,but whonow
ignoredhis outstretchedhand,observedastrictly official demeanor,
askedhisname, andconsignedhim for thenisrht to the ruins of an
oldcastle, whichdiddutyas a temporaryprison.

Nextmorning the journey was continuedon foot, as leave for
using the carriagehadnot beengiven any further. Thistime the
gendarme in charge turned out a very good fellow, in spiteofa
ferociouslymartial expression. After somehesitationhe agreedto
his prisoner'sproposaltolightenthefatigue atthecost of lengthen-
ingthe journey, by stopping at the different presbyteries onthe
way for a short visit. The glass of wine which he goton these
occasions no doubt reconciledhim to the delay, but he confessed
that he was heartily ashamed of his employment;and thoughhe
stared a little at first whenthepeasants greetedhis prisonerwith
the good old Christian salutation, "Praised be Jesus Christ," it
wasnot longbeforehe joinedhim inthe answer,"Forever,amen."

Itwasquitedark when they crossed the districtfrontier,and
the gendarme shook hands withhis prisonerashe askedhim where
he thought of going? "Ihaveno notion, my goodfellow;butI
must lookout for alodgingsomewhere." Andthenandthere they
parted,high among the hills, witha keen wind driving the snow
in the face ofthe exile. He was aperfect stranger to theneigh-
borhood,andso, no sooner had his companion left him, thanhe
turnedback,recrossedtheforbiddenfrontier,andwalkedback for a
goodtwohoursto thehouse ofthe confrere hehadlast visited, who
wasgreatly astonished toseehim again,bxitgladly fedandhoused
him. "

These days of ours," said he,"remind one of the fate of
theFrenchpriestsin the Revolution. The few who took thecon-
stitutional oath werefavouredby the Government,butdespisedby
thepeople for sacrificing their consciences to the Molochof the
State. Even Napoleon said as muchj but history praises the
others now, though theyhad towander about,tolose their position,
and sometimesto dieby the guillotine. Andhistory will oneday
pass the same judgment on those German priestsandbishopswho
esteemed conscience morehighly thina fatbenefice."

After aday's restRenitentus, providedby his friendwith the
necessaryfunds,madehis wayto thenearestrailway,andso,right"into the jawsof the wolf," that is, to thecapital of the forbidden
district, where he bought a suit of clothes in characterwith the
parthe hadresolved toplay, that of commis-voyageur toanimagin-
ary wine-merchant. Thus equipped, he could defy the police
officials, especially as h<* now worea thick beard, ala Dr.Falk.
He walked with mingled feelings of sadness and thankfulness
roundtheprisonwhichstillheld the venerable bishopand somany
ofhisbrethren,andthenwenttothe Cathedral topray for strength
and courage for them, himself, his flock, and all true German
Catholics.

Two days later, the stage-coach was taking him to theplace
which he had been banished from a week ago. Little did the
gendarme(thesame whohadbehavedsobrutallyon the road) guess
who wasthe travestied person inthe corner, when helookedinto
thecoach atthe journey'send. Hepassedhimagaininthe village,

INTERESTINGFACTS ABOUT THE POPE.

On Saturday,May13, His Holiness Pope Pius IX.completed his
84th year. The Catholicjournals of Rome contained Addresses to
the Holy Father enclosed in pretty borders. Even the 'Unita
Cattolica* appearedingala stylewithout themourning border that
encloses its first page since the Italians crossed the Pontifical
frontier on the14thof September,1870. The editor then assured
his readers that this mourning should continue until the Holy
Father was reinstated inhis rights. The

'
Unita

'
gives a seriesof

dates valuable as a record of the HolyFather's life. Bornon the
13thof May,1792,at Sinigaglia, he was baptised onthesameday
by CanonMastai. He wasconfirmedon the 9th of June,1799, and
inthe same year prayed for the imprisonedPontiff, Pius VI. On
the 2ndof October, 1803,he entered the College of Volterra, and
was saved from a mortal illness in 1816. He was ordainedsub-
deacon on the18th of December, 1818, and priest on the 10th of
April,1819. His first Mass was'said on Easter Sunday,11th of
April,1819,andinthat sameyear hewas appointedchaplain inthe
Hospital of Tata Giovanni, at Rome. In1823 (3rd July)he set
out ona mission toChili,andnarrowly escaped shipwreckat Lima
in 1824. Inthe following year he was appointeddirectorof San
Michele,andArchbishopof Spoletoon the 21st of'May,1827,where
two years afterwards he did much by hisfgoodness to subdue a
revolution. Onthe 17thof December, 1832, he was made Bishop
of Imola j on the 23rd of December, 1839, he wascreated Cardinal
inpetto, andproclaimed onthe 14th ofDecember,1840. Itwas in
1842 thathe bestowed his silver spoons on apoor womanwhenhe
had no money to give,and four years afterwards a white dove
alightedonhis carriageashe wasgoing to the Conclave

—
an omen

of his approaching election to the Pontificate accepted by the
Roman people. On the 14th of June,1846,he entered theCon-
clave, andon the 16th was electedPope.

The 'Voce della Verita* thus speaks of him:
—

"Seventeen
lustresof years,and sixof aPontificate! Mostrare is the example
of the firstj there is noexample of the second. And whatis this
man? Is his headbowed,his eye uncertain,his minddiminished,
withmemory slowanduntrustworthy,exhibiting decadence ? No;
itis buteight days ago since the largeDucalHall resounded with
his words,of which not one waslost to the thousandandahalf of
auditors. The thoughts were strong, the images elevated, the
phrasesready andsecure. And no day passes in the other great
Consistorial Hall, filled with long files of visitors from themost
diverse and distant countries, thatheis not seen topass from the
one to the other,finding forallhappyand variedwords,which they
preserve throughout their whole lives." After speaking of the
trialsto whichhe is subjected, the 'Voce' proceeds:"Butwill he
conquer ? Hehas already conquered,we reply. His triumphs are
named the Syllabus, the Council, the protests,and the five years
of imprisonment which seal them. The Syllabus woundedsocial
errors totheheart;the CouncilkilledBegalism and Gallicanisin;
the protestsand the firm refusals,save theArk of Justice, which,
whenthis floodof revoltandcrime will have passedaway,willrest
andoriginateanew world."

OnMay 13, the members of the Sacred College, theprelates,
andanumber of Roman gentlemen filled the ante-chambers of the
Vatican. Although it was not an official feast, they presented
themselvesthere to testify, by their presence and their words, the
sentimentsofveneration,affection, andgratitudewhichtheycherish
towards the Holy Father. His Holiness accepted and returned
their congratulations. A number of foreign andRoman families
werealsopresenton that day.

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1. TheOrloff of Amsterdam;194f carats;latestprice, 450,000

rubles.
Cutin the old rhomboid shape. Forms the extremity of the

Russiansceptre. Itcame from the oldmines of India,andis said to
haveonce formed one of the eyesof the celebrated statueof Sherigan
in the temple of Brahma. At a later period it was found, with
another large diamond, in the throne of the Shah Nadir of Persia.
Whenhe wasmurdered, itwas taken by aFrench grenadier whohad
taken service there,and who fled withit to Malabar,andsold it to a
ship captain for 14,000 thalers, and he handed it over toaJew for
84,000 thalers. The Jew sold it at a greatly advancedprice to the
Arminian merchant Schafras, from whom theEmpress Catharine11.
obtaineditin1775, at Amsterdam, for 450,000 rubles,an annuity of
2,000 rubles,and a diplomaofnobility.

2. The Eegent, or Pitt carats; perfect diamond; value,
1,200,000 thalers.

Among the |French"'crown jewels. It'came from Jthe mines of
Parteal, twenty miles from Mazulipatam (Golconda, East Indies),
where it was found in 1702 by a slave, who, in order to conceal it,
woundedhimself in the leg and hid it under thebandage. Hepro-
mised the stone to a sailor if he wouldprocure him his liberty. The
eailor enticed him on board his ship, took the stone,drowned the
slave, sold the diamond to the Governor of Fort St.George (whose
name wasPitt) for £1,000 sterling,squanderedthemoney,andhanged
himself. Itwaspurchasedfrom Pitt in 1717 by the thenEegent of
France,theDuke of Orleans, for Louis XV.,itsprice being 3,375,000
francs. Itweighedat that time 410 carats, and wasafterwards cut
andpolishedinperfect diamond form, by which,however,itlost two-
thirds of its size. This operation took almost two.'years, andcost
27,000 thalers. In1792 itwas stolen, together with all the crown
diamonds, at the plundering of the Tuileries, and was lost sight of
until, inan anonymous letter to the Minister of Police at Paris, the
placeof its concealmentin the Champs Elysees was accurately des-
cribed. Itwasactually found there, together withIhemost valuable
crown jewels. (Probably the thief hadbecome convinced thatit was
dangerous for him to sell jewelsof such value). The Eepublic then
pawnedit to themerchant Trescow in Berlin. After its redemption
itadorned the sword of Napoleon.

3. The Koh-i-nor
—

mountain of light; 1061-16 carets; aflat,
oval diamond;belongs to the Queen of England; value, 800,000
thalerjs.

Itshistory is lostin the darkness of Indian tradition, andcan
be tracedwithcertainty only since thebeginning ofthe fourteenth
century. It was for hundreds of years the crown jewel of the
Badschas ofMalwa,and was rightfully regarded as a talisman of
sovereignty,because it was always thebootyof the strongestcon-
queror. In this manner,after ithad repeatedly changed owners,
in1813 it cameinto thepossessionof theruler of Lahore, whereit
wascapturedby the English in1850,at the rebellion of the Sikh
troops,andpresented toQueen Victoria. Itweighed at that time
1861-15 carats,butit hadbeensoawkwardlycvt— severalhundred
years before, by the Venetian lapidary,Hortensio Borgio

—
that it

produced little effect. (Exhibited in London in 1851.) Queen
Victoriahad it newly cut by Herr Vorsanger, the most skilful
workmaninthe celebrated diamond-cutting establishment ofHerr
Coster, at Amsterdam. The workjwascompletedin1852,inthirty-
eight days.

4.Florentine or Tuscan;1391-2carats;value,700,000 thalers
among the treasures of the Emperor of Austria; pure but of a
yellowish color, jprobably the largest of the diamonds lost by
Charles the Boldiinthebattle of Granson in1476.

Itwas found bya Swiss, on the public road in a casket,in
which there also lay a costlyipearl. At first the manscornfully
threw away the diamond,but.then picked itupagain,andsoldit
for a florin to a clergyman,andhe sold it for three francs tothe
Bernese. Hereit waspurchased for 5,000 florins by the wealthy
merchant princeBartholomew May. Thena Genoesepurchasedit
for alittle more,andsoldit for doubletheprice toLudovicoMoro
Sforza, the regent of Milan. On the occasion of thedispersionof
treasuresofMilan,Pope Julius 11.procuredit atauction for 20,000
ducats. Itis now in the Imperial treasury atVienna.— Dr.Theo-
dore Schuchardt.

THE LAND FUND.
Mr. Whittakkr's motion regarding the disposal of the
Land Fund willprobably be disposed of before this sees the
light. Thisgentleman proposes that the LandFund shallbe
throwninto the consolidated revenue andbe treatpd as the
common property of all New Zealand. At thismoment, it
is impossible to say what willbe the fateof this motion. It
may berejectedby the House of Representatives,but then it
may not.

Be this,however, as it may,one thing appears clear to
vs— either the land revenue must become a part of the
general revenue,and in this event the sooner the better, or
there must be two separateand independent provinces— one
for eachIsland. With the total Abolitionof provinces, itis
morallyimpossible to save the landlevenue for purely local
purposes. There are two insurmountable obstacles to the
localisingof this revenue— viz., the clamorous wants of the
CentralGovernment, and the jealousyunitedwiththecupidity
of poor localities.

The timehas come to settle this questiononce forall,and
if insular separation cannot now be obtained,it would be

Before the final absorption of the land revenue of the
Southern Province into the generalrevenue some time might
elapse;but during this necessarily short period,how much
bitterness, discontent, andmutual recriminationwould there
not be? These couldnot fail to alienate North from South,
and dissipate the energies of colonists in local feuds and
party conflicts to the great injury of thecommon interests.

GROUNDLESS REJOICING.
Therehasbeen much jubilation lately incertain Protestant
circles because Spain has been thrownopen to the dissemina-
tion of their principles. Close upon seventeen millions of
Catholic peoplehithertoprotected from the assaults of pro-
selytism have been brought within reach of its efforts, and
the world that dubs itself "evangelical

"
rings with exulta-

tion. The Pope protested against this step, and his action
has, as a matter of course, met with the warmest condemna-
tion:narrowness, bigotry, intolerance, and every other ac-
cusation easily imaginable,orhard to invent,havebeenhurled
athis head. Yet itmight have appeared not unreasonable
that the spiritualfather of so many millionsof souls should
object to his children's being exposed to temptation,and the
rightmight rationallyhave beenaccordedhimof doingall that
inhimlay toprevent their faithfrom being tampered with.

It is not here as in a country where various sects are
numerous, and where liberty of worship isplainly the legal
right of all withoutdistinction. InSpain thereligionof the
peopleis oneonly;andit is quite a different thing to intro-
duce measures to cause disturbance in this, and permit of its
being interferedwith,from whatit wouldbe to placeit on a
level with contraryopinionsin acountry wheresectsabound,
andtherepermit it to live or die onits merits."Experience teaches" is anold sayingand one the truth
of which is most frequently admitted,but to every mle there
is an exception,andthe persevering- attempts of some Pro-
testants to substitute their doctrines for those of the Church
amongst Catholics do not appear by indubitable failure to
convince these sanguine folk of the hopelessness of their
efforts. "When Garibaldi andhis followers commencedtheir
revolutioninItaly, the " evangelical

"
sects wereenraptured;

not one amongst themever seemed to think that the veteran
pirate wasanythingin the worldother thanaaardentpioneer
of the"gospel." More thanone wildyouth, longing for ad-
venture, persuaded their unwilling parents to let them join
the English auxiliaries of the redshirted hero on the plea
that they were striking for the cause of the Bible. Italy
was Looked upon as alreadyconverted fromthe error of her
ways, and it was believedthat anew realmhad been subdued
for the advance of the"Reformation/

But whathas beea the result? It may be that many,
yielding to temptation, and separated from Catholic influ-
ences, have lost their faith; find even of these there are,
everything considered,not by any meansso many as itmight
have reasonably been feared there would have been. But
where are they now to be found? In the meetinghouses
of the Protestant sects? "Sitting under" the dreary in-
struction of the orthodox? By nomeans;the stage where-
on are acted indecent plays, the streets where ladies

—
even

English andAmerican ladies,independentand fearlessas they
are known to be

—
are subjected to insult, the haunt ofthe

conspiratorand the assassin, allthese have far greaterattrac-
tions for them,and Italy,though she isinfinitely morewicked,
is no more Protestant to-day than she was ahundred years
ag°-

And the case of France isstillmoreinstructive; for here,
notwithstandingtheequality on which the various religions
have longexisted,anative Protestant Church boasting many
zealousministers, some of them menof eminent talents,and
an indefatigable propaganda, thenumber of Protestants has
diminished immensely,and does not approach within some
thousands of that whichit wasprior to the greatrevolution.
So that,on the whole, we really are at a loss to discover on
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better, becausewiser fcr the South at once to surrender the
land fund forgeneral appropriation, than to carry on the un-
equal andharrassing conflict to retain aremnantof it, for a
few years, whichhasbecome inevitable.

Nothingcansave the land fund of the South for purely
southernpurposesbut insular separation,even financial sepa-
ration,so longas there should existonly one Legislature for
the entireColony, wouldnot suffice.

Insular separationand theretentionof the land revenue
by the South Island are inseparable,andthe sooner this is
realisedby the South the better for allNew Zealand. Inthe
supposition that insular separation cannot be obtained, -what
must be the effect of the struggleby the South to retaineven
a little of the landrevenue? Thisis a veryimportant ques-
tion,and whatis the answer? To us it appears to bethis

—
the South, in consequence of thisstruggle, must becomemore
or less isolated and deprived of that influence and sharein
the Government to whichit is entitled.

The reportof the Victorian Inspector-Generalof PenalEstab-lishmentsandGaols for the year 1875 gives the followingreturns:— "Malesable toread andwrite,5158;females, 751;males,able to
read only, 1377; females, 1159 j males unable to read, 1115;
females, 604. It-will be seen from this statement that while 5904
prisoners were able to read and write, 2536 able to read, there
wereonly 1719 persons imprisoned during the year who were alto-
getheruneducated." Fromthis itwillbe seenthatanacquaintance
with the three R's is not in all cases the insurmountable impedi-
ment to the commission of crime, whichsome wouldappearanxious
toproveit tobe. Infact, in Victoria at least, ignorance seems to
berather,a safeguard than otherwise if we may judge fromthe
above. Atany rate it is clear that there are different kinds of
education.

The 'Dunstan Times' says:

beanexpendedon the purchase of foreign fuel. With the viewsj^p forward in this gentleman's statement we agree toaconsider-
a le extent. The proximity of the mine to Dunedin is a very
divided advantage. The coal undoubtedly is veryvaluable,and
whentheprejudice that unfortunately obtains against it hasbeen
overcome,as it is sure to be in time, it will be found largely to
contribute to purposes of economy comfort.

widow left destitute in a mountain solitude on thebleak andsnowy
regionof Woodspoint, thatof the abovesum, £56 wassent fromNew
Zealand? Iquote this as onlyone instance, toprove that themembeia
here, the ever kind, the enthusiastic, the generous and patriotic
motives by which,ab all times, they have been actuated,should at
least get justicejustice done them, their deputies respected,and their wishes
acceded to. If the founders, those energetic spirits whoboldly con-
ceived,inaugurated,andnurturedinits infancy,andstoodby its rapid
strides into thefull developmentand well-fledged fruition, inguiding
its destinies,andextendingits influence, werestillat thehelm, wehad
no fear for its safety,our own protection,and its stability.

Lr1121, ErikUpsi, first Bishopof Greenland, departed for Vinland.
He was Bishopof Gardar, but was replaoedin1124, on the demaud
ofthe Greenlanders,united in General Diet. America and Green-
land,inparticular, paid Peter's Pence,and the Crusades werepreached
thereby Olaf in 1261. The donation was made in 1282,and was
founded,'on letters dated Viterbo, December 4th, 1276. In 1279.
January 21st,Nicholas 111. confirmed the powers already conferred
uponthe collector of the ecclesiastical tax. When

" selected,returned witha largenumber ofhippopotamus'

teeth, whale-boneand skins, he was at a loss toknow what to do with
them;this was the class of tax he had collected. Martin IV.an-
Bweredby letter, March 4th,1282, that theyshouldbe sold In1325,

which Marshal Blucher addressed to his wife duringhis campaign
of 1813-14, and during his visit to London in the latter year.
Bluchers orthography is curious, and might conveysome useful
hints to theadvocates of a phonetic system of spelling;of gram-
mar he has not the least notion. On the 3rd of June, 1814,he
writes from Boulogne (or Boulonge, as he spells the name):

" YesterdayIdined with the Dukeof Klarents on board the ship-
of-the-line Imprenabele. Iam still deaf from the thunder of the
canon,andalmostupset by themarks of honour bestoweduponme.
If things continue like this Ishall turnmad in England. . . .
The English come to this place in hundreds tosee me,andIam
obliged to to shake hands with every one of them. The ladiez
quite make love to me. They are the most crack-brained (nerris-
chste) peopleIknow. Ibring a sword anda sabre withme,which
have 40,000 thalers' worth of jewelson them. The City ofLondon
has likewisepresentedme witha sword, theClubs of London have
admitted me without ballot, and atEdenburg. in Scotland, they
have made mehonorary member of their learned society. Itwill
be a wonder if Idon't turn mad." His first letter from Lon-
don is dated 6thof June, 1814 :—":

— "YesterdayIlandedin England,
andIhardly know how it is Istill amalive. The people almost
tore me to pieces. They took out my horses, and carried me, and
thusIcame to London. Against my will they took me to the Re-
gent's Castle. The Kegent receired me in a mannernot tobe des-
cribed. He hunghis portrait, richly set with brilliants, andattached
to a dark blueribbon, roundmy neck, and said, ' Be sure you hareno
truer friend on the earth than myself.' Ilodge with him. Imust
al-o tell you that theKing, in spite of my resistance mademe aPrince
yesterday Your brother is with meand witnesses allthat
happens tome. The people carryme upon their hands. Whenever
they catch sight of me they shout, aud 10,000 of them are together in
no time. In uniform Icannot appear at all." On the 12th of
June, he writes:— "Unless constantly surrounded by guards andat-
tendants they tear me. If Iride in a carriage they take out the

The
people thenbegin to sing;meanwhile the Priest twice offers incense
totheKingof heaven,before whom heis kneeling. Then he takes
theMonstranceinhis hands,and turning to thepeopleblesses them
withtha MostHoly in theform of a cross, while the bellis sounded
by oneof the attendantsto call attention to the ceremony. Itis our
Lord's solemn benediction to His people,as when he liftedup his
hands overthe children, or whenhe blessed His chosenoneswhenhe
ascendedup fromMountOlivet. As sonsmight comebeforeaparent
before going to bedatnight,so,onceor twice aweek, thegreatCatho-
lic family comesbefore theEternal Father,after the bustleor toilof
theday, andHe smiles upon them,andsheds upon them the lightof
His countenance. Itis a fullaccomplishmentof what thepriests in-
vokedupon the Israelites,"The Lordbless thee andkeep thee;the
LordshowHis face to'thee,and havemercyon thee;theLord turn
His countenance to thee andgive thee peace." Can therebe amore
touchingrite, evenin the judgment of those whodonot beliere init?
How many a man,not a Catholic,is moved, onseeing it,"Oh, thatI
didbut believeit!" whenhe sees the Priest take up the Fount of
Mercy,and thepeoplebent low in adoration!

Many Yankeeprisonerswere sent toCharleston,South Caro-
lina,during the war.

No institutionknownamongmenLad ever a more purely evil origin
than the Anglican Church.

Thefete of
Joanof Arc recalls tous liow God protectedFranceinpast times,
and teachesus that if itbe good thatapeopleshouldrelyonitself,
and work courageouslyfor its regeneration,it mustalso look above
to fri" whoholds inhis hands the fateofnations. Thatis why in
this cathedral,whereJoan of Arc fell on her knees, youcome to
imploretheprovidentialaids with which, peoplesand theirchiefs
cannot dispenseindaysof crisis. May Godaccede to yourprayers
andours! Mayhe again look upon France withmercy as of old!
To materialprosperity mayheaddChristian grandeur,and mayhe
grantto you,Monsieur leMarechal,whose nobleheartis boworthy
of it, that superiorlight which in the hourof perilenablesaman
to save the people\"

CardinalPrince Schwarzenburghhas been' latelymakingaCon-
firmationtour through a portionof his archdiocese of Prague. At
Petrowitehe was informed that a little girl, whohadbeen formany
yearsan invalid, was very desirous of being confirmed. Her condi-
tion,however,was such that she could not even be carried to the
church. When the regular Confirmationwasended,the Cardinalbe-
took himself to themiserable dwelling wherethe little girl lived,ac-
companiedby all his clerical attendants and suite. There wasno
roomfor allin the poor dwelling. Here his Eminenceconfirmed the
sick child,exhortedher to patience, and when going away,leftbe-
hindhimahandsome donationtoassist hernecessities.

CardinalCullenhas issued a pastoral,in which he refersat great
length to the subject of education. He says thatunder thepretence
of spreading education and promoting the temporaladvantageof the
nation, an occult warfareagainst the Catholicreligion is beingcarried
on, andhe calls on Catholics to resist all dangerous attempts toim-
pair the efficiency of the schools and undermine the faith of the
children. With regard to higher education, he urges them touse
everyeffort to obtainaCatholicUniversity for aCatholicnation.

The condescension of his
Eminencemade a great impression on the people of the neighbour-
hood,and the Cardinal Archbishop was greetedby a respectful crowd
onhisreturn fromhis visit of charity.

A greatnumber of Jews Lave been seizedby the Eussian police
ofVilni, under suspicionof belonging tosecret societies. This is very
strange,as who would believe tbat there were any conspiratorsin
Bussia except theCatholics ?

Thelatest intelligence,at our command, regarding thereturn
ofthe Jews toJerusalem,leads us to believe that still alength of
yearsmust pass awaybefore the return can takeplace. "We now
learn that for some time- past the Grand Rabbi of Viennahas
ordered theusual prayers for the return to Jerusalem tobe sus-
pended,and the Jews in Italy have just receivednotice todo the
same.

A doctor of Lyons, formerly of Montpellier,has just given
600,000 francs for the reconstruction of the parish church. Mgr.
de Cabrieres,theBishop of Montpellier,has writtentocongratu-
latethedonorof this magnificent donation.

The 'JapanGazette

astonishes the world by the declaration
of the discovery of an ancient Catholic church in that countiy,
which isused for otherpurposes, though still inperfectpreserva-
tion. Itis but oneof the traces of thatgreatSt.Francis Xavier,
whose workshavenot yet diedout, andarcnow being increased.
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The populationof Ireland, says the 'London Times' is not
materially decreasing now. The Begistrar-General reportsthat
