TUR LOCAL INDUSTRIES.

MESSHS. HALLENSTEIN BROS,

Of the New Zealand Clothing Factory, follow-
ing the example of some of the large manufac-
turers at Elome, and more especially with a
view of preventing the importation of Eng-
lish clothing, intend opening an extensive
Lietail Establishment for the sals of their
manufactures, For this purpose, they havr
fitted up commodicus premises at tha corner
of the Oetagon nud Privces street, which are
to ba opeued on Saturday, Mav 27. This
branch will be under the immediate manage-
ment of Mr, Laureuson, sud uuder the super-
vision of Mr. B. Hallenstein, the head of the
New Zealand firm.  Mesura Hallenatein Bros.,
uuder the maunagement of Mr Audarson, a
partner in the wholesulo and factory branch,
staited the New Zealand Clothing Factory
about two and a-ba'f years ago. They com-
menced on 8 comparatively swall ecale; at
present, they employ bhetween 200 and 300
hands. They have hail to overcome many
diffienlties and wuch prejudice, but uow their
goods, a8 will be seeu fioni the ships’ manifests,
ate being sent to all parta of New Zealund. In
Lunediy only they have found persistsnt op-
position ou the part of the larger houses who
aie glutting this market with immported gooda
and, 1o doubt, the retailers find it to their ad~
vahtage o push these in preference to local
manttuctures. The proprietors of the New
Zealand Clothing Factory have, the efore, vory
Judiciously decided to introdues their manu-
tactiiee airect to the large consuming popula-
tion of Dunedin ; and, in order to do so effsc-
tively, they have determined to sell a singla
garnient ab the whulesale price, The sslling
yrice 18 10 be marked 1o pliin fgures on, every
arsicle, from which no abatement will be mada.
'The basiness ia to be condacted strictly on tha
cash principle. and all goods muat be paid for
on delivery, butany articis not fovnd suitable
may be exchanged, or the money returned As
will b segn from vhe parments presented by
the New Zealand Clothing Factory in aid of
the Benevolent Asylum, and now éxhibited in
thna building, they aresnpenor in style and
yuality, aud ut a proportionately lower prica,
ihan anyvidug that can be imported.  But,
ineapective of all these advantages, it is to the
interest of everyone to snpport an industry
which employs local labour, and ja a divect
hﬁucﬁt to the butctier, baker, farmer, mecha-
nie, shopkeepar, merchant, and to all sections
of the commmuznity,
