The business is to beconductedstrictlyon the
cash principle,and allgoods must bepaid for
ondelivery,but,anyarticle not foundsuitable
maybeexchanged,or theuionejreturned As■willbeseen from ihe garments presented bythe New Zealand Clothing Factory in aid of
the Benevolent Asylum,andnow exhibited inthis building,they are supenor in style andquality,a.ud at a pioportionatelylowei uiice,
