OUR LOCAL INDUSTRIES.

MESSRS, HALLENSTEIN BROS,,

Of the New Zealand Clothing Factory, follasw-
ing the example of some of the large marnfac-
turers at Home, and wmore especially with a
view of preventing the importation of Eng-
iish clothing, intend opening an extensive
Retail Establishment for the sale of their
manufactures, For this purpose, they havr
fitted up commmodicus premises ab the coruer
of the Octagen and Priuces street, which nre
to be opened ou Satwrday, Mav 27.  This
branch will be under the immediate manaye-
ment of Mr. Laurenson, and under the Supers
vision of Mr. B. Hullenstein, the head of the
New Zealand firm. Messra Halleustein Bros.,
under the management of Mr Anderson, a
partuer in the wholesale and factory brauch,
started the New Zoaland Clothivg Factory
about two and a-ba!f years ago, They com-
menced on a comparatively awmall scale; at
presént, they employ between 200 and 300
hands,  They have had to overcome many
diffienities and much prejudics, but now their
foody, as will be seou fiom the ships’ wranifosts,
are being sent to all parts of New Zeuland. In
Dupedin only they have fouud peisistent op-
position on the part of the larger houses who
are glutting thia market with imported goody,
and, no doubt, the retailets find it to their ad-
vantage to push these in preference to local
manunfactures. The proprietors of the New
Zealand Clothing Factory have, thevefore, very
Judietously decided to introduce their mauu-
fisctures nirect to the large consuming popula-
Lion of Dunedin : and, in order tu do ay effue-
tively, they have determined bo sl a wingle
garmant at the wholesule price, The selling
Price 18 to ba marked in pluin figures on every
article, from which no abatement will bs made,
‘I'ne business is to be coaducted strictly ou the
cash principls, and all goods wmust be paid for
on delivery, but any urticle not fovnd suitable
may be exchanged, or the money 1etnrned. As
will e seen from che gorments preseuted hy
the New Zealand Clothing Factory in aid of
the Benevolent Asylum, and now exhibited in
tlus building, they are supenor in style and
quality, and at a proportionately lower price,
than anything that esn be imported. ~Bus,
irrespective of all theao advantages, it is to the
interest of everyone to support an industiy
which employa local lnbour, and is & divect
benefib to the buteher, baker, farmer, mecha-
nic, shopkeeper, merchant, and to all sections
of the community,
