Messrs Hallenstein Bros.,under the management of Mr Anderson, a
partnerin the wholesale and factory branch,started the New Zealand Clothing Factoryabout two and a-ha!f years ago. They com-

present, they employ between 200 and 300hands. They have had to overcome manydifficulties andmuchprejudice,but now theirgoods,as will be seenfiom theships'manifests,
are beingsent to all partsof New Zealand.

garmentat the wholesale price. The selling
priceisto be marked inplumfigures onevery
article, from whichnoabatement will be made.
Thebusiness is tobe conductedstrictly on the
cash principle,andall goods must be paid for
ondelivery,but,any articlenot found suitablemaybe exchanged,or the tnouej letumed Aswillbe seen from the garmentspresented bythe New Zealaud Clothing Factory in aid ofthe Benevolent Asylum,andnow exhibitedinthisbuildiug,they aresuperior in style andquality,and at apiouortionately lower price,tliau anything that eaa be imported. But,iriespectiveof alltheseadvantages,itis totheinterest of everyone to support an industry
which employs local labour, and is a direct
benefit to thebutcher, baker, farmer, mecha-nic,shopkeeper, meichant, and to allsections
of th« community.
