Another,
Paul de Hoste,brought out a work in quarto on"'LasEvolutions
Navales," in1G76, containing the first descriptionof the celebrated
manoeuvreof"breaking the line." Itwas translated into Ea^lish
in 1832 by Captain Boswall, R.N., and was commonly known
amongnavalmenas

the Jesuit's book."

He also published"Theorie de la Constructions Vais3ieux."
One of the first treaties on the science of perspectivewaspublished
by a Jesuit

—
Doubreuil— "The Jesuit's Perspective," in 1642.

Father Boscovich was one of the most eminent physicalphiloso-
phersofthe last century. Hediscovered the sun's equator,andby
observingthe

" spots;" in1763 wasemployed withanother Jesuit,
Mayer,anEnglishman,by the Papal Government to measure the
arc of meridian, whichhe traced fromRome toRimini;wassimi-
larly employed by the Emperor of Austria; wa3 invitedby the
Royal Society of London,of which he wasamember, to go out to
California, in 1769, toobserve thetransit of Venus, but wasunable
to do so owing to other engagements. Hopublishedmany works,
theprincipalbeing"LexContinutatis,"1651, "MathesisUmversa,"
1758,and a poem on the "Eclipse," which he dedicated to the
Royal Society. Father Grassi,inatreatise, "DaTribusCometis,"
1619,had the honor of explaining what had bafflad Galileo, and
first held the comets tobeplanets moving invast elipsesround tha
sun.

— "Hallam'sHistory ofLiterature inEurope." 111.,18.
Father Schemer, Professor of Mathematics at In^oldstadt,

observed the "spots" on the sun in 1611, and proved^ina work
publishedin 1610 that the retina is the organ ofsight,and that
thehumors only serve torefract on the opticnerve. He invented
photography. Father Griinaldi discovered the inflectionof light
described inhis"Physicomathe3is de Lumine Coloribuset Iride,"
etc,publishedin 1635. Sir Isaac Newton acknowledged his in-
debtedness toGrimaldi's work for his first notionson the subject.
When it was found that the dome of St. Peter's,owin^ to it3im-
mense weight, threatenedtocrush thapierssupporting ib, a Jesuit
was employed,inan age famous for its architects, to devise plans
for strengthening the supports. Another member of the Order
drained the Pontine Marshes.

The name of Father Secchi, the present Director of the
Observatory at the Roman College, and probably the first

j astronomer inthe world, is familiarnot only tomenof science, but
, to the general reader. Two of his disciples, Fathers Perry and
i Sidgreaves, were employed by the British Government toobser«c

the recent transit ofVenus inKerguelen'sLand. Fromthe above
it will beclear, we think< that the Jesuits arenolaggards in the
march of science, butadvancein the front rank.

The proverb, "As is the master, so is the scholar," applies
1 withpeculiar fitness to the Jesuits, for we find thekeenest intellects

of the seventeenth century among their pupils. Cassini wasap-
pointed Director of the Observatory of Paris. He discovered
several of Jupiter's andSaturn's satellites, determinedthe rotation
of Jupiter.Mars and Venus, measured the meridian line of Paris,
and left behind him a great number of valuable astronomical
observations.

Evangelista Torricelli, who invented the barometer, andim-
proved the construction of telescopes and microscopes, \va3 also
educatedby the Jesuits, as were Descartes, Bossuet D'Alemberb,
Voltaire, Corneille, Montesquieu,D'Argenson,Moliere, Fontenelle,
Crebillon, and a host of others, including the famous Francis, Mahoney, betterknown as" Father Prout."

In the interests of humanity and civilisation, as well as of. Christianity, "they were," as Macaulay sa>s, "to befound in tho
depths of the PeruTian mines, at the nurb of the African slave
caravans,on the shoras of the Spice Islands, in the observatories
of China. They made converts in regions where neither avaries

; nor curiosity tempted any of their countryman to entar, and
preachedanddisputed in languages of which no othir mtiveof
the Westunderstood a word."

HOW THE SULTANS ARE BURIED.
A cobeespondent of the 'Pall Mall Gazette

'
at Constantinople,

reportsa conversationwithone who has long been resident there,
and whohas an intimate acquaintance withTurkish life andman-
ners. He says:

— "And how are the Sultans buried?" Iasked."Iwill tell you was the reply,
"

what was told me by a Turk
among Turks

—
one whoknew andwould tell the truth. The dead

Sultanshavealwaysbeenburied likedogs. The great thing is to
get ridaltogetherof the idea of a buried Sultan; for never was
thereapeopleamong whom is so literally carried out the ideathat
"LeRom emeurt pas.' "When it is quite certain thata Sultanis
about to die, those round him hardly wait for thebreathto leave
his body. Mostof themrunaway to be ready to do homageto the
new occupantof the throne. Then follows anoddarrangement:
All livinghomage is due to the Sovereign;nothing must interfere
withthat;not even the corpse of the late Sovereign. So oneor
twoofhis oldservants only remain with the body,and when itis
quitedead they roll ib upin straw matting, andpropit upbehind
the doorof his room, to be as much out of sight as possible,and
whennight falls it is carried out of the palace and buried very
quietly. No trainof mourning coaches here, you see

—
but, then,

theynever areused in Turkey;no elaborate preparation for the
last resting-place of oneall powerful a few hours before. "

With
us,in fact,adeadSultan is nobody

—
his sacredness has descended

to his successor. To him we turn our thoughts. We Osmanlis
couldnot do as youFranks do

—
have agrand lying-in-state. We

should bewailat the sight,and that wouldbe incongruous withthe
rejoicingdemandedof us on the accession of our new sovereign,
and would bedispleasing to him. Therefore the custom,of bury-
ing the Sultans in this manner has never been interferedwith;
andit is best so."

But how are grandees buried in Turkey ?"

Icontinued. "Ah!" wasthe reply,
"
Imyself saw the funeralsof

Ali Pasha, Fuad Pasha, and Djeniil Pasha, soIcan make you
understand whatthe ordinary ceremony is at the bnrialof aperson
of rank. Neither Turkish ladies or Turks ever wear mourning.
That they dispense with. Let me tell you about the lateFuadPasha's funeral.Minister for Foreign Affairs. Well, he,youknow,
diedin Italy,andhis bodywasbroughtback toStamboulforburial.They dug three differentgraves for him,because inpreparing thefirst they cameuponsomeanimal (ascorpionIbelieve),and itwasthought thatTurkish ground (sacredin the eyes of Turks) would
not receive the body of him who had died among unbelievers.
The secondgrave was not completed when they found water,and
again it wasbelievedthat the earth inthis wayrefused to let the
body lie there. But thethird time no such impediments appeared
and :he grave was dug on a hill within Stamboul, in a desolateplaceon a site onceoccupiedbyhouses, andbelonging to amosque;
butthis wasteplacehadbeen devastated by oneof thegreat fires
socommon in Constantinople, and there were the ruins standing
out likepillarson theburned upground." Butabout the cortege
to the burialplace?" asked I. "Well, this is the manner of ft.First of all thebody is taken toamosque. Over thesimple coffin
of cypress-wood which contains the body, magnificent shawls arethro.vn, many sentby friends of the deadPasha, someprovidedbyhisownhousehold. These shawls areverycostly. Several Pashas
help tocarry thebody tothe grave, andas the procession goes oneveryonerushes forward to help to bear the coffin for amoment,
as this ie thought tobeholy work. Imaums wearing1 blue,green,
or violetturbans, according to the school to which theybelong,
walkbefore andafter the body. At Fuad Pasha's funeral they
walked fourabreast, in green turbans, to escort the body to the
mosque, chantingverses from the Koran. The dead are always
taken toa mosque beforeburial, and there,after prayersrecitedby
the Imaums, the Pashas present spoke of the virtues of the de-ceased over his bier,as is the custom, andthen thefuneralparty
started for the grave. The route to it laythrough thebeautiful
newstreetof Constantinople called the YeniSokak. There were

THE MAN-EATING TIGER.
[From 'Chambers's Journal.]

Dr. jFayrer caused some sensation by Bhowing that during theone
year 1869, 6,219 deaths from snakebite occurred in the Bengal
Presidency alone, among a population of something more than43,000,000of souls. He nowhorrifies us withaccounts ofthe de-
vastation caused by man-eating tigers, which occasionally cause
villages, andevenwhole districts, to bedeserted. Inoneinstance
in the Central Provinces a single tigress caused the desertionof
thirteen villages, while 250 square miles of country were thrown
out ofcultivationbefore the creature was shot. Another tigress in
1869 killed 127 people,and stopped a public road for many weeks
before it, too, succumbed to an English sportsman. In1868 the
magistrateof Godavery reported thatpartof the countryoverrun
with tigers, noroad safe,and that a tiger had recently chargeda
lxrgebody of villagers withina fewhundred yards of the civil sta-
tion Itis impossible to give accurate statistics for the wholeof
so vast a country as Hindustan; but Jerdon corroborates these
statementsby asserting that in the districteast of Jubbulpore,in
1856 andpreviousyears, on an average between 200 and300 vil-
lagers werekilled annually. Tigers apparentlydevelopeinto man-
eaters when they are old and sluggish, and the teeth are some-
whatdecayed. Preferring human flesh, they find, when once the
awenatural to wild animals at the presence of manis shaken off,
thathe offers aneasy and tempting prey. In some districts they
abound; while in others, as in Oude and Kohilcund, one is only
heard of about every sixyears. The nativesareextremely super-
stitious respecting tigers, and in many partsdread the wrath of
the slaintiger's spirit almost more than they fearedthe creature
when alive. The small clavicles or shoulder-bones, which are
deeply imbeddedin muscle, are esteemed valuable charms; while
everysportsman,or,indeed, every one who is familiar withtiger
skins, knows how difficult it is to save the tiger's claws. The
whiskers, too,are immediatelyplucked out by the sportman'sser-
vants, on the tigerbeing shot, before their master cancomeup,as
they are deemed a valuable love philter. Those who are most
rigorously honest in all other respects cannot refrain from thus
mutilating a skin. On the spot where a tiger has slain a human
being, in the district round Mirzapore,the nativeserecta curious
conical mound of earth, which is ornamented with some colored
wash for a coating, a few flowers, and one or more singularly
shapedpiecesof pottery. Itis considered sacrilege to touch these,
and oncea year the inhabitants of the neighboring village visit
thememorials, and worship there.

The Nuns known as the "English ladies

"
havebeen forcibly

stopped in the teaching of their schools in that city. Some of
their ownbuildings havebeenseized,andstrangeschool-mistresses
brought in toteach the children whomhitherto theyhad taught.
Andall this in the mosthigh-handed way. These Nuns first came
toMainz in1752. Elevenrearslater acitizennamedCasper Alten-
aner,bequeathed to them the charge of a girl's school which he
had founded, leaving them a house for a residence, and various
funds toprovide a maintenance. The teaching was to be free of
chaige. The house was given to them, subject only to the condi-
tion, that two places in it should be set apart for the purpose of
the school. The Nuns have neverbeen disturbed during all those
years in the possession of those properties. Oat of their own
means they purchaseda houseout of whichhas grown their present
boarding school. At the request of the authorities of the Cityof
Mainz they opened first on?, and then another, andsubsequently
athird additional school, of a higher class of instruction than the
original free schools establishedby Altenauer. About the middle
of May the Burgomaster called on the Superior and demandedthat,over andabove theplaces already devotedtoschool purposes,
she would give up five other commodious places, for common
schools, under the directionof the municipality, He was even
goodenough to point out on the spot the places which hedesired
for this purpose.

They were two day schools, which the Nuns had for the girls
of themiddle class from the city, and the two largedormitories of
their boarding school, and the recreation hall— these three latter
havingbeenbuilt by the Nuns out of their own private.property
exclusively. The Superior explained the facts of the case,butall
in vain. On the 30th of May an ordinance appeared assigning
thoselocalties for the common schools, anddesiring the city archi-
tect tosee that they wereput into proper order. The Superior re-
newedher pi^otest. On the 11th June the Burgomaster cameto
the place, and brought a smith to force open the locks. He
ordered the Superior to quit those rooms at once;he brought
laborers, who swept all thebeds and bedding into onemass out of
the rooms, while others set up the school. Next morning tt.'ange
schoolmistresses were teaching school in rooms of the boarding
house. Anappealhas been made to the courtsof law. Meantime
ti3worthnoting that those lxdies are daughters or sistersof some
ot the chief citizens of Mainz.

At this time the English sloop-of-wav, the Hazard, comes to-
theBay of Islands,bringing 30 soldiers of infantry and 150 sailors.
They put up the flagstaff again, and the English colors fly once-
moreon theMaikiHill.

Butnow Heke gives the Magistrate notice that on thelltli
Marchnexthe will come andcut down the flagstaffagain.

Bishop Pompallier hires a schooner as a safe place for his
papers, vestments, and sacred vessels. The Commodore of the
Hazard offers theBishopprotectionfor his schooner.

A. good many Maoris offer to the Commodore their services.
The Commodore declines because theyhave no clothes by which
theymay be distinguished fromthose of Heke. They return into
their tribes.

TheBishop writes again to Heke, to invite himto peace,but,
if hepersistand be stronger than the soldiers whoare too few, let
him atall events spare the settlers with their wivesand children,,
whoare peacefulowners of their properties.

Andwhen the time is near at hand, Heke's men.andKawiti
approach, theBishop goes along withanEnglishman as a witness
ofwhathe is going to say. He advises Kawiti tocome to some
agreement,lethim write to theQueen. Kawitianswers,

"Bishop,,
it is of nouse, we are deceived;butIam expectingHeke's orders.
You,Bishop, do nob know the thoughts of the whitemen,theycon-
ceal them fromyou,but we know everything."

TheBishop comesback and tells the Magistrate that he must
bepreparedfor anattack at anymoment.

The Governmentfortifies the town,putsup twoblockadesand
two batteries. They put up a much larger flagstaff which they
line round with iron plates,3in. wide by -J in. thick;they build
with planks from a wreck a fortification about 10ft.square, fit to
holda few soldiers todefend the flagstaff.

Half-waydown thehill they establishabattery witha cannon
to fire on the Maoris who should attempt to walk up to the flag-
staff. During thenight of the 11thMarch,ashehadgivennotice,.
Heke divides the troops keeping only 50 men with himself, and
giving to Kawiti the remainder, that is, nearly 400, and says,
"Now,you,Kawiti,go roundby theMatauipe; at thebreakof day
give the attack inthat part,as for me Iwill with my men take
care of the flagstaff. Before daylight, Heke with his men,by a
long circuit in thebay, goesbehind thehill of the flag-station,and
through the fernand bushquietly ascends the hill, coming quite
close to the blockade or flagstaff, being himself with his menin
waiting for tl« opportune time.— {To he continued.)

"We have always deprecated unnecessary alarm in reference to the
probabilitiesof disturbances or uprisings amongst thenatives, but wo
hare never beenblind to the possibility of such occurrences,nor havo
"we been silentin urginguponthe people and Government the neces-
sity of makingprovision for such eventualities, by organising aproper
system of defence. We have for some time back observed signs that
make precaution doubly necessary;but we were not prepared for so
serious a state of things as is disclosed in the communication below
from a correspondent at Dordrecht. That the native mind is dis-
turbed, from the borders of the Transvaal downward,there canbe no-
question. Mr.Merriman, theother day, when objectingto anincrease
of thePolice Force, flippantly remarked that it would be cheaper to
have a Kafir wnr every ten jpnr« th«\T> topdi another thousandmen
to thePolica Force. Very cool this, coming from a Cabinet Minister
seatedcomfortably six hundred miles from the scene of danger. It
reminds usof the

comfortablerelations

"
which wereonceannounced

from the same locality ou theeve of the bloodiest war that ever de-
solatedthe frontier. Mr. Merriman may not havegreat dread of a
Kafir wai%but what about thepeople exposed to its brunt! S ngu-
larly enough the alarm and scare reportedbi-low come from the very
district for whichMr. Merriman is a member."

There is great excitement here. Alarming rumours are flying
about with reference to an impending Kafir outbreak. The KaSrland
traders are leaving their homes and coming into town,andmany more
areexpectedto do so. The farmers are spe iking of forming lagers
for the protection ofthemselves andfamilies Nothing definite seems
to be knownas to the cause of the panic;butIhaveheard itstated
as a sure sign of a disturbance, that thenatives ar<3 this yearstoring
their corn in the mountains, instead of adopting the usual courseof
placing it in pits. Itis a'so rumored thac several servants amongst
thefarmers have warned their masters toquit ifthey wouldsave them-
selves. That there is something brewingIhave hardly any doubts,
as there mustbe a little fire where there is so much smoke. The
Dordrecht Volunteers, who now number about sixty men, were yes-
terday served out with a hundred rounds of ammunition each man,
and told to hold themselves inreadiness. A greatpublicmeeting was
held lastnight to consider about defencein case of attack Abouta
hundred inhabitants were present, and various resolutions wore
adopted,anda Committee of Safety appointed. It wasresolved that
a request be sent to Government for 150 stand of arms and four
Gktling guns."

CUTTING THE FLAGSTAFF.
(Key.FatherGarin's Lecture continued.)

At the time the treaty at "Waitangi was signed there hadbeen
muchhesitation on thepartof some of the chiefs in accepting the
proposals of the Government. They saw before them a race of
men-who hada greatpower at command, andin case of anyserious
disputearising they were ready to obtain submissionby law or by
war. Maketu, on account of his crime, had been given up to
justice, but they said afterwards that they would not give up
another manof their raceso readily. The English populationwas
increasinglupidly, and wouldsoonoutnumber theMaoris,andthey
felt thatit was time for them to puta check upon what they con-
sidered a dangerous growing evil, tending to their subjugation.
Some writers attribute the cuttingof the flagstaff toa privatedis-
pute thatHeke had withthenative wifeof anEnglishman,but the
following will show that it might have been a mere accidental
circumstance.

Hone Hekehad been told by some mischeivous Englishman
that the Treatyof Waitangi made the Maoris slavesof thePakeha,
and that when he would see the English flag fly upon the Maeki
Hilloverlooking the townof Kororareki,he wouldunderstandthat
the Maoris had lost their land, and that they were slaves.
"Kuariro te Wenua, He pononga te Maori." To this Heke
answered

"
thathe would take care not to let that flag fly,andthat

he would cut down the flagstaff." When, therefore, the English
flag, announcing that New Zealand was now depending on the
Sovereignty of England, is hoisted, Heke, according tohis promise
or threat, goes with some five of his men to Kororareka,after
having givennotice, and cutsdown the flagstaff,putting another
to replaceit.

A.month or two after, anEnglish man-of-warwith250 men,
having orders to put up again, in the same hole the same trje
whichhadbeen cut down,came andexecutedthe work.

But Heke, without losing time, is planning another attack.
He prepares two trees,one of which will beput upin theplace of
that of the English, which he will cut down again, and the other
tobe putupin the front of the French Bishop'sresidence, ashe
was notmixed up with that affair, and not to give any offence to
theFrench Government whichmight comealso upon them.fThusprepared,Heke reads the order thatall magistratesand
lawyersshould leave theplace and go away,and that he willnot
disturb the settlers. It is reported that the Governor is coining
from Sydney with asecond man-of-war, having onboard 250 men,
in order to captureHeke aliveor dead.. Onhearing this Heke says:—

"
If the Governor comesalone,I

h will receivehim, and treathim as a friend; if he comes with two|^ soldiersIwill also have twomenwithme;if he comes with three,
\ shallhave three;if ten or more,Ishallhavetenor more;Ishall
receivehim intheplain,and there weshall fight.

On the 13th of January, 1845, great preparations aremade.
The Magistrate, Mr. Beckham, comes to ask Father Baty if, in
case of an attack, he would allow the women to retire into the
C itholic Chapel. Father Baty is quite willing. Every oneis pre-
paring, packiug andsecuring the trunks,severalof them carrying
tneminto our chapel.

Itis arranged that Father BatyandFatherForestwill go into
the chapel, and Father Leon with me will stop at Bishop Pom-
pallier'shouse toreceive those-who will take refuge there. All the
town is on the watch, and orders are given to fire uponany one
who wouldattempt tohurteither manor property.
Igo tobedat9 o'clock,Father Leon will comeat12 to wake

me, so thatImay watch inmy turn,butas there is no attackhe
lets mesleep till daylight.

Thenativesamongst themselves do not agree. Eewa declares
thatif Heke hurts in any waythe white men he will shoot him.
However, on the19th,at 5 o'clock inthe morning,Hekeagaincuts
downthe ilagstaff. There were only 30 soldiers in town and 80
National Guards. Heke had 200 men.

At the same time other Maoris, to thenumber of 400,come to
protect thepropertiesoftheEuropeansagainstHeke.

On the 21st and 22nditis rumoured that Heke is preparing

A MISCARRIAGE OF JUSTICE++

In the case,Heglna versusHell, aDunedin Grand Jury hasignoredtheBill of Indictment. We have nothing to say as to
the gentlemen of the jury. Personally they are almost all
unknown to us. Even their very names are for the mostpart
new to us; and inaddition we do not forget that,considering
the unu«ually small number sworn on the jury, two or three
dissentient voices would suffice to find "No True Bill"What weare certain of is,that theyare all soundProtestants-
that not even one Catholic was amongst them, and that the
few with whomwe are personallyacquaintedare honourable
men. With fie jury,taken eitherindividually or collectively,
wehave nothing to do, andnothing further to say than that
webelieve them to be respectable citizens. Our business isexclusively with theirdecision,which,thoughhonestly arrived
at, as we are bound to believe, is a grievous mistake and a
great wrong. This decision is, no doubt, the outcome of con-scientious convictions —even though these shouldhappen to
have been in some instances foregone conclusions realisedunder the sanctionof an oath to do justice according to law
hyA fact. Hut, unfortunately, conscientious convictions do*
not always lead to the true and just; and,hi the ptesentinstance, there can be no doubt that the action of the GrandJury, thoughmost conscientious,hasresulted inamis-carriage
of justice, in liberating a guilty newspaper from the penalty
due to libel,and in severely punishing the innocent.

It is,no doubt, in the power of the Catholic clergy toapply to the Supreme Court to annul the decision of the
Grand Jury, and to order a trial in the case. And werethesegentlemen to do so, e?en though they should have no
other object in view than to mark their sense of the injustice
of whichthey are the victims through this mistaken finding
of the Grand Jury, they would only do what theyhave a

strictright to do. But then arises the consideration,would
there be any probability of their obtaining wiser and moie
just treatment at the hands of a Dunedin petty jury than
theyhave experienced at thehands of a GrandJury. Their
friends, judging from their knowledgeof the state of public
opinionin this city, tell them there would be hardlyany such
probability.

The decision of the Grand Jury, thoughcontiary to their
intention,amounts, for all that,in effect toa permission to
every one in the community, if so disposed, to libel the
Catholic clergy in the newspapers;and to a promise of im-
punity for such anoffence. It is tobegreatly feared, that the
intelligence and senseof fairplay of apetty jury wouldnot
be of ahigher order than those of aGrandJury. Tobe sure a
petty jury woulddoitsbest,asdidtheGrandJury,tobejustand
Iequitable and legal, but it is hardly to be hoped its best
Iwould be any better for the reputation of Catholic clergymen
than the best of a Grand Jury.

From first to last, the conduct of the 'Evening Star,'
which the decision of the Grand Jury pronounces to be free

jfrom eventhe appearance of libel, for in the opinion of the
|jury, as evidenced by its finding, there was not so much as a
primafacie case to go to a jury, has been inrealityvery bad.
This paper published a most damning libel

—
we beg the

Grand Jury'spardon— on itsunoffending neighbors,gentlemen
who residewithin a few perches of its office. Then, when
the original libeller publishedaretractationof the lie and an
apology, the 'Star,' which had hastened to copy the libel,
took care notto publishthisretractationandapology,although
it copied extracts from the very number of the 'Tuapeka
limes' which contained theretractationand apology;andup
evento thepresentmoment, the 'Star' has studiously abstained
from retracting the lie to which it so promptly gave a wide
circulation, and from making an apology to the Catholic
clergy whomit has so grievously maligned.

There is no comparison between the criminality of the'Evening Star' andthat of the 'TuapekaTimes.' The latter
iis a countrynewspaperof ratherlimitedckculation, the former
is a metropolitan journal, having a boasted circulation of
several thousands. The power for mischief of a libelpub-
lished in the 'Star,' is consequentlyvastlygreater than that
of the 'Times.' The metropolitan journal didnot disdain to
copy defamatory matter from it's country cousin, which,by
the way,gets its supplement printed in the 'Star' office

—
a

rather suggestive circumstance
—

but whilst most willingly
imitatingit's littlecountrycousin's bad exampleand execrable
taste in retailing falsehood and scandalous reports, the city
paper ignored the goodexampleof contrition and restitution
of the 'Tuapeka Times'— a line of conduct which has, we
fear,become contagious.

In its issue of Mondayevening, the 'Star,' no doubt, ex-
presses its regret for havingannoyed the Catholics of Dune-
din;but it has not one wordof regret or retractationso far
as the persons actually maligned are personally concerned.
Infact,it still leaves un^ontradictedin its pagesthe lie so far
as it affects tlie clergy. It is careful to avoid all mentionof
the specific libelcomplainedof, dealsin generalterms, and so
writes as to leave people at a distance under the impression
that the Catholic clergy of Dunedin have onlygot their due;
that some one of themreallydidcommitthe crime attributed
to him,and that it's regret is nut for having libelled these
gentlemen,but torhavinggivensomeannoyanceto theCatholic
laity, who might possibly be somewhat troublesome to it.
Thisis our reading of what the 'Evening Star' published on
Monday evening, in reference to the finding of the Grand
Jury.

The 'Star
'
nowhere says the lie contained in the libel is

untrue,but merelyjsays,"'For itmust notbe.overlooked that in
the eyes of everyotherclassof Christians what wascopiedfrom
another paper,however untrue, was not consideredderogatory
to the parties named." The 'Star ' knows thatthe statement
it copied is untrue, but it hits not said so. Neither does it
offer theleast apology to the clergy so ruthlessly heldup to
the scorn and ridicule of all whose good opinion theyprize,
nor express the least regret for injuring their good name and
fame, and woundingthemmost cruelly. On the contrary,it
adds insult to injury by telling them inreality,that they are
to have noremedy,and indeedoughtnot to complain,because
it chooses to judge themby thestandard of theirenemies, and
to gibe at them, when made, by itself and fellows in the
Tress, the victimsof lies, which are matters of sport to other
denominations, though theyare matters of life anddeath to
them.

The 'Star' has another curious sentence. "Thisexplana-
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tion would havebeen given to BishopMoranhad he been
courteous enough to communicate with us." "What explana-
tion, high, and mighty * Star'! The 'Star ' then assumes
to have the right to libel Catholic priests its next door
neighbours, to neglect to retract its falsehoods when
made aware of them, and to persevere in this course
because Bishop Moean did not go down on his knees
andbeg of it tobe so good as tosay, that whatit could easily
have known, from the beginning, to be a lie, was not true.
This false report was so injurious, and, moreover, so impro-
bable that it was absolutely inexcusable in the 'Star ' to pub-
lishit evenas an extract fromanother paper without inquiry.

► When the summons, containingBishopMoran's affidavit that
the report was untrueandinjurious, was served, why didnot
the 'Star' contradictits statement, as itwas boundin justice
and honor to do1 When the " Tuapeka Times' retracted>

and declared the report to be false and rashly inserted, why,
was not the 'Evening Star,' Dunedin,as prompt to take over
to its columns these passages as it was to give a prominent
place toa libel on Catholic priests? No, it is no excuse

—
no

justificationfor the conduct of the 'Star
'

to say that had
Bishop JMokan asked for explanation it would have been
given to him. Why should Bishop Moran have asked for
an explanation;it washis right andhis duty to demand that
justiceshould be done. Andit was the duty of the conduc-
tors of the 'Evening Star,' as men, as fellow citizens, and as
Christians—

if they are Christians
—

to have anticipated all j
actiononhispart, andmade au unreservedretractation anda,
manlyapology. Had they done this, they would have dis- j
charged an imperativeduty and actedcreditably. JOur contemporarythe 'Guardian,' in its issue of Tuesday\
says,

" There is no one in this city that knowsMr. Bell,j
who wouldbelieve himcapableof wilfullymaligning or hurt-
ing the feelings of membersof the Roman Catholic Church."
Allwe can say in reference to this is,that it would give us
greatpleasure to be able to believe as doesour contemporary.!
Mr.Bellwedonotknow,butthis weknow, that the'Evening
Star' has been for years anhabitual maligner of Catholics,
and their Church; and that henceforward it may,on the
strength of the decision of aDunedin Grand Jury, feel safer|
than ever in the indulgenceof this amiablepropensity! !

In our last issue we inserteda letter given by the late Very
Eev. Father Petit-Jean to two members of the Order rf
Sisters of Mercy, who left Wellington ashort timesince for|
the purposeof proceeding to Europe, there to labour for the j
advancement of their mission in New Zealand. Thisletter '<
was not originally intended forpublication. Tt was givento j
the Sisters in order toserve th<jm as an introduction to the
Superiors of Convents in the old country;and no one else
would,probably, ever have heaidof it had not accident in-
vestedit withextended interest,andled to itsbeing published
in our columns.

Itis, therefore, amost clearandvaluable indication of the
motivesby which one well qualified to judge believedthat
the members of a religious order would be guided, for it is
impossible that any suspicion can be attached to it of having
beenwrittenfor thepurpose of excitingpublic sympathy, and
phrased accordingly. We must take it as an undeniable
testimony to the spirit that actuates, at least, one religions

korder;and there will be few found amongst us who willre-
fuse by this one order to judge of all the rest, whether
founded by St.Dominic, St. Fraxcis, or any other saint.

Now, what are the inducements held out to Sisters of
Mercy inEurope, which are supposed strong enough to per-
suade them to leave theirnative land and come to the other
end of the world;and so supposedby au agedpriest, himself
member of anorder, andwho had,during a long life,hadthe
most ample opportunitiesof gainingexperienceof the inclina-
tions and motives of others, who, like him, wereprofessed
religious] The times are critical, ho says, and there is
urgent need of help. There is not a word, spoken by him
withregardjto temporaladvantages tobe reapedby emigration
in thisinstance;nothing of successful gold-digging or fertile
land,or a high scale of wages.

-which means that there ishere a field for labor, that in this
worldcan yieldto the laborer no reward, but which will re-
quire in incessant round of duties,in themselves distasteful
at best, and in many cases capableof being justly qualified

We see, then, clearly, "that these people do not live forthemselves. Their lives are totallygiven up to God, and totheir neighbor for the love of God. Wherever they aresettled, thereis to be found abody of men or women, as thecase maybe, engaged in busily working for the good of thegeneral community of that place. Those who aid in theirestablishment are, therefore, helping to forward the interests,
not of private individuals

—
formonks and nuns, as we see,haveno worldlyinterests— butofsociety,of themselves,of theirchildren,andofallaroundthem;and wecan thinkof nounder-

taking more meritoriousin a spiritual,or wiser ina temporalpoint of view, than that of co-operatingwith those who areendeavoring to found, maintain, or extend conventual settle-ments in any country whatever.

so detailed an account as the following. Father Petit Jean,after
tiavingbeen at confession on the eveninsr of Thursday the 21st
inst. shortly before fiveo'clock, was engaged in prayerat the foot
of the altar in the cathedral, the church of-which he wasadminis-
trator,whenhe was observed to fall suddenly. A Mr.Frost, who
happenedtobeinthe church at the time,immediatelywent.to his
assistance, and raisedhimup, whenhe said,"Iwasasleep." Mr.
Frosb said, "Father, you are sinking fast," and he answered,"I
am." These were his last words. The Bishop at that instant
enteredthe church, andseeinghis condition at onceanointedhim,
and in a few minutes after, when Dr. Grace arrived, life was
extinct. The whole time did not extend over ten minutes. He
hadbeenfor a long time suffering from anadvancedorganic dis-
easeof theheart,andhadnot recovered from a severefitofillness
by whichhe wasprostratedlast winter,butishe appearedstrong
and still fulfilled his duties with the same zeal, attention, and
fervor whichcharacterisedhis whole life, noone expectedhis death
wouldoccur for many yearstocome. But so hediedat the foot of
the altar which he had so long adorned with his virtues,andin
communion withhis Maker,for whomhe had labored throughout
his whole life with the zeal, fervency,andardour of themost self-
denying, the most patient,the most heroic of missionary priests.
Never did a man cross the equatorwhosevirtues weremore mani-
fold. Idonot think he was wantingin any of thecardinal virtues
whichgo toadornahumanbeing. Hewasascholar of thehighest
order,yet simple as a child, in humility, patience,perseverance,
piety,and zeal for the spread of his religion,charity,and love of
the poor, he had no superior and not many equals. Andstillhe
was so gentle,so delightful in his conversation, that even though
he was reproving, it scarcely couldbe called reproof. Itmaybe
truly said that"

He was gentle,and the matter so mixinhim,
That nature mightstand up and sny,this 13 aman."

or more applicable— a saint. His only fault was, if it could b«
called a fault, that he gave indiscriminately to the deserving and
theunworthy. Nomatter who complained,his pitying, generous,
nobleheart was ever ready to relieve distress. Such a man was
he, whom everyCatholic inWellington now mourns,mourns with
adeepheartfeltsorrow that willnot be soonforgotten.

OnSunday morning, at 11o'clock, Requiem Mass was offered
for the repose of his soul. The Bishop as celebrantwas assisted
byFathers O'Keilly, Zardin,Kearney, andM'Guinness. The altar
wasdraped inblack. The remains of the beloved deceased were
layedout in acoffin in front of the altar. Hishands wereclasped
as if inprayer,and there was a benign serenity onhis features.
A cross of lilies in a circle of roses wasplaced athis feet,and the
lidof his coffinbore the following inscription :—":

Of your charity,

■nrnv for the vepose of the soul of JohnBabtictPetit Jean,priest of
the"SocietyofMary. Born30thMarch.1811:died 21<^ S^e-nber,
187fi. Aged65 years." After mass, the Bishop in a black velvet
cope and accompaniedby the other clergymen assembled around
the coffin and.prayed. The most touching scene then occurred.
Of all whohadassisted at mass, few left withoutgoingup to take
afarewell look andpraybeside the coffin, while their tears flowed
freely. Three o'clock was the hour appointed for the funeral to
leave the cathedral. The church by that time was crowded to-
excess,not alone with Catholics, but withmany of the leading
merchants of the city. At three o'clock, the Bishop,vestedincope
and mitre, entered, accompanied by the other clergymen and the
MaristBrothers,and the office for thedeadwassung. TheBishop"
thenascendedthe pulpit andpreachedthefollowing.

Itwas theFeast of St.Stephen, the
ProtomartyroftheNewTestament,andIlistenedwithdeepemotion
as Pius IX.recited theseprayers,evidently from thebottomofbis
heart,as they were so admirablyadaptedto hispersonalsituation,
at the Introit:

"Princes sat and spoke against me, and sinners
persecutedme;help me,O Lord,my God!for Thy servant hath

" Behold, your house shall be
leftto you desolate, forIsay to you, youshallnot seeme hence-
forth, tillyou say:Blessed is he that cometh in the name of the
Lord."

Iand the Consecration. It couldbenoticed that he prolongedhis'
prayer for the universal Church, of whichheis the Chief Pastor,
and for all theliving,of whomheis the father.

A TERRIBLE ADVENTURE.

OnFriday night,June 19, at a dance at Brunsen'sEanch,Green
Springs, in the lower partofCalifornia, and, after the dancing had
got wellunder way,two young men,named Tom AdamsandJoe
Russian,stepped out, intending to visit a neighboring house for
thepurpose of procuring cigars for a social smoke together. The
night was unusually dark— nothing being discerniblea foot dis-
tant. Consequently the two men proceeded slowly, trusting to
their knowledgeof thelocality tocarry theminthe direction they
wished to take. Suddenly,and without the least warning what-
ever, their feet slippedfromunder them, andthe nextinstant they
felt themselves plunged downwards neck deep inslum andwater.
They had fallen intoan old shaft,droppingR.t least forty feet from
the edge. Fortunately,both landed on their feet, and themudat
thebottompreventedthem frombeingbruised in the fall. A new
danger, however, immediately presented itself, namely, in the
quicksand. Both made desperateefforts tokeeptheirheads above
the water, but in doing so nearly suffocated from immersion.
Adams at last caughthold of aprojection on the side of the shaft,
and, although possessing but one arm,succeeded in holding on
until Russian climbed over him and reached the mouth of the
shaft. Russian then called for help,and the party atBrunsen's
was soonon the spot. No ropes were procurable,andsomething
had tobe done immediately tosave Adams fromdeath in thebot-
tom of the pit. Men think very rapidly in cases of imminent
danger, andoneof the crowdaround the topof the shaftproposed
that the most muscular form themselves into a chainanddrop
into the shaft. This wasacted upon at once. The heaviestman
washeld by one arm by several men at the mouthof theshaft,
andasecond man slided into the shaft clinging tohis waist. A
thirdmandid likewise, grasping the second man's waist,andeach
successive link in the human chain did likewiseuntil thebottom
was reached, and Adams dragged from his awful predicament.
Through themutual assistance of Adams himself andhis friends
he managed to reach the top, completely exhaustedas werehis
brave rescuers. Itwas indeed a narrow escape for both young
menfrom ahorrible death, and a creditable action on thepart of
those who undertookinthisnovel anddangerous manner torescue
Adams.

Cnrißt, hehasworkedfor Jesus Christ atalltimes andinallplaces,
under all circumstances, through difficulty and trial, in adversity
andprosperity,in everymanner he workedstrenuously and inde-
fatigably as a trueand zealous soldier of Jesus Christ. He came
of a race distinguished by every virtue which adorns humanity,
andof a family"(many of whom Ihaveknownpersonally) crowned
with the virtues which wereso distinctivelycharacteristic of him-
self. Born inavillage a fewmiles fromLyons,in the department
of the Rhone,he was educated in everyvirtue until he entered
college, where he soon showed abilities equal to men who have
sincemade their mark in the world,and provedtheir superiorin
thepractice of virtue. Afterhavingpreparedhimself intellectually
for thehighest positionsinhisowncountry,heheardof themission
to those benighted islands of the South Seas. Renouncing his
country,his friends,andeveryother tie whichbound him, for the
purelove of God,he consecratedhimself to the warfareofJesus
Christ, and came to this country,where he landed atthe Bay of
Islands earlyin the year 1840. From this place he wrotealetter
■tohisbrother-in-law inFrance, whichclearly showedthepangs of
grief which he felt in parting from all he loved. "Itook your
letters,' he says,'and retired into the poor chapelof St. Francis
Xavier, and wept like Joseph over his brethren.' Those words
show how deeply he felt his voluntary exile,but it wasall for the
love of God,and though he suffered hunger and privation, and
■worse than all, the calumny of those who differed from him, he
accepteditallwithhumilityandpatience,aswasprovedbyhis reply
tohis sister whea asking did he suffer much. 'When Iturnmy
eyes,' he says,' toChina, and contemplate the tortures which the
missionaries have to undergo on the rack,Ianswer Idonot;but
if you wouldcall sufferingtosleep out among the ferns,and on the
sea-shore with the spray sprinkling over me, thenIsuffer;but
what is it to the suffering of others.' After years of toil and
labor of this kind among the native population, when Bishop
Viard wasconsecratedBishopof Wellingtonin1850,heaccompanied
him. Since then no one need tell his story. Many ofyouhave
since beenbaptisedby him,many ofyouunitedby him inthe ties
of matrimony, and many of you have reaped the benefit of his
instructions. After leaving the confessional late on Saturday
night, hedidnot retire torest until long after midnight,but pre-
paredthe discourse with whichheinstructed youon Sundaymorn-
ing. Yet he wouldbe athis place at early mass. He carried on
hiswork heedless of the opinions ofmen,except tosave their souls.
He was an indefatigable student. The extent of his researches
were marvellous,as an examinationof his notes will show;notof
useless readings, butof the highest class literature, such as would
tend to enable him to fulfil his duties themorefaithfully,and fit
him thebetter for the labor of his love. What shall Isay of his
faith? So simple,so ardent, that it enabled him toseeGodand
His divinemercy in all things. For instance,he once saw aMaori
womanweeping and tearing her faceuntil bloodcoveredit,andhe
asked why she did so;she answered she hadlost one who was dear
toher, and that true love wasnot satisfied with tears,it required
blood. He was so struck withherreply thathesaid, 'Jesus Christ
didso love the world thatHe came down fromHeaventoshedHis
blood for us." Thus faith lifted him above the world; he was
eternally incommunion withhis Maker,and it yielded him fruits
of wisdom, for when consulted, his opinionwas always wise and
discreet. He was the most unselfish of men,his self-abnegation
was only second tohis faith. He waspersevering, patient, in fact,
his patience wasniE'rvellous, for whenhe was often needlessly dis-
turbed in the midst of his work, he never exhibited the least
impatience, and though he sometimes reproved,it was in gentle
kindly tones as a father to his children." The Bishop concluded
witha most earnest exhortationto all present to bring now tohis
feet garlands,not of perishable flowers,butof firm resolutions, to
try to imitate the life of him whohadbeen to them so longamost
glorious model,anddetailed the circumstances under whichhe died.
While speaking of the deceased's virtues, his Lordship was evi-
dently so much moved, that it was witha greateffort he was able
tosuppress his emotions.

At
thattime the procession was returning from the Roman Catholic
cemetery where the body had been interred. Besides those who
tookpartintheprocession,alongthe wholeroute,whichlaythrough
the principal thoroughfares,the streets werecrowdedonboth sides,
so thatnoless than two-thirds of the people of Wellington could
havetakenpartin the funeral,notwithstanding the inclemency of
the weather. Had it been a fine day,such as would enable the
peoplein the countrydistricts to comein, the largest concourse of
peoplewhichhad ever assembled in this city wouldhavefollowed
to the grave the remains of one of thepurest, thenoblest, and the
b3stofmen. He's gone,but tha good hehas done is not allburied
withhim.

Were Catholics as ready to support their journals aa themembers
of the sectsare to maintaintheir organs,theCatholicpress would
soon cease their appeals and lamentations. Encouraged by the
generosity of their supporters, they would turn their whole atten-
tion to the expositionanddefenceoftruth,andthe resultwouldsoon
beevidentinlarger harvests of good than theynowreap.

At the annualcommencementheldat the Academy of the Visitation,
Frederick,Maryland, Archbishop Bayley addressed those present m
the following words: , ."

Ithank the audience for their presence here today;for the

.encouragement they have given to the good Sisters of the Academy,
and for the great appreciation they have manifested for themusical
entertainment given by the young ladies. Imnst praise also tne

ladies for their excellent performance. Itis customary to givesome
advice on these occasions;butIhave learned from experience to give

littleadvice. In the writings of Bishop Brute,Ifind that saintly
man putting down this resolution aftera retreat:

'Givelittle advice.
Yet1must saysomething.

"Let this be my advice:Study simplicity in dress, in manners
andinmorals. Be as simple in these things us were our forefathers.
Nothing shows soplainly the swift progressof our country to ruinas
themarkeddeparturefrom the simplicityof the past generation."Letmealsoadviseyouto lovegoodreading;nothing isbo goo*
acompanionas a goodbook;andIcan say that nothingis so bada
companion as a bad book. Let your reading be select. Itw not
necessary that you should always read pious books, though these
should be perused;read books of standard literature. Our public
schools have a greatname,and their admirer, claim for thema great
influence, but notwithstanding all their assumed superiority, weare

not aneducated people,because we do not read and study the right
kindof books.

IRELAND AS IT IS IN 1876.

Tubpopulationof Irelandin the middle of the year 1876 is esti-
matedby theRegistrar-General at 5,317,416. The totalof regis-
teredbirths over all Irelandon anaverageof five years,is 144,998
per annum, The highest birth-rate is in the County Kerry,where
the annual per centage estimatedfrom the number registeredin
this quarter is 45 for every1000 of thepopulation; the lowest is
inMeath,whichis only 21per1000. Of registeredmarriages, the
totalnumber throughoutIrelandinthe year was24,256. Of these,
16,688 werecelebratedbetween the Roman Catholic population;
and7,571 were between Protestants, which is at the rateof one
marriage for every 162 of the Protestant population. As to
deaths, the annualnumber in Irelandon anaverageof five years,
is 94,751. The highestannualdeathrate is in the County Dublin,
whereit amounts to 31out of a1000. During the first quarterof
1876 noless than9762have emigrated fromIreland,of whom5,047
weremales and5,695 females. This is 1,788 less than thenumber
which left the country in the corresponding quarter of thepre-
ceding year. The tide of emigration, though not stopped,is, we
infer, veryconsiderably checked, mainly owing tothe prevalenceof
bad times for the workingpopulationof the UnitedStates. As to
theprice of provisions,the Registrar-General's return records the
Dublinprices. Inthe firstquarter of 1864 the averagepriceof
oatmeal in the Dublin market was 11sper cwt.; in the firstquarter
of1876 the averageprice was16s2dpercwt. Potatoes at the same
time twelve yearsago,sold from 5s 6d to3s 3dper cwt.; they sold,
ab the same time inthepresent year, from 3s 4d to 4s lid. Beef,
which then sold psr cwt. from 51s 6d to 64s 6d, sells now from
56s 6d to76s 6d. The 41b. loaf, which then sold at 6d, sellsnow
for 7d. Inspeaking of the difference of the cost of living between
thepast and the present, facts so interesting and so accurateas
these shouldbeconstantly keptinview.— 'CatholicSentinel.'

Louise Chandler Moulton, anAmerican lady now inLondon,
contributes adescriptivearticle to the'NewTort weekly/ -whence
we selectthe following passages:

There was a quiet elegance
about them which their idler andwealthiersisterscertainlylacked.
They are dressed, throughout London, in black. At Swan and
Edgar'sandother select andhigh-priced,establishmentsonRegent-
stre'et, they wore really sumptuous silks

—
fitted toperfection,and

madeupin the most artisticmanner. Their hair was simply and
beautifully arrangedj their hands well kept, and their manners
wouldhavebeenlady-likebut for the traceof servility,of whichI
will speak further on. AtWhiteley's, on the Wesbbourneroad,the
girls woredressesof cachemereor some sort of wollenstuff ;but
stillthey wereblack, and they fitted to perfection, and yet the"youngladies"had thatair of quiet gentility for whichthe Lon-
donshop-girl is distinguished. Nothing can equal the servility of
London shop-keepers,as a rule. Itis acomfort to beruled, notto
be bulliedintobuying what you don't want; but the freshly-hn-
proted American is midly surprised to be thanked with just as
sweet ahumility for saying that goods are trash, andhe will have
noneof them, as if hehadlaunched out in someunparalleledex-
travagance. He gets used to this servile civility afterawhile,and
receivesit asbis just due. '

Quiteso,' is a favorable formula with
the Londonshopkeeper; and this habit leads them sometimes into
ludicrous blunders. For instance,Iwentoneday into the shopof
aLondondruggist or achemist as they say there, *Iwantatooth-
brush/Isaid. *

Quite so, madam;'

And some smelling salts
—

strong!'
— 'Quiteso!'

— *Ob, andink,haveyougotgoodblack ink?'— 'Quiteso!' Presently my parcels were put up,andIbegan to
count out thepay for them. My Yankee arithmetic wasscarcely
equalto theshillings and sixpences, not to say farthings, of this
unaccustomed currency; and Isaid, I'm awkward with your
money/

— 'Quiteso,madame/ came the shopman'sreply, with the
accustomedsweet,readiness; anditwas only by the smileIcould
not suppress thathe was reminded of his quiteunintentionaldis-
courtesy. There is somethingpitiful in the humility of thelower
ordersinEngland. They area sad-faced and solemn set. They
quiteunderstandOarlyle's theory that half mankindarebomwith
saddles on their backs ready to be ridden, and the otherhalf are
bornbootedandspurredready toride them. The commonpeople
have felt the saddle on theirbacks so long that they donot object
to itnow. Ipresume, infact, that they scarcely feelits pressure.
The whole of life in England seems to me to bearranged for the
benefitof theupper classesone of whose distinguishing character-
istics is a very wholesome,or rather very unwholesome, contempt
for those peoplewho arebeneath them.

NEW CHURCH OF THE ENGLISH MARTYRS,

TOWER HILL.
Itwas a happy thought to dedicate the first church erectedclose
to the spotcrimsonedby the first blood shed for the faithunder
the tyrannicalHenry tothememory of theEnglish martyrs,anda
no less happy coincidence to chose for its solemn dedication,the
feastof St. Alban, theproto-martyrof Britain,and theanniversary
of themartyrdomof the venerable CardinalFisher, the Bishopof
Rochester,wholaidhis head on the block rather thanyieldone
iota of supremacyheowedto the Vicar of Christ. Three hundred
and fifty-one years have passed since that period, and at last a
noble church has risenup inthe metropolisto proclaimandper-
petuate the faith of our 260 glorious English martyrs.
The church is situatedin GreatPrescot-street,and forms aparral-
lelogram104 by60. Itis erectedinthe early decoratedor (what
the lamented architectused to call) the "Victorianstyle." The
front contains a noble -window with rose in the top, withdouble
doorways underneath, and flankedby a cross-surmounted turret
106 feethigh. Theinteriorhas agrandandimposing appearance
fromits loftiness (47feet) and thevaultedceiling, is a greatim-
provementupon theopen woodenroof. The site being shallow,it
was necessary to erect a triforium or gallery which rounds the
church as far as the transepts. This featurehasbeenso architec-

)turally treatedthat it is faxfrombeinganeyesore,asmostgalleries
are, and accommodationfor some hundreds moreworshippers is
thus obtained. For the samereason,the chancelis rather shallow,
buthas amagnificent, lofty, seven-light window, withrose window
above; thealtar and fittings are temporary. On each sideof the
chancelareniches with figures of ourBlessedLady andSt.Joseph.
The chapelon the epistleside is dedicated to theHoly Ghost,and
has a marvellouslybeautiful and delicately carved reredos. The
chapel of the Blessed Virgin on the Gospel side still wants its
fittings. Beyond (this, over the sacristies, is the organ gallery.
Thoughbuilt in between houses the church is well litby ample
clerestory windows. The edifice is built of brick facedwithyellow
malms andbox-ground stone dressing. The arcades areof Bath
stone,withcolumns of polishedBessbrook granite, and theinterior
fittings areof pitch-pine polished.
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The Sistersof thepoorof St.Francis, New York,areprovided
withpotatoesfreeby the great-heartedfarmers of Steubencounty,
New York. Recentlytwoof the sisterscametothe city incharge of
aquantityof potatoesthat took12doubleteamstodraw tothetrain.
Notonly werethe potatoes free, but the Erie railway transported
them free right to the institution door.
