MESSHE. HALLENSTEIN BROS.,

Of the New Zealand Clothing Factory, follow-
ing the exnmple of some of the large mannfac.
tuzers ot Home, and more especially with a
view of preventing the importation of Eng-
lish clothing, intend opening an extensive
Retail Bstablishment for the sale of their
manufactures, TFor this purpose, they havr
fitted up coremodious premises at the corner
of the Octagon "and Priuces st reet, which ara
to be opened on Baturday, May 27. This
branch will be under the Immediate manage-
ment of Mr. Lauréenson, and under the super-
vision of Mr, B. Hallensatein, the head of the
Kew Zealand firm. Messrs Hallenstein Bros.,
under the management of Mr Anderson, a
partter in the wholesale and factory branch,
gtarted the New Zealand Clothing Factory
about two and a-balf years ago, They eom-
menced on a coraparatively amall scale; at
preseut, they employ between 200 and 300
hands.  They have had o overcome many
difficuities and much prejudice, but now their
goods, gy will be seen fiom the shipy' manifests,
are being sent to all parts of New Zealand, In
Dunedin only they have found persistent op-
position on the part of the larger houses who
are glutking this market with imported goods,
and, no doubt, the retnilers find it to gheir ad-
vantage to push these in preference to local
mapuiaciures. The proprietors of the New
Zealand Clothing Factory have, therefore, very
judiciously decided to introduce their manu-
Tactures airect to the large consuming popula~
tion of Dunedin ! and, in order to do so effee-
tively, they have determined to sell a single
gorment at the wholesale price. The salling
price 18 to ba marked in plain figures on overy
articla, frorm which no abatement will be mnde.
The pusiness is to be conducted strictly on the
cash principle, and all geods must be paid for
on dslivery, butiany article not found mitable
may te excf:a.nged, or the inoney returned, As
will be geen from uhe garments presented by
the New Zealand Clothing Factory in aid of
the Benevolent Arylum, and now exhibited in
this building, they are superior in style and
quality, and at a proportionately lowor pri e,
than anything that can be imported. Buat,
irrespective of all these advantages, it ia to the
intevest of everyone to support an indnstry
which employs local labonr, and is a direct
benefik to the butchor, baker, farmer, mecha-
nit, shopkesper, mercfmut, and to all sectiona
of the community.
