Of the New Zealand Clotriing Factory, follow-
ing theexampleofsome of the largemanufac-
turersat Home,and more especially with a
view of preventing the importation of Eng-
lish clothing, intend opening an extensive
Retail Establishment for the sale of theirluanufaotures, ■ For this purpose, they havr
fitted upcommodious premises at the corner
of the Octagon.'and Princes street,which are
to be opened on Saturday, May 27. This
branchuill beunder the immediate manage-
ment of Mr.Laurenson, aridunder the super-
\ision ofMr. B.Hallensteiu, the head of the
New Zealand firm. Messrs ILUleustein Bros.,
under the management of Mr Anderson, a
partnerm the wholesale and factory branch,
started the New Zealand Clothing Factory
about two and a-ha!fyears ago. They com-
menced on a comparatively small scale;at
present, they employ between 200 and 300
hands. They have had to overcome many
difficulties andmuch prejudice,butnow their
goods,as will beseenfiom theships'lr.ardfests,
are beingsent to allparts ofNew Zealand. In
Dunediu only they have found persistent op-
position on thepartof the largerhouses who
are gluttingthismarket with importedgoods,
and,no doubt, the retailers findittotheir ad-
■vantageto push these in pieference to local
manufactures. The proprietors of the New
Zealand ClothingFactoiy have,theiefore, very
judiciously decided to intioduce their nianu
fdctures uirect to the laige consumingpopula-
tion ofDunedin:and, ivOlder todo so effec-
tively,theyhave determined Co sell a single
garmentat the wholesale price. The selling
priceis to bemarked mplain figuresonevery
article, from which noabatement «ill be made.
The business is to be conductedstrictly on the
cash principle, and allgoods must be paid for
ondelivery,but.anyarticlenot found suitable
maybeexchanged,or theuionejreturned. As
will beseen from uhe garments presented by
the New Zealand Clothing factory inaid of
the13ei^ olent Asylum,andnowexhibited in
this buildin;, they are superior in style and
quality,and at a proportionatelylower pric,
than anything that can be imported. But,
inespectiveofall theseadvantages,it is tothe
mteiest of evenone to support au industiy
which employslocal labour, and is a direct
benefit to the butcher, baker, farmer, mecha-
nic,shopkeeper, merchant, and to all sections
of the community.
