But to soften the world in general,or
even to obtain for any particular body immunity, not to say
reverence, the most exaltedsurrenderof all that is ordinarily
considered to make life so much as endurableappears to be
impotent.

A glanceat the religious orders is sufficient to show any
one of understanding,how completely they have resigned the
pursuit of self-interest,andhow fully prepared they are to
encounter hardship, sickness, or death, in the fulfilment of
their voluntarily undertaken duties. Yet it is very far from
being conceded to them general\y, that theyare engagedin
the service of God. On the contrary, they are commonly
overwhelmedwith abuse, and the fact of having persecuted
them, has been sufficient to gain for the Governments of
Victor Emmautjel and Bismarck the sympathiesof multi-
tudesprofessing themselves to be biased by philanthropy.

So it is now, andso it has been for ages. Far from their
devotionhaving availedgenerallyto gain for them adherents,
or to convince an erring world of the excellence of theircause, it has not sufficed to shield them from the worst of
ill-usage and the most scandalous abuse. Examples of this
mayeasily be found, but let usbe content to seek one in the
history of the Society of Jesus,perhapsthe most calumniated
ofall the Orders in the Church,and from whose very title,
sacred though it be in its origin, an adjective expressiveof
evilhas beenunscrupulously framed.

Who hasnot heardof the contest of Jesuit and Jansenist,
anecessary conflict that followed on the learningof theone
beingenlisted to subdue the heresy of the other ? Between
these two adversaries a trialof constancy wa* called for;one
not,indeed, proposedby man, but electedof God, and which,
in the terrible plague that broke out at Marseilles towards
thebeginning of the last century, was destined to prove the
stabilityof the contending parties. The Jansenists fled before
the ordeal, but the Jesuits poured into the infected town, and
spent themselves in attendance upon the stricken people,
leaving seven of their number dead there of the pestilence,
and martyrs to their holy cause.

YetJansenismanditskindredrebellion areto-dayapplauded
by many, who stigmatise the principles from which, these
Jesuits derived their strengthof mind.
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
