purpose of establiching and maintaining viilage libraries, eto, In
oconclusion a vote of thanks to the Hon. Horace Plunkett for the
past pervices rendered by him in the canse of oco-operition was
passed and enthusiastically reaponded to.

Church Building in Ireland.—Week by week almost we
(London Tablet of October 21} have to record the progress made in
church building up and down the gonntry. On Sundsy the Bishop
of Meath laid the foundation stone of a new church at Oldcastle.
The new church, as its title indicates, will be a memorial—a noble
snd enduring memorisl—to the martyred Primate, Oliver Plunkett,
who was born in the parish of Oldcastle. The cost is eniimated at
£13,000, The Most Rev. Dr, Clancy, Bishop of Alphin, preached
an eloguent sermon. The collection realised the sum of £500. In
the afternonn an address was presented to the Bishop of Meath,
who, in the course of his reply, dealt with the land question,
denouncing the present eystem, which was depopulating the
conntry.

Ths Bishops of Connaunght and the Land Question—
The following resolutions, adopted at & meeting held in Tuam, were
gent to Mr. Gerald Balfour by the Bishops of Connaught :—1. That
we desire to express our grateful appreoiation of the efforts now
being made by the Congested Districts Board to oreate a peasant
proyprietary with enlarged holdings in the most impoverished dia-
tricts of the West of Ireland. We confidently believe that the
possession of these larger Loldings with the sense of permanent
ownership will prove to be a very strong incentive to thrift and
industry, as well a3 a sure source of happiness and contentment in
future. 2. We desire to express our earnest hope that the Congested
Districts Board will continue and extend their policy of secking to
purchage the large uncultivated grazing farms of the West, with a
view to their sub-divi-ion and allotment amongst the poorer clasa of
tenants, At present, in nnmberless cases, these tenants are
stroggling to maintain a wretched existence on a few barren acres
of boz or mountain, from which, too, they are forced to migrate ab
the busiest senson of the year,in order o earnm in England or
SBeotland the means of paying a rent that could never be extracted
from the land itself. 3. We desire also to express a hope that the
Congested Districts Board, with your powerful help, will seek to
procure from Parlisment extended powers so as to be able to carry
out the same wise and beneficent policy throughout the whole
Province of Connaught, It contains nearly everywhere vast tracts
of the best land, admirably suited for caltivation, but now almost
derelict and daily deteriorating in value, By the ungrudging
labour and skill of a peasant proprietary, these desolate tracts might
be made once more highly productive and profitable not only for the
cultivatora, but for the entire community, 4. We are convinced
that this wise and generous policy can be carried out, with the help
of the Government, without causing wrong or injary to any man ;
and it is on that understanding we advocate its adoption, We
should greatly regret to see any means or methods of actions
employed to further the cause of the tenants which were not
pertectly just and legitimate., A just cimse can only be weakened,
and a holy cause can only be emnllied, by the commission of any
crime ; and, if neceseary, we shall not fail to take steps to warn our
clergy and our flocks to abstain from any course of action thas
could be rightly regarded as unjust or immoral,

THE ENGLISH PILGRIMAGE TO ROME.

THE Knglish pilgrims who went to Rome about the middle of
October bad a very unplessant experience before arriving at the
Eternal City. In consequence of the destruction of ithe railway
line by floods they were detained for several hours at]a little
railway station fifteen miles from Rome, with water all around,
The weather was raw and wet, and to add to their discomfort no
refreshments were procurable, | Instead of getting to their deatina-
tion on Monday night, it was only on the afternoon of Tusxday they
arrived. The pilgrimage was under the:direction of the Very Rev.
Father Baunin, of the Pious Society of Misgione.

The pilgrims spent three or four;daysjin visiting various places
of interest, and on the Monday, accompanied by a number of Italian
Catholica, they were received in audience by the Pope in the Sala
Clementina of the Vatican, the fine apartment erected by direction
of Pope Olement V11, Indescribable enthusisasm was manifested by
all present when the aged Pontiff, borne in his sedan chair, entered
the apartment in which were assembled 124 English and Irish pil-
grime and about 200 Italians, Noit a few of them were moved to
tears as they kissed his hand on one of the fingers of which was the
Fisberman'e Bing. Among the Papal retinne in sttendance on: his
Holiness was Bir Thomas Esmonde, M.P. They were presentod by
Mgr. Stonor, titular Archbishop of Trebizond.

THE POPE'S ADDRESS,

which was in Italian, was read by Mgr. Mery del Val, and ran as
follows :—* We greatly rejoice at seeing an assemblage of English
Catholics gathered before Ua. This ia the third pilgrimage during
Our pontificate to come from the land formerly known as the Island
of Saints, In the approaching jubilee We hope shortly to see .s
fourth pilgrimage led by a large-minded man—namely, the Duke of
Norfolk, the honouor of the English nobility, whoee dignity of birth
is rendered the more illustrious by the light of the Catholic faith
professed by him with so much zeal and munificence. The homage
and filial love which you now render Ue, dear sons, after having
venerated the tomb of the Prince of the Apostles, are deeply prised
by Us. In coming to Rome, to the feet of the Vicar of Chrisi, youn
perform a solemn and public act of faith, You give also a noble
example of sincere love for the Apostolio SBee, with that dooility full
and eatire without preconceived idear and without eriticism which is
due to him who is the Supreme Chief, with the divine mandate of
governing the Church.
