AN important announcement was made by the Hon. J, @, Ward
in the course of his address in Invercargill last week. After
ennmerating the substantial reduoetions in railway rates made by
the present Government, he stated that it was infended at an early
date to reduce passenger fares to 14d per mile firet class and 1d
second olass ordinary single. Under this scale it would cost only
170 4d first clnss to go to Dunedin, as againay 205 under the existing
rate, and 1)a 7d as against 195 4d sscond olass, These liberal con-
cessions, he remarked, were to be granted irrespective of law fares
for special purposes, such as school exoursions and holiday trips,
which would, of course, still remain in operation, The intimation
was recoived with cheers by the orowded mesting.

It appesrs to us (Oamary Mail) that one of the regrettable
episodes in connection with the election just past was the rejestion
of Mr. O'Regan, who had represented Buller in two Parliamenta,
There may have been some special circumstances to acoount for the
preference given to Mr. Colvin ; but Mr, O'Regan is a strong man
whose heart is in the right place, and hia Parliamentary career has
been marked by blamelessness and ability.

Writing .after the Geveral Eleotion the Otago Daily Times
said : The Colony as a whole, however, ia manifestly disposed to
entrust Mr, Ward once more with the control of the Trennury
department, We are not inclined to joim in the chorus of alarm
with which this prospect has been received. Mr, Ward -has
retrieved his position to & very large extent,and it is most unlikely
that he will repeat any of his former mistakes. His financial
ability is undeniable, and the grasp whioh he hag of the stats of
the Anandes of the Colony is unequalled on his own side in politics,
His administration of the Postal department, when he was formerly
in the Government, was admittedly most successlul, and thers wiil
hardly be a dissentient voice to his again retnrning to it. When he
does, a new period of progressive management will be inaugurated,
and amongst his earliest acts will probably be the imatitution of
the systers of inJand peuny postage,

How temperate and orderly the great bulk of the people of
this Colony are was shown by the manmner in which the General
Election was conducted last week, There were immense crowds in
the streets of Dunedin on Wednesday night and op to the early
hours of Thursday morning, yet there was not a single jndividnal
locked up for drankenness in ‘the police cells. In‘s word there was
not a gingle arrest for drunkenness in Dunedin from the Tuesday
evening before the election until the Thursday evening after. At
the Christchurch City Police Court om Thursday the presiding
magistrate said that there were 40,000 people interested in the
late election and not one of them had been brought up for drunken-
ness. This was a complete answer to the prohibition parsy, and
showed clearly that Christchurch was not a dronken community.
He expected that at least one dozen might have overstepped tha
wmark, Sub-Inspector O'Brien said the slection was a most orderly
one. He did not hesr an angry word pass between two persons all
day. hHe agreed with the chairman as to the sobriety of Christ
church.

THE WAR IN SOUTH AFRICA.

&
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WITH the exception of that received on Tuesday morning, the war
nows of the weck has been meagre and unimportant,

News received here on Tuesday reported another serions British
reverse. Gleneral Gatacre, with a force of 3000, inclnding the 2ad
Northumberland, the 2od Irish Rifles, 800 mounted infantry, and
the 74th and 77th Batteries of Artillery, marched on Saturday night
from Molteno with a view of surprising 2500 Boers at Stormberg,
the junction of the branch railway connecting the East London and
Port Elizabeth reilways. When within two miles of Stormberg he
encountered the encmy, who opened a sudden fire on the front and
right fiank. The British sought cover bhehind & kopje, but, being
still within range, they shifted thencs, the batteries covering the
retreat. Boer reinforcements appeared, and the Northumberlands
and the Irish Rifles were sent to intercept them, but suffered heavily
from the fire of the machine guns, The enemy were nnderesti-
mated and occupied an impregnable position, The infantry were
anable to assail the Boers, while the enemy’s two 40-pounders
harassed the retreat. The Northumberlands and Irisk Rifles
behaved splendidly, but it is feared the losses are heavy, General
Gatacre telegraphs his rezret at theserious reverse, and says he was
misled as to the enemy’s position by the gnides He found them on
impraoticable ground. The British force was followed for three
hours by the enemy's artillery. It is feared this disaster will
intensify the Cape distoyalty. It is said that over 670 of Ceneral
Gatacre's force are missing, and are supposed to be prisoners,

We regret to learn that on Sunday last (says the Freeman's
Journal, December 2), Mr. J. J. Fitzpatriok, of Windsor (father of
the M.P. for Rylstone and of Mr. O. Fitapatrick, O.P.8.), died
suddenly of heart weakness, The deceased gentleman had for over
& generation been identified with Windsor, Some yeara ago, after
more than 30 years' service in the police force, he retired on pension,
his rank at the time being Inspector; and sinece then has taken &
Promivent part in the advancement of the old town. He was buried
in the Windsor Catholic cemetery.

On the eveming of October 31, the school hall at Waverley,
Sydney, was well filled with the Catholics of the diatrict, the ocorsion
being a presentation to to the Rev, A. S. Mnllan, O.F.M, who for
twelve years past has lahoured in the Franciscan mission, which
embraces the distriots of Woollakrs, Bondi, and Paddington, Father
Mullan has been rocalled to Ireland by hia superiors. Although
presentations are not encouraged in the religious Orders, it was
found impossible in this case to oppose the warmly-expressed will of
the people. An address and purse of sovereigns wers presented to
Father Mgullan.
