fALL things come to him who waits.” Se
runs the proverh. Like many another
expression of ancient wisdom it is not more
than half true. However, some things do
come to those that know how to wait. Forinstance: apropos
of the number of grocers in some of the Australian parlia-
ments—a proportion said to be due to their {amiliarity with
soft-soap—we inquired some time ago if some friend with a
statistical turn of mind would favour us with a return of the
trades and professions of the legislators of New Zealand.
Well, a memger of our staff has done this for our present issue,
and added other particulars regarding the personnel of the new
Parliament, which cannot fail to interest our readers.

THE NEW
PARLIAMENT.

TueRrRE are, perhaps, few things that so
WAR effectually knock the starch out of a soldier’s
AND DISEASE, patriotism as typhoid fever and the other
destroying diseases that are incidental to
camp life, To the mind of the average civilian the vast
majority of the soldiers who mever return from the wars fall
nobly fighting for their country’s honour upon the bullet-swept
field or die of wounds in the military hospital. As a matter of
fact, the great majority die by the more prosaic and frequentl
more agonising way of disease, and not from contact wit
bullet or bayonet or the other death-dealers whose direct
purpose is to dissolve partnership between soul and body.
This, however, is a feature of campaigning life which appeals
to the military man and the statistician with greater force than
to the war-correspondent, the war-poet, and the war-historian.
Hence we hear so little of this unpleasant feature of campaign-
ing life. In the Philippine campaigns some of the battalions
lost full half of their strength by sickness, The hospitals were
crammed full with the victims of disease. But all reference to
the condition of affairs was persistently and mercilessly scored
out by the military censor. In South Africa at present the
tale of the war correspondent is subject to even a keener eye
and a more merciless red-pencil or scissors, But yet enough
has been let pass along the wires to show that disease is
decimating the garrisons both of Mafeking and Ladysmith.
We are left to form our own judgment as to the health of the
rest of the army. But, as Otto Berndt has pointed out in his
Figures and War, the losses through sickness in campaigns
are very considerable even in temperate climates. They must
be relatively very great indeed in the conditions under which
marching, camping, and fighting have to be done in the rainy
season of such a climate asthat of South Africa. Perhaps we
have here one partial explanation of the masterly inactivity
which has kept the British troops so long stuck fast south of
Colesberg and the Modder and the Tugela.

Where bullet 'and bayonet clay their thousands in war,
disease kills its tens of thouands. In the 114 days’ struggle
between the United States and Spain, only 279 Americans
were killed in battle, and 1423 wounded. The number swept
off by disease was 2086; those stricken by disease were, in
round numbers, 40,000. In 1870 some 200,000 Germans corralled
Bazaine within the walls of Metz. As many as 130,000 of the
investing force were in the hospitals. Out of a total of 467,000
sick men that lay in the German military hospitals during the
same war, only 88,000 vere there on account of wounds
received in battle. In the great American Civil War of the
sixties, the Northerners lost 78,246 men whe were killed upon
the battle-field or died of wounds. Their losses from disease
reached the appalling total of 149,030. The two great scourges
of the private soldier are camp-fever and dysentery. Mulhall,
however, has shown that rheumatism is not to be sneezed at as
a factor in putting men out of action. In his Dictionary of
Statistics for the present year we find the following significant

entry under the heading ¢ Disease " : ¢ During the war of 1861-
63 in the United States the Federals had 5,825,000 men under
colours, and of these 254,700 were sent to hospital for rheuma-
tism.” In the bunglingcampaign of the Crimea 362,000 out of
a total of 428,000 Anglo-Franco-Sardinian treops were stricken
with disease. Of this great host of sufferers, 69,200 died.
The deaths from wounds made the relatively insignificant total
of 6200. Of the British soldiers, 2755 met their deaths in
action ; 1847 died of wounds in hospital, The total of British
victims of Russian bayonet-thrusts and sabre-strokes and
markmanship was, therefore, 4602. This was, however, a
mere bagatelle beside the mighty holocaust of 75,275 men who
were cul off in the prime of life by disease. It is the same old
tale as far back as military statistics are available. Thus, the
long and strenuous campaigns against France from 1795 to
1815 showed an annual death-rate in the British army of 57
per thousand. Only seven per thousand of these met their
deaths in action. The overwhelming majority of the remainder
were swept off by disease. I[mproved methods of surgery and
sanitation have diminished the proportion of deaths from
wounds and disease in the campaigns of later years, But
despite all this, the experience of the British troops in South
Africa will, like that of the Americans in Cuba and the Philip-
pines, undoubtedly go to show that the worst horrors of modern
Eragare are those of the military hospital and not of the battle-
eld,

together, and how he made them fthree podlike friends,’
inseparable for ever. The bond that holds them together is,
we fancy, a very loose and conventional one. For valour, we
fear, often breaks away from the pleasant little triple alliance,
Let Valour but stand for war, and we find it frequently
allied with two grim powers, pestilence and famine, which are
at daggers drawn with love and wit. We have alread

touched upon war’s alliance with disease. The Christchure

Press of last Saturday furnishes us with the following evidence
that in South Africa, as in other places, it is associated with
famine as well as pestilence +—

The war is reported to have driven things to prohibitive prices
between Capetown and the Orange River. Horseflesh is at & high
premium, ©ld screws that in normal times would be dear at £30
are now offered at 70, 80, or 90 guineas. A covered gig with two
poniee and a driver can only be hired at a charge of £40 monthly ;
a bottle®of the cheapest lager beer costa 28, n soda and whisky costs
half-a-crown, soda and milk 1s 6d, whilst 8a is the lowest price
asked for a bottle of whisky,

Any doubts that may exist as to the destination of a
portion of the ‘ horseflesh’ is set at rest by the correspondent
of another paper who tells us that it is being used as
feod in some parts of South Africa. If this be true,
the story of the premium on horseflesh tells a more
pitiful tale than the enhanced price of ‘a soda and whisky.’
The poor in Paris, Brussels, Milan, and other Continental
cities habitually use and relish the tender, nutritious, and not
unsavoury flesh of young horse. But the inhabitants of the
British Isles raise around their stomachs a sturdy barrier of
insular prejudice which admits the foul-feeding porker but
excludes the clean-feeding horse. And this barrier they never
lower except under the stern pressure of hunger—as in a pro-

tracted siege. . .

During the Cuban campaign last year horse-flesh, mule-
flesh, and even dog-flesh was in Mgreat demand, and at high
prices. During the siege of Manila, the following cable-
message appeared in the New Zealand dailies : * The richest
people are slaughtering dogs and horses for food., Thenatives
are eating rats and mice.’ Messages such as this tell
in a few words the story of a thousand concentrated griefs and
woes. The garrison of Ladysmith has been for some time on
short rations, and when the story of the siege is told we shall
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robably hear of many a baggage mule and many a disabled
sh:rgerybeing convert{d intogﬁ)od that Thomas Atkins loathes
in time of peace but must learn to tolerate, perhaps to relish,
under the stern conditions of war. By an easy association of
ideas we are reminded of the things that befel the city of
Paris after the German army had cut it off from the outside
wotld with a double line of sullen earthworks guarded with
bristling bayonets and menacing guns. Readers of the history
of that greatest of all sieges will readily recall the siege-dinner
given at the beginning by Baron Brisse to the members of the
Paris Jockey Club. The first course consisted of soup of
corned horse, cutlets of donkey, mule’s liver sau#é, horses’
lights with white sauce, and fried gudgeon. The second course
was equally characteristic of siege days-—grilled quarter of dog,
roast Jeg of rat, rat-pie with mushrooimns, &c

‘The time soon came, however—in January, 1871—when
Baron Brisse and his merry guests had to subsist on seven
ounces of black bread per dayand one-third of an ounce of
horse-flesh, which looked as if it had been cut out by a tram-
condyctor’s punch. To secure this the besieged Parisians had
to await their turn for hours at the food depédts in snow, sleet,
sunshine, or rain, or under the more pitiless downpour of
German shells. Sometimes a family contrived to secure from
carefullyhidden sources of supply a dog at £3 to £8, ora turkeyat
£5, or a goose at £4, or afowl at 36s, or a cutlet of donkey at 155,
or an apple at 3s, or an egg at 2s. A vigorous trade was done
in rats, mice, and ‘rabbits '—the ‘ rabbit’ being in practically
every instance a cat. Adults can tolerate for a period the
stinted and unnatural fare of siege-times. Children, as in
Paris, die like flies : The war-demon isa Herod that slaughters
the innocents.

THE CAT Africa we expressed in fitting terms our
OUT OF THE strong conviction that there would be no
BAG. armed struggle merely to compel Gom Paul

to enable a certain number of British
Uitlanders to give up, on easy terms, their allegiance to the
flag under which they were born. We maintained that if war
broke out, whatever its pretext, its direct and immediate object
would be the reconquest of the South African Republic and the
Orange Free State. The jingoes made no secret of this before the
war, British Ministers are making as little secret of it now,
although they do not set forth their purpose with the brutal
frankness of the speculators—chiefly with German names—
whose interests lie in the rich mining regions of the Trans-
vaal. Even Mr. Chamberlain, in his ]abogred and un-
convincing defence of the Gorvernment policy, treats the
franchise question as a trifling item in the South African
muddle, The chief efement in the situation, according to him,
was the independence of the Boers and their manilest
determination to defend the integrity of their Republics, i
necessary, by force of arms.  Briefly, his speech was, in effect,
an admission that he deemed war to be necessary, not for the
sake of the Uitlander franchise, but in order to establish or
re-establish British prestige in South Africa, A poor justifica-
tion, indeed, for a war which is to cost such a vast deal both of
bloed and treasure, which will set back the progress of South
Africa by flty years, and will leave behind it an enduring
legacy of mutual distrusts and race-hatreds between Boer and
Briton ! -

* * -

From time to time we have published extracts which go to
show the marked aversion with which this unhappy war is
viewed by a considerable section of the clergy who man the
Protestant pulpit. Every mail brings fresh instances in point,
Perhaps the most outspoken utterance we have read is that in
which the Rev. Hirst Hollowell, in a speech delivered at the
Congregational Union at Bristol, on October 19, referred to
the war as ' the assassination of a free people.’ No words of
such exalted vigour as these have, so far as we know, fallen from
the Irish Nationalist Party, who join with the B_rlt:sﬁ Liberals
in condemning the war as unnecessary and unjustifiable. In
the columns of the Times Mr. Justin McCarthy thus deals with
the jingoes who condemn the lrish Nationalists for their
attitude regarding the war: * We lrishmen condemn the war
because it is unjust, cruel, and ignoble, and we are entitled to
say that the policy which directs this war is not English in the
true sense of the word, The best intellects and the highest
minds amongst Englishmen are opposed to this war as we [rish
Nationalists are, Herbert Spencer, Frederick Harrison, John
Morley, Leonard Courtney, Sir William Harcourt, Sir Edward
Clarke, W, T. Stead, Philip Stanhope—these are some of the
men who have again and again denounced the war. Mr.
Chamberlain and Mr. Cecil Rhades are its principal authors.
“There can be no glory to be won fot English arms in a struggle
like this, where the overwhelming superiority of strength on
the side of the British force leaves the ultimate issue of the
contest only a question of time and money.’

Dr, ReNTouL, of Melbourne, is the hero of
the Orange lodges and the oratorical cham-
pion of ultra-Protestantism in the colony cﬁ

Victoriz. Rome is to him the Mistress o
Abominations, and the Pope the Man of Sin. His utterances
upon both have been termed grand displays of verbal pyro-
techny. They might more aptly be compared to the rush and
roar of a forest on firein a high wind. Dr. Rentoul’s prejudice
is of the robust guality which often marks the honest and
upright bigot who hates, not the Catholic Church, but the
hideous effigy with horns and tail and cloven heof which he
erroneously fancies to be the Catholic Church. Dr. Rentoul
has, however, at last come to see that there is some good in
the Old Church of the Ages. The discovery must have come
to him with the impact of a blank surprise, His announce-
ment thereof struck the Melbourne Age with a great astonish-
ment which it did not try to conceal. At the Presbyterian
Assembly on November 23, the doughty Docler figuratively
patted his old antagonist, the Archbishop of Melbourne, on
the back for his Grace’s timely and effective utterances on the
sanctity and the moral obligations of the marriage bond. We
dealt editorially with the Archbishop’s pronouncement in our
last issue. The Age of November 24 reperts Dr. Rentoul to
have spoken as follows: ‘He honoured Dr. Carr the more
because he had had at times to oppose him, and might have to
do so again. They all honoured the Roman Catholic Church
for the high estimate that it had always put upon the marriage
tie. Perhaps that Church had taken too strong an attitude as
to divorce, but it must be honoured for the high standard of
morality of its womanhood. He thanked the Archbishop for
his courageous utterance, which was made just at the right
time. (Applause.) . . . The utterance of the Archbishop
struck a chord that would vibrate in the churches—Protestant
and Catholic. He again thanked Dr. Carr for his courage
and tactfulness. (Applause.)’

THE LAITY  pre-Reformation plan of parochial finance.
AND THE In those days the laity undertook the task of
CHURCH. providing funds for the erection, repair, and

maintenance of churches, chantries, presby-
teries, schools, and for churcn requisites, etc, Nowadays the
burden falls almost wholly upon the priest. In many instances
he finds it like a millstone around his neck, and a hindrance to
much of the good work that he might effect for the welfare of
souls if he could devote his energies untrammelled to other
fields of activity. The Montreal Tine Wituess has the follow-
ing lines in point :—

It would be a blessing if the priests did not have to bother or
worry about the temporalities of the parish, but could devote all
their timeto the spiritual work of the congregation, When they do,
because they must, as circumstances make it necessary, touch on
money matters, some, and the least generous, say ; ‘Oh, I wish we
did not Lear s0 much about money.' Take your share of the burden
and it will not be necessary to bring up the subject so often

Just so.  You will ind many well-to-do persons who are
ready and willing to travel to heaven at their reighbours’
expense, just as, according to Sydney Smith, ‘you will find
people ready to do the Samaritan without the oil'and the two-
pence.” In a letter written some time ago to an English
Catholic weekly, a poor and hard wrought priest wrote as
follows on the subject of giving the laity the part they had of
old in bearing the burden of parochial liabilities : —

I have no objection vo the principle of no taxation without
representation ; but if I have laymen, they do something besides
contracting parochial bills and then sending them to the rector to
pay. Sol would inguire if your modern Catholic church-wardens
will actually raise the cash and meet the bills like men. It will not -
be of any use for them to ¢ome to the rector to organise a bazaar H
for the obvious reason that if the rector has to money-grub at sll, it
is much more pleasant to grub for the debts he contracted himself
than for those contracted by his holovad flock, To the principle of
no taxation without representation I would add another : ro respon-
sibility without control. No priest, na max, will accept liability for
bills sent round for payment. My own congregation is at present in
want of a good organ ; about L£600, they say, will do it, Will any
group of the laity band together and, with my blessing, get the
money ! But they must not disturh me reading The Spiritual
Coimbat. LTet us have church-wardenr, by 21l means ; let them foot;
the bills, and, if necessary, face the bailiffs. Bat they must not go
cheerily into the contract of £600 for an orran and send me round ¥
to beg from door to door. If any lay gentlemen ave willing to be
church-wardens on these terms, they are just the men I want,

We know an odd dozen or two of Catholic priests whp are
also pining to find among their flocks such ideal modern
representatives of the trusty Catholic church-wardens of the
olden time.

Tue Liverpoal Catholic Times tells the follow-

THE POPE  ing interesting incident of [Leo's life at
AND HIs Brussels. The story is told by a personage
ASSAILANT. of high station in the Vatican :—* Qur
Pope,’ he said, ‘ reads character at a glance,

and is rarely deceived. One evening when Nuncio at
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Brussels, he was entering his carriage to go to dinner at the
house of Count de Baillet, when just as his foot was on the
carriage siep, a workman, wretchedly dressed, rushed forward,
insulted him, and attacked him personally. His servants,
ready in his defence, seized the aggressor, and proceeded to
make things hot for him; but the Pontuff —then simply
Monsigner Pecci—stopped them, and, calmly and kindly
addressing the man, said: “ My friend, I bear you no malice
for what you have done; are you in need? Come to see me
some other time,” and let a five-franc piece slip into his hand,
Needless to say, the workman, after such encouragement,
went to see him, and went so often that the Nuncio eventually
took him into his service as a domestic, and even now Leo
XIIL retains a benevolent recollection of him, and recounts
that he never had a servant more respectful and more to be
trusted.’

THE RESULT OF THE GENERAIL ELECTION.
——-.....’—.

TEE result of the General Election upset the calculations of the
political prophets, and the man who said ‘I told you so’ was not
even in evidence the day after the contest. The election resulted in
an overwhelming majority for the Government, the reduction of
the Opposition to a feeble minority, and the almost total annihila-
tion of that party called the Left Wing-—~a noisy little group that
will * never be missed.’ Froma precarions majority of six among
the European members in a Houee of 70, the Government have
increased their strength to a majority of about 30. The state of
parties in the new Parliament will be—Ministerialists, 49 ; Opposi-
tion, 19, with two electoral contesta yet to take place. As Mr, J.
Hutcheson has practically thrown in his lot with the Opposition,
the only representative of the Left Wing is the creator of the party
—Mzr. Pirani, his trusty lientenants, Messra. Kelly, Taylor, and
Smith. having suffered defeat.

A feature of the election was the rejection of some of the most
prominent Opposition men in favour of candidates practically with-
out any claimp on the conetituencies save that they declared
themselven in favour of the Libsral policy. Among these may be
mentioned Mr, W, C. Buchanan (Wairarapa), Mr. Scobie Mackenzie
(Dunedin), and Mr, Rollestou (Ricearton)., The surprize of the
election was the rejection of Mr T, E. Taylor in Christechurch, where
it was supposed his seat was quite recure owing to the solidity of the
Prohibition party, and the support which was due to him by the
Opposition for his work in trying to bring the Ministry into disrepure,
Two promising young politicians, from whom much was expected,
were also unfortunate, namely Messrs, Montgomery and O'Regan,
The former lost his seat to an anti-Ministerialist, and tbhe latter to a
Government follower. The surprise of the contest, from the
individual standpoint, was the return of Mr, George Fisher, who ia
to-day, ag he had often been before, one of the chosen of the Empire
City. Thequidnunrcs said he had not the remotest chance of success ;
he was not the selected of any party; he played a lone hand,
sddressed but few meetings, and spent but nine shillings altogether
on the contest—a record for the Colony, His return was no doubt
all the pleasanter when he learnt that Mr. Taylur was not to gccupy
the seat immediately in his rear in the new House. where the late
member for Christchurch worried him with ‘asides,” which never
reached the Speaker's ears. Another feature of the election was the
rejection of nearly all the ‘Independent’ candidates ; evidently the
time has not yetarrived for thedoing away with party government in
this Colony.

The habitués of the gallaries will miss the rapier-like thrusts

From Nuremberg come the magnetio toys, swords, guns,
woolly sheep, jumping-jacks, trumnpete, and many ingenions
mechanical toys. The carved wooden toys are made in Saxony,
Toy horses, cows, elephants, cats, licns, tigers and all kinds of
animals are made in German prisons.

The Teuton was a dimiputive indi-
vidual, and was much surprised when his new acqnaintance took
off his coat and held it towards him, saying, ‘ Put this on.! *‘It's
too large,’ replied the other, amused. ‘I know that,’ responded the
other, ‘ I'm President Kruger; if yon could fit my ceat yon mirht
sccomplish mighty deeds” Oom Paul, as President of the South
Afrisan Republie, which has a population of about double that of
Dunedin, greta a greater salary than the whole of the New Zealand
Ministers with their traveliing expenses thrown in, besides which
he is allowed between £2000 and £30M) for extras, and £300 a year
additional for rent,

was rather a treabise on a woman’s right to a career than a novel,
Miss Schreiner marricl o man named Conwright, who took her
name instend of piving Ler his., B8he i now known as Mrs,
Conwright-Schreiner.

It cannot he denied
that he has his Bible atl his fingers’ ends.  After an hour's wrang-
ling, during which hie tried 10 prove trown Genesis, Hubakkuk, and
John that the Bocr~ are the de-condanuts of Isase and that we (the
Jews) are the descendants of Fshmael, and that it wonld, therefore,
be against the letter and the spirit of the Seriptures that these two
should inkerit the lanmd together, we came down to the real point
for which the deputation came, Of oourse, he mointained that he
personally wag in favour of religions equality, but in afl such
radical measures, involving the amending of the Grondwet, he
must carry his burghers with him : he counld not, therefore, promise
anything ; a favourite arguent of bis, bat not true, becanse in the
Proverbs of Paul we find, vor poprli, vor mei,

One by ope he began to repeat the stock arguments of the Boer
against removing disabilities from Jews snd Catholica. Naturally,
we tock him up at every point and c¢xpo-ed his fallacies. But he,
nothing daunted. resortsd to his t*ump card whenever driven into a
corner, he lost his temper and began to thout. This time, however,
he reckoned withiout his guests, We (Mr Goldrich and myself)
also began to shout, only much louder, and the three of ue, wildly
gesticulating on the Prusident's wsioop, was a sight not aliogether
devoid of the lndicrous te the passer--hy, as well as to the philo-
sophical Zarps, patrollivg before the Presidency. The upshot of
the whole discus-ion was the ¢ld to-be-cxpeeted Africander motto,
*Wacht een beetje, alles zal recht komen —Wait a little, all will
come Tight I' The warrant question we also snbmitted to™him. He
denounced such law as *4 devil's Jaw, and promired to have it
repealed.

THE BOERB AND FREEMABONRY.

A ‘past master’ in Freemasonry drawe the attention of a
contemporary to tonching incidents between * brethren’ in the last
Boer war and at Majuba Hill, He also points out that not only are
Preeident Kroger and Tiet Joubert enthusiastic Freemasons, but
practically every educated Boer belengs to the Order, As most of
the British officers also belong to the craft, it will be a rveal case of
‘brothers’ slaying *brothers.” During the last Transvssl war an
appeal was sent by the Grand Orient of the Netherlands o the
M.W.G. M. the Prince of Wales, entreating him, as a ' brother,' touss
his inflnence in favour of peace, The Prince replied that, is this
wia a political question, be could not intervene, '

THE NAMES OF S0ME BOUTH AFRICAN TOWKS,

The origin of the names of some of the towns in Cape Colony
and Natal, which are at present so prominently attracting publio
attention, are of interest. Durban is named from Sir Benjgmin
Durban, who was Governor of the Cape in 1834, Grahamstown and
Harrismith are named respectively from militery commanders——
Colonel Graham and Colonel Sir Harry Smith. Caledon, Beaufort,
Somerset, and Cradock are named from former Governorg—the Farl
of Caledon, Lord Charles Somerset, and Sir John Cradoek {Lord
Howden). The townsof Ladysmith, Port Elizabeth, and Lady Grey
are ealled after the wives of Cape Governors. Kimberley ia named
after the Earl of Kimberley, who was Colonial Secretary from 1870
Lo 1874, when that town advanced from the position of 8 mushroom
camp to that of a permanent mining centre,

THE WORD ‘BOER,

It has heen asked when did the word * Boer ' assume its present
form and spelling, Judging from Hansard down to the late ffties,
it was printed with a small ‘b," and epalt ‘ boors.’ Mr. Gledstone,
when Secretary of State for the Colobies, and afterwards, frequently
referred to the ‘ Dutch boors at the Cape.’ In the glossary attached
to Mr. MeCall Theal's History of the Boers, this primitive form of
word is not given. Boer is there defined as * a Dutch word signify-
ing a tiller of the ground.” In South Africa the word is now nsed
a8 8 proper name to denote anyone of European descent who uses
ordinarily the broken Dutch langnage of the country.

WAR BALLOONS.

As balloons have already played & part in the South African
war, the following particulars taken from an English exchange will
be of interest -~Fifty vats, each containing a ton of materials for
making gas for captive ballorns, are being despatched with a
nnmber of balloons from Aldershot. It hsa been found that a height
of 100 fathoms, at a horizontal distance of 600 fathoms from the
enemy, enables the observers to agoure the widest expanse of view.
The war balloons having taken a stationary position, eipght cameras
and lenses spread round the balloon at eqnal distances will enable a
complete view of the surrounding country and enemy's camp to be
photographed, and subsequently examined. Lines of telegraph ean
be carried round through the air, from the ground, to a balloon
several miles distant. The wire can be paid out as fast as the ballesn
travels, and if a captive halloon should break or roar away com-
munication can be kept up with it for six miles, and the result of
the obsetvations telegraphed to the general commanding,

The word ‘ Nek," which is coatinnally Gguring in the geo-
graphical details in the war telegrams, is the term generally used °
in Bouth Africa to deecribe the lowest dip in the ground between
two heights. Laing's Nek, for exampie, ia the lowest point in the
ridge joinirg Majuba to the hills extending to the Buffalo River,

DIOCESE OF CHRISTOHURCH.

(From our own correspondent,)

December 11,

On Sunday evening last five aspirants were admitted to
membership of the Children of Mary at the Pro-Cathedral, the
Very Rev. Father Lo Menant des Chesnais, 8,M., Vicar-General,
performing the ceremony,

At.8t, Aloysius' Hall on Monday evening. December 4, a very
suocesaful entertainment was given under the direction of the Rev.
Father Richards in aid of the Pro-Cathedral funde. There was a
good sudience and the various items of a well-arranged programme
were received with evident appreciation.

His Lordship the Bishop concluded his mission services in
Rangiora on Tuesday, the 5th inst. The episcopal visitation of the
parish and the admivistration of the Sacrament of Confirmation
were comprised in the ceremonies performed by the Bishop during
his stay. The collection for the Cathedral fund realised about
£300. During the remainder of the week his Lordship and the
Very Rev. Dean Foley were ocoupied at Oxford, another portion of
the Rangiora parish, the services there being concluded on Suuday
last, after which Dr, Grimes was expected to return to town.

The General Election passed off very quietly in Christehuroh,
and whether owing to the wise provision of having all hotels closed,
or the moral effeci of Prohibition tenets which have for the last
three years been persistently instilled into the minds of the people,
but one solitary firat offender against the liquor laws made his
appearance next morning before the presiding justice. Prohibition
advocates were particularly prominent at all the polling places, and
their doctrine seemed to pervade the very atmosphere, but nof.with-
standing their efforts the advocates of liquor reform suffered a most
crushing defeat, losing not only the local option vote, but slso
meeting with the additional disaster of having their two former
members and candidates on this cccasion rejested.

The achools, conduoted by the Bisters of the Mission, Barbadoes
street, were, a5 I indicated ju a previoue letter, examined by Mr J.
Baldwin, headmastor of the Sydenham State achool, and Inspector
of Catholic schools for the diocese of Christchurch under the
Education Departmeut, on precisely the same basis of examination
an his own school (one of the moet important under the North
Oantorbury Education Board) is conducted. In his general report
the Inspector says : * The schools on the whole have passed a very
satisfactory examination. The neatnese of the work in the npper
standnards appears to be a speciality, and is highly commendable,
The singing iu both schools is very good, and the ueedlework
throughout is excellent. The discipline and general behaviour of
the children during the e¢xamination were good.' Referring to the
high school departmsnt the examiner says: ‘The algebra is in
advance of what I expected, the three pupils in the vpper division
and the six in the lower would, with very little preparation, be
equal to the work required in the matricalation examination. The
Euolid papers on the whole are very well done’ The French of the

upper division is marked by the*examiner as very good, the weak -
point being the transiation of Evglish into French, In the lower
division four of the six pupils are marked very fair. For algebra
in the lower division three pupils obtained 100 per cent., twn 98 per
cent., and one 93 per cent, others ranging from 50 per cent,
upwards. In tbe upper division the marks ranged from 58 per
cent. up to 100 per cent.; in Tuclid, 57 per cent, up to 71 per cent.
Of 16 candidates for Stand V1., all passed : of 14 for Standard V.,
13 passed ; of 18 in Standard IV, 12 pasced. Ten passed Standard
Standard II1. out of 11, and in Standard LI the whole class passed,
the same being Lha case in Standard I. In the Convent parish
school of 1% in Class V., 11 passed; of 18 in Class IV., 15 paseed ;
of 25 in Class IIT,, 19 passed ; out of 15 sent up for examination in
Standard II, 13 passed ; and of 33 in Standard 1., only two failed,
It must, therefors, be conceded that the pupils of the Catholie
echools easily hold their own with those of the Stats institations as
the foregoing report and list of passes amply prove. It must be
borne in mind also that this was the first occasion’ the children
underwent examination by one who was strange to them, and

whose methods, too, were perhaps dissimilar to what they were
accustomed to,

WE are in receipt of the Deminican Star, a literary annual edited
at the Dominican Priory, Dunedin, and printed and published at the
office of the N.Z. TABLET. The success of the first number of this
interesting and welcome annual last year has encouraged the
Dominican Nuns to igsne it this year in an enlarged and improved
form, As a result the Dominican Star for 1900 containe 200 pages
of reading matter—an incresse of 50 pages on last year's initial
imsue ; the illustrations—some 30 in number—are larger and more
pumerous than before ; the feast of literary good thines is more varied
and abundant, and of even a higher order of merit than the excellent
pabulum supplied for 18%%; the sonusl appears jn & very hand-
some dark-green crocodile cloth-binding, heavily gilt; and
the price of the mew is:us remains the same as last year,
33 6d. The Dominican 3tar refleots credit alike on the editor
and on the Institute which hes had the pluck and brains to put so
excellent a publication upon the market. Paper, binding, letter-
press, and illustrations do credit to the N.Z. TABLET Company's
Office, which has s1cceeded in prqiucing one of the best specimens
of book-work that bave appeared in this Colony for some time,

The Dominican Star is not a school annual. 1% is, as its title-
page states, a literary annual for the Catholic home, and as such
appeals to a wider range of interests than those that are purely or
chiefly local or personal. This is true even of the liternry contribu-
tions from the pens of the youthful competitors im its columms,
There is a singular lack in them of lcecal flavour; they come from
places as far apart as Adelaide and Caversbam ; and they deal with
sabjerts which would retain mnoh of their fresh interest even if
transferred to the Children's Column of, say, the Milwankee Catholic
Citizen or of the South African Catholic Magazine, The aim of
the annual is distinctly high—not to say ambitions, And we are
glad to say that it has hit the mark pretty squarely. Both by reason
of its unigue scope and real excellence in the field of Australasian
Catholic periodical literature, it deserves a more than ordinarily
detailed criticiem at our hands.

Imprimis and in general terms: the Dominican Star offers ‘a
charmin’ variety ' of subjects, They embrace six stories ; a like
number of essays; four lengthy and interesting correspondences
from places so widely separated as the North Island of New
Zealand, London, India, and South Africa; five pieces of poetry ;
‘Chats in the Library’; timely biographical sketches; all the
pleasant chatter of the children to the ' G.0.M," and of the ' G.O M,
to the children—and a few other items besides, It is needless to
gay that the contributions are all original ; and those who perused
last year's Dominican Star will be prepared to learn tkat they are
in the main of a high standard of literary merit. Some of them
are, in fact, from the pens of writers who, like Father Finn, 8.1,
snd Lady Mulholland Gilbert, have already made their mark in the
world's literature, Others are the work of skilled and cultivated
writers, most of whom tantalise our lezitimate curiosity by either
giving no clue to their identity, or by conecealing it behind the
domine noir of & pen-name,

The annnal opens with a well-told story entitled °Herbert
Howenden.! It in a tale of America, Ireland, and New Zealand,
It enforces the gospel of work, of resignation under affliction,
containe a powerful description of * that curse of the land, an Irish
eviction,’ gome bits of practical life wisdom, and s0 sweet, though
brief, an appreciation of child thought and child philosophy that
we confess to a wish to meet little Ethna again in a sequel to
* Herbert Howenden,' A capital short story—' Detective Burke '—
is contributed by Father Finn, 8.J.. the well known writer of tales
for boys. It will be very much enjoyed by every reader, the
drollery of the whole situation created by the imaginative Father
heing greatly enhanced by its humorous and altogether nnexpected
dénovement, *Will and 1’ (by Emily Moreton) is a simple and
straightforward, but singularly sweet-tempered and charmingly told
tale of brotherly and sisterly affection. We do not know who
wrote ‘ The Experiences of Uncle Paul Pry,’ for he—we presume
it is he—leaves a blank whbere his name should appear.
But his tale is singularly well sketched in, with all the
fresh directness, too. of a personal experience, and with a guiet
drollery and an ococasional suggestion of naiucté that are very
winning.

Tur Archpriest Pietro Placenza, Missionary Apostolic, has con-
tributel to & Nomau paper some interesting facts concerning the
longevi y of the Pupes. The following are some of the resulta of
hiz rereatches ;—

ITia Halinesa [eo XII[ was born on March 2, 1810, and he was
clected P.pe on Febroary 20, 1878 ; thus, on October 1%, 1599, he
had resched the age of 5Y years 7 months 16 days, and 21 yeara 7
months and 28 daye of Ponuficate.

Now the following is the place he ocoupics in the order «f the
longest-lived Popes :—

1. St. Apatho. died in 632, age 107 years,

. Gregory 1X, died in 241, aged Y9,
. Celeatine IIL, died in 1195, aged 12,

FEAST OF THE EXPECTATION OF THE BLESSED VIRGIN MARY,

The Feast of the Expectation has been instituted by the Church
to commemorate the longing desires and fervent mspirations with
which the Immacunlate Virgin greeted the near approach of that
happy day when she was to bring into the world the long expected
Memsiah, whose coming to redeem mankind had been the continual
object of her sighs and prayers. Yet a few shor{ days and she would
hold in her arms the Incarnate God, worship Tiim on bended knee
wrap him in swaddling clothes, feed him from her virgipal breast!
ani pour forth into His Sacred Heart the most ardent affections of
praise, thanksgiving and love ]| For now the time appointed by the
Divine Decree was accomplished, and the Great Mystery hidden
under veils and fipures from the beginning of the world was about
to be revealed to the astonished eyes of angels and of men.

Duriog four thousand years had the earth groaned under the
dominion of Satan, while kings, patriarchs, and prophets had looked
eagerly forward for the coming of the promised Redeemer who was
to break the fetiers with which mankind was bound, and restore men
to the liberty of sons of God,

The four weeks of Advent are intended by the Church to recall
to our minds that anxious time of expectation. Meanwhile the
promise made by God to our firat parents, that the Seed of the woman
shoald crush the serpent's head, was carefully treasured up and
handed down from father to son through suceeeding menerations.

As time went on the promise was renewed to King David, of
whose family it wae declared that the Redeemer was to be born.
Many of the psalms of the royal prophet are full of ardent aepira-
tions after the coming of the SBaviour, who was to destroy the
power of hell and re-establish the kingdom of God in the hearts of
men, It was also permitted him to behold in the far-off future the
accomplishment of the promises of God by the incarnation, passion,
and death of our Lord. These sacred mysteries he has described to
us with a minnteness which reads to us rather like a record of the past
than a prediction of the distant future. The same may be said of
the writings of some of the other prophets, who were sent by
God to prepare the minds and hearts of men for the coming of His
Son.

Conspicuous among these was Isaiah, who, after announeing
that the Redeemer would be born of a Virgin, relates in detail
many cironmstances regarding His passion and the establishment of
His Chorch. In his ardent lenging for the speedy coming of the
Incarnate God he cries out, * Drop down dew ye heavens from
above, and let the clouds rain the just ; let the earth be opened and
bud forth a Savionr’ The same eager desire of the prophet Daujel
for the coming of the Messiah brought down from heaven the great
Archangel Gabriel, who revealed to him the precise time when the
Savicur should be born. Thus did the saints of 0ld continually
aspire after the coming of the Son of God, whom, however, they
were not permitted to bebold with the eyes of the flesh,

Wherefore our Blessed Lord reminded His apostles of the
special privilege which they themselves enjoyed in beholding and
conversing with Him during His mortal life, ° Blessed,’ said he,
tare your eyes because they sée, and your ears because thgy hear,
For amen I say to you, many prophets and just men have desired o
gee the things that you see and have not seen them, and to hear the
things that you hear and have not heard them.’

Let us, too, pour out our hearts in gratitude to God that we
have been made partakers of the abundant graces which are the
fruits of our Lord's incarnation, preparing ourselves at the same
time by fervent desires and loving aspirations, in union with the
Immaculate Virgin, to celebrate in the spirit of the Church the
coming birthday of the sweet Infant Jesus,

8t, Thomas was one of the fishermen on the Lake of Galilee
whom our Lord called to be His apostle, There are only three
incidents related of him in the Gospel, but these are enough to
make his character more familiar to us than that of any other
except 88, Peter and Paul,

By nature slow to believe, tao apt to see difficulties, and to look
at the dark side of things, he had withal a mostsympathetic, loving,

(and courageous heart. Once when Jesus spoke of the mansions
in Bis Father's house St. Thomas in his simplicity asked : ¢ Lord,
we know not whither Thou goest, and how can we know the way ?*
When Jesus turned to go towards Bethany to the grave of Lazarns,
the desponding apostle at once feared the worst for his beloved
Lord, yet cried out bravely to the rest, * Let us also go and die with
Him.’

After the Resurrection ineredulity again prevailed, and whilst
the wounds of the crucifixion were imprinted vividly on his
affectionate mind, he would nct credit the report that Christ had
indeed risen. But the actual sight of the pierced hands and side
and the gentle rebuke of his Saviour went home at onge to his
generous heart. Unbelief was gone for ever, and his faith and ours
has ever triumphed in the joyous utterance into which he broke:

ANTRIM.—Art Exhihition in Belfast—~The Marquis of
Dufferin opened a Kensington Art Exhibition in Belfast on October
12, Lord Mayor Jaffe presided, and there was a very large and
fashionable attendance, Lord Dufferin delivered an interesting
address, in the course of which he referred to the vast strides
which ort had made in Belfast since the fitst exhibition of
Rensington works of art in 1850. This advance he attributed
largely to the writinge of Ruskin and the development of the pre-
Raphaelite school of art.

CARLOW.—A Memorial of the late Bishop Comer-
ford.—The inavguration of the new pulpit recently erected in
Carlow Cathedral, which ir a diocesan memorial to the late Most Rev,
Dr. Comerford, Ceadjutor Bishop of Kildare and Leighlin, took place
recently. The mew pulpit is very handscme and is over 20 feet in
height. The design is in perfect harmony with the architeeture,
which is of the Tudor period. At the base of the pulpit stands
the figure of St. Victor, and at either side those of St. Lazarian,
Bishop of Qld Leighlin, and St. Conleith, Bishop of Kildare, being
the patrons of the united diocese.

CORE.—A Cork Man Killed in Johanneshurg.—Great
regret was felt in the ‘rebel’ city when it became known that Mr.
Anthony Wolfe, a former resident, had been Xkilled in the Transvaal.
The news of Mr. Wolfe's tragic death, in a collision between two
trains engaged in conveying fugitives from J ohannesburg, came
upon his friends and relatives as a serious shock.

DONEGAL. — Cardinal Logue at Burtonport. — His
Eminence Cardinal Logue received a hiearty weloome from the peaple
of ' Old Donegal’ on his visit to dedicate a chureh to 8t. Columba at
Burtonport on Sunday, October 22. His Eminence took advantage
of ths opportunity again to commend the cause of the old tongue
to the people who bave not yet lost it. At the terminsation of the
solemn ceremonies a number of eloguent and patriotic addresses
wore presented to Dr. Logue, amongst others an address in Irish on
behalf of the Lower Rosses branch of the Gaelic League. His
Eminence, in reply, expressed the great pleasure which it gave him
to visit the people of this ancient diocese over which he formerly
ruled. The proceedings terminated with a speeoh from the Most
Rev. Dr. O'Donnell, Bishop of Raphoe, who said that it gave him

DUBLIN.—The New Chureh at Howth.—The Archbishop
of Dublin recently solemnly dedicated the Church of the Assnmp-
tion at Howtk, a building in the Romanesgue style of architecturs
which has been raised under the rule of Canon Flanagan, P P, at a
cost falling little short of £11,000, over £9,000 of which has been
slrendy paid, The rermon was preached by the Rev, T. Finlay, S.J.
After the High Mass a public meeting was held at whish the
Archbishop, who presided, delivered an address. He paid a high
tribate of praise to the energy of Canen Flanagan, and the hearty
cg-operation of his parishioners, as well ag to the generosity of Lord
Howth who had given so splendid a site. His Grace undertook to
be responsible for one-half of the debt remaining upon the building,
an undertaking which encouraged many others to generous
contribntions,

The Late Father Alphonsus O'Neill, C.P.—I aunounce
(writes the Dublin correspondent of the Catholic Times, under date
Uotober 10) with deep regret thé death of Father Alphonsus O’ Neiil,
C.P, the well-known missionsry. He passed away on Friday at
Mount Argus, Dublin, after abont twenty-four hounrs’ illness.
Father O'Neill was born in Stewartstown, County Tyrone, on
QGetober 11th, 1830, s0 that he was in his 69th year, He becams a
Pasgionist on the 12th of July, 1852, and was ordained in Italy by o
Passionist Bishop in 1356, From the very beginning of his
sacerdotal career he showed marked powers of that winning and
moving oratory which goes to the heart of the sinner and helps the
earnest Christian in his onward course. He filled every offica of
trust and dignity in the Order, from Vice-Master of Novices to that
of Provincial, with care and diligence. His missionary work
extended all over the three kingdoms, and Awstralia was the scene
of his labours for six years. He was rector of Mount Argus from
1866 to 1869, His death createe a void in the ecemmunity to which
he balonged. The remains were interred on Monday in the private
burial ground attached to St. Paul's Retreat, Mount Argus. The
interment took. place immediately after the obsequies, which were
beld in the Church of 8t. Paul. Solemn Reguiem Mass was
preceded by Bolemn Office for the Dead, at which the Very Rev,
Canon Fricher, P.P,, Rathmines, presided. More than seventy
priests took part in the Dirge and Reguiem, and there was a large
attendance of the laity,

Bt. Vincent de Paul Orphanage.—A large and influential
meeting, over which his Grace the Most Rev. Dr. Walsh presided,
and having for ita object consideration of improving the financial
position of the male orphanage of the St. Vincent de Paul Saciety,
Glasnovin, was held in Dublin on Cetober 22. The orpbanage was
was founded in 18565, for the purpose of sheltering the children of
the poor who had suffered from the terrible ravages of famine
which hsd then visited the country. The orphane of the Irish
Catholic soldiers who had fallen in the Crimea were also received
aud provided for in this institution. Pencions, legacies and
bequests had hitherto helped to counterbalance defioits, but in later
years the necessity of keeping pace with modern educational
requirements hes imposed a heavy burden upon the revenue of St,
Vincent’s, and it is now heavily in debt, During 30 years the
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orphanage hay been managed by the Christian Brothers, and had
been splendidly controlled by them, butk now, awing to the deficit in
the necessary fw ds, it was imposaible for them to continue their
noble work on the old Jines. Wither of two conrses waa open to
them—the aphere of wcefulnes: of the institution muss be very
much narrowed, or the public generasity muat be app-ated to. The
lutter course was adopted, a subecription list was opened and a
namber of subscriptions was handed in, whilst many more were
promised.

GALWAY.-The Nung and the Local Hospital—Great
dissatisfaction has been eawsed by the refusal of the Local Govern-
ment Board to sunetion the app dubmeni of the nuns to the charge of
Galway General Hospital, Prospest Hitl, Bister Mary Bernard
Ryan, of the Mercy community, who holds the certifieate of a fully
qualified nurse, having passed the examination and served the
usual period in the Galway Workhouse Hospital, which is a clinical
hospital, and always recognised as such by the licensing bodies,
was unanimously appointed to the position of matron of the
institution two months ago. A memorial signed by a number
of persons in Galway, protesting against the appoiniment
of nuns to the charge of the General Hoapital has been
forwarded to the Local Government Board, and after a delay of
over two menths a letter was received from the Local Govern-
ment  Board, read at a recent meeting of the hospital
governors, refusing to sanction the appointment although the
hospital had hitherto been in charge of nurses who, as stated at the

We absolutely refuse to appoint any
ather person to the position, and we request the Looal Government
Board to save further discussion or correspondence by confirming
the appointment made by the Board of Management. Mr. John

The Late Sister Aloysius,-—The late Sister Aloysius, of the
Carmelite Convent, Loughrea, who died very recently, was the
daughter of Mr. Reddington, of Ryckill, County Galway, and
belonged to one of the oldess and most aristocratic families of the
connty. Sister Aloysius is deeply wmourned for. Her bright and
cheerful disposition endeared her to the community to which she

had the happiness to belong, and her loss will create a void which
will be diffienlt to fill.

completion of the church, Although only about a year installed in
his parish he has collected £1000 in County Kerry alone for the
O’Conuel! Memorial Church. Steps will be taken soon to bring the
claims of the OConnell Memoral project before Lrishmen in every
direction at home and abroad, and there should be no diffculty in
raising the sum of about £12,000, which is required to bring the
work to a suocessful accomplishment.

KILDARE.—Thke Mansion of Castletown.—In the last
issue of the N.Z TABLET it was announced that Mr. Eugene Kelly,
a son of the late Irish-American banker and milliouaire, had
purchased the mansion of Castletown, in the county of Kildare,
which has been for upwards of a century and & half the home of
the Conollys, a famous Irish Parliamentary family, and has been
for the last five yeara rented as his permanent residence by Sir
Peter O'Brien, the Irish Chief Justice, Cistlebown, which is one of
the most magnificent private residences in the United Kingdom, is
built in the Italian style, and is practically a replica of Carton, the
country residence of the Duke of Leinster, which is within easy
distance. Castletown and Carleton were both the work of the same
architect, and were built by the orders of the Conolly and the Duke
of Leinster of the day, whe were brothers-in-law. Their wives
were danghters of the Duke of Richmond and aunts of Charles
James Fox,

The new church, as its title indicates, will be a memorial—a noble
snd enduring memorisl—to the martyred Primate, Oliver Plunkett,
who was born in the parish of Oldcastle. The cost is eniimated at
£13,000, The Most Rev. Dr, Clancy, Bishop of Alphin, preached
an eloguent sermon. The collection realised the sum of £500. In
the afternonn an address was presented to the Bishop of Meath,
who, in the course of his reply, dealt with the land question,
denouncing the present eystem, which was depopulating the
conntry.

The Inspectorship of National Schools.—The resalt of
the recent examination for the Inspectorship of National Schoqls
has beon made known. The successful candidate was Mr. James J,
Mullany, B.A. As a stodent of Blackrock College, from which so
many inspectors have already come, Mr. Mullany's name was
conspicuous in the Exhibition lists of the Intermediate and Royal
University, Mr. Mullany has had, moreover, a very considerable
experience in teaching at Blackrock and eleewhere,

Ths Bishops of Connaunght and the Land Question—
The following resolutions, adopted at & meeting held in Tuam, were
gent to Mr. Gerald Balfour by the Bishops of Connaught :—1. That
we desire to express our grateful appreoiation of the efforts now
being made by the Congested Districts Board to oreate a peasant
proyprietary with enlarged holdings in the most impoverished dia-
tricts of the West of Ireland. We confidently believe that the
possession of these larger Loldings with the sense of permanent
ownership will prove to be a very strong incentive to thrift and
industry, as well a3 a sure source of happiness and contentment in
future. 2. We desire to express our earnest hope that the Congested
Districts Board will continue and extend their policy of secking to
purchage the large uncultivated grazing farms of the West, with a
view to their sub-divi-ion and allotment amongst the poorer clasa of
tenants, At present, in nnmberless cases, these tenants are
stroggling to maintain a wretched existence on a few barren acres
of boz or mountain, from which, too, they are forced to migrate ab
the busiest senson of the year,in order o earnm in England or
SBeotland the means of paying a rent that could never be extracted
from the land itself. 3. We desire also to express a hope that the
Congested Districts Board, with your powerful help, will seek to
procure from Parlisment extended powers so as to be able to carry
out the same wise and beneficent policy throughout the whole
Province of Connaught, It contains nearly everywhere vast tracts
of the best land, admirably suited for caltivation, but now almost
derelict and daily deteriorating in value, By the ungrudging
labour and skill of a peasant proprietary, these desolate tracts might
be made once more highly productive and profitable not only for the
cultivatora, but for the entire community, 4. We are convinced
that this wise and generous policy can be carried out, with the help
of the Government, without causing wrong or injary to any man ;
and it is on that understanding we advocate its adoption, We
should greatly regret to see any means or methods of actions
employed to further the cause of the tenants which were not
pertectly just and legitimate., A just cimse can only be weakened,
and a holy cause can only be emnllied, by the commission of any
crime ; and, if neceseary, we shall not fail to take steps to warn our
clergy and our flocks to abstain from any course of action thas
could be rightly regarded as unjust or immoral,

THE Knglish pilgrims who went to Rome about the middle of
October bad a very unplessant experience before arriving at the
Eternal City. In consequence of the destruction of ithe railway
line by floods they were detained for several hours at]a little
railway station fifteen miles from Rome, with water all around,
The weather was raw and wet, and to add to their discomfort no
refreshments were procurable, | Instead of getting to their deatina-
tion on Monday night, it was only on the afternoon of Tusxday they
arrived. The pilgrimage was under the:direction of the Very Rev.
Father Baunin, of the Pious Society of Misgione.

The pilgrims spent three or four;daysjin visiting various places
of interest, and on the Monday, accompanied by a number of Italian
Catholica, they were received in audience by the Pope in the Sala
Clementina of the Vatican, the fine apartment erected by direction
of Pope Olement V11, Indescribable enthusisasm was manifested by
all present when the aged Pontiff, borne in his sedan chair, entered
the apartment in which were assembled 124 English and Irish pil-
grime and about 200 Italians, Noit a few of them were moved to
tears as they kissed his hand on one of the fingers of which was the
Fisberman'e Bing. Among the Papal retinne in sttendance on: his
Holiness was Bir Thomas Esmonde, M.P. They were presentod by
Mgr. Stonor, titular Archbishop of Trebizond.

THE POPE'S ADDRESS,

which was in Italian, was read by Mgr. Mery del Val, and ran as
follows :—* We greatly rejoice at seeing an assemblage of English
Catholics gathered before Ua. This ia the third pilgrimage during
Our pontificate to come from the land formerly known as the Island

A LESSON FROM THE ELECTIONS.
, .

HE general elections have come and gone.
They are an old story now. But they will long
be remembered for this : that bheﬁ have sup-
plied, in their results, one of the sharpest
surprises in the political history of New Zea-
land. Mr. 8Eppon’s victory has been over-
whelmingly complete, The Opposition has
passed through its Sedan : its fate has been

not so much a defeat as a disaster. It hag been redmced

from a powerful and energetic minority to a small and
inoperative ¢ corner,” deprived of most of the leaders thab
gave o soul of energy to its work and an element of piquancy
to the parliamentary debates of the past few years, As is
usual in snch cases, the party that is left in the minority
and its organs in the Press bave set themselves the task of
sccounting for a defeat that was as unexpected as it was
complete. And thus we hear of the relative disorganisation
of the Opposition forces; the preparedness and energy of
the Government and its supporters ; the absence of burninﬁ
uestions; and a continent of other reasons why. A

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of all there probably lay a not unnatural unwillingness on
the part of the great massof the electors to discard in a
period of high prosperity the leaders who, they were con-
vinced, had a considerable share in bringing the Colony
through a period of waiting, if not of anxiety, to its present
flourishing condition. These are, however, matters that
little concern our present purpose. We wish to point ont
and mark our strong condemmation of the wholesale use of
the element of personal abuse by onc of the parties to the
contest. If followed up, such a campaigning method wounld
undoubtedly soon impaiv the decency of public life in our
Colony, turn election contests into squalid personal
squabbles of party leaders, restore the era of fierce lampoons,
and lower the dignity and diminish the vsefulness of onr
legiglative institution.

= L »

Invective—even personal invective-—has its legitimate
place and use. But it is rather a rotten stick to depend
upon almost exclusively in an election campaign. It is,
perhaps, the misfortune of the Opposition that some of its
chief standard-bearers have proved themselves adepts rather
in hard and biting invective and destructive criticism than
in the higher art of constructive ability which distingunishes
the statesman from the mere politician. As a result, their
party committed the grave error of coming before the
country without even a decent pretence of a policy. The
situation found apt expression a few days ago in a conun-
drum given at an entertainment down south : ‘ Why cannot
Mr. ScopiE MACKENZIE get his life insured 7’ The answer
came prompt and pab: ¢ Becanse nobody can make out his
policy.” Instead, the Opposition and its organs fell back
upon personal abose of the Premier, who, whatever his
shortcomings—and we are not concerned to defend them—
had at least & broad and definite and far-reaching policy to
place full square before the public eye. Now, a good, bulky
administrative scandal is acknowledged to be a valuable
electioneering asset, when it ¢s a scandal, and when it is
fresh and timely, and when the party who have the usnfruct
of it have something else~—a polioy, for instance—with
which to woo the affections of the free and ‘independent
voter. But when an administrative ‘scandal’ ‘ain’t no
sich a thing "~—as Mrs, GAMP might say—or when, even if
genuine, it 18 of ancient date—and events move swiftly now-
adays—or when it is such as is usual with all parties in
power, that portion of the voters whose political feelings are
more or less in a state of fiux, and who decide the fate of
elections, resent harping upon it, just as the hale good sense
and propriety of our day abhors a resort of the old
clectioneering argument of cats that are ‘high’ and eggs
that are addled, We are not so squeamish as to pelieve in
the principle of doffing our hats to real abuses or treating
them with kid gloves and honeyed words. On the contrary,
we hold by describing them with what KIpLIiNg terms
¢ adequate adjectives,” But it is quite another thing to run
an election contest not on a set political programme, but
chiefly or altogether on personal abuse of opponents.
People get very sick even of the ill-used termagant whose
tongue volleys abuse as a Maxim gun does bullets.  Sir PavL
NEaL fancied he bad discovered an elephant in the moon.
1t turned out to be ounly a dead mouse in his telescope.
And the public of New Zealand are not likely to soon forget
that the only two serious personal charges against the
Premier—one of them the disgraceful ¢ Bun Tuck ’ affair—
were * discoveries’ of a similar kind, They were _pushed
with singular persistence and acrimony, but in the end
recoiled upon the accusers. Like the 7Vmss charges
against the late Mr. PairwELL, such things only
result in placing the intended victim upon a higher
pedestal of public esteem. As to the charges of mal-
administration of marine affairs and of the police force, Mr.
TAyLOR himself has said in the course of an interview at
Christchurch that *the official Oppoesition could not lodge
any comﬁala.int [on these matters] without laying thenmelves
open to have committed similar offences.” We hold no brief
for Mr. SepponN. But we have a firm conviction,
strengthened by an exchange of views with many people of
various political parties, that the tornado of personal abuse
which was intended to sweep the Ministry out of power has
acted as one of the most efficient forces in establishing them
more firmly then ever. A measure of decent and dignified
personal reference is an unhappy necessity of everg electoral
campaign. - But this wholesale resort to mere abuse is a8

abjectionable in its way as vitriol throwing. Our dislike to
it lies not merely on the score of political expediency. We
object to.it on the higher ground of political morality. It
embitters feeling at election times ; it ezasperates temper ;
it strains the personal relations of both the leaders and rank
and file of parties in and out of the House, and thus directly
or indirectly interferes with the course of legislation ; and it
makes possible those undignified and disorderly scenes for
which some of the colonial parliaments have acquired
an unpleasantly conspicuous notoriety. .

» » »

The return of three Government candidates at Dunedin
formed, yerhaps, the biggest surprise furnished by the ballot-
boxes. It also supplied a signal proof that political abuse
is, like the boomerang, a dangerous weapon that may come
whirling back and wound its thrower. No attempt was
made by their clerical, nor, so far as we know, by their lay,
leaders, to organise or direct the numerically strong Catholic
vote that exists in the Dunedin and Caversham electorates.
The Catholic electors were left to follow in peace their
individual preferences. The Opposition orgar, the Olago
Daily Times, was not satisfied w1t}}?| this. In his onslaught
on the anonymous sourrilities of the (Flebe in 1836,
DIsrAELI said: “An anonymous writer shonld at least
display power; but we can ounly view with contemp-
tnous levity the wmischievons varlet who pelts wus
with mud as we are riding along, and then hides
behind & dust-bin' The Ofago Daily Times opened its
columns day after day to anonymous varlets of this
kind. They perned venemons and malicious attacks on the
Catholic body in its relations with the Puhblic Service.
¢ Civis"—a member of the staff—was another of the effete
literary varlets who pelted us and our bishops with political
mud from behind the dust-bin of anonymity, Catholic and
Protestant alike promptly recognised the intended purpose of
this new departure in mud-slinging. Its plain intent was to
benefit a party by arousing the demon of sectarian distrust
and hate, The Qlago Daily Times mistook its public. The
attempt signally failed—and it is just such failures that add
to the happiness of hmman existence. The exasperation
produced upon the minds of Catholics by the cowardly attacks
of *Civis’ and of * JENXY GEDDES’ (ominous pen-name !),
and the rest did more to solidify the Cathelic vote and bring
it to the poll than could have been effected by six months of
unwearicd and searching organisation. Political causes which
we need not specify here, would, in all probability, have led to
the losg of one seat by the Opposition 1n Dunedin. But the
Opposition representation was completely annibilated. And
its annihilation is due to the Ofego Daily Times. In the
TapLEY of November 23, we wrote : < Whatever the final issue
of the eclections, some of the tactics of the Olago Daily
Times will result in casting many a vote in favour of Mr.
S8eDDoxN ; and ¢ Civis,” with his clumey innuendos, could do
no worse service to any cause bhan to be its advocate.” We
thonght o then. We know it now.

Southland
has shown decidedly that its sympathies are with tho Liberal
Government, and has returned four good men, three of whom—tihe
Hon, J. G. Ward, Messrs, MeNab and Gilfedder~—are tried veterans,
Mr. J A, Hanan, the fourth member. had a ereat victory over
Mr, J. W. Kelly, who for years had represented Invercargill. Mr.
Gilfedder had a hard fight in the Wallace electorate, but he came
out on top with a substantial majority of 198 votes.

An event which is of much importance to the Irishmen of
Southland was the annual meeting of the Irish Athletio Society,
which took place on December 1, when the following office-bearers

A PLEASING RECORD OF SUCCESS.

A LoNG and cheery communioation has reached Father Murphy,
Administrator of 8t, Joseph's Cathedral, Dunedin, from the Right
Rev. Dr. Verdon. It is dated Dublin, October 29, and containe a
record of his Lordehip's travels and Iebours in the interests of his
digcese. We learn from it that after landing in Ireland, Bishop
Verdon proceeded to Maynooth just in time to see 80 students of
that famous Alma Mater of the Green Isle raised to the priesthood.
He afterwards, by apecial invitation, conferred Holy Orders in the
great foreign missionary college of All Hallows at Drumecondra,
Dublin. His next vieit was to the Irish College, Paris, Hia Lord-
ship has met with gratifying success in connection with two of the
chief purposes of his visit to the Old Land-—namely, securing a
supply of priests for the needs of his diocese and for making an
early start with scholastic work in the fine Ecclesiastical Seminary
which his prodence and foresight haa sccured for the training of
secular priests for the whole of New Zealand,

Amony the new suhjects secured by his Lordship for the diocese
of Dunedin are the following: Two promising young priesta—
Fathers Hearn hnd Geary—who were ordained in St. John’s Coll -ge,
Waterford, in June, are now on their way to Dunedin, baving left
by the Austral the week previons to tbat on which the Bishop,
wrote. They are expected in Dunedin within the next few days,
On November 10 two other young priests, from Thurles College
took steamer for Dunedin. As they intend to make a atay at Naples
and Rome on their outward journey, they are net expected in
Dunedin till the new year, At his old college of Clonliffe—of
which, by the way, his Lordship was for many years President, and
where his memory is still held in affectionate remembrance—he
seonred another student, whose ordivation ia fixed for Christmas,
He, and probably another young priest as well, will accompany his
Lordship on his return journey to Duredin. In June next year
two other students will be ordained for the diocese of Dunedin, the
one in 8t. John's College, Waterford, the other im Bt, Patrick’s
College, Maynooth, o

An annonncement which will be received with much pleasure
by the Catholics of the Colony is conveyed in his Lordship’s letter.
It is this : thab the Ecclesiastioal Seminary will be opened as soon
as he refurng to Dunedin. This happy consummation is now not
many months off, ag his Lordshkip, who is now in Rome, expscta ta
gail from Naples by the Omrah on Febrnary 25, snd to arrive in
Dunedin early in April, We may state that, by his Lordship'a
instructions, the furnishing of the Semioary will shortly be pro-
ceeded with, The opening of the new Beminary will be ones of the
most marked of the many evidences of the fast-growing life and
energy of the Catholic Church in New Zealand, and ehonld in due
course once and feor all settle the perennial difficulty hitherto

Mr, Ward -has
retrieved his position to & very large extent,and it is most unlikely
that he will repeat any of his former mistakes. His financial
ability is undeniable, and the grasp whioh he hag of the stats of
the Anandes of the Colony is unequalled on his own side in politics,
His administration of the Postal department, when he was formerly
in the Government, was admittedly most successlul, and thers wiil
hardly be a dissentient voice to his again retnrning to it. When he
does, a new period of progressive management will be inaugurated,

How temperate and orderly the great bulk of the people of
this Colony are was shown by the manmner in which the General
Election was conducted last week, There were immense crowds in
the streets of Dunedin on Wednesday night and op to the early
hours of Thursday morning, yet there was not a single jndividnal
locked up for drankenness in ‘the police cells. In‘s word there was
not a gingle arrest for drunkenness in Dunedin from the Tuesday
evening before the election until the Thursday evening after. At
the Christchurch City Police Court om Thursday the presiding
magistrate said that there were 40,000 people interested in the
late election and not one of them had been brought up for drunken-
ness. This was a complete answer to the prohibition parsy, and
showed clearly that Christchurch was not a dronken community.
He expected that at least one dozen might have overstepped tha
wmark, Sub-Inspector O'Brien said the slection was a most orderly
one. He did not hesr an angry word pass between two persons all
day. hHe agreed with the chairman as to the sobriety of Christ
church.

THE WAR IN SOUTH AFRICA.

WITH the exception of that received on Tuesday morning, the war
nows of the weck has been meagre and unimportant,

News received here on Tuesday reported another serions British
reverse. Gleneral Gatacre, with a force of 3000, inclnding the 2ad
Northumberland, the 2od Irish Rifles, 800 mounted infantry, and
the 74th and 77th Batteries of Artillery, marched on Saturday night
from Molteno with a view of surprising 2500 Boers at Stormberg,
the junction of the branch railway connecting the East London and
Port Elizabeth reilways. When within two miles of Stormberg he
encountered the encmy, who opened a sudden fire on the front and
right fiank. The British sought cover bhehind & kopje, but, being
still within range, they shifted thencs, the batteries covering the
retreat. Boer reinforcements appeared, and the Northumberlands
and the Irish Rifles were sent to intercept them, but suffered heavily
from the fire of the machine guns, The enemy were nnderesti-
mated and occupied an impregnable position, The infantry were
anable to assail the Boers, while the enemy’s two 40-pounders
harassed the retreat. The Northumberlands and Irisk Rifles
behaved splendidly, but it is feared the losses are heavy, General
Gatacre telegraphs his rezret at theserious reverse, and says he was
misled as to the enemy’s position by the gnides He found them on
impraoticable ground. The British force was followed for three
hours by the enemy's artillery. It is feared this disaster will
intensify the Cape distoyalty. It is said that over 670 of Ceneral
Gatacre's force are missing, and are supposed to be prisoners,

We regret to learn that on Sunday last (says the Freeman's
Journal, December 2), Mr. J. J. Fitzpatriok, of Windsor (father of
the M.P. for Rylstone and of Mr. O. Fitapatrick, O.P.8.), died
suddenly of heart weakness, The deceased gentleman had for over
& generation been identified with Windsor, Some yeara ago, after
more than 30 years' service in the police force, he retired on pension,
his rank at the time being Inspector; and sinece then has taken &
Promivent part in the advancement of the old town. He was buried
in the Windsor Catholic cemetery.

On the eveming of October 31, the school hall at Waverley,
Sydney, was well filled with the Catholics of the diatrict, the ocorsion
being a presentation to to the Rev, A. S. Mnllan, O.F.M, who for
twelve years past has lahoured in the Franciscan mission, which
embraces the distriots of Woollakrs, Bondi, and Paddington, Father
Mullan has been rocalled to Ireland by hia superiors. Although
presentations are not encouraged in the religious Orders, it was
found impossible in this case to oppose the warmly-expressed will of
the people. An address and purse of sovereigns wers presented to
Father Mgullan.

He established a corps of Gartison Artillery Volunteers
12 months ago, of which he iscaptain, He is & good writer and an
able platform speaker, and frequently lecturea on Imperial topios.
Mr, Napier is just 40 years of age, and is full of vitality and vigonr,
He is a supporter of the present Government,.

Mr. Kinniard Rose, who has gone to the front in the Tranavaal
war a8 the representative of Reuter, is one of the greatest if not the
greatest living war corvespondent, Rose (says a writer in the
dydney Cathrlic Press) was my chief on the Brishane Courier sight
years ago, in the days when the Couriser was apower.

» OANADA.—The QGolden Jubilee of a Priest.—The
sacerdotal Golden Jubilee of the Rev. Father Philippe Hypolite
Buzor, Vicar-General of the dicosse of Nicolet, was celebrated on
Beptember 26. Over 200 priests were present. The sermon was
preached by the Rev. Father Mathicu, rector of Quebec Laval
University. Bir Wilfrid Laurier, accompanied by Lady Tanrier,
arrived at nine o'clock, A grand banquet was held at twelve o'clock
in the convent. The speeches were opened by Mgr, Gravel, who
annouoced that Father Suzor had been named a domestic prelate by
the Pope. Fatber Suzor made a touching answer. Sir Wilfrid
Laurier congratulated Father Suzor in a few well-chosen words,
remarking that he wos both a friend and an ancient parishioner of
his. Monsienr Buzor was born at Quebec on May 1, 1826, and was
ordained priest on Beptember 26, 1849, by Mgr Turgeon, then
Archbishop of Quebee,

Good Feeling between all Denominations.—At an open
meeting of the Catholic Order of Foresters, held in Winnipeg,
Manitoba, on September 13, in honour of Archbishop Bruchesi, of
Montreal, Mayor Aundrews welcomed his Grace and spoke of the
friendly feelings which exist amongst all the citizens of Winnipeg,
regardless of creed. Archbishop Langevin said he was glad to hear
the nice terms in which the Mayor had spoken of thesocial relations
that existed and should exist amongst the citizens of Winpipeg.
He waa sure the Mayor was sincere in what he had said, and he
willingly re-echoed the Mayor's expressions. He hoped that these
feelings wounld prevail over the whole country and bring peace,
tranquility and mutusl respect for the rights of all. Hewas glad
the Archbishop of Montreal was there. They all knew that
Archbishop Bruchest could do & good deal for the cause of justice
and right and his word went along way Not long ago his word
brought about peace and prosperity in the commercial institntions
of Montrenl, and, knowing this, they werse all delighted to have him
visit Winnipeg at this time, and see for himself the actual state of
affairs. Archbishop Brochesi, in replying, said that the words the
Mayor had uttered should be the programme of the day for all men
in all parties. He (the Archbishop) belonged to a French city,
where all the inhabitants lived in perfect peace together. The
Catholics were in & majority, but as Archbishop and as a citizen he
wonld always be opposed to any mode of aetion which would be
against those who did not belong to his own Church, and as he was
respectful of the convictions of others, he thought he was entitled

ENGLAND.—A New Catholic Magazine.—The new
magazine which is to be brought out under the auspices of his
Eminenca the Cardinal Archbishop of Westminster is to bear the
title of Faith of our Fathers and the Net of St, Peter, The first
nuimber was to appear last month,

Prayers for the Soldiers who fell at Glencoe.~1In all the
Catholic churches of London, on Sunday, October 22, prayers were
offered for the officers and men of the Dublin Fusiliers who fell in
the memorable chatge at Glencoe, Natal. References from the
pulpit were also made to the heroic conduet of the troops, the
majority of whom were Catholics, At St. George's Cathedral the
Rev. F. Magon said that the Catholics had béen accused of being
disloyal to their country, but conelusive proof had now besn given
thut they were always ready to bear their share of the burdens of
this country, and were the first to sacrifice their lives to the call of
duty. Indeed, the history of the wars of the present century had
proved that Irish Cathalio soldiers were always in the front on the
battlefield, and by their great conrage had often gained Lhe day.
This was an answer to people who acoused Irish Catholics of being
disloyal to a country which had i{ll-treated their race, It has been
proposed to hold a memerial serviee for the troops of the Dublin
Fusiliers who fell at Glencoe, and it will probably take the form of
a Fequiem Mass in one of the large Oatholic churches of London.

Death of a Great Irish Scholar—The Rev. Eugene
O’'Growney died at the Sisters’ Hospital, Los Angelos, on Qotober
18. Father O'Growney went to the United Btates in 1894 for »
change of climate, and for the past three years lived in Arizona.
His death was due to an operation which was performed three
weeks before with the hope of prolunging his life. Of all the -
leaders of the Gaelic movement there is hardly one who bad done
such valiant service in the canse a8 Father O’Growney, and nqne
was more popular. The deceased wns born at Ballyfallon, Athboy,
County Meath, in 1863. Neither of his parents knew Irish, nor was
any Irich epoken in the distriot ; indeed it is related that he did not
know anything of the language until be went to Bt. Finian's
Seminary, Navan, in 1379. He got his first knowledge of it from a
series of lessons which appesred in the Yourg Ireland magagine,
In 1882 Father ('Growney entered Maynooth, where he ptudied for
gix years, and be had an opportunity of conversing -with Irish.
speaking students, He wae ordained in 1889, and. went as curate
to Ballynacargy, near Mullingar. While here he' became co-editor
of the Gaelic Journal. In 1893 he, at the seggestion of Archbishop
Walsh, commenced in the Weekly Freeman and Guelic Journal the
now famous * Simple Lessona in Irish,’ which have gone through

several editions,

CATHOLIOISM IN SCOTLAND AT THE
BEGINNING OF THE CENTURY,

But there were, notwithstanding, many obstacles in the way
of religious progress and extension, Bigotry and intolerance were
rife and proncunced, and Catholics were still suffering from a
system of social ostracism. Poverty was their dominant and
ubiquitous characteristio, and bitter indeed was the struggle of
priests and people for existence.

The death of Bishop Hay in 1811 was o preat blow to the
Catholios of Scotland. Hia long episcopacy of forty-three years
was one of incalculable value and worth to the Faith. A brilliant
controversialist and writer, an earnest and indefatigable missionary,
ever full of buoyant courage and confidence he inepired and
imparted both fo all those with whom he came into contact, He
had come into office and anshority at a time when Catholicity in
Scotland was in a position of a cruel and most critial crisis, and he
faced and weathered a storm which threatened the very existence
of the Church and her people, and bronght them safely, aye,
trinmphantly, through it, In his declining days, spent at
Aquhorties in the Seminary he had founded, he had the dying
coneolation of seeing and knowing that happier days had dawned
or were in store for the flock he bhad wo deeply loved and so
strennously served,

Bishop Cameron succeeded, and for twenty-nine yeara ruled
over the Lowland District, while Bishops Jobn and Eneas Chisholm
and Ronald Macdonald were successively Vicars-Apostolic of the
Highlands. During this period the number of Catholics was
steadily increasing, and particularly so in Glasgow. Here the Rev,
Andrew Scott was working with great success in spite of considers
able local prejudice and bigotry. The erection of St. Andraw's
Church in Great Clyde street roured the fanatics to fury. One of
their number, a certain MeGavin, so gave way to his wrath and
indignation as to incur heavy damages in an action brought by
Father Scott against him for libel. This lawsnit, certainly the
zsensation of the year, cleared and cooled the air, and was in every
way a great triumph for the Catholics,
