schools or colleges where they may havestudied.

The Pension is £35 a year,payable half-yearly in advance. Itprovides for Board and Lodging, Tuition, School Books,Furniture,
Beddinerand House Linen.

Tha ExtraCharges are:Washing, £1 10s a year,and Medicineand MedicalAttendanceif required.
Students will provide their own wearirgapparel,including thaSoutane, as well as Surplice for assistance in Caoir.
The Annual Vacationbegins on the 15thof December and endson the 15thof February.

The Site of the College is charmingly situated. It

rooms well lighted and ventilated, and the baths sup-
plied with water hot and cold.

For a Boarding School, Auckland possesses unique
advantages. It enjoys an immunity from extremes of
beat and cold, possesses a mild and salubrious climate,
£nd has scenic surroundings that have made it the
iavorite city of New Zealand to reside in.

The great object of the Brothers is to give theirpupils & Sound Religious Training, to teach them to be
virtuous, and to aocustom them to the regular practice
of their religious duties, and at the same time to
