Synod, held in Wellington in 1899, this Seminary has been

established for the Eduoation of Students from all parts of New
Zealand whoaspire to theEcclesiastical State. Holy Cross College
is situated at Mosgiel (ten miles from Dunedin) ina finebuilding
hitherto known as Mosgiel House, which,withmore than 11acre*
of richpart land surrounding it,was purchased for use as aSemi-
nary for the EcclesiasticalPro\inceof New Zealand.

Students twelve yearsofageandupwards willbe admitted.
Candidates for admission are required to present satisfactory

testimonialsfrom theparochialclergy, and from the superiors of
schools or colleges where they may havestudied.

The Pension is £35 a year,payable half-yearly in advance. It
provides for Boardand Lodging, Tuitiou, School Books,Furniture,
Bedding andHouse Linen.

The ExtraCharges are:Washing, £1 10aa year,andMedicine
and MedicalAttendanceif required.

Students will providetheir own wearing apparel,including tha
Soutane, as well as Surplice for assistancein Ciioir.

The Annual Vacationbegins on the15thof December and ends
on the 15thof February.

The Seminary is under thepatronageanddirectionofthe Arch-
bishop and Bishopsof New Zealand, and under the immediate per-
Bonal supervisionof the Right Rev. Bishop of Dunedin.

SACRED HEART COLLEGE

The Site of the College is charmingly situated. It

'» within easy reach of Queen street, overlooks the Wai-
temata Harbor, and commands a magnificent view of
the Waitakerei Ranges.

The "dormitories are large and lofty, the class
rooms well lighted and ventilated, and the baths sup-
plied with water hot and cold.

For a Boarding School, Axickland possesses unique
advantages. It enjoys an immunity from extremes of
heat and cold, possesses a mild and salubrious climate,
md has scenic surroundings that have made it the
favorite city of New Zealand to reside in.

The great object of the Brothers is to give their
