A Lecture on Cromwell.

The wiidest and warsl vagaries of human character
and conduct will fmd eacentric or jll-informed or parti-
san or fat-witted apologists here anpd there, Frouwde, for
instance—whose * history ' was generally indistinguish-
able from his hysteria—set himself the strenuons task
of whitewasiing, or gilding, the barbarities practised by
Oliveg Cromwell m his Irish campaigns. And a few
days ago Mr. Bedtord, M.ILRE, painted the dour old
Protector Lo a Dunedin aundience as a sort of glorified
Bayerd, a ¢ chevaller without fear and without re-
proach,’ whose streagbh in battle was a reward specially
bestowed by high heaven upon him for his exalted piety.

The Oliver Cromwell of his lecture 'was
not the Oliver Cromwell of higtory, hut a trahsfigured
Olwer, deched  out in the tawdry tinsel and fiashing
gewgaws of the panegyrist’'s warped fancy, A reference
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Ao, sy, the * Oliver Cromwell ' of Mr. Satmuel B. Gar-
diner, the emiment linglish Prqtestant historian, would
show that Lbe Protector—who was described in Dunedin
a8 a champion of religious liberty—was a vindictive ty-
rant and persecutor. He piously declared that he would
ot meddle with any man’s conscience. ¢ But,” said he
in xeply to the Irish Catholic bishops’ declaration at
Clommarnoise, *1f by liberty of conscience yjou mean a
hberty to execrcise the Mass 1 shall neot, where 1
have the power, and the Lord is pleased to bless ine,
suffer the exercise of the Mass, where I can take notice
afl 1t." The callous massacres committed by Cromwell
during his Irish campalghs nmwst for ever hang like a
millstone around the neck of his repubation as a soldier
antl statesman.

Unarmed men,
women, and children fell a prey to the fury of Crom-
well’d  soldiery, and Leland (another dirish Protestiant
historiam, and Prebendary of St. Patrick’s, Dublin) tells
Bow ‘ for five days this hideous exdculion was continued
with every cirqumstance of horror.” Green, in his ‘ 11is-
tory of the Emglish People,” states that this was merely
s fha first of a series of awful massacres.’ The barbar-
ous awd promiscuous slaughter of unarmed men, women,
and chibdren in Wexford was apother of the ' crowning
mencies ’ for which the sanguinary hypocrite thanked the
Lord.

1724, should be half-hamged, cut down, disembowelled
while still Iiving, and then quartered as a butcher gquar-
tors a carcass of mutton, and their severed members
stitck 'on peles for the carrion crows to feed on. Mr.
Bedfond should study history, and when he next pro-
fesses fio give a faithiul portrait of the Protecter, he
should at least indicate the broed-splashes and not for-
get the warts,

Some time ago those snappers-up of no-Popery tit-
M¥s made a fine buzz about a ‘ painful yarn ' that was
spun L0 a Franch court by a female creature that an-
swers to the name Leddanseurs. Briefly iold, the story
runneth thus : The Carmelile nuns kidnapped 1this good
woman’s little daughter, forced her, umder all sorts of
nameless terrcrs, to become a nun, concealed her address
irom the sorrowing and distracted mother, and kept the
paor child v close confinement. Such, in summary
terms, was  the woman’s tale. The French atheist
newsyapers and their * religions ’ echoes in Xngland and
Australia accepted the ex-parte tale as true in every
particular, broke out into profuse and noisy headings,
and poured cataracts of boiling abuse upon the »nuns—
while the case was still sub-judice. The story was
reprogiuced 1n the Saturday’s brimstone columns of two
New Zealand daily papers—but, we are glad to say,
without the whoops and shrieks and epileptie fits of
the atbeistic and ' Christian ’ organs from which it was
copied. Ln due course the case caimehefore the French
courts. Those specimens of journalistic © honor-bright’
and  British fair-play ’ were then aflorded an opportu-
mty of marking how plaip a tale did put them down.
The plain [acts, devoid of arabesque ornaments, are
these : The distracted mother is an incorrigible crimi-
nal. When she told her story to the comrt she had just
completed a sentence o ten years’ penal servitude. Her
* hititle daughter,” who is twenty-seven years old, stood
upon the wilness-stand and declared that, in order to
avoid associating herself with the shame of an irre-
claimable criminal’s life, she entered a religious house
and remamed and still remaims there cof her own free
will.,  Dhe case thercupon sutidenly collapsed. That was
gsome time ago. The judicial decision was a dire blow
to the French atheist newspapers and their omglish-
dgpeaking religious allies. 5o lar as we are aware, not
one of the latter has ventured to tell the sequel of the
sensational tale which they placed before their readers
with such a fime flare. They clearly hold, with Dr.
Martin Luther, that the end justifies the means. 'Against
the Papacy,’ said he, * [ deem all things lawiual.' Plain
Ciristian folk, however, iail to see how the cause ol
the (iod of truth can he advanced by the art of Ananias
or by butiressing up proven calumnies.

OPENING OF THE HOME FOR THE
AGED POOR.

Thursday of last weck—the Iteast ot the Immacklatlc
Canception—saw the reahsation of a hope thal had for
a long tune engaged Lhe attention of dus Lordship  the
Bishop, the clergy, and Catholic laity of Dunedin—ihe
opening of a home for e aged poor duder the contiol
pf the Litlie &Sisters ot the Poor. Considerable difl-
culty had been expertenced in selecimg a site for smeh an
institution, as many factors had to be considered. The
cost of a suitable area within the city himits was pro-
hibityve, whilst many of the duburbs were unstuinble
owing to wanlt of facililies of access. About fwo
mpemnths ago mis Lordship was extremely fortunate n
securtng Por the purpose at a reasonable price a seclion
of three and a hall acres of land, with a large private
residence, al Amndersen's Bay. ‘Uhe properfy is sitwaled
about hall a mue ahove the township on the upper 10ad
to Portobello, and can be reached {rom the city, as soon
as the fram line 1s compleled, 1n ahaul {wenty nun-
utes, The land has an cxtensive frontage to Lhe main
road, bul Lhe privacy of the grounds 1s completely
maintamed by a belt of pative bush and a plantation of
European tlress. In lfact the section 1s sheltered  all

During the past three or four weeks the building has
undergpine: a thorough overhaul, s¢ that now it is in' a
very complete stale of repair, and presents a very com-
fortable appearance hoth insrde and outside. Added to
thls 1t has been completely furnished with every requi-
site, HYihnks tio the zeal amd enorgy of Miss Mulhwolland,
asswlegd by npaumerous genergus henefactors—Qatholics
and non-Catholics—who have donated all kinds of house-
hold necessaries, lrom beds and beddrng to hitchem utem-
stls.  Detachaed from Uthe main builfling is g compact
wash-house with copper and bubs complete, and water
Iatd on frem  the house barks. At some distance from
the Ilome 1s a commodious building, formerly used as a
slable, woach-house, and fowl pen, which will be found
very useful now for similar purposes. ‘lhe grounds,
aflor Inaving suflicient area for the pasturage of a
couple of cows and a horse, will he very suitable for
the purposes of a kitchen garden and, knowing the apti-
tude which the Sisters are noted for in tumning every-
thing Lo account, 1L is safe to say that within & short
time vhey will turn this to very good advantage in the
raising ol vegetables for the iostitution.

The Mother Superior—Mother Mary—acoompanied the
commuiuty trom the parent house at Randwick, Sydney,
and wili remain here for a few days until all arrange-
ments are completed. The community is to comsist of
seven, ol whom the Superior is Sister Appoline, who
had heen for some years in Auckland, prior to which
she spent about ten years in Calcuita.

1 was the general com-
sensus of opinton among those who were present  at
the” ceremony that 1t was an i1deal place for such an
institution, grd thal 1t would be a very dithceult matter,
aven at great cost, to get a better one in the whole of
the c1ty orf suburbs. ‘T'he hduse had beon built as a pri-
vate residence many vyears ago, Bus lvke all buldings
that were put up in the early days 1ts timbers are now
in fa better dandition than those of much more modern
simuctures. 1t 13 2 two-slorey building, somewhat ir-
regular in shape, but having considerable accommoda-
tion, and all the mneces¥ary requisites 1or the purposcs
for which 1t 18 now intemded. In the main portiom of
the bubding there are on the ground floor a large room,
which, if used as a dormitory, will acoommodate fully a
dozen beds : a chapel, which has been erected within
the past few weeks ; and another large apartment suit-
able for a dining room. In a one-storey wimng are a large
Yitchen, with a fine range, scullery, and an apartment
which oould be used as a sleeping room for some of the
inmates. 'I'he upper storey is reached by two flights of
stairs, and here are a spacious dormitory, 'n which can
be placed about a dozen beds, and three other rooms
capable of acrommodating three or four persons cach.

The ceremony of blessing and formally opening the
Iome took place shorlly atter thiree o'clock in the pre-
sence ol a large assemblage of the clergy and laity. His
Lordglilp Lhe Bishop officiated, and among the clergy
presont were lhe Rev. Fathers Murwhv, Adm., Cofiey
Cleary, Iloward, O'Malley, Qorcoran, Ryvam, Liston, a.mi
Buckley, the laity present comprising mamy prominent
Cathohe and non-Catholic citizens.

Al the conclusion of the ceremony of blessing the
ifome Ube wvisttors  assembled at the main entrance,
when secveral addresses were delivered, The TRev,
Father Murphy, Adm. St. Joseph's Cathedral, read an
apofogy  itom  the Mayor of Dunedin, who was
unable to attend owing to absence i Wellingtosn,
[le had ailso received apologies from several of the clergy,
who had grven dorations towards this very laudable ob-
ject.  Fatbier O'Donnell, of Queensvown, had alsio sent
an imhvitalion to the Sisters to canvass his patrish when-
ever they lound 1t convenignt Lo do so, and expressed
his willingness o give them all the assistance in his
power. Several other priests were wiliing to deo the
same. 1L was not expected that large subscriptioms
would be giver on the present occasion, as those at-
tendimg the opening of the Home had already contribu-
ted towards the good object, but shomld there Be any
Lindly Hsposed towards the movement their donatioms
would, of course, be gladly received. He himsell would
give a further donation of £10  towards the
Home.

His Liordship said they were assemubled there that
day fto give encouragement and to help the Little Sisters
ol the Poor, who had come to Dunethin for the purpose
ol establishing a home for the aged poor. The work
of the Sisters was deserving of the warmest encourage-
ment. 1lven in the most prosperous communitles they
found many who, after Hattling for years agpinst adyver-
sity, ware ab length retduced bo hebfpless poverty towards
the end of their hives, and compelled tio seek assistance,
None were so helpless as the aged poor wittrout friends,
symppthy, or a home. It was for these the Little Siw
ters badl provided a home. Ie might say a few words
abomt the origin of she Order, which was founded #1
years agio—m 1840—bhy yhree highly pious, devout gouls,
who resplved to devote their lives to the work of gsvis-
ling the aged poor v a little lishing town on the doast
of Brittany. At fwst they met with a gpod deal of
disappointment ; thewr eflorts were ridiculed and scoffed
at, but they persevered, and aller a few years others
joined them. In 1851 they established homes outside of
France, and during the time that has since elapsed won-
derful progress had been made. At the preseni moment
they had 300 houses scaltered all over the world, and in
finesa there are 43,000 poor people—helpless poor, who
are waiched over and cared for by the 5000 Littile Sis-
ters of the Poor. Was not this wonderful progress in
guch a short time? 1In 64 vears 300 homes had been
established, and in some of them 100, 200, 300, and 100
were provided for. [t might be asked how such larye

1o the Little Sisters of the IPgor who had come here
and established the first branch of their Order. He was
glapt Lo say ULhey had sccured a rcally beautiful  home,
The place selected by his Liwrdehip was admirably ad-
aplol lor the Sisters' work. It was a beautiful place,
and when the eleciric cars were running it would have
all the requirements for a hpme. ‘The only drawback
to  dhe situation was that the old pcople who came to
five at the Home would be apt to renew their youlh,
w0 thal there might be a wanger of their going onliv,
ing for ever. He had ro doubt whatever that the old
peuple would he very happy in lhe ljome, and thet chey
wietiild receive fhe best  of care gnd attentivon from the
gorod Sisters. Tle desived Lo offer his congralulations) to
Mg Multho!land, who had beon nstmumnantal n bringiog
this movement 0o a successiul 1ssue.  She had worked
unceasingty for the Home ; she had been endeavoring vo
segure bhe services of the Sigsters for a long time, and
‘her ‘hopes being realised he had no doubt she was proud
woman Uhat [day,

Mr, J. M. Gallaway said that those outside of the
Catholie Church would fully appreciate this work that
had been comimenced, and should not besitate lor =a
moment to conpgratulate the Church upon ihe step it had
tahen.  FHe had been connected with dhrat other dociety
that began at the other cend—the S, Vincent de Paul
Sociely,—and 1t had always filled him with the greatest
admration.  Ite  had seen the little children as they
were bhought foln the Police Court ragged and uncared

numbers were provided for hy the Little Sisters of the

Poor, who had no fixed income or revemue whatever.
They trusied entirely to Divine Providence and they had
never been  disappointed. They worked with couraze
they went forth  ewvery day sceking the means of sup-
porting those confided to their care, and exposed {hear-
selives tn atl kinds of troubles and mconveniences. They
occupicd themselves most earnestly during the day. and
practised the siriclest economy, and by good mamagae-
menti and care were able to provide for that great num-
ber. They would, he was sure, receive great onpeurage-
ment from the people. As  an imstance of how the
woork of the Little Sisters of the Poor was apprecia-
ted he might mention tlat I.ond Aberdeen. wnen Lol
Lientenant of Iretang in 1888, inmvited the fattie Sisters
of the Poor and 200 of the poor under their charge lo
a banguet, and in the cdurse of his speech on the occa-
sion extiolled their work, and spoke of them as pemcﬁu-—
tresses of the poor. 1n comolusion, his Lordship said
that mow the Little Sisters of the Poor were estab-
lishgd I our midst he trusted they would have no rea-
son to regret their coming, and that they would  re-
ceive every encouragement from the people of Dunedin
They will give a good example to all by lheir virlues.
Those of gur poor and needy would find a good hO‘I.llL‘,
there, where they would be carcd for by ihe grmg Sis-
trrs, who sought only tiie homor and glory of Gpid and
the salyation of souls.

Mr. J. B, Callan said he desired, on hehali of the
Cathpolic laity of Dunedin, to exiend a hearty welcme

for, and had afterwards seen 1lhem in the care of the
holy women who devoted themselves to their care, and
the sight had dome him good. The other side, repre-
sented by the present home, must also appeal to them
all. ‘Uharc was a great deal ot charity in New Zealand
that might be called statutory charity. That was right
and proper ; still, nothing could take the place of that
charity that procecded itom fhe heari, and it was thab
ihe Litile Sisters strove Lo provide, Whether peopla
were Cathalic or nan-Catholic, the ohject must appeal to
all, amd thete was qne common ground upom whish alb
met, and ihat was the common ground of the hetterment
of lyumamity.

1Llon. H. Gourley, tn the course of a brief speech,
sa1d he was very pleased Lo have an opportunity of visit«
mg the Home and of expressimg s appreciation of the
efforts made by Miss Mulhollkand in collecting funds suffi+
clenl 4o purchase such a splendid property. Ie could nofi
hekp adimiring the beautifut site selected, and could only,
repeat the remarks of his friends, Mr. Callag and Mr. Gal4
laway. Iie quite cndorsed evory word they had uttered,
agd was gquite sure that, with the energy the Sisters
would put intio their work, the uncemtaking would prove
a great success. [le sincerely haped the work womtd be
carried qut Lo a successtul end.

At the conclusion of the speeches {hose present were
hospitably entertained, Miss Mulltolland and a nunsher of
hee lady friends from town, warting on the many visitors.

The proceedmgs concinded with Benadiction eof the
Blessed Sacrament apnd the singing of the ' Te Dauim.*

DOWN_The Shefton Estate.

The tenants on Captain Shelton’s Caunty Down cs-
tate, whiclt 18 situated about three miles from Down-
patrick, and comprises the large townlands of Ballyna-
gross and Ballyisustan, held a meeting at Mr. Pabrick
M'Vegh's, Ballymagross, for the purpose of considering
an oller recelved from the agent to sell at a reduction of
174 per cent. on second term rents. After consideration
the tenants refused to accept the terms.

Sale of a Big Estate.

Final arrangements have been made for the sale of
the Mpurne portion of Lord Kilmorey's estale to ihe
temants under fhe Land Acts. 'I'bhe negotiations wete
vondpeted by bGhe Rew. David Hadden and Rev. Father
Murphy representing the tenanls, and Mr, ITunter Moore,
solicitor, Newry, acting for the owmers of the cestate.
The terms of purchase and all detalls have been satis-
factorily arranged, and 1t is expected the business will
bo completed by e Land Court at an early date. The
area sold is over 18,000 acres, comprised in 42 town-
lands around Aukeel, and the purchase money will
alount to about £22¢,000. ‘ine most friendly relations
have always existed between the Kilmorey family and
their temantry. 1t is satistactory to note his lordship
apd family will still continue to reside at Mourme Parl,
where, needless to say, they are must popular, and h-
beral supporters of the dilerent local mstitutions of
every denomination.

DUBLIN—Proposed Exhibition.

On October 24 a largely atiendod public meeling of
the citizens of Dublin was held 1n the Rownd Room  of
the Mansion House in support of the project for the
holding of a National lixhibition in 1907. Numergus
letters from public men and prominent citwzens intima-
ting their desire to take shares in Uhe company were
read.  ‘Lhe Lord Mayor, who presided, declared that the
executive committee had the best possiible groudds for
belicving that the exhibition wauld be a great spceess.

The *0ld House' in College (ireen,

The Bank of Irclamd, Dublin, in which recently four
persons were mearly killed by an cxplosron  of  cart-
ridges, is, of course, * the old house in College  Green’
of Nationalist perorations. The meeting-place for yeais
of the Irish Parliament, Lords and Commons, the build-
tng aiter the Union was leased in perpetanty te  the
Giovernors of the Bank of Ivela#nd for a sum of £40,000.
One ol the conditions imposed by the Government in the
lease walg that the buildimg should be $o0 altered  inter-
nally as to destroy every imdication that it was once
tlhhe home of the Irigh Legislature. The Commons
Chamber is now Uhe public ofice of the bank, where mo-
ney is deposited and withdrawi. It 15 ome of the
finest buildings in Dublin.

A Presentation.

At DMavhooth recently the Bishop of Killaloe {the
Most Rev. Dr. Wogarty) was the recipient of a presenta-
tion of silver plate from s friends in the town.

Precept and Practice.

Sir Hprace Plunkett (writes a correspomdent of the
' Freeman's Jouwrhal 7y, whose econonig 1deas conwerning
Industrial Ireland have fonnd practical application 1n
entrusting Lhe plans of s town reskdance 1o a Danish
architect still further emphasises his economic leanings
by giying the commission for the staibed glass whidows
of his residence to an English firm. Sir Horace, whose
eart is bent on reviving Irish ihdustries by the aid of
imported instructors, must have a very poor
opinion of the architects of [reland, and, as for stained
glass, he should hnow that he would have to travel
farther than Iingland to get better work tham  that
which can be procured in Dublin.’

Distinctly and vividly does lus Grace the Archbishop
of DPubhn, 1 an interview aceorded tno a 1epresentative
of the ' Freeman's Journal,” deseribe the steps takem for
ihe canomisatyon of the Imsh martyrs, Thanks in no
small moasure to the zeal of his lmimenge vardinal
Moran, Archbishop of Sydney, progress has been steadily
made 1 Lhe mvestigation of their lwves and especially,
of the closming scenes. ‘I'he Uardinal, even in #he days
of s early priesthood, began to search for contempo-
rary doctiments in the difterent cases, and for over forty
yvealp he has bheen publishing adition after edition of
works conveyung the results ot s enquiries. Gradualiy
& list of names which it was proposed to bring lorward
was$ formed. And in an article which he contributed to
the * Irish Keclesiastical Record * at the beginming of
last year the Archbishop of Dublin named betwean two
hundred and fifty and three hundred cases with  which

Amongst them are those of Dermot O'Hurley,
Archiishop of Cashel, Cornelius O’Devaney, Bisbhop of
Down amd Connor |, Maurice Kenraghty, a secular priest
of fhe dioese of Limerick ; Arvhur MacGeoghagph, a
priest of the Dominican Order ; and Siv John Burke, or
De Burgp, of Brittas. 1n the case of Oliver Plunkett
tihe diocesan process was goue through n 1874 im Lion-
don, where he sufiered death, and with the sanctien of
the loly See e Apostolic process, a later procedurse,
takes place wn Armagh. '

KILDARE—An Appreciation.

MAYO—A Theory of Economics.

sSpeaking at the distribmtion of prizes in St. Louis
Comvent, Kutinagh, Coungy Mayo, the Most Rev, Dr,
Lyster warmly congratulatad the nuns on the sound,
sold, and Christsar cducalion phey were imparting to
the Luture mothers 'of the province. He was well aware
that the work ddue hy conventuals of poth sexes was
oftentimes the subject of unfriendly criticisms. The
recent carping  criticism of a public man, whom  his
Liotdship believed to be otherwise honest and broad-
minded, surpassed comprehension.

Mr. Robert J. Wynne has been apppinted Postmaster-
Gemeral of the Unilod States. In aphwinting Mr. wynne,
the Prestdent did it with a desire to publicly seal with
approval his work as Assistant Postmaster-Geperal in
forneting out frawds in the postal department durimg the
recent ' investigation  Mr. Wynne was appointed First
Assistant Postmaster-General on April 17, 1802, For
mnearly a quarler of a century he had been = Washington
newspaper cofrespondent, serving at wvarious times some
of the most important newspapers in tbe country. Mr.
Wynme ‘had wot been in the ofhce of the First Assistant
many moenths hetore e became convmeed that some of
ihe affairs of the department were mot being condmcted
honestly. Quietly he set about te determine for himself
wivat fioundation there was for the charges. He obtain-
ed defyjnite information bearing upon the matter. This
he [awl before Postmaster-General Payne and the ©resi-
dent. It was upon Ins first information that President
Roopsavelt oidered the inquiry, which is mow a matter of
frstory. Mr. Wynne is a Catholic and a member of
Washunigion Council, Knights of Columbus.

While immured for two months in Tullamore Gaol
he wrote * Prison [Peems,’ which forms one of soveral
volumes of verse that he has published. His principal
prose publication 1s a brel life of his brother, the late
A, M. Sullivap, M.FP., whom Mr. Gladgbone described as
“ lhe eloguent member for Liomth,” a comstituency appro-
priately represented in recemt years by Mr., Sullivan's
son-in-Jaw, Mr. T, M. Healy.

Amd thiss right
and proper. But nothing can take the place
of tpat charity which proceeds from the

heart, and 1t is  that the Little Sisters of the Plaor

strive ta provide.” ‘The one is the outcome of wtilitari-

apism  or of a laudable bul purely natural sympathy,
Paople by commopn consent give it the name philan-
thropy. The othor—lhat of the consecrated daughters

of the Church—is the sweet dharity which sees Christ
wngder the rags of the siricken beggar apnd the foelid
ulcers of the leper angd wilis te be anathema for ‘the
sahe of the leasl of God's poor. The difference between
statutory and Christian charnty is thus g radical one.
It 19 not merely something extegnal amd accidemtal. It
lics in the very malinspring of action—the motive—and
thus guves a different character and complexton to the
whole substance of the good deeds that are done to
‘theirr neighbors by, say., Faihers Damien and Vander-
vurde and even the highest type of phitanthriopist.
Worlds apart were, for instance, the mjptives which
prompted the Sister of Mercy, in the weird and pitiful
story of ¢ Linx's Bahy,’ Lo rescue the liltle one on Lon-
don Bridge, and those of the philanthrapists who spat-
ched the waif irom  her sheltering arms, wasted money
on secretaries’ salaries, etc., amd let the little wanderer
dritt 1o the chtlling depths of o workhause and finally
end 1ty days in the dark walers of the River Thames.
‘Q

A oulf segparates Christian teaching and practice from
both the old paganism ol Greece and Rome amd  the
noospagantsim of Mandeville, Hobbes, Tinpgot, Rousseau,
Proddhon, and their laver cohoes. :*Chrisijanity,’ says
the Hationalist Lechy, ' for the firsd time made cherity
a rudimentary virtue, giving it a leadhng place in the
mo.al type. . Besides ils genoral imfluence in stimu-
lating the alttqctions, it eftected a complete revolution in
thig sphere, by regarding the poor as the special repuoc-
semtatives of the Christian Founder, and thus making
the love of Chnist the principle of charity.’

It
knows no decay. It is trammelled by no houndary line:
its fheld is the whole circle of humah ills apd woes, from
tha foundling infant on London Bridge to the dying
leper on Jone Molokal, anmd 1ts clastic and encrgising
eagerness adapts itself to every fresh form of misery
that allered times or chmes or soclal conditions bring
in their train.

The bloodless
Fremehr Revolution of our day is in great part a war
agpinst yhe poor and those whose hives are consecrated
to their service. Statutory and persional philanthropy,
arising, as il generally does, from natpral human good-
ness ‘and sympathy, may, even in pagan lands, effect a
qansiderable range of good. This form of philanthropy
i, perbiaps, in C(hrnstlan countries, seldom found in
what we may term the crude state. HKven where phil-
anthropists of this class are nol professed believers in
Christ, they hive mn an atmosphere of tivought, feelung,
tradition, and sentiment which has beem created by Chris-
tianity.  UConsciously or wunconsciously they must, to
some extenl at least, be guided in their actions by mo-
trves or principles wdich are distinctively Christian  In
this case phulanthropy may be merely Christian charity
in disguise, or adulterated. Mere philanthropy, 1w it-
self, proceeding om right lines, 15 good as far as it goes.
But 1t does nol go far. It has 1ls own Little sphere.
But, judged by its roots or by ils fmuts, when com-
parell with t-ue Christian eharity, il is as 1he gilded
counterfert compared with the mint-marvked gold picce

During the second half there was a steady influx.of bolh
extern and residant ppils, agd the pyomise of Lue future
is hopelful, as only a very small perceabage of the girls
will e legving this Uhristmias, A mew classifealion
has been adopted this year, in wiew of the Oxford local
examunations, whwh will be held in June of the coming
year, and wil supplement the matrioulation and civil
service  examimatdons, which are #n the same working
orden as in past wears. The value of the Oxford exam-
mations is being proved by the ardor with which the
subsects are bemng studied by the pupils of the various
grajdes. 'The school has oblamed e usual tnusical suc-
cesses, whieh this year have, if anylhing, been empha-
sisad by an  increase in the number of honors certifi-
catas—11 for practreal nrusic and 4 for theoretical. A
camdidate in the advanced grade has secured the silver
medal, and one ghe diploma of L.AB. in the teachers’
examinaiion.

Good work
tas been done by the art students. Much attention has
been glven 1o physical development, and vhe class (under
the directian of biss Muowat) has made very satisfac-
tory progress.

In hurned, broken tonds, and with short, gasping
sohs, the man 1old his tale. He had beem accused of
a erime of which he passionately declared he was inno-
cent, and finding his accugers were withlout moercy, he
had run away ; he had heen 1n the woods three days,
almpst without food, until he found the blgodhounrts
were on his  track. FHe had ten the last three nniles
without a stop, pursued by the dogs and a pariy  of
man bhent on lynohing him,

The voung Duke de Thardimon{ had just breakfasted
at ‘his holel at Ai1x, where he was sojourning to  lake
the water to remove the eflects of a cold caught at the
races.

Catholic Moihers.

Nearly a thousand London mothe g, many of them
acoompamied by their children, assembled in the nawe of
Westmminster Cathodoal ope evening recentiy for Vespers
and Compline. Archbishop Bourne, addressing the con-
gregatiop, dwelt upon the powerful, penetrating, and
permanent character of a mother’s influence, amd im-
pressdd upon  his hearers that it was only by prayer
and geiod example that they could fulfil their high func-
tion and discharge Lhe grave responsibilities which at-
tached tio it. ‘The sotvice was concluded by a solemn
Benediction, and the Archbishop thon walked down the
nave, blessing the mothers and their chldren.

FRANCE—Ministerial Action.

The Mipister of Juslice (writes a Paris correspon-
dent) has taken adwvantage of the Iong Vacation to
have Lhe tamous Triptych of the Court of Cassation re-
moved. When crosses aml religious emblems wexe re-
moved, eatly in  the year, from all Conrits of Justice,
the Court of Cassation, the highest Comrt of 1 in
France, protesied against the  higboric work of art,
which dates from Louis X1T., being taken from ifs pos-
sesskon, and for some time 1t looked as though the
Govennment had given way., But as soom as the judges
and lawyers leit, M. Combes’ workmon walked M, and
the ‘I'riptych was removed to the Liouvre. At their
first meeting on the re-cpening of the Courts, the judges
unanimously adopted a resolution protesting against the
Governmenl’s action, congratulating the First President
on the steps he had taken to prevent the remowval of ihe
Troiptych, and appointung a comnuttee to consider what
steps should be taken to get back the Comrt’s property.

Not a Matter of Principle.

The closing of clerical educalional establishments
{(writes a Paris correspandent) is not 1n all cases purely
a matter of primcipte. [t implies also, sometimes, cer-
tawn material advantages, of which the Simon Pures of
the Hloc are not above availing themselves, as is shown
by the tollowing. One of the leading members of B,
Combes” majority, Radical member for one of the De-
partments ot Brittany, had secuired the appointment of
a fuiend and meighbor of his, a retired naval officer, to
the 1ot of Governor of a small group of isfands which
ware lately declared a French colony. The ofticer hesi-
tated, ag le was a4 married man with a family and the
salary was only 12,000 francs (£480). * Take the wap-
pomtment 1 any case,’ said the Deputy to his friend.
We shall sec to your regquirements. The Minister cannot
gwe vou a higher salary, and the credits do not allow
of more bhemmg paid. But there is over there a Marist
Ciollege which 15 pald a Government subswdy. We shall
suppress 16, This will leave yom with some more mo-
ney, and tlre business of Vthe liquidation should  bring
you im an lpportant addition to your salary.’ This
immstriciive conversation—about wihich the officer made no
myslery, and which he gave out in explanation of his

acceplamncee of such a poorly paibd post—is mow the edifi-
catron of Brittany.

Val recemved many visits from Cardinals apd high pre-
lates, who oltered pgreetings and presents. Mansignor
Stdnor, who was shghtly imdisposed, wrote a letter con-
veying his good wishes, at the same time sepding his
Emingnce as a present a history of 8t.

'The Cardmral was very pleased with die. .pre-
sent, which he has decided to place in the Vatican
labrary.

She 15 the daughier
of a peasant possessing a few acres of lapd in the vil-
lage, bkt at an early age t{enriptte showed signs of hav-
mg beem horn for a hgher station in life. Her father,
however, was a coarse, rough agriculturist, who had no
cducation and understood nothing but tihe tilling of his
fielfls and the care of hiz oattle, The hrothers were
peayvy, clumsy feilows, with huge, ugly Hands amd un-
gracigus hDgures. The sisters worked in the fields and

woro ddvoid of every touch of reimement. Though
her sisters began tp work in the fields at the age of

12, Henriette  never soiled her long, thin, aristecratic
fingers with instruments of oul-door laboa. Never-
{theless, not cnty the neighbiors, btwt also her own  bro-
thers antd sisters, and even her father and mother, haled
her becapise thicy had themselves the unmistakable feeling
thyal she belonged to a difierent sphere. when she
vignturdd to leave hes father's Jsut to walk in the public
radds the Little Boys and girls of the village ran after
her amd pelted her with stores.  ‘The girls of her own
ago shriehed abusive names when they canghil sight of
her,-'and the older women crossed themselves and mud-
tered praveis whon ghe approached them. Once when
siha trespassed ot a small plot of land belonging io an-
oliher peasant ot the village the owner and his two sons
drone her ot with the help of thetr lomg, thun catile-
whips and manv sigerous oaths. On anolher occasion
when she went to church Lhe otbher women of the vil-
lagze memhrod their forces to repel the invasion of the
el ypint and drove Lier away from the house of God
with  violence. Hentiette was placed in a prison
nuprovised lor her reception, and thon the priests be-
gan their system of cure. Wurst they subiectlad Lthe girl
1o werweds of sUarvaliom, keeping her without tood for
torty o sixly hours at a tune  She was incarcerated
mn g lonely hut, and from this spe was made to crawl
o her bands and Lknces qver rough, stony ground 1o the
village d¢hurch, where she had to hieel for hours at a
time yn front of the tmages of the sants.  Argd when
Hhe Lanted trom the eficets of this unigue cure, the two
pricsts, who peiconatiy s wperintended the  tormented,
broughl her back 1o coasciousness by slanping her face
I sl 2nd beauhwy ber hach Ailer a tnoe she was Idd
barefootoed on & vderunage Lo the coneent ol 5t maur-
e, ajdistanve of sinty nules from the vitlage. This
nbirney of himnlbatem siie was fereel 1o undertake wna
o crown of thnsins on her head and a heavy cross rest-
e om her shond lers Al alepe the roard she was Lhe
obiect of 1he mothery of the 1eporant rustie population,
aril on arruval at St Maurice her bare feel were cover-
ot with deen ents and sores. Al 2 o'clock the church
was packed with an astomsbed, wondering crowd, and
the senwor priest, one Jean Paillel, ascended the altar
wtaps and annovmced that he hwd summoned them all to
assisl o exorewsng  the evrl spint with which henrielte
(*ay  was possesced. The deors of  the c(hurch were
locherl, and nuncluwally at 2 o’clock the priest began the
process ob evwercising the spirit,  The process of exor-
cism lasted all Satue dav evening, all through the long
bouats of Satsrday mght and alt Sunday morning. For
twonty-lour hours llennettie (ray, the martyr, was sub-
1ected to every cancervable form of indignity and crueity
1 the presence of a grinning mob of rustic barbarians.
The girt was dragged by her hair round and round the
church, while the priest stonped every lew vards fo beat
har opi the face and body, proclaiming all the while to
ihe eredulous cangregation that it wae not the girl but
tha evil spirid wyueh he was thrashing,  She was healen
with whips, with stiche, and with nods, The priests be-
labored her face with their fists and members of the con-
gregation showered blows on her body.  Her limmbs were
twistdd in their sockets {il} they throatemed to break,
and hurmng capdles were held close to her fair skim,
The Truth.
