M'utlual iraprovementis
theitr ohief aim; their means, debates, readings, music,,
dramia,. recitations, practice in public sjpeakiing, the
whole seasoned with wholesome aad elevating com-
painiolnsdiip amd associations that make for the forma-
tion of tnuemon as we need them.

It is t^ie ■Ctommo'n experience that in suqh societies
there will usually be a picked liody of young GLdaonites
Who hiold fast with the grip of a steel trap tb theprin-
ciples which jflio'uld gjuMe them in toiling up the steep.
Outsijde tjiese there will ordinarily be a shifting an-ci
uncertain Irinige of members AV)ho taJ^e a sihy, dainty,
sipasrmo/dic, half-hearted interest in £he wnrking of the
as^ociia,tia(n., but a'ppqar in full iorce a.nd upholstered in
their m,os't expensive drapery wthen the circling months
bring the animal slocial or picnic arapnd. This is not as1
it sjhduld be. Voltaire threw himself wholly int,o his
lying and profane buffoonery against the Cfturc'h. One
of fhe netfls that cary aloud m siocie-tieis. of the kfti'd
ivnlder consideration is all-rolu/nd earnestness in good.
Enthusiasm is not necessary. It is often as shiort-
liveid, if as brilliant, as foam out oS from the water.
The chief tthi'ng needful is merely c,ooHieaSded, soliid,
hardj-faced eartnesitness: the lvind that sets its teetjh and
buttons its coat and marches defiajntly against the
storm^ anid keelps on in rain and sleet apd sihine from
New Year's Day to St. Sylvester's.*

Njova Scotia, CalifoTnia, and Oregon pyos'sess fiogs
t(hat have wion a name for themselves "ftr tlhe literature
of meteorology. liut Lon'don's own (particular tog may
claim to be tlhe gold-medallist among fogs. Oscar Wilde
wqote of it thius :—

'
The yelltow fog dame creeping dtown
The bridges, till the houses' walJs
Seemed changed to sihaidows, amd St. Paul's
Doiomed lilke a bubble o'er the town.'

But tjhat was a thin, tame, airfd inadeqiuate fog. One,
for tastam.ee, settled down on London in the begi\ntnl\ng
of Navemlber, 1879. It wiped out .all yieiw of itlbe city*
cljung on till the following February, raised the tieath-
r/ate to tarty-three per cent, above the average, and
swqpt into an/other world more people suffering with
asthma, brtoncihitis, and other respiratory tifloiubles tftian
ha)d ever had the partnership between body ajnd soul in
tjhe worldncapital during the same period.

Here is a cabled description of a London fiog from
last Friday's daily papers :—: —

' A", very derise fog stopped vehicular tiriaffic in Lon-d[an last nigiht, and disorganized the railways. Pedes-
trians were boDelessly lost, and there were numerous
accildetnts. Queen Alexandra was unable to travel toSaawLrimg)h'am. The fiog continues, causing greatLoss totlhe London Christmias trade.'

A f,og is also in many ot£er ways a costly visita-
tion to Ltodoin. A simple eight hours' day' of it may
involve a»n extir.a positive expeinditure of from £50,800 to
£10|0,,000 in ohinking coins of the realm. A goodly ;pro-
p,ortjjo,n of this finds its way into tihe hands of tjhe
gas aji|d electric light companies. A fop; also brings
miucih danger, ttibulution, antf expense to tlhe railway
qomlpjajnies.% « Fog signalling,' says am Emiglish railway
Placer beiore us, 'is expensive. At Cla^pjham Junction
alione £5,0 has been spent by a single railway comipany
diariing a day's f,og iln extra pay t/o the platelayers.
Whon the red light Cannot be seen at a diatiance of a
(h,u]nWrefcl yia-r'ds the platelayers become fog signiallers. For
tftiia they arepaid a Shilling a day in addition to their
regular wages atiti fourpence per hour qvartime, provi-
deid the overtime does not ii^n into a second shilling.'
But extra lig/hting and fog signalling repiresent only a
part of the cost of the colling yellow visitation,' and
Lctndion is fi|ne city to live out of when it is lall in a
tog.'

Sir George
Grey's commanding faculties were sharpened by his New
Zealand experiences till he became one of tjie master-
builders of the Empire. His memory will long remain
in New Ze,ala\nd as the man w<h'ose mirfd ,sftretche»d out agelneriation in advance of his day, apfd Auckland honors
itself as well as him in the noble mofuimant which it
uweiled last week to perpetuate the fame of his name
by the waters of the Waitem'ata. Grey landedin New
Zealandas Governor ijn ltflS. Heke's war was then ipti full
blast, and a great fear had sottle'd down uijion the sicat-
terod white pjop'ulation of the infant colo-ny. He was
them a yoluthf/ul officer of t'hree-and-thirty years: blue-
eyed, reticent, courageous, coiirtecVus, anjd as strong-
jawed and tenacious of his grip of a purpose as a Bor-
deaux masftiff.

But Grey had courtesy
as well as courage. lie possessed first^-cl/ass talepts as
a 'pfaeificatfor ; 'he made his enemies his friends', and they
laaimed to love— e\en to idolise—Mm ;he restored tran-
qaiility to the country ; he ketpt guns a,md gjunppwder
ou-t of the ha/njds of the Maori arid waipiro (fire-water)
out of their mouths; he started useful public works;
and the set white man ana brown main in the La,ad of
the Lang White Cloud on the high-road to smew peace
ajnld p,so<rpexity as they ha(d never known beftore.*

In New; Zealandhistory, says Reeves, 'Grey is the
greatest figure, and most attfactive aftd complex sttudy.
Of Such >a man destiny might have m,ade a 'great visio-
nary,, a qapable general, an eloquent tribMne, or a grace-
ful writer. He had in him the stuff for any of these.
Hut tihe wing of tfhe British Empire had to be
built* and the gods made Grey a sfocial architect In the
guise of a {pro-consul. Among Hhe ctokmies of the south-
ern hemisphere he is alreaidy a figure of history, and
amiqngj them nso man has played so mr«ny parts in so
many theatres with so mluc'h success. Not merely was
Tie the savior and organiser of New Zealand, South
Australia, and So'utjh Africa ; >not merely was he an
explorer df> tlhe deserts of New Holland, afcid a s,uccess~
M campaigner in New Zeala'md btus,h-warfare, but lie
found time, by way of recreation, to be an ethnologist,
a literary pioneer, arid an atfdent book-collector who
twice was generous enough tio found libraries with the
boiojks whichhtaid boan tihe solace and h^ppfoiess of his
warkilng life.'

From Riome Iwas transferred to Dublin, where for

se\e)n yca^s Iheld the office of secretary to Cardinal
Cullen, the ilUns^frrous ArchbisWoip of that See. As Pri-
mate he was identified with tlie gxeat Natio-
nal Ss\no/d of THurles, in whiieh the Church of Ireland
Laild aside t,he weeds of mourfnpng an(d was cljoftheid once
more with t<he garments of peace avnd gladness. Under
his iin the See of Dublin piety and religion
grew apace. Ch'iiTuhas, convents, school's, jhospitals,
orphanages weire multiplied, with every /varieity of iinsti-
tutitojas tVaat dcwld 'adid decorum to religion or bring
enlig)htenment, sympat/hy, artd relief to the poor arid the
Siuiterijng memjbets of Christ. It Was always been to
me a most grlateiflul remembra'tice to have been in a ,very
humfble way associated in auc'h a glorio.us ajpostolate.

In 1873 Iwas summoned to the See of Ossory, and
for twelve years it was my privilege to lat>or in that
diocese whlose stans ha\e ldng held a fio>rem]ost place
am'onig tjbeir countrymen for tvheir patriotism and piety.

Humanly apeaking, no mission cdukl be more pleas-
ing to mie thain tlhQS'e 19 years thus stpent im promyotitig
the Interests of religion in my native land. Among
Clhris'tian natians Ireland stands alone for her earnest-
ness ijn piety alrtd her devoted'niess to religion. A most
Catholic and most religious people, they have made
greater slacrifices for the Faith than any other Ohris-
tuan nation, and in tiheir daily life it pleased heaivem torenew the heroism of piety and to m:ulti,ply the wictoriee
of the Cr,oss of Christ. In olden times the sicms of
Ireland evangelisod the world ; in Our own day it has
beon their mission to unfurl' the baitner of the Cross
triumphant in every English-speaking land.

It has been well said that the character of the Irish
people in its rebgiious aspects is something excep'ti'onial.
More than most other nations they lead a sluipernatkiral
life; they live by faith, they are quickened by religion,
their strength is from God, their whole happiness is. in
Him. They suffered more far tine faith than amy other
nation in modern times has suffered. The persecMtilon
wihitelh Ireland endured for religion wias more intense,

SvOd, li/loe other hei-oes '<tnd s'tiattomen,his share of the
petty; defeats from whioh even the best are by no means
free.

As regards our religious lifewe may justly be styled a greater Ireland beyonkl theseas, and may we not hope that like that dear islandof the west, it may be Australia's mission to lead
manyi natiions to know our Saiviour and to love Him.Why should we not hope for these grandest results. Thelove of the Redeemer for His Church is not less strongnow than hitherto; His power is not lessened. TheHoly Spirit continues to be the abiding guardian andrulec of tihe Church, amd His Divine gifts flow forth asceaselessly an4as abundantly as from the beginning.
Iam convinced that a great future awaits Australia.It was not without a view to a special religious mis-sion that Providence permitted this vast iisland conti-nent, though on the direct highway of commerce, toremain unknqwn and hidden away from the civilisedworlid till the close of the eighteenth centfury. Sheenters late in tlhe field, nut with her vast resources andgiant energy sihe Shall attain 'her destiny.
We have had as pioneers in t,his fair land goljdenBishops, arid golden priests, ttrid I'cAng mjay their tradi-tions and their example be the heritage of the Austra-lian Church. But, furthermore, we have a golden laity

truly golden in their piety and in their desire to pro-
mote the interests of charity and religion, and at alltimes ready to generously co-operate with their clergy
in every good work.

And here may Inot refer to the grand result just
achieved in regard to this bealutiful Cathedral of St.Mary's in which we are assembled. The CathedralFi.irwhich has jjust hcen brought to a close, has been aiten-ded with complete success. Thanks to the boundlessgenerosity of both clergy and people, and the singular
enthusiasm which pervaded all classes in promoting this
great cause, St. Mary's has been freed from every frac-
tion of debt, amd may now be solemnly oonsecrated to
God. Ithas not been found possible to brina; fhe art
union to a close, but its success is assured, and its pro-
ceeds shall be applied to the renewal of the t'rgan
Fund. The whole proceedings of the Fair have i'een agenuine triumph ol Australian democracy. Very few
large sums have been subscribed. The grand result ofalmost £16,000 is due to small contributions, many of
them from generous fridnds in the remote back-blocks,
and not a few ateo from non-Catholics.

It is with pleasureIhave to report another additionto flhe numerous churdhes that have been built by tlheMill Hill Fathers for the Maoris of the Auqkl&nd di/b-cese, the latest being that erected at Whakarewarewtinear Rotorua. The plans were designed by FatherKreymborig, of Rotorua, whose abilities as a buillder arewelt iknowm in the district ; arid for the past fourmlant/hs he and his confrere, Father Lattgerwerf, fhajd de-voted all their spare time t)o the erection of a prettylittle churjch. At the very, outset great difficulty wiasexperienced im preparing the site, as the ground is very

sinl^hiuro*us arud full of steam holes atid mud po|ols, whichnecessitated the use of brick piles jnsttoad of w,ood
bliocks. These difficulties, h/owever, were overcome, apd
where before the steam used to rise -out of the groundthere now stands a neat civuw* ('4oft x 18ft), fault inbasilica style. Trie six windows are glazed with pi(nk
cathedral glasls, diftusuig a pleasant soft light. Thega|We and is s\up)portad by four white columns, forming
a (pleasingcontrast to the pale blue color of the bodyof tlhe chiu'rcih. The diagonal lining is of tlhe choicestrinvu, whiclh has been tastefully decorated with Maoridesigns painted by Father Kreymborg. The carvings,in/cljujtlfyig, a beautiful tabernacle, are valuable relics ofthe oldest Maiori Ch>irch soufli of Auckland.Tflxe new chlu'rc'h is dedicated to the ImmaculateCon-ception, anjd tAhe blessing took place on tlhe Sunday
wiflhm tile octave of the feast. Weeks beforehand invi-tations had .been sent out to the native settlements ofthe whole diisitiri'ct, and on the eve of the great day
large crowds of Maoris arrived in the settlement andwere heartily welcomed by their friends with the well-known

DUNEDIN WOOL SALES.

Messrs. DotnaVd Reid and 00. report as follows :—
We hejd our first wool sale of the season's series atthe Victoria Hall, Agricultural Buildings, lhmedita, onThursday, December 22, 1904, when we submitted acatalogue comprising 1227 bales of crossbred, Leicesterand merino wools, chiefly farmers' lots grown on theCoast districts. There was a large attendance ofbuyers— English, foreign, colonial, and local manufac-tures and wool staplers being very fully represented—

who were very keen on business, and competed Avithmudh spirit far the different classes of wool offeredwhich suited their requirements, and this resulted in abrisk a,nd most satisfactory sale. There was also afair attendance of wool growers, shippers, a-nd othersinterested in the trade, who evfrvced a keen interest inthe proceedings, and appeared satisfied with the prices
realised.

The wools displayed by us were largely composed ofclips of sheep which had been wintered on turnips andthese,, although well grown and sound in staple ,werewitin some few exceptions, rather dark colored earth-stawied, and heavy, and lacked the bright, lustrous ap-pearance (so altraotive to buyers) whkvh characterisesthe clip of flocks which have been well wintered ongrass pastures. All the wools catalogued by us werehowever, comparatively free from tick stains and thefibre sound and strong, s'howrng that the sjieep had beenwell nourished and cared for throughout the seasonIt was quite expected that there would be a sub-stantial rise, estimated at from lk'd to 2id en valuesas oom.p-ared with those ruling last seaaoiti, and thissatisfactory result was fully secured, chiefly by thebrwk competition made on behalf of American tr.adeHalf-breds showed a rise of lsd to 2^d as compared
with the top price of the corresponding sale of lastseason ; crossbreds ami Leicesiters showed a rise of 2dto 3d, and merinos a ri-se of about Id to l£d per tbThe total number of bales catalogued by the variousbrokers for the series was 5G27 bales. Of the 1227bales calal'og,ue'd by us, 1078 bales were sold under thehammer, 86 bales were pasfced in, bidding not beihg upto -valuations or reserves, and 63 bales were witihdir-awnthe clip imot being complete.

Bidding throughout our sale was very well main-tained up to the values above 'named, and for speciallots of t»he more lusitnvus wool there was very qjnima-tod competition, resulting foi one of the best sales ithas been olur pood fortune to conduct, nearly every Joteither at amctiion or privately alterwards. being -placedat full values.

On
a fime *W Jie was usually tio be seen in nn armchair
wihicjh he had fiormetd *n the hedge, reading some old'and
wiell-w.o|rn biotas ; when it rained he read the same
bodka in the house, and this was tflie only variation in
fiaibita which he atpipcsared to permit himself. His farm
he hi^d let to the neighbors. .He was his own butler,
co.dk, 'amid housemaid, all his food was Supplied by con-
tnact ; his tastes ware simple and never varied, and the
s,ame supply w,as left daily at his g.ateL The house, of
w)hidh he was the only occupant, was never entered save
by 'him, a.ud a kind of weird romance hung around the
place.

Optsvde the leaves were fa^t falling from tihe trees,
the sky was dark with cloudis, and a solemn stillness
appeared to have fallen on everything.

It cquW |npt be expected, however, that these plea-
saint meajiideriyigs wc*iM last for e\er ; and one e\eni|i2,
Con, wit/h an air in which pride nnd grief seemeU to
s-|t|rive for predominance, told Wmme that he had \vof\ a
scholarship whiich would necessitate hi-s goino- to a dis-
tant qollcigo f|)r a term or two, but he wotild slootn re-
turn with his degree and bflie the predictions of Soc-
rates. Wifrnie, however, was ilnreasjonable, a,nkl refused
to be cotisolel'l. Tho,usr,h she had implicit confidence in
Can, and

—
what is r.o less important— i,n herself, tlie

warnings of Socratos now recurred tio her with a*lded
fr«rce. There was n-o help for it, however, and at last
the day fixdi for Con's departure arnvrkl. The parting
Inedd not attempt to describe ; many -of you have
e\rerien"ed, and all of you 'have read of su(|\ scomes.

In reply, the Sacred
Congregation of Propaganda, after carefully considering
all the facts of the case, gave permission to realiseuhe
property, anid, at the same time left it to the unfettered
discretion of the Oblate Fathers to allocate in"any way
they tho;ugiht best whatever siurplus miftht remain after
all li/abilities had been dischangqd. Tihis discretiontihey
have exercised in a most generous manner for education-
al and religious purposes, as the Fathers have, thrcftigh
their Superior, Father Wyndfham, made a gift of £10,00*)
to the Cardinal Vaughan Memorial School to be built
at Westmihsiter. In connection with this gift the'

states that £20,000 has been subscribedihall
towards the Memorial Fund so far. This amount, it is
statdd, ensures the accomplishment ,of the scheme, and
it is believqd that now Uhat the goal is practically with-
in reach t)he f)unds still necessary to its'completion will
ba readily ohtiaihed.

Feast of the Circumcision.
This is a festival celeibrat^d on Jan,Lmry 1 to remindus of the humility of our Lord in allowing Himself tobe seemingly numbered amomg sinners, by submitting tothe Law of the Jews. Circumcision was a religious

pr,aetiice among the Jews in the observance of whicfo adistimcUvomark was placed on male chil/drem the eighth
day after their birth, and on all ackilbs who (embracedtheir religion. It was established as a distinctive si"-nof tfhc people of (rod,'a sij^n of the covenant made byGo,d w\Uh Abraham,, and as tihe figure of baptism inthe New Law. The feast of Circumcision is very an-cient in the Church, as is proved by the homilies andsenrfons of the Fathers of the Ghur'ch.

Feast of the Epiphany
This festival is set apart to solemnly commemoratethe Doming, of the three wise men from tihe East, g,ui-

dofd by a miraculous star which appeared to tfhem, and
directed flhem to Betblchem, where they found Cjhrisit inthie stable ; here they Mio'iidrend a«d adored Ildm \andoffered gifts to Him.

The Octave of a Feast
Tmo octia\e of a feast is the period of eight (days

assigned for its celebration during which is rqpeatdd
every day a part of the office of tiie feast, as the
hyiryns, antiphons, or \erses, with c*ne or several les-
si/ns referring to the s-übject. On the eightlh id'ay, tflieoctave proi^eily speaking, the office is more solemn tjiian
that of Uhe precodm^ days. GeneralIv the miost
siolenui foasits, li'kc Christmas, Easter, Pcntecoslt, Ctorpus
CHiristi, tho feast of the patron saint, are accompa'niad
by an octave.
