Mary Tuldor '), arid brother of the yfaungerAto'ttrey de Vere, the tender Catholic poet, w.hjose lifehas lately been written by Mr. Wilfrid Wand FromUhlaft bjook it is possible to glean a few interestilng factsabout the q,uiet and retiring life of Sir Stephen be-twieejn whom and his brother there existed tio the endthe very closesit affection. Their 'different characterswere illustrated by the ways in which they wore con-verted to the Catholic Churah— for both were brought
tup -as Pnotesta'nts. While Aubrey reached Catholicismthrough t|he philosophy of Coleridge, tdie writings ofNewmanamd the other Tractarians, and the s)ubtle influ-ences of Uhe city of Rome itself, Stephen joined theUvur<ihl from simple admiration of ttfie religion of theIrisJh peasantry, and from a desire to be fin harmonywiflh them. iHis intense feeling for the peo(ple am/ongwhom his lot was cast was the most notable aoijd tfliemost fruitful element of his chJaraoter. It ga<ve himIhe remarkable and unique i'nfluetnce winch -he posfeeslsed,till the time of the Land League troubles, w'rtjh allclauses in Cdunly Limerick. While In the Sunday ser-vices near his islandhome in the Shannon he worshippedwil,h the people as one of themselves, he was the most
respected and the mjost often consulted of country gentle-men,- the Nestor of local government, and the in-vari-able foreman of tfhe grand jury. side Tiim. They bluntly toJd him that they thoughttheir religion was tihe same as his. Father PetitjeanWad -never seen them before, and was quite taken abackby taiiree questions proposed by t)he strajngeps : Ist.Have ypu a Pope? '2nd. Do y/bu pray to -the Blessed
Virgin ?

To the cloisters of Che corlvent once beldngimg totlhe cljurdh, flad the bruised Spirit of a royal Sufferer—
the victim of Richelieu

Mary de Mqdicis. It is the largest Gothic edifice fn the
world. No one knows for certain who was the mar-
vellous ganhis who desiigjned it.

St. Hilary, Bishop and Doctor.
St. Hilary was the scian of a noble family of Poi-tiers, France, and was born between 320 anti 325. lie

received.his scientific education in his native town and
in Bordeaux, wiierehe more especially applied himself to
talie fctludy of r/hetoric. The more he saw of the profli-
gate life of this fellow-citizen's, tihe more his noble soul
was filled with disgust and lionged after the knowledge
of ttriuth. The perusal of Holy Scripture freedhim from
all the doluMs which heathen philosophy hati raised in
his mind, and together with his wife and daughter he
embraced Christianity in 350. On account of his holy
hfo, both the clergy and people demanded his elevation
to the bistapric of Poitiers, and he was consecrated
sWiorUy qeßore 355. Thencefortji he lived a life of oonti-
nency, devotiag himself entirely to his episcopal d,u-
tios. His uimctompromising opposition to Ariiahism, fav-ored by ifke EmJperor Const^ntius, caused him to be
Vanished by fbatprince to Phrypjia. But as his influence
here seemeid to be still more dreaided by the Arians, he
was! alliowed, in 359, to return to his bijflibpric, where
he by ward and writing, and especially by
mieaJns of sy,no|d|s, to combat Arianism with such Success
tliat he ciaJ.iS'eJd the Gallican bishops completely to re-
njoumce it. Tr\ue, he was not able to gain over Auxen-tilus, Bi.-,hicyp of Milajn, which city was the stronghplld ofAiri^aism,Hit 'he forced him to lie miore cautious. ThefettcT years of his life were spent in quietude, occupied
with exegeticb.l labors.

13, 366.
