Secular Education in New Zealand.

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New Zealand’'s secular system of education (writes
the London correspondent of the Dunedin ‘' Evening
Btar ') tinds an out-and-out opponent in the Rev. C.
Coleridge Harper, Vicar of PalmersTon North, who con-
demms iU unsparingly in a letter to the * Church Times®
this week. Mr. Harper, who claims that his long ex-
perience of Sunday schools and day schools fn the
Colony gives him grounds for betieving That he knew his
subject well, writes as follows :—

* L say plainly and positively that a purely secular
system of educaticn is notning less thah a natiomal dis-
aster. Nearly all Christian workers, clerical and lay,
Church and Nonconformist, in New Zealand are agrecd
on this. In gupport of this opinion I will reler to the
effect ol such a system in detail and generally.

* My own experience s this : The children are, a8 a
rule, deplorably ignorant of Biblical facts, whether of
id or New Testament. There is in most an absolute
ignorance of that on which we base our religion, moral
or doctrinal teaching. Did space allow, I could give
you startling proof of this ignorance,

* The gemeral eflect is, if anything, worse. There is
no basis for imoral training ; there is no appeal; the
school tratndng has for its object (so far as the chil-
dren can see) material advantage only ; duty, moral
principle, ete., depend for their enforcememt op the ner-
sonal power of the teacher, and nothing else. But be-
yond all this is the influsnce on the character of the
young of the belief that those who are responsible for
their training in all that is requisite to equip them fos
life ses no need for religion, and, in fact, studiously and
purposely keap it out of that training as a thing posi-
tively harmiful. You can imagine the effect, which we in
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New Zealand are only too certain of. Religion is look-
ed upon as qultp an extra ; 5 fad, more or less, of sSome,
a means by which the parson lives and ‘ the churches '+
flourish, an appendage to lile of no vital importance,
and depending for its claim on the personality of indivi-
dual clergy. Ul course there are many and notable ex-
ceptions, but ihis is, speaking generally, true to the
young who have hesn trained in our primary schools, and
1f it is 50 now, alter one generation has béen so trained
{the system has been in force for twenty-seven years),
what will be its ofect on the children of this genera~
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‘ Theorlsts In England deny that this will he the
result. 1 .do not theorise, but state positively that
whete 11 has been tried it is the result. It is merely a
question of fact. 1t iz said that Sunday schools will
do all that i3 necessary. Here again our experience is
that the Sunday school is quite inadequate. In Eng-
land you don't realise what a help to the teaching of
the Sunday school the knowledge, small it may be, but
still something, of the leading facts of our Faith really
is. In our case, the time we ought to give to doctrinal
and moral teaching is mainlty devoted fo laying the
foundation, which in lingland is done in the day school.®
