At this stage the Government woke up and shook
itself, took off its coat, and got to work. Improvised
gunboats were got logether. Volmteers got their war-
paint on apd marched with the regulars to the threal-
encd towns on the coast. Batlleries weére planted
where they were likely to 8o most good, and (profit-
ing by the lessons of the last siege of Gibraltar) furn-
aces were constructed for the purpose of enabling the
artillerymen to treat the mutinied shing to doses of red-
hot shot. Intercourse, even by letter, with the mutin-
eers was made punishable by the hangman’s noose.
Parser and his men ran the risk of starving for want
of provisions. The mutiny gradeally fell to pieces.
Parker and a few other ringleaders were hanged at
the yard-arm. The mutiny lasted thirty-five days. The
authorities learned tihe lesson and redressed the graver
grievances that had made a living hell of a life on
the ocean wave in King George’s ships. And then began
tlhe golien era of the British army. Bult to this
day traces of 1be old barbarism siill exist (as was recent-
Iy proved in Parliament) in the brutal floggings that
are nhietel  for all sorts of trifling pretexts on
young men in dhe King's navee. The rule of the gold-
brarded savage is not yeb quite  dead. But  ibhe
Udessa lesson may shorten its days for other cotn-
trus as well as for Russia.
