1Thecc canons,' says a recent writer, ' are sufficiently
severe, when you consider that you had not to wait for
tho constable to catch you in your cups, but (as it
was >a matter of confession) your conscience had to be
the constable.' But they servo to show that even in
f.ir-past ag,es the Church anticipated the movement which
zealous and far-seeing persons arenow organising against
the grave evils of the ' treating ' habit.*

Schiller says of obedience that it is a master-key which
opens every aoor.

And yet it is necessary for every man, and especially
for every young map, to know when to say 'No,' and
to stick to his ' No,' when the wine sparkleth in the
glass. One who is a John Littlcjohn among our Sti-
pendiary Magistrates well described the custom of treat-
ing as 'a foolish, stupid habit, and one of the curses of
the country.' And he expressed legret that some legis-
lation could not be de\ised to stamp it out cf the coun-
try. For this reason we welcome (as we ha\e likewise
often urged) the appearance of a League haung for its
object to form a healthy revolt in public opinion against
the pernicious habit of treating. The new League is
being formed in Wellington. A circular issued in con-
nection with it has the following remarks in connection

'Indeed,' said he, 'Ibelieve it
will come to this : that if something is not done in
the way of affording the children better instruction in
the Bible, private schools will be set up. The Roman
Catholics ha\e done this aheady From the beginning
they ha\e been dissatisfied with the State schools. Wher-
ever possible they are establishing schools.' We have
heard all this before. If, instead of empTy talk, the
Bible-m-schools clergy were to follow the example oHne

Two Naval Mutinies
History— like the human experience of which it is

(or ought to be) a record— -has a trick of repeating
itself. The great naval mutiny that has seized upon the
remains of Russia's fleet and threatened to turn into a
full-blown revolution had its dose counterpart in the
great upheaval of

'
the handy man' that for a time

menaced the separate national existence of Great
Britain in 1797. In those wrtldand woolly days the'

wooden walls
'

of England were (according to Lecky
and James) 'the last, resort oi tainted reputationsand
broken careers. Scapegraces in respectable families, dis-
qualified attorneys, cashiered excisemen, dismissed clerks,
laborers who through idleness and drunkenness had lost
their employments, men from every walk of life, who,
through want of capacity or want of character, had
found other careers closed to them., pouredsteadi-ly into

'
the navy. Among the recruits were thousands of help-
less Irish ieasants from the North and West, who were
torn from their homes by the illegal \ iolence of

'
Satan-

ides
' Carhampton, 'without sentence, witfiout trial,

without e\enacolor of legality,' during the first phase
of the Orange Reign of Terror in Ulster. These heter-
ogeneous elements, however, fused eventually into the
splendid fighting material with which Duncan and Col-
lingv/ood and Nelson faced the battle and the breeze and
won such renown as had never before, and has neveir
since, been achieved by the British navy.

Bi.t in 1797 things were far from gay with the men
v.ho went down to the sea in fighting ships. rlhe care-less, dauntless, childlike sailor-man of whom Dibdin
sana; livcU under a savage regime.

'
Tfie ships,' says

Lecky,
' were often hells uron earth The pay was

miserable. The allowances weie inadequate The lash
was in constant use, and in no other English profession
were acts of 'brutal \ iolence and tyranny so common.'
As in the Russian service to-day, the inferior quality
and insufficient quantity of the food stood in the head
and front ofl Jack Tar's indictment, side by side with
the biutal and tyrannical conduct of many of the offi-
cers. A revolt was secretly planned. 'It was,' says a
historian of the period, ' .so perfectly concerted that the
whole Channel fleet, on which the security of the Eng-
lish coast mainly depended, passed without a blow into
the hands of the mutineers, and it remained in them
from the fifteenth to the twenty-third of April, 1797.'
Like the Russian naval mutiny, it took place while the
country was in the throes of a long-drawn and anxious-
war. The Admiralty had no choice but to negotiate.
Submission was purchased by a free pardon and thecon-
cession of the principal demands of the mutineers. Then
a storm of doubt and suspicion as to the Admiralty's
sincerity passed through the fleet. The mutiny broke
out again. Again (this time through Admiral Howe,
whom the sailors lo\ed) the treaty was patchdd up.
But, like the Russian naval upheaval, the contagion of
revolt spread It broke out at St. lielen's, and then at
SheiTiiess. At Sheernes'i it was headed by one Parker,
an educated sailor. As at Odessa, he, too, raised the
red flag of revolution. Then he sailed fo.r the Nore at
the head of four-<and-twenty ships, blockheaded the mouth
of the Thames, seized passing merchant vessels, and
scared the wits out of 'the inhabitants of the coast
towns with the promised terrors of a bombardment.

The Presentation.;

As chairman of the committee, Mr. M. J. Burgesstook the opportunity during the interval of statingthe object of the gathering. In the course of a Jiappyand appropriate speech he said he desired^ on behalfofthe committeeand ot the Catholic community of thedistrict, to extend to the Bishop and the Catholicclergy j-reseat,j-reseat, a hearty welcome. They would all feelthat it was a high priwlege to have the Bishop andhis de\oted clergy present that evening. He under-
stood that one 01 the Key. Fathers there that eve-ning had travelled 350 miles to be present to dohonorto Dean O'Donnell. He also desired to thanik all thoseof the general public who were present or who hadsuLscrihed in so liberal a manner to the testimonialio be presented to tbe Very Rev. Dean O'Donnell. Itsaid much for the esteem in which the Very Rev.Father was held when he said that many of the sub^
scribeis to tie testimonial belonged to othar denomin-ations. It would perhaps not be <nrt of place to say

At this stage the Government woke up and shookitself, took off its coat, and got to work. Improvised
gunboats were got together. Volunteers got their war-
paint on and marched with the regulars to the threat-
ened towns on the coast. Batteries were planted
where they were likely to 8o most good, and (profit-
ing by the lessons of the last siege of Gibraltar) furn-
aces were constructed for the purpose of enabling the
artillerymen to treat the mutinied ships to doses of red-
hot shot. Intercourse, even by letter, with the mutin-
eers was made punishable by the hangman's noose.
Parser and his men ran the risk of starving for want
of provisions. The mutiny gradually fell to pieces.
Parker and a few other ringleaders were hanged at
the yard-arm. The mutiny lasted thlrtyr-five days. The
authorities learned the lesson and redressed the graver
grievances that had made a living hell of a life on
the ocean wavein King George's ships. And then began
the golden era of the British army. But to this
day traces of the old barbarismstill exist (as was recent-
ly proved in Parliament) in the brutal floggings that
are in'iittei for all sorts of trifling pretexts on
>o..ng men in /the King's na-vee. The rule of the gold-
biaidcd savage is not yet quke dead. But the
Odessa lesson may shorten its days for other coin-
tnts as well as for Russia.

The Address:'We, the undersigned member! A the Ashburton
CathorftT parish, desire to tender you, on behalf 'ofyour parishioners, our heartiest congratulations on thisoccasion o"f your silver jubilee. The twpnty-five years
that you have spent in the ministry of God, have beento the advantage of the Ohurch in general, and the
Ashburton parish in particular. We hailed your a/dvent
to this parish, some thirteen years ago, because 'you
were known to the clergy and laity of New Zealand,as a priest possessing in the highest degree qualities
of mind and heart, which were a guarantee to usthat our spiritual and temporal welfare would be as-
sured under your able administration. Your zeal as a
spiritual director, and your extensive learning, have al-
ways fitted you to be an able exponent of Catholictruth and doctrine. When you arrived here the imme-
diate needis- of the parish were the erection of a church
at Uakaia, the enlargement of the church at Methven,
and the removal of the convent to a more central site.
These works you accomplished, and they are briefly-
mentioned to prove your worth as an administrator.When you assumed charge the financial position of theparish was in an embarrassing condition; and it says
much for your financial ability that the debt, which fora number of years had hindered the progress of the
parish, is now extinguished. On this memorable anni-versary, we desire to assure you of our deep sense of
gratitude for the, self-sacrificing manner In which you
have carried out many important undertakings on our
b°half. Your parishioners (assisted by your many non-
Catholic friends, together with your brother diocesan
priests)t who desire to add to your personal comfort,
■have much pleasure on this memorable occasion in pre-
senting you with an automobile. We trust tnat your
acceptance of it will tend to strengthen the bond of
sympathy that already unites you to us. Humbly pray-
ing God to grant you strength of mind and body to
enable you to worthily continue to fulfil the sacred du-
ties of your holy office, we beg to subsciibe ourselves
your djovoted and loyal people.'

At -the conclusion of the reading of the address Mr.
Muller presented the Very Rev. Dean with a cheque for
300 guineas and two {.ravelling rugs.

The Very Rev. Dean Bowers, speaking on behalf of
the clergy of the diocese, said he had Known Dean
O'Donnell personally foi the past twenty ytvus At all
times and in all places, whether he agreed or disau;ieed
with the Dean, he had aJwavs found him to be a true
man in the bes/t sense of the vvozd. IJe had always
been able to nia^e a successfil appeal to Father O'Don-
nell's sympathies in cases of necessity or destitution.
Thero was no priest in the Colony more highly valued
and appreciated by the Catholic clergy of New Zealand
than Father O'Donnell of Asihburton, and there was no
parish in Australasia where Father O'Donnell would not
be welcomed. He paid a high tribute to the exception-
al business capacity of Father O'Donnell.

"
lie had met

many "business people, contractors, and others on the
West Coast, who had assured him that their business
dealings with the Dean had been among the most satis-
factory of their experience He was presentat Dean
O'Donnell's ordination twenty-five years ago. Twenty-
five years hence the Dean, if God spared him, would
celebrate his golden jubilee, and if his parish then de-
cided to give him a flying machine or such improved
machine for locomotion as would then be in vogue, the
speaker would, if he were still ali\e, come and attend
that celebration.

The Mayor (Mr H. Davis) said that he was present
on bdhalf of the non-Catholic members of the commu-
nity, and as representative of the Borough of Ash'bur-
ton, and it gave him much pleasure to add his quota,to
the recognition of Dean O'Donnell's services. The lon-
geir ajnyone knew Father O'Donnell, the better they liked
him. He had never known a case where the Father had
turned away any poor soul who came to him seeking
assistance or advice He also hoped to be present at
the Rev, Father's golden jubilee, and would travel fifty
miles to see him made a Irishop.

Messrs. D. Thomas, R Friedlander, W. 11. Collins
(ex-Mayors of the town), also bore testimony to Father
O'Donnell's courtesy, unfailing tact, and business cap-
acity, and his general popularity as a citizen oP Ashbur-
ton.

Tributes to the Dean's zeal on behalf of religion
were paid by Messrs. P. Ha-nrahan, J. P. McQuilkin,and
L. Hanrahan, as representing his parishioners.

Mr. A. J. Muller said tbiat the fact that the address
to Father O'Donmell was signed by several of the lead-
ing members of the congregation spoke for itself. There
was no doubt the address truly represented the feeling
of the congregation taken as a whole, and of the Cath-
olic community throughout Ashburton. He was plea.sed
to be able to say ithat with the exception of, one case
he had not to ask any person, Catholic or non-Cath-
olic, for a subscription towards the testimonial; yet he
had recened £00. The success attending the commit-
tee's efioiU was a striking testimony to Father O'Don-
nell s popularity among all classes. The second sub-
scription of hive guineas which the speaker ieceh©d was
gi\en by, a non-Catholic. It had been decided not to
purchase for the Rev. Father an automobile, but'to'hand
o\er the money to him and let him mtake his own selec-
tion. The sipeaker joined with previous speakers in
trusting tha.t the Dean would live to see his golden jubi-
lee, and hopefl that when the time came for the, celebra-
tion of that event, it would find Father O'Dpnnell still
amongst his Asihburton congregation.

His Lordship Bishop Grimes said he was present to
show Ms appreciation of the act so well performed,not
only by the Catholics, but by the citizens of Ashburton
and the surrounding district. He at first intended to
convey his sentiments by telegram or by letter, as it
was not the custom for bishops to attend functions of
this description. He might state that this was the
lust occasion on which he had been present at a presen-
tation to any priest in his diocese. It had given him
deep gratification to listen to the speeches made in
honor of Dean O'D/onnell. He had appointed Father
O'Donnell one of the first Deans in Canterbury, and his
position that evening was, therefotre, a proud one. To
find many leading citizens who were not Catholics pre-
sient at a. gathering held in honor of a Catholic priest
was very gjnatifying to a Bishop. When the speaker
came to Christchairch as the first Catholic Bishop of the
diocese, Father O'Donnell had already done great work
in the diocese of Wellington, to which the Ohristchurch
diocese was then attached. He gave Father O'Donnell
his first appointment in this diocese, having heard of
his work on the West Coast. Since then "he had seen,
with his own eyes, what Father O'Doinnell bad done. He
outlined the career of Father O'Donnell previous to
coming to Ashburton. When the Dean first came to
Ashburton there was a very large debt hanging overthe
parish. The speaker had been asked to take the respon-
sibility for this debt on to his own shoulders and make
it a diocesan liability, but although he was then a 'new
chum,' ho was hardly 'green enough to do that.
Under Dean O'Donnell's able administration this debt
had been wiped out, and the finances of the Church in
Ashburton were now in an eminently satisfactory condi-
tion, lie was pleased to hear a remark from Mr. Thom-
as which one would hardly have expect e3 from anyone
but a member of the Catholic Church. lie referred to
the suggestion that Ashburton needed a new Catholic
church. He would be very pleased, if <(iod spared Mm,
to lay the foundation stone of a new Catholic church
for Ashburton, and would also like to see Father O'Don-
nell installed in a new presbytery. Doubtless these Im-
provements would be effected some time in the future.
Should he be spared to lhe twenty-five years longer,
even though he would then be a very old and warp-out
loinld of man, he would be glad to 'be present at Dea.n
O'Donnell's golden jubilee.

Dean O'Donnell in Reply.
On rising to reply the Very Rev. Dean O'Donnell was

recehed with long-continued applause. He said': I
should be & great deal more than human if Iwere not
deeply gratified to-night, and at the same time Ishould
be a great deal less than a man if Iwere not highly
pleased at the splendid demonstration got up by the
members of my congregation, and the fine testimonial
rresented to me as a token of their regard.

In the year 1817 he was ordained by Archibdsllop
Kcnrick._ AfHler six years on the foreign misision, he re-
turned to Ireland and \vas appointed curate in the parish
of SS. Michael and* John, Exchange street, Dublin,
where h<* had for a colleague the Rev. C. P. Meehan,
aulthor of

The Flight of the Larls,' and other well

known historical works. While hcie he acted as honor-ary secretary to the O'Conncll Memorial Committee, a
Iosition which entailed hea\y work. In 1880 he was
aupciniled parish priest of Sandymount, in which he
labored zealously until his health gave way some monthsago. Tie effected many impro\emc*nts in the parochialchurch, built a presbytery in Ringsend for the priest wholhes in the district, and also a residence for the tea-cher of the schools, attached to the Star of the Sea
church. Deceased held a leading place among men of
letters. The works which he wrote include an Brish-
American history of the United States, a history ofhis na'uve county, and a life of St. Laurence O'Toole.
It is by his ' Lhes of the Irish Saints,' however, that
he was most widely known. For neaily fifty years he
worked hard compiling this stupendous"work, whiob/will
r rr remain a monument to his learning and wonderful
industry. Beloved by all classes, he was revered par-
tici.laily by Ms own people and by the clergy of thearchdiocese of Dublin, who knew his true worth. Hismemory will long be cherished by his countrymen athome and abroad for his sterling ser\ ices to Faith and
Fathctrland.

DERRY--A Respected Resident Passes Away

The death is announced of a highly esteemed Cath-
olic residentof County Derry, namely, Mr. Felix O'Neill,
Dungiven. One of his sons is the popular Dean'of St.
Columb's College, Father Walter O'Neill Mr. Felix
O'Neill was known throughout the gy eater part of
Ulster as a highly successful business man. lie was a
magistrate for the county, and was connected with sev-
eral benevolent societies.
Death of a Priest

After RoqVncm Mass in St. Eugene's Cathedral,
Derry, on May 11, the interment took place in the
Long Tower Cemetery of the late Re\ . Thomas Carlin.
The deceased had for some yeais past been hwng m re-
tirement inhis native city, his health having failed after
an exceptionally acti\e and 7ea!ous life .spent in the
ministry of the altar He had attained the ripe age of
75 years when he passed peacefully away, to the deep
regret of a multitude of friends in the city and through-
out the diocese of Derry. Father Carlin was ordained
in 1851 by Most Rev. Dr. Whelan, Bishop of Bombay,
and then started fov missionary labors in"Buenos Ayrcs,
where he spent nine years performing I7is sacred duties',
frequently under Aery 'trying circumstances, owing to
epidemics of cholera and yellow fe\er. He himself was
stricken down, and he went back to Ireland When to
some extent he regained his health, he was offered and
accepted a position in the diocese of Newport and Men-
ex ia, Wah's, which he held till 1899, when ill-hca,lth
caused him to retire.
DUBLIN— The Sisters of Chanty

The Congregation of ihe Irish Sisters of Charity
held an election on May 15 of a Mother-General, under

With the exception of the shipbuilding industry in Bel-
fast, and distilling and brewing, it is no exaggeration
to say that there are no industrial pursuits, no indus-
tries in Ireland save agriculture.'

Theie is scarcely a shadow of doubt as t0the authenticity ctf the 'a'utograiph of Archbishop
O'lTurley. It was found in a book written by Car-dinal Allen, and formerly belonged to Rheims. The
date of the writing is 1581. As a matter of fact,
Dermot O'Hurley at this date was Professor of Canon
Law at Rheims, having graduated at Louvain, where
his name appears on the College Register as

'
a native

of the Diocese of Emly, in Ireland '— born at Lica-
doon, in the parish of Knookea. 'In that very year
(1581) he naid a visit to Rome, and was appointed
by Pone Gregory XIII. to the See of Cashel, being
consecrated at Rome. Having received the pallium on
November 27th of the same year, he returned toRheims, for some months in order to prepare for his
work in Ireland, and he arrived in his native country
in 1583. Archbishop O'Hurley was not many months
in Ireland before he was, in violation of the laws ofhospitality, betrayed by the Baron of Slane, who gave
him up to uhe agents of Dublin Castle on October 1,
1583. lie was brought in chains before tl-e Lords
Justices Loftus and Wallop, and was several time"?tortured. At length in May, 15-Sl, the saintly pre-
latie was submitted to the excruciating method of pun-
ishment known as

'
the Boots '—that is, placed in the

stocks with his feet and legs in "tin boots filled with
oil and salf, and a fire kindled beneath. But the
Archbishop bore his torture as did the early Chris-
tian martyrs, and refused to acknowledge the snpiem-
acy of Queen Elizabeth. The hideous details of tRe
roasting are fully set out in the Stat<> Papers, and
must for all time stamp with infamy the names of
Loftus and Wallop. Finally the Archbishop was
hanged 'n Stephen's Green, Dublin, on June 30, 1584,
obtaining a martyr's crown. His remains were interred
in St. Kevin's Church.

His grandson, James
Clary, had two pretty daughters. One married Joseph
Buonaparte, and became Queen of Spain. The other
daughter refused the Great Napoleon when a young offi-
cer, married Bernadptte, and when that famoussoldier
became King of Sweden, Mademoiselle Clary reigned as
his Queen. And from the French King and Irish Queen
of Sweden is descended Prince (Jwstavus Adolphus.
Thus it oame to pass that in our own time of the des-
cendants of the two Limerick adventurers one has wed-
ded a daughter of the Kings of France, and one has
married a daughter of the Kings of England.

Having spent six years on the mission at St. Louis in
the United States, where he was a fellow-worker with
Archbishop Ryan, Canon O'Hanlon took a deep interest
in IIrish America, and he wrote, besides many othei
works, an Irish American History of the UnitedStates'
and a guide for emigrants to that country. His friends
were very numerous, for Jus heart was full of kindness.

The plebiscite egg is not yet laid. But our Bible-
in-scbools friends are already beginning; to count their
chickens.

The
form favored toy some (so we learn from the

For Bible lessons

This form of reference is identical as to substance with
the one suggested last year by the Bible-in-schools Con-
ference. There is only one thing the matter with it :

It is a complete misrepresentation of the position. It
serenely assumes that a change in our Education Act
has been already decided upon, and that the only ques-
tion that the electors have to decide is this: What is

to be the nature of the change ? Are Bible lessons

to be introduced, ar are they not ? Or must some
other sort of scheme be devised ? Obvibusly, the first
issue to determine, if a plebiscite were to be forced
upoi the electors, would be this: Whether or not our
system of public instruction is to be secular, asat pre-
sent ?

Every form of reference thus far put forward by the
Bible-in-sohoolsiparty «has been studiously vague and re-
ticent and cleailv intended to ttirow dust into trie pub-

noble youth." Ido Feel very, very strongly that our
energies are being to some extent misdirected. This
amendment does not disparage in any way the efforts
being made to intro-duce Bible lessons in public schools,
and 1 have nothing to say meanwhile against that. Bul
we overlook what this amendment declares to be the
best way of meeting the necessity that exists lor th<?
training of our children. I feel strongly that the agi-
tation that has been carried on fc|r so many years has
diverted the attention of our people from the much
more important matter of Christian training in tho
home. Iloolk about me;Ihave had my own experi-
ence during these last years'; and it seems to me that
the real weakness of our.whole church life, the weakness
that is undoubtedly growing amongst us, is just a defec-
tive fajnily: life and training ; and all the agitation thati
has existed in this other matter seems merely to have
diverged the attention of dux people from that. Ithink
that if half the amount of energy that has been spent
in itjying to introduce Bible lesions in schools had been
spent ,in endeavoring to revive fajnlly piety our Church
would have been vastly the better by now. I am not
disparaging the efforts being matk1 '; but, at the same
time,Ifeel tihaft there is very little likelihood of accom-
plishing the end in view ; and Ifeel very s/t.rongly that
if that end were accomplished very little good would be
achieved. Iread Scottish history. I take Scotland
because that country is very Qften referred to in this
connection, and we a,rie pointed to Scotl-and asa country
furnishing striking and conclusive evidence in this mat-
ter. We are told that tWe Bible in schools has done
more ttfilan anything else to nurture Scottish charactei
and 'bring It to the excellence it has attained. My
reading of Scottish history does not lead me to come
to that conclusion. Iread the lives of those who have
made the deepest mark on the world's history— those of
them who lme been born and brought u,p in Scotland

—
and Ifind that the germs of all that was giood in them,
all that afterwawds grew and developed to the benefit of
God's kingdom, were deposited in the home. Rear! the
lives of men such as Robert Moffat, David Li\ingstone,
James G. Paton, Robert Chalmers ; and you will find
that all of these men gratefulIv ascribe any usefulness
they accomplished in life to their home graining. Any-
thing that is diverting the attention of our people'from
this most necessary

Work of 'the Home
must be .to some extent injurious. Iknow very well
that if Bible lessons were introduced into our public
schools they would perhaps supplement the teacning and
tho training of the home ; but it seems to me that the
strong tendency of parents now is to roll o\er the bur-
den of their responsibility on others. Whilst the Sun-
day, school has done an incalculable amount of good

—
and

anyi maai who knows anything of the history of the
Church in recent times can see that the Sunday school
came just at the opportune time, in order to supply #,
\ery clamant want in the Church, and has accomplished
a great deal of good

— yet, 1 say, Iam sure that even
thja Sunday school has to some extent lightened the
sense of responsibility parents ought to feel for the
training of their children. This agitation for the
Bible in schools has had the siame effect. And the agi-
tation has been of little use otherwise : 1 should, in-
deed, say very little or nothing at all has been accom-
plished during all these years we have been struggling to
naive the Bible lessons introducedin schools. We should,
therefore, now turn the energies of the Ohurch in that
otn.efr direction, where they would'be more fruitful in
meeting the difficulty. While not seeking to oppose
the Bible in schools inany "direct way,yet I feel that
the real way outof the difficulty is to direct the at-
tentionof parents and guardians to their great personal
responsibility in this matter. Iam not in opposition
to this agitation, but Iam certain that this is not
the right way of getting at the necessity that"exists.
I say again, the excellence of the Scottish character
and the stamina that Scotsmen have everywhere
shown have not come from the Bible in school*, but
from the pious homes

ents—from the way in which, in the earliest years of
their children, the parents have consecrated them to the
service of Christ, and by their prayers and training
have endearVored to rating them up in the way of God,.'

ward of 70,000 natives. So far it has proved inv&riatolyfatal, for though the microbe

or as some say the fly

which causes 'the mischief has been found, no cure has asyet been discovered. To the horrors of the hopeless
dLeate there are, moreover, added the horrors conse-
quent on panic, and the selfish .brutality it arousesamong the heatnen natives, who, in their dread of con-
tagion, dri\e into the bush every man, woman, and cnild
suspected of infection, Uieie to iall victims to starva-
tion or beasts of prey. Needless to say that as soonas the scoJtge appeared in the Vicariate, the mission-aries, helped by the Sisters, did what they could to
aid the helpless natives, and afforded all possible shelter
and assistance. When the tidings reached them, rising
like

A Beacon of Hope out of the Darkness,
that there was one spot in the land where the sickwere not treated like dangerous wild beasts, but werecared for like brothers, the sufferers within a certainradius wcire drawn towards Rub.aga, the Christian settle-ment. Many died on the way from disease and expo-r
sure, but the survivors came, and come, dropping in, tobe tended by the Sisters in isolated huts, and cared forto the end.

It is, however, not merely the bodies of the suffer-ers whiJi are so tejideily mused. The work done fortheir souls is far greater, ana is, in a way, unique. It
would indeed be hard to count the number of soulswhich, thanks lo the watchful care of the valiantdaugh-
ters of Cardinal Lavieeric, ha\e had, and are stillhav-
ing, the gates of heaven thrown open to them.

A Word About the White Sisters
tfhemsehes, who, under the missionaries, are carrying-on
the work oH evangelisation. When, in 1869, CardinalLa',i^erie bethought him of founding an Order of womento co-operate with his missionaries, one of his first ob-jects was to ma':e it an Order of capable, valiant wo-men, fifed to cope with the difficulties and dangers
]nown and un nown, of the Dark Continent. In Al-
geria, where they began their work, it devolved on themto be the pioneers of civilisation as well as of religion.
It was they who cut down the trees and cleared th«ground preparatory to the raising of the Christian set>-tlement ; it was they who plantitd the -\rines ana sowedthe crop?, and they, eqjiallv, who reaped and garneredthe harvests. If this \irile work formed an essentialtart of their vocation in Algeria, still more was itcalled for in the barely explored tracts of Equatorial
Africa where at c^ery turn they might have to confrontwildLeasts and wilder nien.Time, in British East Africa, those gentle, cultiva-
uod women— to converse with whom is an experience inlife— oarry on their work with a bright and fearlesssri ii(, fired now wi'h renewed zeal by the arduous task
of caring for tho.se s;ck of the fatal scourge. Theirlabots in this respect are heroic. So deadly is the con-Ugicn among the blacks that the Sisters will not allowthe natives to help them except remotely. It is, in-deed, difTicult to persuade even the best among

'
theChristian eon\erts to go within yards of the hospital.

It is, therefore, the nuns who search the jungle for thestricken, they who bear them home, and they, finally,
who of en dig ■Mieir graves and bury them. On them
alone do- elves the necessary care of the patient through
Hie tedious months of sickness, and above allon themde-ole t^e .mxiois waiting- and watching for the inter-

■ als cf inter i^eree on which, humanly speaking, theelernal welfare of the sufferer depends.

On the order of the Commonwealth Government
(says the

'
Catholic Press") the annual report concern-

ing the affairs of British New Guinea for the year end-
ing June 30, 1904, has been pointed, and in it is con-
tained' valuable information regarding the work of the
four missionary hodies engagofl there The Mission-
aries of the Sacred Heart have charge of the Catholic
Mission in British New Guinea, the present Vicar-Apos-
tolic being Archbishop Navarre, M.S.H. His Grace has
a Coadjutor, the Right Rev. Dr. de Boismenu, M.S.H.,
who visited Sydney last year. Although the world
hears but little of the labors of our missionaries, their
work nevertheless is bearing great fruit.

In the report it is stated that
'

the staff .of the
Catholic Mission increases steadily as they extendtheir
sihere of laibfor. In the year under notice they had 95
Europeanpriests, Brothers, and Sisters. In almost all
of the villages to which their influence has extended
there is a resident priest, with a Brother and some
Sisters. Unlike the other missions here, this mission
does not make use of Polynesians as teachers. Tliey,
however, have a lew colored men

— mostly Filipinos— who
perform the duties of catechists. By ta.lv g greatpains
to learn the native dialects, and by a systematic house
to-house \isiting organisation, the menrbers of this mis-
sion exdrcise a deep influence upon the natives, and in
return the natives treat them with respect, \vhile giv-
ing them their fullest confidence.'

The Oajfholio Mission has steadily progressed since
its establishment in 1885 "through the zeal of i/he Sacred
Heart Fathers, Sisters, and Brothers, who haI.c n.ner
hesitated to bra\e any danger to secure the salvation of
soils. Let us compare, from the official report, the
number of Europeans on the staff of the London Mis-
sionary Society, -which is the oldest of the three Pio-
testant Missions, having been started in 1871, sacral
years before the annexation, with that of Ihe Sacred
Heart Mission. Despite the fact that the LondonMi '-
sionary Society was commenced 1 1 years before the
Catholic mission, it has a European staff of only 13,
eight of whom are married, and, as the wives engace m
mission work with their .msbanids, the1 total is brought
up to 21. Tine Catholic Mission, on the other hand, has
a staff of 55 European priests, Brothers, and Sisters
We ha.ye taken the number of Europeans on the staff of
oach, as it affords the surest proof of the missionaiv
spirit in bra\ing the mar.y dangers attendant upon .such
a life in the Islands 'The following comments in the
report render this fact all the more remarkal.le: ' The
Oatholi" Mission was established 14 years later. The
field allotted to them is very much smaller. It_ embra-
ces the thickly-populated Mekeo district, with headquar-
ters on Yule Tsland. Latterly they have extended fur-
ther inland, tleir station at Dinawa, in the mountains.

ones, to a froth, and then add to them 3oz castor sugar.
Mix well,and add 2oz self-raising flour, and finally the
whitesof the eggs, whisked to la froth. Butter a
shallow tin thickly, pour in the mixture, and bake lor*
ten minutes in a very quick oven. Spread^ quickly with
jam, roll up, sprinkle thickly with castor sugar, leave
till cold before cutting.

Lemon Butter Cake.
Take the weight of 1 largeegg, or two small ones,

in self-raising flour, castor sugar, butter, and ground
lica. 'Cream the butter and sugar together and Ihen add
the egg. previously well whisked; then add theground
rice and flour, which should be first mixed together.
Whisk all well for five or six minutes. Then spread on
two thickly buttered plates. Bake for ten minutes in a
quick oven, then take out. Spread liberally with lemon
butter and place the two halves together. Dust with
castor sugar, leave till cold and serve.

Lemon Butter.
One tablespoonbutter, 1 tablespoon sugar, half a

leni'-n rind grated, the juice of 1 lemon, and 1 whole
egfT. stir over fiie in enamelled saucepan till thick.
Use when tool.

Raspberry Sandwioh.
Ta!c the weight of 2 large eggs, or 3 small ones, in

butter, sugar, and self-raising flour. Whisk the butter
and "sjc;ar to a cream, then add the eggs whipped to afroth, and mix again. Finally add self-raising flour, or,
failir.g this, the flour mixed with a teaspoonful of bak-
ingrpowder. Whip together lightly, yet thoroughly,
pour the mixture into thicMy buttered tins, and bake
in a plow o\en. When done, turn out carefully, spread
1hlc"lv with raspberry jam, place the two halves toge-
ther, dust with sifted sugar, lea\e till cold, and use as
re^'iied

Strawberry sandwich is made in precisely the same
way, substituting strawberry for raspberry jam.

A Delicious .Sponge Cake.
Two cupfrls flour, 2 cupfuls sugar, 12 eggs. Beat

vMifu' and yolks separately for thirty mir.utes, putting
the vol'*s with the sue;ar. Add one teaspoont'vl of bak-
ins;-row'der. if self-raising flour is not obtainable. ' Add
favoiinn; to taste.

Cakes, and How to Make Them.
In the matter of cake-inakiug there are a Tew simple

miles which should always be observed, unless the con-
trary is distinctly specified in the particular recipe in
question. Everything being r-ea'dy, and the tins well
greased with butter or lard, the first thing is to beat
the butter and sugar to a cream, putting plenty of
energy into the whisking. Next the eggs should be
added, then the flour a,nd baking powder, first mixed to-
gether, and finally tihe fruit or other ingredients. The
mixture miust then be beaten thoroughly to ensure its
beingj perfectly mixed. If the cake in question be a
fruit one, or a oake in which fruit pla_vs a principal
part, it should be made rather stiff, as otherwise the
raisins, currants, etc., maysink to t-he bottom. Should
it happen that the mixture is a very s^ft one, then the
fruit should be dusted wi»t'h flour before being added to
the cake, as this simple precaution prevents sinking. The
oven door should not be opened for twenty minutes
aSter the oakes have been put in, unless specially sue,i-
fled, and then Only very gently and carefully, as, if the
door Is opened quickly, the cakes are liable to fall in the
middle and become heavy and uneatable. This rule does
not hold good with small ca^es or other mixtures which
only require from ten to fifteen minutes to cook. For
beginners ib is advisable to use self-raising flour, as in-
experiencedcooks are aflb to come to grief in the mat-
ter of bakjngMpowder

— using too much or too little, the
result in either case bring unsatisfactory. If self-rais-
ing flonr be uced mistakes and disappointments will be
avoided. Should self-raising ffour be unobtainable, the
baking-powder should he carefully measured and mixed
with the flour as directed.

A Good Pound Cake.
Cream half a pound of butter with half a pound of

sugar, add gradually 4 epfcs (the yolks and whiles 'beaten
separately). Then arid half a pound of sifted flour with
a teaspoonful of baking-powder and half a teaspoonful
of cinnamon. Finally, the fruit— &o/. sultanas, cur-
rants, £lh raisirs (^tmod), lemon peel. Sift flour,
etc., gradually into butter, ca;gs ?,nd sugar, beating yell
all the time with a wooden s^oon. When thorough'v
mixed bi<at> for fne min/utes. Put mixture in a well
greased tin, and Vale in a moderate oven for 2A ho'T^.
After caye looks done it will improve by heing alloy M
to remain in a cool part of* tbe oven 1o

St. John Gualbl-irt, Abfoot.

St. John was born in Florence of noble parents in
999. Li::e many of the class to which he belonged,
he grew up imbued with a pride which would 'neither
brook opposition nor allow any injury to pass un-
avenged. Having, however, on one occas£oli**ih obedi-
ence to tllhe promptings of Divine Grace, forgiven ade-
fenceless* " " enemy, this exercise," of Christian charity
proved the beginning of his complete conversion. 'He
entered a Benedictine monastery, and afterwardsfound-
ed the famous abbey and Order of Vallombrosa. He
died in 1073.

St. Anacletus, Pope and Martyr.
St. Anacletus, the second successor of St. Peter,"

was martyred under Trajan about
'

the beginning of the
second century.

St. Bonaventure, Bishop, Confessor, and Doctor.
St. Bonavcnture, surnamed,lDoctor Seraphicus,' was

a Franciscan, and distinguished for hispiety and learn-
ing. He was born in 1221, at Bagharea, in Tuscany,
and was educated at the University of Paris,- whena, as
early as 1253, he obtained a*<professorsttiip of theology,
and at the age of 35 years he became the general ofhisOrder, the internal disordersand contentions of which he
brought undet due reflations. Pope ClementMV. wished
-to maVe him Archbishop of York, but desisted &p 'the
request of Pona'enture;en the other hand, Gregory KMXMin'1273, compelled him to accept the bishopric of Al»
bano. Tn. the year following " Rona,\ enture attendedth«tEcumenical Council of Lyons, and, died while it. was in
pes^inn, JUy 15, 1274. Bonaventure acquired great fame
by his myoiical writings. But both his philosophical and
schcli^Uco-iheolofical worts, of which the principal oner.
are the 'Brevilo"i.uium . and the " Certiloquium,' are
1iwhl^ ecteemed, allhoi'^h their author does not on these
subjects reach the levtl'cf St. Thomas.

St. Henry, Emperor..'
Those who are placed in high stations,' 'writes iSt.

Fislgentivs, 'must necessarily be to very many an occa-
sion of eternal perdition or salvation. Of St. Henry of
Germany it is 1o be said that his public and private
life weres;ch as to produce an excellent effecton those
ocr whorn he ruled. Guarding himself against the evil
ininences to which his position exposedhim, he usedall
his efforts to promote the spiritual and temporal wel-
fare of his subjects. He died in 1024 at the ageof 51.

The Very Rev. Thomas Hartley, 0.0.C., Provincial
of the Irish haralnch of the Carmelite Order, accompan-
ied hy the Rev. Patrick Canavan, 0.C.C., is on a visit
of inspection of the various Carmelite foundations in
the Australian States, and it is priobable that his visit
will extend over several,months.

Randwick Town Hail was crowded on the occasion
of the parishioners' parting with the Very Rev. Peter
Treand, M.S.H., Superior of the Order of the Sacred
Heart, who has left for the meeting of the Chapter of
the Ofcider in Europe. The farewell took the form of the
presentationof ah address, at which the leadingparish-
ioners and many visitors were present. '

The Diamond Episcopal Jubilee of Arc(hbishop
Murphy, of Hobarfc, is to be celebrated in October by
clearing off the debt of £1200 on the college he iscom-
pleting in Hobart, in commemoration of his having at-
tained his ninetieth birthday anniversary. This event
was celebratedon Sunday, June 18, by special devotions
at St. Mary's, Hobart. Congratulations have been re-
ceived by him from all parts of the State and Common-
wealth.

By the R.M.S. 'Oroya,' which sailed.' on June 17;
the Rev. J. Slullivan, S.J., of St. Ignatius' College,
Rhewiew, left for Europe, wherelie will complete his
studies for ordination. He was born in Melbourne, and
was educated at St.Patrick's College,Melbourne, which
is conducted by the Jesuit Fathers. After passingthe
Matriculation Examination in 1894, he joined the Jesuit
Order. When. -his novitiate and earlier studies at Loyola
were completed he went to Riverview, where he s^ent
seven years as a master.

May 30 was the 25th anniversary of the ordination
of the ReI.1'.

Master Gorman, who is only 14 years of age, is a toy
with charming manners, ami is a general favorite.
