Our friend the « Outlook ' has lately been, exercising1this
prerogative far beyond all title to immunity. It re-

of evictions and those wholesale'clearances ' thathave
left wide tracts of the country almost bare of popula-
tion. The partial settlement of the land question and
the rapid, sale of estates under the recent Purchase
Acts have to some extent deprived t>he Royal IrishCon-
stabulary of their chief traditional occupation. During
the past two or three years the force has, therefore,
been considerably reduced— except in the portions of Ul-
ster that are infected with the virus of the Yellow
Agony and convulsed Wy the annual revolution that
takes place in the dog-days of July.

As we hatye shown from time to time, there are
practically no criminal classes- in Ireland, grave crime
is comparatively little known there, and (according to
official statistics) the prison population is proportion-
ately less than inEnglandor S cotland. In 1903, for
instance, there were 59,962 committals to prison in
Scotland, amdi 32,669 in Ireland— the populationof both
coiutntries being practically eqwal, that of Uhe Land o*
Cakes numbering 4,507,000 in 1902, and the Green Isle
4,434,000. In Great Britain the police are a peacaforce;
in Ireland a military coercive one. The 'Royal Jrish

'
have little to do with the prevention and detection of
crime. Their diays are fillefl in with drill, patrolling
country roads, fishing, cycling, and other forms of
sport, -and prosecuting the owners of wandering donkeys
and unlicensed dogs. For the rest (as Teufelsdroeck
puts it in

'
Sartor Resaftus ') they dress and digest and

talk articulate words; other vitality show they almost
none. The sleepy monotony of these occupationsamong
an almost crimeless people is occasionally broken by
such fits of

'
divarshißi ' as breaking the faces of Mem-

bers of Parliament that dare to address ttheir constitu-
ents withcKut the high sanction of the Lord Lieutenant,
disturbing or dispersing peaceful assemblies of the
people, paying illegal domiciliary visits at unseasonable
hours of the night to law-abiding cottagers' homes,
giving

the butt-end of the law

to nine.year-old refoels

caught whistling
'Harvey Duff,' escorting to gaol older

desperadoes convicted of sneezing at a policeman on
duty, or of

smiling at him in a threatening manner,'

or (as recently at Swords1)

a constable who was on the op-
posite side of the street. Chesterfield tells of a man
wiho hanged himself for lack of occupation

for sheer

weariness of putting on and pulling off his shoes and
stockings every tlay.

At St. Patrick's Hall, Boulcott street, Wellington,
on Sunday afternoon, August 13 (says the

land Timesi') there was a large and representativeat-
tendance at the annual meeting of parishioners to re-
ceive the report ami balance sheet of the trustees of
the St. Mary's Catholic Cathedral Building Fund. His
Grace Archbishop Redwood presided.

The balance sheet for the year ending April 30,
190&, was read. It showed funds in hand at that date
of £8894 6s B>d, being an increase for the year of
£2123 4s Id, which was derived from subscriptions and
interest on invested funds. The trustees reported that
with the subscriptions and interest since received the
total funds now in their hands amounted to £9522 15s
2d, all of which was, bearing interest at an average
rate of 5 per cent per annum.

His Grace, in speaking to the report, mentioned
that it was now his intention not to proceed with the
erection of more than about half of the edificeof the
proposed Cathedral, as a commencement, ana that he
desired to have in hand three-fourths of the sum re-
quired for the erection of such portion before actually
entering on the work. It was anticipated, he said, that
the fund would increase by at least £2000 a year by
means of collections throughout the archdiocese, and

MOSAICS

THE ORIGIN AND DEVELOPMENT OF THE ART

Tjhe tratiitdons of what is best in the "methods of
work are preserved to-day in the mosaic workshops
of the Vatican. There may be seen artists copying
with* fqajreful attantyom to detail the fiam'ous paintings
of the masters. The mosaic, although a mechanical
art, is an art which requires for its proper egres-
sion the skill and taste of the master artist. The
delicacy in color, the lights and shades, huesi and
tints, must bte so arranged at first as to produce
the desired effect, for no brush can remedy errors as
in the case with an oil panting.

The Methods of Work in the Vatican
have varied little in centuries. The design to be fol-
lowed is usually a painting which stands on an easel.
The artist is to work out with his 1 stone material
every detail in form and color to his pattern. The
smalti, or small cubes, or what appear to be glass
or natural stones, have been prepared from clay or
from a variety of minerals colored with dif-
ferent metallic oxides. When the cubes are vitrified
they have the appearance of stone or glass or enamel.
They are of different sizes, from about the head of a
small pin to an inch square. The process of soaking
them in the color ingredients and of baking them in
ovens renders them more durable than china. The
smalti are assorted according to size and color, and
arranged convenient to the hand of the worker,much
on the same principle as the arrangement of type for
the compositor.

The slab or table on which the mosaic is to be
made is of stone, generally Tibertine or Travertine
stone. The frame for the picture is made usually of
iron or some strong material. The bed into which
the smalti or cubes are to be placed is composed of
a paste or cement, which is used as the work pro-
gresses. The mosaic, or pasty cement, is made from
calcined marble and Travertine stone powdered and
then mixed with linseed -oil. Into this* paste are
placed the smalti. The smalti manufactured at the
Vatican are of the form of long slender rods, some-
what resembling wire of different degrees of thickness.
They are cut into' lengths to suit the needs of the
artist. To make

A Perfect Picture
of many colors and shades of colors with large cubes is
considered more of an art than to accomplish) thesamu
results with small pieces. Some of the mosaics in the
Vatican, coipies of large pictures by Raphael, Domeni-
chmo1, An'gjelo, and others', have occupied from twelve
to twenty years in the making. Thousands of shades
and tints have been used. It is said by competentcri-
tics that the workers on the mosaics in the Vatican
must have been able to distinguish at least 30,000 dif-
ferent shades of colors.

In the Church of St. Paul the Apostle, outside of
Rome, there ure a series of medallion portraits of the
Popes dome in mosjaics. The eyes of Pope Linus are
made of diamonds. Some of the Vatican treasures
have several times been loaned for exhibit in America.
In1853, Pope Pius IX. loaned for the Crystal Palace
Exhibition in New York a mosaic copy of the picture
of

'
St. John the Baptist 'by Gucrdno. This picture

was \alued at $60,000. The same Pontiff sent valuable
tapestries and oil paintings to the World's Fair heldat
Philadelphia.

His
Excellency wore the decoration for the first time, inclu-
ding the scarlet and gold collar of the Order, ab the
prue distribution at St. Joseph's Convent, Port of
Spain. Sir Henry Jackson is son of a former Protes-
tant Bishop of Antigua, and is a convert to the Cath-
ohc Faith. His brother is Rector of Exeter College,
Oxford, andhis son (an old

alumnus

of Stonyhurst)

is a Schalar of Lincoln College.

The use of mosaics in an artistic way is inter-
estingly discussed in a recent issue of an American
magazine. The Asiatics (says the writer) seem to
have taught the Greeks and they in their turn trans-
mitted their knowledge of this art to the Romans.
At first mosaics were used as pavements, much the
same as in the halls of many of the stately dwel-
lings in America. The Romans made the art prac-
tically their own, and used it in such a way that
improvements in mosaics corresponded with their ad-
vancement in civilization. With the introduction of
Christianity a new impetus was given to the art,
lor the Church then as now used all the arts to ex-
press the beauty and goodness of the religion of
Jesus Christ. Mosaics were then elevated from, the
floor to the walls, Itoi use a crude form of expres-
sing a fact. As early as the last of the fourth cen-
tury mjosaics were used for decorating the walls and
ceilings of churches, and there exist to-day some
fine productions of this period in the mural decora-
tions in buildings in Europe. In the churches ofRome, Veaiice, Florence, and Pisa,there are mosaics of
the fifth century which are excellent representationsof
the Blessed Virgin. The Byzantine mosaics, with the
gold ground, may be seen in a number of the chur-
ches in the old Italian cities. In the Sta. Maria
Maggiore, in Rome, and the San Vitali, in Ravenna,
there are some of the finest mosaics in the world.
Those used for decorating the church of St. Sophia,
built aibout the middle of the sixth century, have
never beeai excelled. When the church was taken by
the Mohammedans, the Christian symbols and decora-
tions were destroyed, but it is said there still re-
main, traces of one figure of the Blessed Virgin.

In St. Mark's, in Venice,
tfrere are about 40,000 square feet of mosaics. The
greater part of this decoration was done betweenthe
eleventh and the fourteenth centuries, but those of the
sixteenth century were made after designs by Titian,
Tintoretto, and other artists. As early as the
twelfth century the artists of Italy gave considerable
attention to'this art. They made the designs, and in
many instances supervised carefully the whole decora-
tion. To Giotto in particular, the world owes a debt
for a mimlb'er of the famous existing mosaics. Ghir-
landajo, also, is as well known for his mosaics and
work in silver as for his oil paintings.

Scotia, and Hereditary Keeper of Rothesay Castle. H&
is the wealthiestpeer inScotland, and oneof the richestmen in the three kingdoms. He possesses nearly 120,000
acres of land, and the total value of his late father's
estate was over £5,000,000. Cardiff is chiefly respon->
sibie for this happy state of affairs, though he owns
much land also in Bute, Dumfries, and Wigtownshire.
Lord Bute succeeded to the titles of his father in Octo-
ber, 1900, and came of age in June, 1902, when there
were festivities in Scotland and South Wales which las-
ted the autumn. One feature of the Bute estates jn the
Cardiff district is the vineyard which the late Marqtuis
planted, and where he triumphantly demonstrated the
possibility of producing the most excellent wines.
Mountstuart, Lord Bute's principal seat in Scotland, is
an immense Gothic structure, builtof red sandstone,and
rich in marble, situated some miles along the coast
from Rothesay, the construction of which cost fully
£1,000,000.

Mr. Wm, Dillon, brother of Mr. John Dillo*,-

tice owing to ill health ; came to Chicago in 1880,
and was admitted to the Illinois Bar in that year ;
went to Colorado in same year, and after living 'on
a ranch for some years resumed the practice of law,
and was County Attorney of Douglas, County Colora-
do, for some years; came to Chicago again in 1893,
and has sm,ce practised law in this city. Is a mem-
ber of the Ifonora/ble Society of the Middle Temple,
London, and the Honorable Society of the King's
Inns, Dublin.

Mr. Augustine Roche, the new member for Cork City,
is not the first of his name to represent that part of
Ireland in the House of Commons. The late Edmund
Burke Roche, first Lord Permoy and father of the pre-
f-ent peer, was elevated to the peerage of Ireland by the
Liberals in 1855. Lord Derby objected to the creation
of the Fernnoy peerage,not on personal, but on legal
grounds. lli.s contention was that the clause in the
Act of Union requiring the extinction of three Irish
peerages before a new peerage could he created was vio-
lated by the issue of the patent to Lord Fermoy. Poli-
tical considerations wore really at the root of theobjec-
tion, for at that period the election of Representa-
tive Peers for Ireland was carried on as between Con-
servatives and Liberals, a distinction which has since
disappeared. The point was discussed in the Lords in
1855 and 185fi, and the end of it was that the peerage
dates from 185P>, and not from 1855, when it was really
created. Sir Boyle Roche was, of course, the most
famous Parliamentarian of that ilk. Towards the close
of the eighteenth centnrv he representedseveral consti-
tuencies in the frish Parliament, where he indulged in
those famous

Private Members' days are few ,
the opportunities which a private Member has for secur-
ing discussion of his Bill are limited, and frequently he
is indebted to sheer good fortune rather than to any-
thing else for them when they do 6<_'cur , and the oppor-
tunities which opponents of the Bill, and those who
arc afraid to record an opinion regarding it, have for
burking discussion arc many and A'arious

Mr. Sidey's

Bill was blocked by unappreciatho Members till the
fatal hour struck after which the Standing Orders of
the House) madeit impossible to take fresh business. A
modern Parliament's polite substitute for the stranded
cow-tail had done its work, and strangled a Bill that
was intendedto affirm for New Zealand the evil prin-
ciple of old-time persecution that questions of consci-
ence and religious liberty should be settled by a count
of noses.

Our local morning contemporary has pointed out
that, with many Members, the opposition to Mr. Sidcy's
Bill arose

not from the existence of objections to the

principle of the referendum so much as from theexist-
ence of an uncertainty respecting what lies behind the
referendum.'

The New Zealand
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A large and enthusiastic gathering, representative
of the priests of the diocese and the Catholics of St.

the city. As a result of their labors they were in aposition on Tuesday night to present him with an il-

containing a very substantial sum. .Many of the socie-ties and confraternities of the parish, who owed their
success, and in some cases their existence, to Father
Murphy's zeal and guidance, decided also to show their
appreciation by making special presentations. Accord-ingly the St. Vincent de Paul Society, St. Joseph's

netual Succor, and the Children of Mary were to thefore on, Tuesday night with practical evidence of theiresteem, and of recognition of whai Father Murphy had
done for them.

The arrival of Father Murphy inthe hallwas greeted with loud and prolonged applause. Mr. J.B. Callan presided. On his right was the Rev. FatherMurphy. Appendicitis.
While foreign bodies in the vermiform appendix are

not rare, they do not seem to have the effects formerlyattributed to them. In 1600 post mortem examinationsDr. L. J. Mitchell, a coroner's physician, has found oneor more grape seeds in the appendix in eight cases,one or more shot in three cases, fragments of bone intwo cases?, and in single cases such objects as a piece
of a shingle nail, a globule of solder, a piece of nut-shell, and bits of ash or stone. In no case was any
evidence of inflammation of the appendix, pastor pre-sent, to be found.

Classification of Woods
Wood, is classed as hard or soft, the main differencebetween these classes being that the soft wood treehas'

needle leaves '—slim, narrow, and almost uniform inbreadth— while the hard wood tree has leaves of various
shapes. Some soft wood trees bear cones— are coni-
fers. Resin is more characteristic of soft than hard
wood. To the class of soft woods belong the pines,spruces, and firs, and the most common examples areyellow pine, white fir, pitch pine, and spruce, or red fir.
The commoner hard woods are the oak, beech, mahog-
any, ash, walnut, plane, elm, birch, and ebony.

Wonderful Silk of the Spider
The astronomer after the experience of many years

has found that the spider furnishes the only thread
which can be successfully used in carrying on his work,
writes Ambrose Swavey in the

'
Scientific American.'

The sipider lines mostly used are from one-fifth to one-
seventh of a, thousandth of an inch in diameter, and,
in addition to their strength and elasticity, they havethe peculiar property of withstanding great changes of
temperature ; and often when measuring the sun spots,although the hoat is so intense as to crack the lenses
of the micrometer eye piece, yet the spider lines are
not in the least injured. The threads of the silkworm,
although of great value as a commercial product, are
so coarse and rough compared with the silk of the
spider that they cannot be used in such instruments.
Spider lires, although but a fraction of a thousandth
of an inch in diameter, are made up of several thou-
sands of microscopic streams of fluid, which unite and
form a single line, and it is because of this that they
remain true aiK] round under the highest magnifying
power. An instance of the durability of the spider linesis found at the Allegheny Obsenatory, where the same
set of lines in the micrometer of the transit instru-
ment has been in use since 1859.

Why People Blush
The blush is masculine rather than feminine. Such,

at all e\ents, is the opinion of an eminent French scien-tist, Professor Eulouard Guyot, says '
Science Siftings,'

who has made some quite elaborate experiments witha
\iew to deciding the question. It is generally supposed
that blushing is a symptom of modesty; but it seems
that this is a mistake. Persons of little or no modesty
"blush as often as the most innocent and guileless, and
men are much more given to the habit than women. In
either sex, however, blushes are most frequent in youth,
and they tend to" become steadily more rare as age ad-
vances. A blush, explains Prolessor Guyot, originates in
the brain, through the effect of some mental impres-
sion ; the brain telegraphs through the sympathetic ner-
ves to the muscles that control the small blood vessels
which carry red blood (the blood when it flows through
the veins is blue) and the crimson fluid rushes to the
surface of the body. It is always an involuntary per-
formance.

The Most PureHeart of Mary.

On various days throughout the year, some oneor other of the principal events in the life of the Bles-
sed Virgin, or of the privileges which she receivedfromGod, foiias the subject of our consideration. To-daywe contemplate that interior perfection which madeher
heart a glowing furnace of divine love, and gave toher
most trivial actions a spiritual excellence which noneofthe saints have equalled.

St. Augustine, Bishop, Confessor, and Doctor.
St. Augustine was born in Algeria in 354. Inspiteof the watchful care of his mother, St. Monica, hegave himself up in his youth to many excesses. Whenhe was 33 years of age the prayers of nis pious motherat length obtained for him the grace of a complete con-\ersion. During the remainderof his lifehe endeavoredto undo the e\il which his teaching and example badwrought. He composed in defence of the faith a longseries of treatises, which have rendered his name illus-trious throughout the world as one of the most pro-found, ingenious, and prolific writers that have adornedthe Ohurch of G-od. During 35 years he governed theSee of Ilinpo, in Africa, and showed himself endowedwith all the virtues wnich form the character of a per-fect Christian Bishop. He died in 430, at the age of7G.

St. Fiacre, Confessor
St. Fiacro was an Irishman, who, having crossedover into France, lived for many years in a solitudenot far from the city of Meaux. His life there wasmost austere— a continual exercise of prayer and heaven-ly contemplation, which he interrupted only to affordrelief to the poor, or to attend to those who, ledby the.fame of Ins sanctity, came to seek his ad\iee. Afterhisdeath in (570, his tomb became famous for numerousmir-acles, and was resorted to by pilgrims from all parts ofFrance.

St. Raymond Nonnatus, Confessor.
According to the rule laid down by Christ that("hnsiian pro\es himself His most faithful disciple andgues thos-irest proof of his love of God, who most per-fectly loves his neighbor for God's sake. Judgedby thistest of true sanctity, St. Raymond should rank high

among) tine saints. Born in Spain in 1204, he gave notonly his proipoity but all Bis liberty,and even exposedhimself to the most cruel torments, and risked his verylife in order to promote the spiritual welfare and accom-plish thelredemption of Christians held in captivity bythe Moots. After a life wholly spent in the serviceof hisneighbor, he died near Barcelona in 1240
St. Louis, Confessor.

St. Louis was King of France, and itmay be trulysaid that country neverenjoyed the blessing of a wiser ormore virtiwis ruler, 'ihong-h his life in the midst of hiscoart was that of a perfect religious, he never neglected
the affairs of Government, the public duties of his posi,tion, or the wants of his people. His alms deeds wereun-bounded, and one of his greatest pleasures was minister-ing to the sick in the public hospitals. St. Louis died inI^7o, at the age of 55.
