thren, we do prescribe and command in virtue of our
Apostolic authority.'

It were superfluous to add any words of ours fo
those of the Sovereign Pontiff ; but as it is his wish,
nay his command, that the Confraternily af the Chris-
tian Doctrine be canomically erected in wach and overy
parish, we hereby impart to all Reclors of Missions
the faculty 1o establ.sh this Confraternily in their res-
pective parishes  where it is  not already erccted. We
may add that excellent helpers for this holy woik might
be found amone the mcmbers of the admirable Soclety
of St Vincent de Paul, a Society which we  would
gladly see established in every parish of the diocese.

"Assumpbion, and appoinled to he read in all the chur-
ches and chapels of the diccese, on ihe Sundays follow-
ing the receipt thereof,

When read, the Papal Lettcrs, logether with our
short Pastoral, should be carefully preserved for refer-
ence in the parish archives.

In the address the members of the sodalities
and the children expressed iheir sorrow at his depart-
ure, reminded him that the greater number of those
present had heen baplised by him, and that it was
owing Vo his untir.ng zeal they were provided wilh
that fine new school in which 1hhey were assembled,
In conclusion ijey trusted that he would enjoy many
happy and prosperous years in the doing of Ged's
holy work in his new parish of Riverton. Father
Murphy, in reply, said thaf during ihe 14 years of
his comncction with the Valley he lhad watched  the
progress of the Catholic Church there, which heteould
compare in degrec with that «f the Universal Church,
To the lahorer in ( Rrist's vineyard no greater ocom-
solation could e given than the generous co-opera—
tion which he had alwavs experienced in 1hat part of
the eity. He thanked those present for their {ouch-
ing address amd handsome pgifts, and for the very
pleasant afterncon be had spent amonest them

Mhe followimz afllerncon Father Murphy paid  his
farewell visit 1o the Christian Brothers’ school, 1le
received a cordial preeting from 1he pupils, who had
assembled in one of the large rooms for the occa-
sion. Here the Rev. Father was presented with an
address, accompanied with some vgluable presents,
When the applause of welcome had subsided, Brother
Brady expressed his regret and that of the Brothers
that Father Murphy was leaving Dunedin. Ile referred
to the happy relationship always existing between
Father Murphy and the DBrothers, bore festimony to
the great interest in 1ihe schpol which marked bis
Administration, and concluded by wishing him every
blessing in his new and imporfant parsh. rother
Ryan also spioke in afiectionate and eulogistic terms
of Father Murphy, who had always given practlical
proiod of his' ddep ipterest in the work of the
Brothers, Master Christopher Marlow then read an
address, which was signed on behalf of the pupils
by Masters W. Coughlan. E. Joyce, W. Higging, and
L. Casey. In the course of their address 1he  pupils

Ie {estified to the good work
done by the Drothers and of its effects as evidenced
by the good conduct of the bpys. In touching and
eloquent words he traced oul for those listening to
bhim the paths they should jfollow to become a credit
to their schpol and worthy and devoted memplers of
Iloly Church. Should any of them find their way to
Southland he would be happy in every possible way
to further their interests. Lines composed specially
for the ocecasion were ieelingly rendered by a number
ol selech voices, and the prolnise ol a Lall-holiday
brought the proceedings to a close.
, On Thursday evening Father Murphy was enter-
ta.mc.d by the Children of Mary at a social gather-
ing in St. Joseph's schoal. There was a large ate
tendance. Among those present were his Lordship the
Bishop, Rev. Father Cofiey, Adm., atrd Rev. Fa'thers
Cleary, O'Malley, and Corcoran. An excellent musical
programme was submitted. Two choruses, * Hymn %o
the Blessed Virgin,' and ‘ The meebing of the waters,’
Were given ;, sohgs were contribmted by Misses, Tres.
ton, Brady, and Bryant; piano solos by Misses
O’Sullivan, Murphy, Power and King; and recitations
by Misses Heley, Clancy and Hanrahan. Light re-
freshments were dispensed by the tadies, and at the
conclusion of the proceedings the Rev. Father Murphy
thanked the members for their excellent entertainment,
and expressed the hope that the sociely would con-
tinue to prosper,
the annual meeting of St. Joseph's Cathedral
Choir, on the same evening, a presentation of a beauti-
ful hanging famp was made by the members to the Rev,
Father Murphy. Mr. Carolin, who acted as spokesman,
sald that they regretted very much Father Murphy's
departure, as he hiad for many years been associzted
with the choir, amd whatever semtimenis they expressed
towards him came from the bottom of their hearts.
There was never any feeling but that ol aflection for
him, and they would long hold him in memory  for his
many good gkalities. Father Murphy, in reluming
thanks, satd that he did not expect such a handsome
gitt from them. He did not take a very active part in
the orgamisation of the choir, and it had attained a
very good standard before he entered into office.  His
conneetion with  the choir had beem onme of +the most
agreeable, and nothing fhut harmony had existed hetween
hinmt and the members. He thanked them very heartily
for their present, and hoped he would one day bhe able
to repay their gratitude.

On Thursday evening also the members of 8t. Jo-
seph’s Men's Club assembied at  {heir rcoms to bid fare-
well to their  popular president, Rev, Father Murphy,
and also to present him with a pendant in the form of
a pod cross suitably inscred. Mr. Dechan, vice-presi-
dent of the club, in making the presentation, culogised
Tather Mupphy's work in connection with the club,
which, ho said, owed its present flourishing condition to
the lively interest which Father Murphy had at all
times taken in its welfare. He (Mr. Deehan) knew that
he was expressing ihe sentiments of every member pre-
sent  when he said that Father Murphy had endeared
himself 1o the members by the kindly Interest he had
always manifested in  the progress of the club, The
parting was hard to bear, but it was inevitable, and
he hoped that Fatber Murphy would sometimes think of
those with whom he had spent so mamy happy  even-
ings. Father Murphy, in replying, thanked the mem-
bers for their present, which he said was yuite unneces-
sary b0 keep green in his memory his manv kind friends
in the club, as be looked upon it as one of the most
useful societies in  cornection with the Church. When
he had repliired funds or assistance in cartying out his
dutics, he had always teceived the help of the memhers,
and whatever success attended the carrying out of many
of those dulies was verv often @ue to the valvable aid
he received from his Iriends in the club. Father Murphy
in concluding said he could not let the occasion pass
without referting to the rgreat assistance Mr. Hussey
had alwavs given him in his work. Tn Mr. Hussey he
recognised one of his firmest friends, and one who had
always been ready wilh his aid and advice. He again
thanked the members for their handsome present, and
expressed the hope that the club would eontinuve to do
its gpood work,
