Current Topics

School Manners

A correspondent who lives in the vicinity of a iarge
State school writes us: * ‘' Manners make the man and
want of them the fellow.”’ Why is not some effort
made t0 instil the elements of good manners into those
State school children and prevent or mitigate the exhi-
bitlons of larrlkinism ihat are so freguently made
here ? ' The complaint is no new one. It has frequent-
ly found a volce in the eolumnns of the secular press.
Some time ago, for instance, a writer in our local even-
inr contemporary commented in part as follows upon a
public and disgraceful exhibition made by well-fed youug
barbarians in a suburban school : * We boast a good deal
about our national system of education, but it seems to
me a great pity that a little time is not devoted to
instruction in manners as well as in the three R's.
‘ Dock the ‘‘ ologies,” ' says another writer in another

quarter, ¢ and substitute a tittle instruction 1in good
manners and moral obligations.” Yet another  writer
before us adds his word of protest. *We were told’

said he, ¢ ihat when the new (secular} system of educa-
tion was introduced, as Lhe masses hecame educated
they would become refined. Alas! the contrary is the
general experience. Anyone having the misfortune to
live near a State -school, or to pass by one when the
scholars are leaving, can testify to the habitual rowdi-
ness of their behaviour and the filihiness of their lan-

’
guage. .

The ‘ N.Z. Tablet ' has heen combating for a genera~
{ion the idea that the mere imparting. of a knowledge
of decimals, vulgar fractions, and such-like secular
knowledge is the all-sufficient work of the school. One
can, of course, hardly condemn the exuherant schoolboy
because (to adapt slightly a well-known couplet)

‘ His manners have not that repose
Which stamps the caste of Vere de Vere.’

But a certain accepted minimum is obviously required by
the little men and maids at school if 1hey are to be kept
from coarse boorishness and untamed Gothicism. Our
correspondent, however, must not expect that a stream,
if left to itself, will rise above its source. IHis indig-
nation makes him forget that the *sysiem '—which is
not a system of edueation, but of bald instruction—is
not in itself either iniended or calculated to produce
polite youihs or mannerly maidens. For what, afler

all, is the true and solid basis of good manners?
‘ Manners are the shadow of virtue,’ says Sydoey
Smith, And the inculcation of either the substance or
the shadow of true virtue forms no part of that
glorification of Secularist training which so many of
our fellow-colonists reverence as a sort of fetich. Wher-
ever State school children preserve gocod manners, the
credit will be due, not to the system, but to the pri-
vate zeal of this or that teacher, and still more to
good example in the home, Catholic schools recognise
that training in religion and the formation of personal
character are the foundation of all true eduecation, and
that little Bernard and Agnes must not neglect the
ordinary amenities ol our social life while storing their
brain-cells with such necessaries as the three R's and
with such pretty bric-a-brac as *‘ the accomplishments.’
We have seen a goodly number of lnspectors' reports of
Catholic schools, and we have noticed with pleasure
that the verdict on ‘ manners ' always sounded the top
note of the register—' excellent.’

Home Rule

¢ Every civilised country,” says John Stuart Mill,
is entitled to settle its internal affairs in its own way,
and no country ought to interfere with ils discretion ;
because one country, even with the best intentions, has
no chance of properly understanding the internal afiairs
of another.’ And Guizot, the great French Protestant
slatesman and historian, wrote: * The special end and
raison d’etre of government should be that the people
should have the constant direction and effectual econ-
trol of their own government, and should be ruled, not
according to abstract principles, but according to wants
renerated by their own special circumstances.” Accord-
ing to recent cable messages, some timorous FEnglish
Liberals—of what we may call the ©increasing dose’
school—are not prepared to accept to the full this sane
principle of stateeraft in regard to Ireland. But
homocopathic Liberalism of this kind makes no appeal
to the mind of * Honest John Morley.” He stands by
the principles of 1886 and 1892 and finds in them f no
other intelligible application of the GQladsionian spirit.’
¢ What,' said he ‘in his recent great speech at Forfar,
‘is the principle at the root of the Liberal policy ? It
is the right of the Irish pcople to the management of
their own domestic affairs. The successive plans, for
which Mr, Gladstone and others.of us were responsible,
the successive plans by which, in 1886 and 1892, an at-
tempt was made, failed to satisfy the country, but the
principle (these are the important words), the principle
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of :.selt-government, the principle ol an elective element
that shall be the governing element in Irish affairs, that
still remains.’

Reassuring

The *Irish bumor ' of the newspaper consists main-
Iy of bags of chestnuts. Itis in the main melancholy
stuff, but tt probably passes off well enough .with the
beef-witted who like that elephantine sort of thing. But
one rarely ineets in it so much as one specimen of the
true Irish wit—like that, fox instance, of the days before
¢ Black Forty-seven '—that sparkles like Clicquot and
flashes like |the ripple of sunlight on the waters. A
writer who recently spent a holiday in ihe Green Isle
unloaded some samples of jarvey-wit into the columns
of ' Reynolds's Newspaper.” One story at least™seems
to have the merit of originality. The writer, more-
over, has had the saving grace to avoid inlaying his
narrative with the customary impossible °brogue’® of
the foreign tourist—such as * belave ' for ‘ believe,” ¢ in-
dade for findeed,’ * bhoy’ for *hoy,’ ete. His story
gives a2 good idea of the cool nerve and happy-go-lucky
character of the driver of the Irish jaunting-car. ‘In
a break-neck race down a hill,” says the writer,  the
driver suddenly realised that the spiriled little Irish
mare was running away. *“ Pull her up!” ihe tourist
shouted excitedly. ‘* Hold tight, your honor,”” refurned
the jarvey easily. ‘‘ Pull her up !’ again commanded
the traveller, making a grab for the reins. ‘‘ For your
life don't touch the reins,”” the jarvey answered, with-
out tightening his grip. -‘‘ Sure, they’re as rotten as
pears.’” The traveller made ready to jump, bhut the
jarvey laid a soothing hand on his shoulder. Bt
aisy,”” he said reassuringly. “ I'll turn her into the
river at the bridge helow here. Sure that’ll stop
her.”?

Rifts in the Lute

Once upon a time Chesterfield was—for his political
sins-~sent as British Ambassador to Holland. He re-
mained there (says the chronicler) ‘gambling, and
watching evenis.® And there it was that he wrote this
sarcastic note : ‘I find {reating with two hundred sove-
reigns of different tempers and professions is as laborious
as treating with one fine woman, who is at least of
two hundred minds in one day." On both sides of the
Tasman Sea the Bible-in-schools movement has exer-
cised the precious right of changing its mind with al-
most as generous prodigality as the shifting sovereigns
or the fine women whom Chesterfield met by the sluggish
waters that crawl through the canals of Amsterdam.
But there is a difference : the ‘ donna mobile’ of 1ihe
‘ polished pagan’s ™ letter hnew her mind occasionally
for ag much as five minuies at a time. And 1his is
more than has yet been accomplished by the diverging
human forces thal are held together by a rope of sand
in the strange agglomerate of naturally repellent views
and conflicling schemes that constiiute what is lmown
as the Bible-in-schools movement.

Across the water, the latest of the many rifts with-

Some sections of the /Bible-in-schools League in
New Zealand bhave travelled fast and far from the ideals
of a few years agone. Here is an extract from a
leading article that appeared in Novembher, 1898, in the

* Qutlook,”. which is now tge chlet organ of the move-
ment in this countty. The ¢ Outlook’ was having a

tilt with the * Evering Star? 'on the education difi-
culty, ¢ There can be-no middle course,’ it contended,

‘ hetween pure Secularism and denominationalism. Wil
the '* Star ' tell us where there is, or ever has been
(with the exception, perhaps, of France) a system of pure
Secularism ? Do the people of this Colony desire a
system of pure Secularism, a system from which the
name of God and every reference to an unseen world
and a spiritual order have heen carcfully erased ? For
that is what pure Secularism really means. Does the
'* Star '’ suppose that our present s such a. system ?
It either is, or it is mot. X it is, then it iz as much
a denominational system as is a Roman Catholic or a
Preshyterian. The only diffierence is that in that case
the Christian people of this colony, who form a large
majority, are etther forced or fooled into supporting a
system whose cardinal principles they repudiate, and
which is satisfactoery only to a handful of nondescripts
who call themselves secularists. But if the system is
not pure Secularism, then what is it? It is a hybrid,
It is a compromise that can never be regarded as any
real solution of {he @4lfficully.” "The only bases of an
absolute 1orzlity ¢ are’ {continued the °‘OQutlook?)
‘only permitted surreptitions shelter’ in the puhlic
schools, ‘ because no one has yet had courage to follow
his logic to jity last conclusion, and demand, in the
name of pure secularism, their expulsion. That i3 not
a position which those who believe in God, and the
honor due to His Name and Word, can ever be content
to tolerate.’ ’ :

Yet this is precisely what the Bible-in-schools
party have been doing for a generation. They acquiesced
in it orjginally by active approval, or by guilty silence,
ot by merely damning it with faint blame, and they
have heen ' tolerating ' it cver since rather than part
with the mecessary bawbees to provide, in this matter,
for *the honor due to God’s name and Word." ¢ There
can be no middle course,’ said the ° Ountlook ' in 1898,
‘ between pure Secularism and pure denominationalism.’
But ! pure Seccularism ’ is as ‘ denominational ' as pure
Presbhyterianism. It takes up as definite an attitonde
towards God as the Auld Kirk does. True, the atti-
tude it takes up is of a very different kind—that of
serenely ignoring Him and the obligation of any duty
towards Him. But that in no way affecls the issue.
It is as great a mistake 1o suppose that Seccularisny is
unsectarian as to suppose that Agnosticismm or Atheism
or Buddhism is unseclarian. ¥In 1898 ihe © Outlook’
protesied against endowed Secularist sectarianism. Tt
now advocales endowed sectarianism of another kind.
Thatl is all. The sort of substitete it offers for the
present hard Secularism of omr public school system
wag apily described in the following {erms by a mem-
ber of the London School Board in the * Fortnightly
Review ': * The result of unsectarian teaching is  to
establish a new form of religion which has nothing in
common wilh Historical Christianily or any other form
of Christian tecaching. By laking away everything 1o
which any one objeets, they leave something which is
really worthless. They say they will have no Creed
and no Catechism, and the result is that every teacher
is his own Creed and his own Catechism. The result
of unsectarfan teaching is a eolorless residuum, which 1
should think would be as objectionable to lhe earnest
Christian as il is contemptible to the carnest unbe-
liever.’ -

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THE LATE DEAN FOLEY

OBSEQUIES AND FUNERAL

The high esteem in whieh the late Dean Foley was
held by the Catholics of Christechurch, and the great
sorrow felt by them at his death, received practical
manifestation on Wednesday morning by the very large
congregation which was present at the Solemin Pontifi-
cal Reguiem Mass in ihe Cathedral, Barbadcoes St{. Not
alone was the deceased revered and respected by the
Catholics of the city, but he had the esteem of all
classes in the community, It was only meet that the
solemn ceremonies should take place in the new Cathe-
dral in which be had taken so keenm an interest, and
for which he had done so much. A catafalque was
placed in front of the sanctuary. The high altar and
the sanctuary were draped with black, aod also the
pulpit. The Requiem Mass was sung by his Lordship
the Bishop, with the Very Rev. Father Le Menant des
Chesnais, V.G., as assistant priest. The Very Dean
O'Donnell was deacon of the Mass, and Father Mar-
nane subdeacon. The Very Rev. Deans Bowers and Gin-
aty were deacons at the throne; Rev., Father 0'Con-
nell master of ceremonies;, and Rev. Fathers Mahony
and Richards cantors. There were present in the sanct-
uary Ven. Archdeacon Devoy (Wellinglon), Very Rev.
Dean Smythe (1lastings), Rev. Fathers Cofley (nephew of
the deceased Dean), Cleary, Corcoran, Lynch, and M
Ryan (irom Otago), 0O'Ceonnor (Waimate), Hyland
(Rangiora), MacDonald, Kerley (Temuka), Goggan {Lees-
ton), Kennedy {(Akaroa), Ahearn (Darfield), Peoples,
Cooney (Lyttelton), Creed (Ashburton), Hoare, Mac-
Donnell (Raogiora), Grabam ,(Wellington), and Finnerty
{Timaru).

The Sermon,

The sermon was preached by ihe Right Rev. Dr.
Grimes, who took for his text the words: ‘I will
raise Me up a faithful priest who shall do according to
My heart and My soul.’—I Kings, ii, 35. His Lordship
said the words he had read would come 1o fall their minds
on that most mournful occasion. They were gathered to-
gether to pay a tribute lo the memory of cone whose life
for thirty years was a practical illustration of the
words of 1ihe lext. His brethres in Lhe ministry, and
21l who knew him, could Bear teslimony to this.
Only a f{ew days ago, when in the northern part of
the diocese, when the revered Dean was dead, though
he (the Bishop) knew it not, he had felt most deep-
ly the loss of the counsel and assistance which bad
been so ungrudgingly given by the Dean on more than
one occasion when engaged in similar duties. That day
devoted priests had come from all parts of the Colony
to show their high appreciation of the devoied priest
and loving friend who had passed away. He (the Bi-
shop) felt the solemnity of the ocecasion, and his grief
at losing so devoled a Iriend was such that he was in-
adequate to the duty imposed on him that day. He
would far rather be simply amongst them, mingling
his tears and prayers with theirs. Few knew the late
Dean in all New Zealand better than he did ; few held
him more in esicem, and felt his loss so keenly as he
did. All were the poorer for his loss; he most of all.
He held in his hand numbers ol messages of condolence
and sympathy firom numbers of people of all ranks,
many outside their Church. The Premier telegraphed—
‘It is wilh profound regret that I notice in ihe ‘‘Press”
the death of dear Very Rev. Dean Foley, and hasten to
iender my wannest sympathy. The Church has lost a
faithful and devoted servant, and our carpnest prayets
will be that his soul may rest in the bosom of our
Divine Master, Whom he has served so well.—R, J, Sed-
don.” Ile had also received the following letter {from
one of the most noled lawyers in the Colony :—*' Dear
Bishop Grimes,—Permit me to express to you my very
sincere regret at the death of the Very Rev. Dean
Foley. I have known himt for many years, and I have
always felt a regard approaching to love towards him.
1lis was—{o my mind—one of the kindliest and most
lovable natures wilh which I ever came inlo contact,
and I have often thoughi that if the world possessed a
large number of men of his stamp it would be a much
more delightful place 1o live in.’ Sir Joseph  Ward
telegraphed :(—‘ I have just hcard with the deepest re-
gret of the Heath of your valued priest, Dean Foley,
and I offer you my sincerest sympathy for the loss of
one who I know was a great personal friend of your
own. Ile has left behind him many monumenis of his
good works, as well as lhe respect and esteem of all
classes in 1he community in the different places he has
so faithfully worked in.' ITe had also received messages
of sympathy from Bishop Lenihan, whom his Lordship
thanked in a4 most special way for the kjndly and af-
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fectionate care bestowed by him upon the late  Déah
Foley, during the latter’s long.and painful illness ; Mon-
signors Mackay and O’Reilly, and many others, ‘among
them being one from the 8St. Vincent de Paul Society.
The late Dean was indeed & Jovable nature, Modesty was
one of his greatest characleristicy, and he was only one of
many of his family who,had given themselves to reli-
gion. MHis was a true missionary spirit, and he $gek
the earliest opportunity afforded him to go forth " into
the world to preach the Gospel. 'The parish of Timaru
ought never to forget the unflagging zeal, watchiulpess,
and earnest interest displayed for many years amongst
them, Everywhere the late Dean endeared himself - to
the people he worked amongst, by the whole-hearted and
faithiul manber in which he discharged his duty. He
threw himseli with unexampled zeal intc the work oi
the erection of the beautitul temple in which they were
assembled. Twice he had accompanied hinr (the Bishop)
throughout his extensive diocese on missions in connee-
iion with the Cathedral. It was then he learned 1{o
appreciate the late Dean to the full for his spiritual
zeal jor the souls commitlied to his charge. When any
poor soul steeped in miscry wanted a kind word to lift
him up, Dean Foley was the man to give it. The love
of God was his constant theme in preaching, and never
Lhad he met s0 unselfish a man as the Dean. He was,
whilst uncompromising in his denunciation of vice, kind-
Iy to a degree. He would go miles and miles out ol
his way to do good, and many families that day had
cause to bless his name. Ide would never forget his
consideration for himself (the Bishop) when offering to
g0 to the Chatham Islands. ‘It is too hard a journey
for the Bishop,” he said. ‘I will go.” He labored with
unsellish weeal; he could do so no longer. In the
schools the Dean tock the keenest interest, and it was
he who urged the going o©f the Marist Brothers 1o
Timaru, and who erected a magnificent building for
them. In the noble institutions of Mount Magdala and
Nazareth ¥ouse he was also warmly interested. It was
the greatest possible sacrifice that could have been asked
of the Dean, that he was not allowed-to see the open-
ing of the noble temple which he loved so_weil, and for
which he worked so well, 1t was a standing memeorial
to his faithfulness and unflagging zeal and his generos-
ity. While, however, they were holding his farewell,
they were not to mourn as thosefwithout hope, It was
a remnarkable instance of his zeal that only some little
timme back he had expressed a hope that he would be
spared yet a while to work for the Cathedral, His
memory would live in their hearts, and in the Cathe-
dral for which he had done so much.

THE FUNERAL

On Thursday morning at 9.45 the remains of the
late Dean Foley reached Christchurch from Auckland.
They were met at the station by his Lordship the Bi-
shop, the local and visiting clergy, and a considerable
body of the laity and were brought to the Cathedral,
where a Requiem Mass was celebrated by the Rev.
Father Coffey, Adm., Dunecdin, nephew of the deceased.
Shortly alter cleven o'clock the elergy and laity re-for-
med in procession, while the organist (Miss K, Young)
played ihe Dead March in * Saul,’ and the mortal re-
mains of the deceased Dean were conveyed to the rail-
way station and thence by the second express to Te-
mulka.

At Temuka a Solemn Requiem Mass had already
bheen celebrated on Thursday mornirg for ibe repose of
the late pastor of the mission. The celebrant was the
Rev, Father Rockliffe ; Rev. Father Regnault, deacon ;
Rev. Father Tubman, subdeacon ; Rev., Fathers Le Petit
and Le Floch, masiers of ceremonies; Right
Rev, Mgr. Mackay (who presided), Very Rev.
Father O’Neill, and Rev. Father Murphy, cantors. On
arrival at Temuka a procession was formed and the
funeral proceeded to the church, where the absolutiong
were given by the Right Rev. Dr. Grimes, assisted by
the Very Rev. Dean O’Donnell and Rev, M. Ryan. The

After ihe absclutions at the catafalque, the Right
Rev., Dr. Grimes preached

A Panegyric

on the deceased from ihe following text of II. Tim., iv.,
7-8 : ‘I bhave fought a good fight. I have finished my
course. 1 have kept Lhe faith. Az 1o the rest, there
is laid up for me a crown of juslice, which the just
Judge will render 1o me (n that day ; and not only to

me, but Lo them tihat love His coming. Make haste
to come to me quickly.' The speaker thought he
might appropriately put upon the lips of the departed

Pean {hose words which one great apostle had addres-
sed to another. [Ie {oo had fought the good fight, he
had completed his course, he had preserved the (faith,
and now they (his hearers) all hoped that the.crown of
justice was upon his brows. He was not going to
preach a panegyric on onc whose memory was held in
benediction among both priests and people. A pagan
writer had said : * ISither one says too little and errs
against truth, and disappoints survivors,; or he says
t00 much and is accused of exaggeration, and is not
believed.” He (the speaker) plcaded guilty as to the
first count. As to the second, there was no danger
of exaggeration. There werc those present who had
known the dear deparied Dean {rom his childhood ; they
knew how even then his piety was a houschold word ;
they knew his devotion to duly, his fatherly care of
the sick and poor throughout his priestly life. His pre-
cious remains were brought theie at his own request.
' Heaven,” said his Lordship, ‘is my witness to the
pain which I felt when I saw him removed from the
church where he had worked so devotedly, and passed so
many years of his ministry.’” But (added his Lord-
ship) Dean Foley's last wish was that$ his body should
rest among the people, whom he loved so well, and he
now reposed almost (so to speak) under the shadow
of the spot where the people, if not ungrateful, should
long be mindful of him. Timaru owed a debt of gra-
titute to the late Dean Foley. They too (his hearers)
shared in the fruits of his ministry. And so ke (the
speaker) made the sacrifice and allowed the preckous re-
mains to rest among them. Another reason also urged
him. The late Dean Foley’'s predecessor, Father Fauvel,
had died far from the spot which he loved so well and
for which he had toiled so zealously ; and in a spirit of
humility and self-sacrifice he had cxpressed a wish to be
buried among strangers. Ilis successor wished to be
brought among the people over whom he had been pas-
tor. Even in the short time he had been in charge, he
loved his people as a father loves hig children ; he was
a true pastor, ever ready to lay down his life for his
flock. Now, out of respeet for his dying wish, his re-
mains would rest in their God's acre. They would
guard and treasure that precious gift. And from the
graie their departed pastor would still preach earnestly
to them to fight the good fight, to serve God and the
Church, save their souls, and share one day in the
crown he (the speaker) hoped their beloved spiritual
father was enjoying. He concluded by exhorting them
to pray in their homes ard in the church and at the
graveside for the repose of the soul of the iate Dean
Foley. His Lordship spoke throughout with much
feeling, and during his discourse many in the congrega-
tion were much affected.

He was particularly pleased with the conducf of the
children and the intelligence displayed by them under
examination. At the Dunedin Eloculionary Competi-
tions, our pupils were very successiul. In the section
(under 21 years) we secured three places—second, third,

and fourth. In the section (under 14), open to all the
boya of the city, tihe boys from our school secured
first, sccond, and third prizes respeclively, In the

essay for girls or boys (under 14) we tied for second
place. Turning to athletics, we find that the boys have
more than upheld their repufation. They are premiers
In senior school cricket for the season 1904-05, and in
this season’s cricket competition Lave won all the
matches played.

To his Lordship the Bishop we are
deeply graieful for the kindly interest he has taken in
the Brothers and their pupils. The spiritual wants of
the children received the constant attention of the Rev.
Father Cofiey and the other priests of St. Joseph's, and
to them we refurn our most grateful thanks. 'The work
of the year was- fitlingly brought to a close when on
Sunday, December 10, 30 children made their First Com-
munion, and 52 received the Sacrament of Confirmation.

The Rev. Father Coffey, in addressing the audjence,
said they were there that night to witness an exhibi-
tion by the Christian Brothers’' hoys, and he was sure
they all enjoyed 1t. They were not there to hear a
long speech from him in praise of the work of the
Christian Brothers, but he would not he fulfilling his
duty if he did not {ake the opporiunity of expressing
his gratiiude and that of the other priests, and of ten-
dering his heartiest thanks to the Brothers for the
worl they are doing 1n this city for the Catholic chil-
dren.

Grazing Ranches

When men are being sent to gael by Lhe dozen by
packed special jurors of (Galway for agitating for the
redistribution of the grazing ranches (says the ° Free-
man’'s Journal '), it 1s interesting to have ihe opinion
oi one of the very ablest of the Irish Judges on the
subject. At the receut mecting of the Law Studenis’
Debating Sociely Lord  Justice Fitzgibbon declared®;
* Qur people were quick to learn il 1hey were iahen the
right way. The first industry of Ireland must be, as
it was, agriculture. The propagation of knowledge,
teaching, and experience, instructing the people to mahe
the most of the soil on which they live, was ilhe first
the necessary cure for the emigration, which all  de-
plored. If the people c¢ould learn 1o live at home by
making the land produce food for them a good thing
would be done. Tt was a sorrowful thing to sec grass
farms cvervwhere as far as the cye could reach. If the
landt of Ireland were cultivated it would produce iood
enough for three tumes its present population,’

Where Boards Accumulate

A modern (Goldsmith (says London ¢ Truth,’) might
write of Ircland, aiter 1ts long spell of Conservalive
Government, as a land ¢ where Boards accumulale and
men decay.' It Dublin is not a ‘ deserted ' capilal, itls
leading residential squares and sireets are dechuing in
social popularity.  The Agricullural Board is now prae-
tically 1n possession of Merrton street, a fine thercugh
fare leading {rom Mecerron Square towards St. Stephen’s
Green. In this street the first Duke of Wellington's
parenis lived, and there the great man was born. The
salaried olficials swamp both town and couniry, increas-
ing vearly, whilst the populalion decreases. Ireland
has a strange past history, but 1ts tuture one will beat,
the record, if things go on as at preseni. The great
Iand departments will have no one to give ihe land to,
the Boards will supply an army n! teachers without
pupils,. fihe Mcmbers of  Parliament wil! have no konsti-
tuents, and vet no doubt the Imish question will  still
remain. The Irish themselves bave their own  opinion
on ibe lasting nature of the Irish question. The people
of Ireland have becn given many things by England, but
never those that they wanted. In faci, the country
has always heen ruled on the principles of the  great
Bumbie towards those under his domimeon. They do not
ask for more Boards, and they get them, nor for TRoyal
Clommniissions, and they get them. The things that
they ask for, under {he reasonable idea ihat they have
the best knowledge of 1iheir own needs, are never given.
Supposing the Bumble policy were reversed, might not
the nature of the Inish guestion change too ? It would
at least be worth a trial.

Some strange stories are teld of him im
this respeet. It is said that on one occasion he was
ashked 1o perform af a bencfit given for some poor aclor
who had broken down. I cannot go,’ wrole Sir Henry,
“pbut I'll put him on ithe pay list at the Lyceum.” And
on the pay list he was duly put, survived for over
twelve years, and alltthat lime drew £9 a weck with-
out ever having entered the theatre. Sir Henry spent
enoTmous sums on the ‘mise en scenc’ of his plays.
For t1he few seconds spent by Marguerite in crossing the
stage to enler the cathedral the church bells play, and
for ibe chime of hells which thus played Sir Henry gave
a lhousand pounds.

To which 1he famous soldier
answered that whoever attempted 1o cross his threshold
without due  authority of law would do so at his
peril. For answer the police-officer ordered his men to
*fall in,’ and—marched away. The beauly of the situa-
tion was that the geatleman for whom the police were
looking was aclually in Sir William's house at the time.

Penny Postage

The penny post has extended {o Egypt and the Su.
dan. Soon it will circle the IKmpire round about, witl
the prospect of becoming in time an international in-
stitution. As far back as the last two years ol
Charles II. the first DBritish penny post.was estab-
lished in London by an upholsterer named Robert Mur-
ray. In his ' Soudt Life in England from the Restora-
tion 1o the Revolution,’ Sydney says (pp. 227-8) : * The
post which was'  inaugurated by Murray was quickly
placed urder ihe conirol of William Docwra, the regula-
tions betng  that o letters which did not  exceed a
pound in weight, and any sum of money which did not
exceed ten pounds in value, should be conveyed at a cost
of oune penny within the city and suburbs, and of two
pence to any distance wilhin a circuit of ten miles.' The
fate of this first British penny post is told on p, 229
ol the same work : ° The system was lowdly denounced
by the Protestants as a contrivance, on the part of
notoricus. Papisis, to facilitale the communication of
their plets of rebellion one to another., The infamous
Titus Oatles assured the public that he was convinced of
the complicily of the Jesuits in the scheme.”

Death of the Bishop of Port Augusta

On Bishop O'Reily bemng transferred
from the episcopal charge of the diocese of Port Au-
gusia to the Archiepiscopal See of Adelaide, in 1895,
1he administratorship of the vacant diocese fell upon
the Vicar-General.

THE HOUSE OF MYSTERY

A TRUE STORY

Now, if this particular dwelling, known familiarly as
No. 23, was not haunted by disembodied spixits {rom
the immaterial world, it was, al leas$, pervaded by that
sense of mystery, a something uncanny, which marked
its isolation from its neighbors to the right hand and
1o the leit. It was an ordinary-looking structure, such
as in the little meiropolis was frequently seen; red-
brick painted, white shutters obtrusively closed, and a
dull, green door, to which a few steps led. These de-
tails were everyday and cohventional, but were rendered
gruesome, as the neighbors averred, by the fact that
none knew positively whelher or no the tenement was
inhabited.

This query came to
be regarded as an imputalion on the courage or the
enterprise of the locality, and to be resenied according-
1y, while loguacious tongues hastened to assure all com-
ers that no less than three persons still living within
reasonable distance of No. 23 had aciually crossed its
mysterious threshold, and their version of what they
had seen, ithough varying in some particulars, was thus
far uniform. The house, they agreed, was divided into
several apartments, all of which, at the {ime of visita-
tion, had undouhbtedly heen uninhabited. Yet the rooms
were one and all handsomely furnished, the carpets were
tich, the 'walk paper well preserved, and the whole show-
ing evident signs of carc and watchlulness. There was
not a cohweb, inseparable accompanimeni of deserted
houses, to be seen anywhere, and the dust which might
have been expected {o have gathered in a dwelling long
closed up was noticeably absent.

The death occurred recently of Mr. Henry Liddell
Grainger of Ayton Castle, Berwickshire, a large Bord-
er landowner; and a promment Catholic of the dis
{rict. Deceased was filty years. ol age, and leaves &
widow and young family. MHe was a brother of the
Iate Lady Jerningham, of Berwick Towers, Berwick, the
wife of Sir Hubert Jemmgham ex—(mvernor of Trini-
dad. Mr. Liddéll Graingef wad an officer of the‘Ber-
wick Militia, =a county magistrafe, and an active
worker 4in the Catholic interest. He purchased Ayton
Castle and the adjoining estate from {he Mitchell-Innes
family, for something over £120,000. Xe held a pro-
minent position in loeal affairs, .and his death iz =a
serious loss to Berwickshire Catholics.

Catholic Schools

The follogjpe statistics, taken from Government
returns, throw a Tight on the denominational owner-
ship of English voluntary schools which is very often
lost sight of. In the year 196Z, when the present
Education Aet was passed, there were in existence
14,539 voluntary schools, Wwith' an -averagé attendance
of 2,486,560, Of these, 11,777, with an average at-
tendance of 1 ,885,802, were built by the Church of
Iingland ; 458, with an average attendance of 125,727,
by the Wesleyans, 1,045, with an average attendance
of 255,036, by the C‘athohcs and 1,079 British

friends in presenting him with

schools with an average attendance of 220,032, by
subscribers of various creeds ;  while 5,'?158 Board
schools, with an average a.ttenda.nce of 2,201,049, were

built out of the rates to which all subscribe. Fur-
ther, out of £23,121,000 subscribed since 1870 to vol-
untary schools, £18,000,000 was given by the Church
of England ; £421,600 by the Wesleyans ; £2,000,000 by
the Catholics; and £2/600,000 by the supporters of
British schools.

A Remarkable Painting

+ Quite recently the Right Rev. Dr. Fenton, Bishop
of Amycla, unveiled a remarkable painting at the
Church ol St. Mary, Moorfields, the Rector-eof which,
the Very Rev. Canon Flemmg, is a distlngulshed
Irishman, The painting represents the Scene of Cal-
vary, and was originally produced in 1820 by one of
the most distinguished Italian painters ef the time,
Signor Aiglio, who executed his work on the walls of
the old Church of 8t. Mary. Some years ago, when
it was decided to pull down the ancient building,
Canon Fleming resolved upon having a miniature copy
of the painting made, in order that it should be re-
produced for the new church. This having been done,
the zealous Irish priest broughi over one of the most
distinguished painters attached to the Valican, and for
over four years he has woiked in order to reproduce
upon canvas a work which is acknowledged to bhe a
masterpiece. It now adorns the canopy of the new
Church of St. Mary, Moorfields, and all who have
seen it—and many prominent arfists have so—agree
that it is & religious picture which will last for all
time.

He was one of Cardinal Newman’s converts,
joining the Catholic Church in 1853.

SOUTH AFRICA-—Catholic Progress

Writing in tfe Liverpool * Catholic Times’ of the
progress of the Catholic Church in South Africa, the

Rev. Father O’Haire says :—So recently ,as 1896-7, 1 was
the guest of theg late Bishop of Natal, Dr. Jolivet,
0.M.I., and of the Trapmst monks, and travelled all
over Natal Transvaal-Tembulakd, Pondoland, Grigua-
land Iast, etc., visiting nearly cvery Catholic’ mission,
convent, and school in those enormously Jarge regions 0{
South Airica. Now, when I first went to South Africa
in 1863 all the Catholics in lhe districts 1 have named
could be comfortably accommodated, if brought {oge-
ther, in one church of moderate size, whereas I found4in
1896 s0 many Catholics—natives—Bushmen, Hottentots,
Betjuanes, Matabeles, Basutos, and Zulus—as could not
be crushed together im the new Cathedral of Westmin-
ster. 1 found the Oblates of Mary Immaculate, the
Trappists, the Jesuits, the Fathers of 8t. Francis  de
Sales, and the Order ol the Holy Spirit having mis-
sions and good congregalions of natives dotted all over
South Africa. I myself preached o congregationg—
where myself and the resident missioners alone were
white men, all the people Dlacks—in the Church of the
Sacred Heart Qakiord, Natial, in the Catholic c¢hurch
on the Promontory called Bluﬁ near Durban, and in the
Zulus’ church, Maritzburg—all under the direction of the
Oblates of Mmy Immaculate. I celchrated the Holy
Sacrifice in the Church of St. Joscph, * Lourdes,” under
ihe Trappist monks, where 1 found in what was in ’63
a desert, a big L(}ngega.llml of Kaffirs (in "96). On one
occasion I said Mass in another Catholic church for the
Zulus—where wmysell and the Trappist priest who prea-
ched were the only Europeans—ihere was no seat in
the church ; all sat on the ground or knelt or stood,
but the church was not hali large enough, the blg
front door was flung open, so that the Zulu crowd out-
side might assist at Mass. The work to be done still
in South Africa for the conversion of the heathen tribes
is too vast for eapression, but the work achieved since
1863 is almost incredible. The Jesuits have penetrated
into Matabeleland, Rhodecsia, and are pushing their con-
quests still further north with marvellous success. The
Trappists, priesis, Brothers, and nuns, are making Zulu-
land captive to the Church of God. The Fathers of St
Francis de Sales are doing splendid work among the
Hottentots—the lowest race on earth—while the Oblales
of Mary Immaculale, the pioneers of missionary work in
South Africa, have 'hoisted the banner of Christianity
over the Basuto Kafirs.

Liguid Air,

The produciion of liquid air is thus outlined : Air
is compressed to 1200 to 1500 pounds per square inch ;
passed Into receptacles where it is {rced from moisture
and other impuriltes; then into expansion chambers
and through lonig coils of pipe. Ii becomes intensely
cold, reaclung finally 312 degrees below zerc, at which
point it becomes liguid. The lignid is drawn off into
insulated vessels, and keeps for days, gradually lessen-
ing until is is all evaporated.

A New Mirror.

An invenlion which will interest women is a mirror
arranged with three supporting arms fastened at the
rear of the mirror. “Two of these arms fasten over
ihe ears, and the third is atlached to the chest of the
user. With the mirror so fixed the user has the com-
mand of both hands, and when with her back to an-
other mirror, is able 1o sece and arrange her back
hair, adjust the back of a dress, and accomplish
many other necessary ‘feals’ without the help of a
maid. .

Number of Papers.

A statistician has learned that the annual aggre-
gation ol the crculation ot the papers of the world
15 estimated to be 12,000,000,000 copies, To grasp the
1dea of tlus magnitude we may state that 15 would
cover no lewer than 10,450 square miles of surface ;
that it is printed on 71,250 tons ol paper ; and, fur-
ther, that 1t the number (12,000,600,000) represented,
mmstead of coples, seconds, 11 would take more than 333
years for them Lo elapse. In lieu of this arrange-
luent we maght press and pile them vertically upward
Lo gradually reach our highest mouniains,

Topping all these, and even the highest Alps, the
pile would reach the magniticent altitude of 44, orin
round numbers 500 milcs. Calculaiing that the average
man spends hive minutes 1n Lue day reading ms paper
{this is a very low estimate), we find tha} the people
of the world altogether annually oceupy time equivalent
1o 100,000 years reading the papers,

. The Art of Daguerre.

Although the improvements in photography  are
made so 1apuily nowadays that even the piotessional
photographer can hardly hkeep track of them, there are
many picture-makers (says the * Century Magazine '),
who believe the world wiui turn back to the daguer-
reotype for 1ts beautiful and most artistic portraits.

1t 13 more than s1xty years since the scientifie
world was  aroused by 1he announcement that Dag-
uerre, a Frenchman, bhad discovered a method of fix-
ing ibe image made by the camera obscura. I1 was a
crude  method then. The urst picture, of a tres
standing 1n the sun, 1equired hali an hour or more of
exposure, That was the same year in which Samuel
F. B. Morse went to Isurope to exhibil s new elec-
tric telegraph. The iwo inventors met by appointment
. Pans and explained theit work 1ie each other.

Daguerre’s plate was of pure silver. It was thor-
oughly cleaned and polished. ln a dark room it was
next coated with a hlm deposited by {he vapour of
wodine, and then exposed to the camera, Still protec-
ted trom the highi, 1t was placed over ihe fumwes of
hot mercury, which developed the image, and 1t was
then made permanent with chloride of goid.

This process was soon improved, until on bright
days the sitting for a daguerreotype was reduced to
teit, somelimes to five, minutes, Iiven with this short
exposure, however, the likenesses were remarkable. It
is possible to assume an artificial expression and hold
it lor a brief second betore a modern camera, but te
remain motionless for the long Llime required for a
daguerreotype, it was necessary 1hat the features
should be in repose in their natural position,

The daguerreoiype was a posiiive, impossible to re-
touch. 1L was a solt, flesh-like 1tone, which even to-
day, in the specimens of the art preserved in collec-
tions and among family relies, wins admiration, The
daguerreotype gave way 10 the cheaper ambrotype,
which was on glass, and required a dark background
to show it ofl; and this 1n turn was succeeded by
the pglass negative and the paper positive print, None
of them has ever altained the delicacy or the softness
of the daguerreolype, and tihe Frenchman’s method, ex-
pensive and slow as it is, may winits way back into
the popularity it bad more than half a century ago.

The Weliare of the Baby.

The Mayor of Huddersfield has issued cards to mo-
thers, with the following insiructions printed on the
back (—

When the mother cannot suckle the child it should he
fed on new milk and water mived in certain propor-
tions according to age.

At first one part of milk and two parts water, with
& teaspoonful of cream and a litle sugar., ‘Ther as
the child grows older less water 1o be added. When
cream cannot be obtained a-small piece of suet may he
shredded into the milk,

The amount of food piaced in the boltle cach 1lime
the child is fed should not be more than enough to sat-
isfy it for the time, beginning with two ounces and in-
creasing as the child grows. Should any be left, when
the child is satished, it should be thrown away, the
bottle and teat washed and kept in cold waler until
again wanted,

What to do.—Always ieed the baby at regular inter-
vals, every two hours at first, gradually lengtheging the
interval to three hours,

. Always wash out tihe baby’s mouth twice a day,
pight and morning.

Always keep a baby very clean,

Always bathe (or spenge all over) the bhaby once a
day 1n warm water,

Always let the baby sleep in a cradle or cot (a
wicker basket makes a good cot), or even an empty
packing case, but never let the baby sleep in the same
bed with its mother.

Always use fuller’s earth to powder the baby, not
starch or flour.

Always attend to the baby when it cries. The baby,
cries for one of three reasons—(1) The baby is hungry ;
(2) the baby is uncomiortable or something hurts ; o (3)
the baby 1 il1,

‘What noi to do.—Never give the haby soothing
syrups, fever powders, or anything of ihat sort.

Never give the baby bread or sops, or Eravy, or any
oisher foed, except milk, till it 1s more than seven months
old.

Never give ithe baby shimmed milk, or milk that {a
not perfectly iresh and good. ™

Never use a ieeding hotile with a long {ube. Nobody,
can keep the inside of the tube clean, -

Never use a ‘comiorter’ or dummy teat. It g
most injurious.

Never carry the baby ‘silting up’ until it is five
months old,

Never neglect to send for a doctor if the baby is ill,
Babies ate soon overcome and easily die.

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His Eminence Cardinal Moran hlessed and opened s
new wing of the Convent of Mercy, Parramatta, a
few Sundays ago. "

Mr. P. F. Kiley, district secretary of the H.A.C.B.
Society, has been unanimously elected president of the
Sputh Australian Friendly Societies’ Association for the
‘ensuing year, at the annual meeting held on Wednesday,
November 29. o ° . '

The Bishop of Wilcannia (Dr. Dunne), who has re-
turned to Broken Hill after an absence of nearly three
months, eulogised the congregation upon the manner in
which it was setting itself to meet, by the payment of
monthly subscriptions (totalling about £60), the inter-
est charges on the Cathedral building fund, and also to
reduce the principal indebtedness.

In connection with Bishop Duhig’s consecration at
Rockhampton on Sunday, December 10, it is interestihg
to note that he was the first student received by the
Coadjutor-Archbishop of Sydhey when that prelate was
Rector of the Irish College in Rome, and he was the
first Bishop that Dr. Kelly has consecrated. Further,
Dr. Duhig's chaplains on Sunday were the Rev. Fathers
Fitzpatrick (Maryborough) and Wolfe (Blackall), both
of whom were at college with the new prelate.

On Monday, November 27, a serious accident was
averted hy the bhrave act of the Very Rev. M. J, Shan-
aghan, at Hamilton, Vie. A pair of horses were bolt-
ing through the streets, and were travelling straighi,
towards two little children, one of whom was seated in
& go-cart, in Cox street. Father Shanahan rushed out,
and caused the animals to swerve. He then grasped
the reins, and was knocked down, but succeeded in
stopping the runaways.

Master Eugene Gormar, a pupil of the Marist Bro-
thers' School, Bendigo, who some months ago won the
Austral Society’s  scholarship, has again distinguished
himself at St. Joseph’s College, Sydney, where he is now
pursuing his studies. He won a special gold medal for
an essay in competition with the whole of the college,
besides gaining several other valuable prizes in various
subjects. Master J. Ryan has this year gained the
Hibhernian scholarship at the  Marist Brothers' School,
Bendigo, also a very valuable gold medal, presented by
Mr. Lewis, B.A., for the dux of the school.

Among the presentations to Dr. Duhig prior to his
departure from Brishane for Rockhampion was a gold
crozier and an episcopal ring set with an amethyst.
These were given him at Dara by Brother Barrett, under
whom Dr, Duhig was a pupil. Archbishop Kelly and
Mr. Justice Real spoke on the occasion, and Dr. Duhig
noted the coincidence that he should have been the first
student to be received by  Archbishop Kelly at Rome,
and the first Bishop (o bhe consecraied by him, Nudgee
College students presented Dr. Duhig with a * Ilislory
of the Church,’ and a great number of handsome vesti-
ments were presented hy other donors.

Mr. J. . Duffy, the Melbourne barrisier, who ap-
peared in a recent law case, lrapped a wilhess neatly.
As a practical test of handwriting, Dufiy asked him to
turn his back while two of Ius friends at the barris-
ters’ tlalble wrote somelhing on slips of paper that was
to be submitied to him for examinalion. But when the
man’s back was turned Dufly wrole both the samples
himself, but one of them in a disguised handwriting,
Then he asked the expert for his opinion. The latter
pointed oul many proofs that the handwrilings were
guite dissimitar, and gave his opinion that ope was Lhe
work of a man of morose, gloomy nature, and the
other of the oppesite sort of character ! Then Duffy
told the expert what had been really done while his
back was turned, and the witness retired for a deep,
golid thinlk,

The consecration of the Right Rev. James Duhbig
as Bishop ol Rockhampton took place in 8t  Joseph's
Cathedral, Rockhampton, on Sunday, December 10, The
cerctmonies  lasted {wo and a half hours. The Cathe-
dral, which holds several thousand peeple, was filled
with a representative congregatlion, which included mem-
bers of both Houses of Parliament and visiting pre-
lates. The consecration ceremony was performed by
the Most Rev. Dr. Kelly, Coadjutor-Archhishop of Syd-
ney, assisted by Dr. Dwyer, Coadjutor-Bishop of Mail-
land, and Dr. Murray, Bishop of Cooktown. The Papal
Briefs were read by ihe Very Rev. Father Walsh, of
Townsville. At the conclusion of lhe ceremony, Arch-
bishop Kelly delivered an impressive address, during
which he reviewed the life and work of the Church.
Afterwards several hundreds knelt before the newly-
consecraled Bishop, kissed his hand, and received his
blessing.

_ . Bt. Sylvester, Pope and Confessor. -

3t. Sylvester, a native of Rome, was called to
rule the Chureh @ during the twenty-one years  which
followed the accession of Constantine. One of his prin
cipal cares was to provide churches for the faithiul, who
were now, for the first time, allowed perfect liberty in
ithe exercise of their religion. The most important
event in the pontificate of Sti. Sylveslier was the cele-
bration of the First General Council, which was presi-
ded over by the Papal legates, and in which the errors
of Arjus were condemned. St. Sylvester died in 335.

Feast of ihe Circumcision.

This is 2 feslival celebrated on Jaruary 1 to remind
us of the humility of our Lord in allowing Himself to
be seemingly numbered among sinners, by submitting to

the law of the Jews. Cirenmcision was a religious
practice among the Jews in the obser-
vance of which a distinctive mark was placed

on male children the eighth day after their birth, and
on all adults who embraced their religion. It ~was
established as a distinctive sign of the people of God,
a sign of the covenant made by (God with Abraham,
and as the figure of Baptism in the New Law. The
feast of Circumcision is very ancient in the Church, as
is proved by ihe homiliés and sermoms of the Fathers
of the Church.
Feast of the Epiphany. -

This festival is set apart to solemnly commemorsate
the coming of the three wise men from the East, gui-
ded by a miraculous star which appeared to them, and
directed them to Bethlehem, where they found Christ in
the stable; here they honored and adored Him and
offered gifts to Him.

The Octave of a Feast,

The octave of a feast is the period of eight days as-
signed for ifs celebration during which is repeated every
day a part of the oflice of the feast, as ihe hymns, an-
tiphons, or verses, with one or several lessons referring
to the subject. On the eighth day, the octave properly
speaking, the office is mores solemn than that of the
preceding, days. {Gienerally the most solemn feasts, like

Christmas, ‘'Kasier, Penlccost, Corpus Christi, the
feast of the patron saint, are accompanied by an
octave,
