Dr. O'Riordan’s masterpiece
was elicited by an ill-advised chapler in Sir Horace
Plunkett's hook, ‘Ireland in the New Century.' The
attack made therein on the priests ahd people of TIre-
land was indeed a felix culpa—a fortunatle blunder—in so
much as it led 1o the publication of a work which
covers Catholic Ircland in ils social, religious, and edu-
cational aspeels, and disposes of the calumnies of Sir
Horace Plunkett, and those special pets of the Orange
lodge, Frank llugh O'Donnell and Michael McCarthy, in
a manner thal is positively overwhelming. They sufler,
not a defeat, bul a debacle, at the hands of ihe gifted
voung Irishman who is now Rector of the Irish  (ol-
lege, Tlome. We hope o see a copy of ihis fine work
in every Catholic home in New Yealand, no malter of
what natiopality, for it dynamiies many a misconcep-
tion regarding our jaith beyond those thai relate speci-
atly to Ireland.

* The Method of the Catholic Sunday School ' (Sec-
ond Series), By the Rev. P, A, Tlalpm (New  York,
Joseph F. Wagner, pp. 62, paper cover, 40 cents). This
is a valuable contribution 10 1he lilerature of a prac-
tical subject of great difficuity. The book deals with
‘ The Unatiraciive Sunday School' (three chaptlers),
* The Higher (‘atechism ' (seven chapters), and.' Pius X.
and the Catechism’ (1wo rcbapters). Father Halpin is
a practical teacher, and his hints and helps should do
much {o lift from the Sunday-school that atmosphere of
chleroform which so often dulls it into impassability.
A useful manual for priests and teachers.

‘ Teacher's Iandbook io Bible Ilistory.’ By the
Rev. A. Urban. (Same publishers, 374 pages 8vo., cloth
gilt, 1dol, 60cts.)y The sub-litle gives the scope of 1he
work © ¢ A Practical Commeniary upon the  principal
events of the Old and New Testaments, with divections
for their application in ihe religious and moral training
of children.” The book covers the whole history of the
Old and New Testaments, devoting to ihe former 93
lessons and io the latter 103, TFach chapter is divided
inte Preparation, Narralien, Explanation, (‘ommentary,
and Moral Application. A useful fealure of the hook
is the manner in which 1he author makes his comment-
aries and explanations ft in with and aid caiechetical
instruction.  The explanatory matier is put simply,
clearly, and straightforwardly, and the moral applica-
tions arise propeily  out of the subject and are both
practical and suited {o those for whom they are inien-
ded. We commend the hook 1o all who are interested in
the religious iasiruction of youth.

Ethna
Carbery (whose poems we mentioned some lime ago) is
now, we hope, singing with the angels. She was long
one of Ireland’'s sweet singers, and the present complete
collectinon of her poems—lovingly pathered from the four
winds of RFirinn, and from many places beyond, form
her most fitting monumeni. 'The aimosphere of bog-
land and  mountain-side is upon the poems of Ethna
Carbery, and one hears in ber pages the legends and
tales of Fld that arve 1old by many a fireside in ' Ould
Donegal,” and ihe hopes that fill many a heart in Ire-
land for ¢ Me Chraoibhin (no’ (Mo chreeveen no)—the
brown-haired girl t1hat personifics their native Iand.

Later on he came out to
Vieloria and from there came to New Zealand, settling
down in Dunedin in 1861, being the first dentist to‘start
in the city. He was a member of the Otago Provin-
ciat Council for a number of years, and always took a
heen interest in publie affairs. A few years apo he re-
tired from buginess and went 1o reside al Palmersion,
where he passed away, as previously siated.
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
