8t. Gall, Abbot.

a disciple of St. Columban, was‘a native
of Ireland. He was the chief assistant of St. Colum-
ban in his missionary labhors. St. Gall was able to
preach in the Germman as well as the Latin language,
He laid the foundations of the celebrated Monastery
of St. Gall, in Switzertand. He refused the Bishopric
of Constance, which the Duke Gunza pressed upon his
acceptance. He continued to preach tlhe. Gospel to the
inhabitants of the country about the Monastery of St.
Gall, and at the time of his death, which occurred
at Arbon, October 18, 648, when he was in the 45th
year of his age, the entite country of ihe Alemanni
had become a Christian province,

St. Peter of Alcantara, Confessor.

St. Pefer of Aleantara, a religious of the Order of
St. Francis, was born at Alcantara in 1499. He'was
vicar and visitor-general of  this Congregation, estab-
lished a strict obscrvance of the rule, was a model of
penance, and one of the directors of St., Theresa, Ie
died in the convent of Arenas, 1561,

A Postal Reform

A Press Association telegram from Welli}ngton makes
the following announcement of an important postal re-
form : *‘ The reduction on postage rates for letters in
the Colony and Cook Islands to Il for 4oz or frac-
tion thereof, ard on charges for 1he iransmission of
telegrams within the Colony to }d per word, witha
minimum of 6J, and on urpgenis of 1d per word, wilh
a minimum of 1s, comes into operation on Novem-
ber 1.' The new postal rales are ihe most gencrous
that exist in any civilised country. 7Yet, asdfar back
as the last two years of ihe reign of "Charles 1.,
Robert Murray dintroduced a penny post inte Lomdon
that, even allowing for the different values of money
in those days amd now, musi be regarded as remark-
able Ior the times. Murray’s penny post passed speed-
ily under the econtrol of William Docwra. The rates
between London and "ihe rural districts are set forth
as follows by Sydney, a Protestant writer, in his
* Soctal Life in Englard from the Restoration io the

Revolution * (pp. 222-8) : ¢ All letters which did not
exceed a- pound in. weight, and any sum of money
which did mnot exceed ten pounds in value, and any

packed which did mnot exceed ten pounds in value,
should be conveyed at a cos{ of one pemny within-
the ¢ity and suburbs, and of iwopence to any distance
within a circuit of ten miles’. In the busy parts of
the cily, ibere were as many as six or eight deli—
ver es made during the course of the day, and in the
outlying districts four deliveries.

An American Presbylerian journalist (Mr. J. 'T.
Hemphill, editor-in-chief of the Charleston °* News and
Courier ’) pays a warm tribute to the Catholic Church
for her teaching in regard to divorce.

(2) It was also the Church that introduced equal-
ity into the world. At the time of the advent ol
Christ, & poet could truly say: *The human race
lives for a few '—paucis vivit humanum genus. But
Jesus, by deaching that all men are children of the
same Father Who is in heaven, promulgated the char-
ter of universal equality. This charter was soon after
formulated by St. Paul ‘ Henceforth,” he writes,
‘there are neither Jews, nor Greeks,.nor civilised, nor
barbarians, mor ‘bond nor free; you are all one in
Jesus Christ.” What noble words! We have still
rich and poor, men in enjoyment and others in pain
and tears, masters and servants, great and lowly,
learned and ignorant; but these are only outward
appearances. Umder a veil more or less ‘brilliant,
more or less coarse, in the eyes of God and t‘h'e
Church, they are only men, men of the same origin,
ail on the road to the same destiny. I the Church
has any preference it is- for the poor and the out-
casts  of society : ‘ Behold the treasures of the
Church,” said the martyr St. Laurence, No distinetion
in the Church: the scholar must believe the same
truths as the ignorant; the rich and the powerful
must keep the same commandments as the poor; all,
whatever be their social status, their dntelleet, their
fortune, must alike kneel at the feet of the priest to
receive the forgiveness of their sins, partake of the
same sacraments, receive in Communion the same Body
of Christ. The Church reminds all, on Ash Wednesday,
be they kings or beggars,
member man, that thou art dust and unto dust thou
shalt return.’ . . Y

Church dignities are not reserved only for the worldly
great. Such ones are not excluded if they are found
worthy ; bui they must first pass through ithe lowest
gratdes of the sacred hierarchy, .

In the Church'Merit Alone Fxalts,

The Rev, Faiher 0’Connell, who, recently with the
Very Rev. ‘Dr. Barry, of  Bendigo,: .paid-.a, visit to
writes as Iollows to ‘the Melbourne
work of the - Benedictine
monks at New Norcia :— e .

, ‘Among the very many places of interest seen by
the Very Rev. Dr. Barry and myself in West  Aus-
tralia, we had the pleasure of paying a. visit to the
famous monastery of the Benedictines at New Noreia,
It is distant about eighty miles .from Perth, .and
fifteen from the nearest railway st;a.tion.. One of the
Fathers kindly met us _ at the station, and, after
driving 1ihrough a country for the most part barren
and uninteresting, we reached the monastery between
four and five o'clock om a bright Saturday  afterroon.
We received a hearty welcome from the Lord Abbot, .
who treated us during our stay with the . greatest
hospitality. On approaching the monastery you , Gom-
mence to see signs of civilisation, and  the howling
wilderness transtormed into a smiling garden. You find
yourself, as if by some magic spell, gazing on green
fields of excellent pasturage, siretching away in ‘bl}e__ﬁa.t
distance, Wwhile nearer home you see extensive vine-
and orchards producing fruit of
every description, Irom the olive to the apple, and
all, says ihe Lord Abbot, ‘ representing . the work , of
sixty men for sixly vyears.” Truly, it is a most in-
leresting place, and the monks have accomplished
wonders in ihe way of reclaiming the soil. But, all
this is only a means to an end, namely, ihe- .civilis-
ing and converting of the aboriginals, the dusky' ghil-
dren of the wilderness. For ihose sixty years the
Benedictine Fathers have labored al their .great worl
with an untiring palience and a zeal well deserving
the great success which has crowned their efiorts, The
blacks who have come under their care have been
fairly educated; they are trained 4in every kind of
manual labor; ihey can even drive machinery ; and,
apove all, they are well grounded in the principles of
the Catholic faith.

Here I can only give the merest outline of what
has been accomplished under the Benedictines at New
Norcia, but even this brief sketch would be Ancom-
plete without mention of their latest work—the grand
college which 1hey have just built, capable of accom-
modating 200 hoarders. As a building, there are .not
many egual to it in Australasia, and few, if indeed
any, excel it. One porlion of it is intended for the
education of 100 girls, aboriginals, and the other poI-
tion for the daughters of the scattered farmers
throughout that part of the country, all under the
care of a community of Sisters. The Fathers have
also determined to build, in the mear future, another
college, bui less elaborate, for the -native (black)
boys. Gur visit, all too short to allow us -to,take
in more than a moiely of the @god which the Fath-
ers arve accomplishing in educating and Christianising
the dark children of the wilderness, came to a close
on the Monday, when we had 'to say good-bye to
the monastery and relurn to Perth,

1 must add ibat if anyone is ‘desirous of seeing
what can be done for the black race, I would re-
commend him to visit New Norcia, for nowhere else
in Australia have lhe same results been achieved,

The Lord Abliot, who wmoes to Rome next year, in-
formed us that, on his return, he inlends to estah-
lish a new mission for the wild and untamed blacks
in the” far-west,of the ‘State, and when that is done
the best I can wish it is that it may, in some
measure, equal the grand results already accomplished
in New Norcia.

The members of the eclub
proved very eanthusiastic last year and held  several
soclal gatherings. This . ciub, * with ordinary support,
is certainly well adapted for the work of making our
people hetter known to owe amolher, and promoling
that spirit of comvadeship which is the very life of
every organisation.

The oratorical competition for the diploma, con-
ferred on the local Young Men's Clib by the Executive
of the federated Catholic societies, took place in St.

MR. WILLIAM HEFFERNAN, GREYMOUTH.
We record with sificere regret the death of .My,

" William Heflernan, senr., Greymouth, which took place

on September 26, at the age of 68 years. The de-
ceased, who was greatly respected and esteemed Dby a
large circle of friemds, was one of the earliest resi-
dents of Greymouth., The late Mr. Heflernin was _a
native of Ireland, and came out to Victoria in 1863,
After spending about seven years on the Victorian
goldfields he came to New = Zealand in 1869, and
since then resided om the West Coast, experiencing all
the vicissitudes of a gold miner's life. He was al-
ways noted for being a staunch and practical Catho-
lic, and was ever to the fore in promoting the 'in-
terests of the Chureh in Greymouth, He was one of
the founders of the local hbranch of the Hibernian So-
ciety thirly-five years ago, and occupied the position
of president for several terms, always taking an en-
thusiastic interest in the Society’s progress. The fun-
eral, which took place on September 28, was largely
attended, mourners being present from nearly every
centre on the West Coast. The Very Rev. Dean Carew
officiated both at the church and the graveside, and
the members of the Hibernian Society in regalia took
part in the funeral procession. The “deceased leaves a
family of seven sons and three daughters 1 mourn
the loss of a kind and affectionaie father. ¥our of
the sons are members of the St.Colwmba Catholic Cluy

MR. JAMES RYAN, SENR., WESTPORT.

It is with deep regret (writes our Westport cor-
respondent) thal I have to record the death of Mr.
James Ryan, senr., which occurred at Westport on Sep-
tember 5, after a lopg illness, borne with true Chris-
tian fortitude. The late Mr. Ryan, who had reached
the age of seveniy-four years, was one of the few re-
maining pieneers of the Lyell district, having arrived
from Australia in the early sixlies. After spending
some time al mining, Mr. Ryan commenced storekeep-
ing, a business in which he = was engaged for over
forty years. A most charitable man, of (he highest
integrity, Mr. Ryan was much esteemed by all who
came In coniact with him in his private and _husmess
capacity. Besides being a director of the Alpine mine,
the deceased gentleman was deputy-coroner for the
Lyell district, and a Justice of the Peace. Always a
most exemplary Catholic and a generous benefactor of
“the Church, his death- is deeply deplored by his eo-
religionists. As. he lived, so he died, for his death
was truly a happy and a holy one, Fortified by the
rites of Holy Church, and in the presence of his wife
and family (some of the members hraving come from
Oamaru and Christchurch), he passed peacefully away
to his reward.

Anconymous Letters

Some time at Palmerston (in June of the present
yvear) Major Keddell, S.M., scored up the word
‘coward ’ against the iil-conditioned varlets who had
sent anconymous letters to the Waikouaifi Licensing
Committee. The same subject—anonymous accusations—
cropped up in the House of Representatives on last
Friday.- It brought -the Premier to bis feet. And in
his brief discourse that followed ke used words that
flayed like the cat-o’-nine-tails. He said :—

tIf there are cowards in the world, they are those
who send anonymous letters. In my opinion,; they are
worse . than assassins. I have seen scores-of them in
my time, and I have the greatest abhorence of the
villains apd - the treptiles who endeavor o shield
themselves In writing anonymous lefters to public men
ahout some one else. I "have had scores of these let-
ters, reflecting on oflicers in difterent parts of the
Colony, sent to me by persons who, -.as I say, are,
in .my opinion, worse than assassins. The writing of"
s(slucp letters is about as vile a thifig as” any man can
o.

It is pleasant lo learn that, ihe Premier’s, castiga-
tion of ruffian anonymity was ‘greetod with geperal
expressions of approval by members.’

But there are degrees in the cowardlice of anony-"
mous attack. Abyss calleth to abyss: and there isa
deeper depth tham +{hat. of. assailing an individual.
There is, for -instance, the conftemptible sniper who,
over an ‘alias’ or' pen-name, makes blackguardly at- "
tacks in ilhe public press, mot upon an  individual
(for such vermin have a wholesome fear of the law of
libel), ‘but upon whole bodies of people, and most
commonly upon the devoted Sisterhoods of the Catho-
e Church. * An amonymous writer,” said Disraeli in
his onslaught on the ‘Globe’ in 1836, ° should ath
least display power; but we can 'only view with
contempluous levily the. mischievous varlet who pelts us
with mud as we ate riding along, and then. hides.  be:
hind a dust-bin.” ° Anonymous writing,’ said Cardinal
Manning, * is a dangerous trade. Few men can resist
ithe temptation {o wrile under a mask things which
they’ would nol say with open face.’ And bitter a
persecutor of Christians as the Emperor Trajan was,
he had a sufficient sense of pagan upri-gh-t.ﬁegs and
of Bithy-
nia, in 111, declaring that °anonymous reports must
not 'be admitted for any accusation. This,* a.-dc}ed'
