He received his sur-
name Irom his special devotion to the passion of
Christ. He was associated with St. Theresa in reform-
ing the Carmelite Order, of which .he was a .meniber.

sounded with the eloguence of Gratitan, Curran, Plun-
ket, and Flood, has been praclically” destroyed, and Lhe-
present public banking chamber oceupies part of its site.
But the- House of Lords remains intact, just as it
was ab the time of the Union, and is the most in-
leresting and atltractive part of the building to visitors.

Curran, who was a determined opponent of lhe
Union, was one day passing the old Parliamént House
in the company of a member who had voted for .ii. .

for one year in advance, and the machine does the
work of forty expert computers. . )
Bone-grafling.
A mnovel bone-grafting operation is reported irom

Egypt by Dr. Voronoff. 'The removal of a tumor left
a large hole in the rear of the skull, and instead of
inserting the usual metal plate the surgeon decided to
try a piece of the shoulder-blade of a live sheep. The
wound healed promptly, when the accurately-fitted

graft was found to be perfectly joined to the sur-
rounding skull,
A New DMolor,
A new molor, which il is believed will drive
steamships lhrough 1he ocean at the rate of 100 to

150 miles anh hour, has been invented. It consists of
a4 pipe which runs through the hold of the vessel he-
low the waler-line. Near lhe after end of this pipe
is a cylinder charged witlh gas, which is vaporised
from kerosene oil. An eclecirie sparker explodes  this
gas, which is forced oul ihrough the pipe at 1ihec end
of the hoal. This gives the boal a kiek which drives
it ahead. At the same time the gas driving through
the pipe at the stein creates a vacuun at ihe forward
end into which the water rushes, so that the bolt is
drawn ahead al ihe xame time 1hat it is driven for-
ward by the kick,

The records are made by
an ordinary phonograph of the simplest possible type
by means "of a stylus provided wiih a sapphire point,
This point presses on an  impressionable substance,
called *sonorine,’ spread on the surface of ‘the card. |
Sonotine is able to sland Lhe sirain of transmission
by mail. The sounds are inscribed in a spiral, which.
commences at the ouiside edge of } the card and  con-
tinwes in an ever-narrowing curve until it forms a
small cirele, hardly the diameter of a small _coin.
