A Warning

Full many a time and oft we thave isswed warnings to
our Catholic readers against the payment of exorbitant
prices for objects—and especially for rubbishy—objects of
devotion. Many have profited by our words. There are
others whom—to their cost and through their own fault
—our monitions have never reached. And theie are
others not a faw who have heard pood counsel and then
(like Poor Richard’s friends) on the first opportunity
made haste to set it al defiance. One must, -however,
suffer the foolish. And till the crack o’ doom ihere will
ever be some into whose brain-cases the point of a joke
or a lesson of caution can only be inserted with the
aid of a diamond-drill. We leave them to their own
reflections and to the pungent comiort of any Cynie Dio-
genes that may be in their nefghborhood. iIn another
and allied conmeclion, our warning in repard to high-
price purchases of low-price wares is hobh appropriate
and useful at the present time. A word to the wise
ought to be sufficient. ’

Pledge or Prison
Judge Pollard, of St. Louis (U.8.A.) has a way of
his own of dealing with casual offenders who fuddle their

brains and tangle their feet with doses of liquid light-

ning from vat or still. * He gives tiie offenders ', says
the * Ave Maria ’, ‘‘the oplion of signing the pledge. If
they comsent, he suspends punishment for a prescribed
period, at the end of which, the pledge having been
kept, the punishment is enlirely remitted. He has hy
this plan restored {o their families and society as re-
formed citizens a large proporlion—which we have seen
stated to be 98 per cent.—ol those who preferred
Tledge to Prison. The same plar of reformation
rather than punishment has been tried in England, and
found to work well. While we doubt that the per-
centage of refcrmations is at all so great as that
stated, results much more moderate would still entitle

the  plan to very general adoption’, - . :

In New Zezland the law has recently made provi-
sion for placing the habitual drunkard- in institutions

1f their entlerprise had been
really popular, as they pretend, they would not have
hesitated to pursue it openly and to take the respon-
sibility frankly. But, far from assuming the responsi-
bility, they deny it, and -throw ‘it upon the Church,
thejr victim. Of all proofs, this is. the most striking
that their disastrous work does not respond to the
wishes of the ccuntry. )

After having placed Us wunder the cruel necessity
of rejeeting this law, it is vain for them now that
they see the evils which they have brought upon their
country, and are conscious ol the universal reproha-
tion which is advancing like a rising flood against
them, to {ry; to mislead public opinion, and to cagt
upon Us the responsibilily for {hese evil results. Their
atternpt will not succeed.

As for Ourselves,
as every other Roman Dontiff would have dong. _The
high charge with which it has pleased Heaven to in-
vest Us, in spite of Our unworthiness, as als¢ tlhe
Christian Faith itself, which vou profess with Us, die-
tated to Us Our conducl. We

We await without fear the verdict of histcry. His-
tory .wili say that We, with Our eyes fixed immutably
Apor the defence of the higher rights of God, have
neither wished to humiliate the civil power nor to
combat any form of government, but io safeguard the
inviolable work of Our Lomd and Master Jesus Christ.
It will say that We have defended you, Our well-
loved sons, with all 1he siremgth of Our tenderness ;
that what We have demanded and now demand for
the Church, of which ihe French Church is the eldest.
daughter and an integral part, is respect for its Hier-
archy and the inviolalility of -its property and Tiberts ;
that if Our demand had been granted religious peace
would not have been troublzd in Franee; and that, the
day it is listened to, that peace so desired will revive
there omce more. '

Finally, it will say that if, being sure, in advance,
of your magnanimgus generosity We did not hesitate to
tell you that the moment had come for sacrifice, thig
was dome to remind the world, in the name of the
Master of all things, that man must charish here below

A "Memcrial 10 Moqre.

A graceful, if a tardy act, of national gratitude

. lo the memoury of our swectest Irish poet, Thomas
Moore, has been the erection lately of 'a fine Celtic
Cross over  the grave of the poet at Bromham, the
English villagd in which the last years of the gifted
Irishman were spenl. Many have asserted +hat, to-
wards the close of his life, ‘Moore -deserted Ireland
and the Faith of his youth and manhood, the Faith
in defence of which he wrote a splendid book, ‘Trav-
els- of an Irish tlemam in searah of Religion.’ From

what &is personal friend, the celebrated Dr. R. R.
Madden (author of * Lives of the United Irishunen ),
once told me, it would appear that Moore was

scarcely able- o judge of matters towards the close
of his life, owing to his mental condition: it is also
certain fthat the Protestant Rector of Bromham denied
absolutely that our poet, his personal friend, ever
abandoned thé Catholic Church. Bub, for that matter,
neost public mem would be utterly astonished could
ihey bub know one half of ihe stramge assertions re-
garding themr, especially after, death when denial is
impossible, by that- class of ~persoms who, in their
anxiety to comnect their names with names honored
by the public, make the most careless and reckless
statements {hat have little or no foundation. It .is
strange that,. though, so- often spolken.of, we have
po'ir as yet a fitting memorial of our natiomal “poet

It analyses the sal-
ary lst and the composilion of the staffs from the
denominational point of view, and a remarkable revelation
results. There are forty-seven nominated officers. Thirty-
four wf them are Prolestant, drawing salarics
amounting to £22,226 a year, while
are Catholic, drawing £7,550 a wyear. It might be
sail that there are not enough Catholics qualified for
a fair share of the posts. But when we turn to the
offices to be obtaired by competition, we discover that
out of sixty-eight ’competitive posts, Catholics hold
forty-three and  Protestants f{wenty-five; but even
there the majority of the best paid posts are held
by the latter. * Looking broadly at the comstitution
of the whole staff, we see,” says the article, ‘ what a
differenoe there is hetween the fortunes of Catholics
in those positions procurahle by favor and those pro-
curable by examination. In the. mominated positions
we see that Catholies are to Protestants as 13 to
34; in the higher positions of the competitive staft
thvela}f, are as 15 to 14, These figures tell their own
tale.

Sirange HFish. .

A naturalist in Colorado claims to -have discov-
ered a species of fish which lives and flourishes ina’
hot spring in a remote part of that counfry. How
these creatures manage to exist in water almost hob
enough! to boil them is a mystery, The fish are
described as being a Hght red color, about ihuee
inches long. They are shaped somewhat lke a pike,
with large mouth and bright prominent eyes. ' They
move very slowly, having ncne of the swiftness and
activity of ordinary fishes, which ‘is perhaps hardly
to be wondered at. The naturalist had great difficulty
in securing specimens, FHogk and line were useless, as
the fish were indifferent to bait, however tempting.
Finally a small net was prceured, and two of the fish
captured. The spring is well known lo the Indians of
the Iocality, who wvegard ‘its waters are curative and
hold the fish in superstitious awe, believing that from
