A notable figure in {lic episcopale of France about
the middie of ihe last cenlury was Monsignor Sibhour,
Bishop of Digne.

his life is as illuminalive as would be the lengthiest
bicgraphy.
Having spent the ecvening on one occasion at  the

prefecture, he returned to his palace al a late hour. His
secrelary al once told him t1hat a young woman  had
called to see him 1wice during {ihc evening ;_amd that,
the second #time, she appeoared so agilated and begged
so earnestly Lo see the Bishop thal he had takeh it
upon himself 1o hid her wait Monsighor's return. She
was now in the reception room. . -

Bishop Sibour, somewhat surprised, soughl his visi-
tor, and found her to he the daughler of one of the
prinoipal business’ men of the town. The young girl
threw herself at his feel, weeping distractedly. He
raised her, soothed her, and cncouraged her to  tell
him her trouble. IIer story was 1o lhe eflecet that
unexpected losses had come upon her father, that he
had heavy paymenls io make the following day and
could not possihly meet them. In face of Lhis cmtam
dishonor he was so unmanned that his wife and
daughier had watched him and discovered that he in-
tented to commit suicide. The girl added t1hat - she
had come to seek the Bishop as lhe only one capable
of turping her father from this falal step,

Ten minutes later {he Bishop was at {hedespair-
ing merchant’s side. At first the threatened bankrupt
denied everytiing ; but, moved by ithe prelate’s touch-
ing exhortations, he spcechly confessed that he found it
impossible to survive his dishonor.

The Editor

' An editor ', says the ‘S.H. Review', is a man
who is liable to grammatical blunders, toothache, typo-
graphical errors, amd lapses of memory, and usually he
has half a millicn people watching to catch him irip-
ping. And yet the world is full of people who want
to be editors ! "

There are at least some people who seem 1o regard

the editor of - a religious paper at least as mnecessarily a _

wicked man—a member of some new and uncatalogued
brigade of ‘ihe devil's own’. And t{hey are seldom
content to leave him to the uncovenanied mercies of
God.” Outside Texas he is not commonly upholstered in
tar-and-feathers, or turncd inlo a colander with ,303
bullets. But the unfriendly critics whose wings he clips
or whose dllegibly writéen names he misinterprets in type
sometimes make the editor feel that it would he more
tolerable for him 1f he were a Deeming or a ~ Charles
Peace. Most of the religious editor's high crimes arise
out of the use (or shall we say abuse 7) of those two
beneficent iInstitutions—the bilue pencil and the waste
basket—which a merciful Pfovidence has provided for the
protection of a long-suffering and afflicted public, But
time and many weals make him at last somewhat of a
pachyderm in feeling. And there are so many gentle
souls who can

*Be to his virtues very kind ;-
Be to his fauits a -little blind '.

Are there not, too, the apologists who plead for him—

as Douglas Jerrold did for the cditor of his day—that

even the devil may be painted in shadow ; or as Arte-

mus Ward pleaded once upon =2 lime with the powder-

blazing miners out West—*' not to shoot the man at the

planner, as he is doing his best ’ ?

There were thousands whom the sudden
deprivation of liquor hit hard. The'd been drinking
inordinately for years, most of them, and when 1ihe
hour came which gave them no. possible chance to get
eyﬂnl a sip of liguor, how they did curl up and beat the
air !

* They couldn't.eab or sleep, but just tossed around
and groaned, Bromides and cuieting drams were
served out to the worst cases, But the open air-and
the positive necessities of the situation began to bring
them around after the first three or four days.

‘ They began to,.eat _a bit. The cofiee and the

rough fare of the camps heiped them. They got their
share of lhe tobacco served out to all hands, and that
put a hit of spirit into ithem,
. “Just as soon as it was perceived that they were
fit to work, they were put at it at the point of the
bayonet. 'They worked, and the work was the great
thing for them. The labor drove the liguor oul of their
systermns and made them hungry—and hundreds of ‘em

THE PERSECUTION IN FRANCE

THE ¢SATURDAY REVIEW’ ON THE PAPAL
ENCYCLICAL )

——

Under the heading, © Irench Christianity at™ Bay ',
the higitr-toned and ably edited London * Saturday Re-
view ' published in its issue of January 19 the follow-
ing editorial ariicle on {he recent Papal Encyeclical
(which we published in fuil last week) (—

The Epiphany Encyclical of Pius X. is an impres-
sive vindication of ihe sland that French Cheistianity
is making againsi {he principle of * atheism by estab-
fishment * (to quote DBurke's immortal words) embo-
died in the French Separation Law. The effect is
perceptible in the Chamber of Deputies, where legis-
lators seemy in hot haste t{o begin the journey to
Canossa by pulling ‘down one at least of the legal.
by which they have sought tu bar the path
of loyal Catholies to the sancluaries of the faith. It
is visible also in the columns of the ¢ Times' news-
paper, which on Monday tendered a tardy justice _to
the *lofty principles and unshaken faith ' that inspire
the Pope's protest against the attack on ihe exisience
ot organised Chrisitianily in France. This recognition
of the beauty of righteousness is well. Unfortunately
the * Times '-goes on %o argue that on pgrounds of ex-
pediency the Pope and the French Church should sub-
imit to the inevitable; in other words, should sacti-
fice what they ‘deem the divine constitution of _“Lshe
Church to pain a few years' respite irom spolia.tlm}
and persecution. That more than a respite could he

M. Waldeck-Rousseau to -be dissolved by M. Combes.
Apd if ¢The Times’ has forgotten- the fate of the Or-
ders, the Pope, as Mr. Ward, in his brildant article
in the current ¢ Nineteenth Centurv,’ reminds us, re-
memhers it.

Our regret is that the imevitable struggle
between Christianity and atheism was rol fought 1o a
finish in the days of Gambetta. We recopnise, however,
that even from a religious standpoint strong argu-
ments might formerly be urged  for a policy of compro-
mise, when no vital issues were involved, ' and we feel
turther that the Church had no right to jeopardise
lightly her revenues, which, as the Pope observes in
one of the most patheti¢’ passages in the Encyeclical
are ‘parily the patrimony = of the poor, and pactly
the patrimony, more sacred still, of the dead.’
the fact remains, that when a further suirender wag
impossible without a sacrifice of the faith, and the
Pope and the French Church opposed to the intolerable
demands of  the abheistic State the mnon-pessumus
of the purest ages of Chrislianity, almost a miracu-
lous change has been efiected. For the first time in
the anmals of the Gallican Church has the whole body
of her clergy, from the Cardinal’ Archbishop 1o  the
student in the seminary, rallied to i1he Papal side in a

controversy between the Curia and the French Stabes; -

and never since the day on which the Scotoh Free
Kirkers under Chalmers forsook homes and income for
what they deemed the ‘crown rights of Christ’ has
Europe witnessed so impressive a spectacle of the
abandonment of all earthly goods for the sake of the
faith as she has seen in the acceptamce by the French
Bishops and priests ol expulsion from their palaces and
presbyteries.

If we admiitfed, which we do not for moment, that
Pius X. and the French Church should base their pol-
icy on considerations of expediency, the remarkable
success that has already atiended the stand for prin-
ciple would seem to show that in this case at least
the path of honor is also the path of safety. And as
to the complaint that the Encyclical contains no de-
tailed scheme of action for the Bishops and clergy to
follow, he must be a fool himself who imagines that
the Pope, face to face with a mallgnant enemy, would
be such a fool as to go into details in 1he messapge
“urbi et orbi’ Is he  likely 0o show his plans to
‘ The Times ' correspondent in Paris, for instance ? The
bishops will know what to do, but they will not tell
their enemies either in France or in England.

In the Enecyelical the Pope explains why he was un-
able to sanction 1ihe * associalions cultwelles.’ They
were, he tells us, organised in such a way as to run
counter to the whole basis on which the conslitution
of the Catholic hierarchy rests. We believe that any
ecclesiastical Jawyer or theologian, Roman or Anglican,
who understands the guestion would endorse the Pope's
view. Unless ihe Pope was prepa~ed to aceept as
theologically covreel the proposition ihat the rulers of
the Church by divine law are lay taxpayers and house-
holders, 'Eha-g7 the bishops and priests are their subor-
dinates, and that the State is the supreme judge, of
heresy, he could nol have recognised a church based
on ‘ associations cultuelles.” This self-evident truth has
lately been admitted even by M. Comhbes. Yet English
newspapers continue to assert that the majority of
the French episcopate would, but for Papal interfer-

ence, have willingly enrolled the faithful in the semi- 32

Presbhyterian, semi-Voltairean established Church of the
Separation Law, The truth is that the Bishops at
the meeting on May 31 condemned the insulting and
ridiculous sugmestion with practical unanimity. We may
add that it is accurate to state that the majority of

the episcopate favored .the modification rather than the *

rejection of this insulting proposal. What happened was
this: Some bishops at the council and some newspaper
canonists outside did believe that legal dexterity might
devise some kind of associations, of which the consti-
tution should not be repugnant to Catholic principles,
and whose form could be one which was technically
legal under the Separation Law.

Are English Chrislians going-%o persist in - callous
indiffierence  to the persecution of Christiapity in
France at the hands of polilicians .who talk of " their
noble father Satan,’ or brag of their desire t0 make
an end of the idea of Christianity 7 'If on this mat-
fer they condemn Pius X. they pass judgment also
on Baxter and Chalmers. To genuine Churchmen - how-
ever a stronger appeal may he, made.

But if that was denied,
illumination of the - Holy
Spirit made manifest to every sincere inguirer the true
‘sense of even the dark and difficult passages of Holy
Writ. Whem these two modes of interpretation were
proved to be insufficient by the discordant and contra-
dictory Iesults to which they led, then the necessity of
study and of other human alds was admitted. T Byt
study and the other human aids only served to lead to
wider divergence and more definite contradiction, Then,
in desperation, the - '

_ Authority of the Chureh .
was again invoked amd partially recognisdd. But this

new Chureh was not the .old authoritative Catholic
Church, but a creation of the State, or of private
individuals, liable to error, incapable of enforeing its
interpretation of the Bible, -and, -therefore, of little

practical use in détermdining iis meaning. The result of
all these varying standards of faith and contradictory:
interpretations of Scripture was—-lst, the multiplication
of sects; and, 2nd, the gradual diminution of the authority
of the Bible. It was clearly established by experience i{hat
if God had given the Bible for the illumination of the
world, He had not, according to the principles of its
interpreters, given any tmustwort¥y key to its mean-
ing. In such circumstances it naturally occurred to-
men of weak faith and daring minds do ouestion
whether God had really given the Bible at all as a
guide to men. This inquiry, carried on in a thor-
oughly rationalistic spirit, wilhout reverence for God
or for authority, has led to the denial of the inspir-

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ation amd fruth of Scripiure, amd 1o {he rejeclion of
the very foumdations of Christian feith amongst 1nil-
lions separated from the Catholic /Church.

In case of Catholics, no appreciable effect has been
produced, Cdlholics can afford to be tranquil and
confident amidst the prevailing doubt and confusion.
The Catholic - Church is old enough to have:scen the
rise 4 and progress and decay and reappearance of all
existing heresies. The arts and sciences are her hamd-
maidens. Recent discoveries in every department she
watches with intelligent intefest. She is nol opposed
to the most searching and minute inguiry, as is often
ignorantly stated, because she will not aft once adopt:
what further investigalion or the lapse of time may
prove to be untrue. She weighs carefully, even though
conservatively, the newest theories propounded by the

Higher Criticigm.

She will not at once adept a novelty, more par-
ticularly when it seems to conflict with the traditions
of the past, but she will not reject it because it is
a novelty, and ultimately she will adopt it, no mat-
ter how novel, provided it is established by ~ solid
proofs. ..

During the time of inguiry and examinaiion Catho-
lics hold their souls in peace, because they know that
truth is great, and will ullimately, prevail, This con-
filent attitude of Cabholics is well “illustrated ip a
modern work of fiction, ¢ When it Was Dark,’ written
by a non-Catholic, in which, by the machinations of a
Jew, the denial of the Resurrection of Christ is sup-
posed to have gained wide credence amongst professing
Christians. Some were simply astounded, amd knew
not what to think or where 40 turn for light and lcad-
ing. Some were completely deceived, abandoned {heir
farvh, and gave themselves up to a life of seénsual enc
ment. Others lost all interest in the good works in
which they had been engaged, and hecame utterly apa-
thetic, But Catholics, as the author observes, were the
only. persons unalfected by, the pretended” disproof of the
Resurrection. They simply went on in the confident be-
lief that time would unravel the mystery and dissipale
the cloud which hung over the Christian world for a
time. They were unmoved, because they_rvested their
faith, not on the learning or persuasiveness of any indi-
vidual, But on the authority of the Church, which is
‘the pillar and ground of truth’; which is guarded
by the infallible promise, and protected by the efficacious
prayer of her Divire Founder.

But when a new theory is broached, or a new
real or pretended discovery made, it is not merely in
works of fietion that we fnd bow weak, how shift-
ing, is the authority of private judgment in the minds
of the multitudes who profess to hold it as a sure
guide in the interpretation of the Bihle,

clergyman has denied the Fall of Man from his primal
state of innocence. This denial, I take it for gran-
ted, regards the FACT, nof ihe mere debatable gues-
tion of the literal or Gguralive account of the
given in ithe Book of Genesis, otherwise there would
be no sufficient reason for the widespread alarm; and
heated controversy, to which the denial has -given rise.
The denial of the FACT of the Fall involves ihe de.-
nial of the whole scheme of Hedemption. It over-
throws, in the minds of ihose who adopt it, the foun-

dalion on which St Paul resis his reasoning in tLhe -

fifph chapter of his ITpistle to the Romans, ° Where-
fore as by one man sin entered into this world, and by
sin «death: aml so  death passed upon all men in
whomt all have _sinned, Therefore, as hy the of-
fence of one, unto all men to condemnation : s0, also by
*the justice of one, unto all men teo Jjustification of life.
For as by the disobedience of one man, Mmany were
made sinmers: so also by the.obedience of one, many
shall be made just’ (vv. 12, 18, 19). ,

In a word, the depial of the FACT reduces Chris-
tian revelation to chaos.

But how is it received by so many of the Bible-
reading, Bible-loving men and women of our day ? With
undisguised £pprobation by some, with hypothétical ad-
option by others, and with shamefaced and hali-heartes
diffidence as to ils adoption or rejection by more. Many
who reject: the authority of the Church are willing: to
rest their faith on the authority of ome man, of Wwhose
claims to be a safe guide in less important matters
very difierent opinions have heen expressed. Meantime-
the authority of the Bible is being steadily - undermined
amongst  Mange masses of men, and 1hose Wwho are

The Lomdon ° Daily Chronicle ' has been publishing a
numlbier of opinions “on his views,. Amongst  ihgse
given is that of the Rev. William Barry, vhe well-known
Catholic writer, who says :

. As a Catholic priest I have no opinions of.my own.
I teach what the Church teaches, and if I wanted to-
teach anything else 1 should begin by going out of the
Church, 'That-seems io | me the difittence between 2
Protestant and a TCatholic—a Protestani chooses what
he will beliove, and a Catholic accepts from his
Church what he ought to believe, -

I don’t know whether Mr. Campbell could find a
-5econd man-in his own Church who agrees with him,
and it is quite probable he does not much mind whether
there is a. second man; but with us it is guite dif-
ferent. We don’t think the Church is worth ~anything
unless it teaches us. - We don’t profess to teach it.

I have very great respect for Mr. Campbell, and
especially for his social work and for his endeavor 1o
be on good terms with all kinds of Christians, but 1
am very much astonished at his complete -change from
the Calvinistic beliefs to one which is clean opposite to

them. The Calvinist believes in predestination and in
reprobation. Mr. Campbell does not believe in Treproba-
tion at all. He thinks that sooner or later all men,

whatever they have done, will be made perfect by the
Divine aclion; and I think that creed is ' a very bad
one. :

I think it leads to the destiuction of free will,
and personally 1 most strongly dishelieve in it. Then
My, Campbell says he does not desire to be called a
Unitarian, and I suppose he knows best what he would
like to be called, but in {he accomnt of his creed
which I have just read in the * Daily Chronicle’ I do
not see anything that is not Unitarian, and that it
seems to me is the. extraordinary change.

_ Mz, Camphell has simply boxed the compass. He
bas just gona round from one side of the-eircle to
the other. OF ecourse, I am simply speaking ~of his
creed and his principles, and not for one moment of Mr,
Campbell personally, for whom, I say.once more, I have
a great regard. Nothing is more certain. than that v
Roman Churéh: would condemn the points of ~ the new
theology on which he lays stress, and which seem to
me the revival of many early heresies. Now that may
be called bigotry. We call it dogmatic teaching,

Mr, O’Sullivan announced that the purse contained
over £144, and ihat there would doubiless be an
atdition from the proceeds of the social.

The Rev. Father Fay, who was given a hearty
reception, said he would be less than human if he did
not feel a proud man after listening to what had just
bheen said, all of which he did not think hedeserved.
The pood wishes that had heen extended 1o him had
aflected him very much, for he Yknew the
quality of those who had expressed them, and that
they were sincere and heartfelt. The handsome purse
they had so kindly subscribed would go a long way
towards helping him to become acquainted with those
lands and objects of historical interest that he looked
forward to seeing.

John Alexander Dowie—religion-maker, city builder,
and autocrat—has ‘ passed out.’ His flame of life
went out like 2 smoky rush-light. His last months
were months of failure, deposition, violent quarrels,
paralysis, physical wreck, and menbal eclipse; amd his
last hours (if the cables speak truly) were vibrant
with great bursts of hs old wild invective against
his enemies. But it was, we hope, the poor, jolted
intellect that spoke at the last, mnot the sane and
self-possessed dying man that was conscious of his pas-
sing and of all that it . implied. As a maker of
‘sport” or ‘fancy ' religions, Dowie was merely a link
in a chain of freakish seguence that has extended
without a break from the Reformation to our day.
From the- Anabaptiste to the Disciples of Free Love,
from the Mupggletonians to the Dukhoubors, from the
Southcottians to the Eddyites—all alike have found
their charter in the Reformed principle that makes the
private opinion of even a Hodge or a Colin Clout the
court of final appeal, for Hodge or Colin, in matters
of faith and morals, Johanna Southcott and Joseph
Smith and John Alexander Dowie built up their re-
ligious systems on the same shifting and sandy foun-
dation as did their spiritual forefathers, the Reform-
ers ~of the sixbeenth century. In the process "of sort-
ing out amd picking and choosing, Sbme of them re-

tained more, some less, of the Christianity of Christ.

That is about the only difference among them all: it
was merely a question of mixture—how much of man
and how little of Christ went to make up the .new
systems. For the rest, the more preposterous the
claims ©of the new Reformers, the more sudden seems
to be “their success.

On many occasions his eloguence was
readily placed at the service of his fellow-priests in
connection with the inauguration of various parochial
and diocesan works, Besides this, he had developed an
aréhitectural taste that resulted in the Lmposing and
umigue Basilica upon which “they were now gazing.

The Face of the Infant Jesus

In a * Christmas Sermon' in the © Christian Regis-
ter * (Unitarian), December 20, ‘the Rev. John C. Kim-
ball tells the following story (quoted by the ‘Sacrcd
Heart Review ) illustrabing ihe power upon bruialiscd
men of the piclure of the Child Jesus :— . ;

Wandering Poles, ’ : .

In addition 1o the variation of the. earth!ls  axis
produced by tihe precession of the equinoxes, occupying
a period of 25,868 years, it has been shown by Peters
(1844) and Nyren (1873) thai- there is also a periodical
shifting of the axis of rotation relailively to the earth’s
surface., This produces a continuous wvariation ‘of lati-
tudes, a fact which had been suspected by Bessel so ear-
ly as 1817, Proi. Albrecht, who has summarised the
results of different observers, finds that since 1890 the
earth’s pole has described an irregular spiral around
a mean position from which it does not deviate more
than 0.3 degrees (three-tenths of. a secomd of arc).
Mr. 8. €, Chandler concluded that the wariation. is
composed of two terms, one having a period of four-
teen months and the other of "a year.

Vitality of Seeds. .
A highly interesting and well authenticated ac-
count is given by Landrebh, of an instance o{lpersis-
tent vitality in seeds. Lieutenant Greely, comimander
af the Franklin Bay expedition, which sailed north in
1881, took. out seeds of various vegetables, Some of
these were sown at Fort Conger, 80 degrees 44 min-
utes north, but the attempt was not successful. This
station wa§ abandoned in 1883. 1ln 1899, sixteen
years laler, the abandoned station at ¥ort Conger
was discovered by Ldeulenant Peary, -commander  of
the North Polar expedition. Among other things found
was a packet- of radish seed in an open box in the
attic of the fort. These sceds had heen exposed dur-
ing sixteen years to .a (winter temperature of 60 to
70 degrees Fahremheit helow zero. The seceds weré sent
home and remained until {the spring of 1905, Wwhen
thay were sown, and 50 per cent. produced perfect-
Iy normal plants.- The original sced was harvestied
cerfainly not earlier than 1880, and consequently was
twenty-three vears old when sown. The gueslion Is
raised as to whether the electrically charged abmos-
phere, so constant in the northern, regions, has the
efiect of prolonging germinative force. 1t has been ob-
served that the atmospheric electric currents add quite
100 per cent. to the rapidity of plant growth, and to
the development of color and strength of perfume.
