Export of Pigs and Bacon - .

The number of Irish pigs exported to Great Britain
during 1904 was 505,247, valued at £1,742,039, The
value of bacon, hams, and pork exported during the
same period was £2,287,148. This brings, the value of
the export in pigs and pig produocts to £4 029,187
sterling—a very important item 4in the national in-
come. The, importance of the trade dis a mal-
ter of serious moment, Iis development and stability
deserve consideration. The value of the entire imports
of bacon, hams, and pork to the United Kingdom is
stated (statistical abstract for the United Kingdem) o
be £17,609,688. Thus, Ireland preoduces for Great Bri-
tain about one-eighih the amount of swine products
that are imported from other countries.

The University Scheme

The Iwish Hierarchy (writes a Dublin correspondent)
cannot either approve or disapprcve of the Government
plan for settling the University question until full de-
tails of it are published, However, in the -final re-
port «f the Rcyal Commission which has been™ issued
appears a lelter from the Archbishop of Dublin to* Sir
Antony MacDonnell, in which his Grace points out that
when consulted by Mr. Wyndham as to whether the
University question could he settled by the establish-
ment of a second college in Dublin, to be as Trinity
College is, a College of Dublin University, the Irish
Bishops replied in the aflivmative. On the other hand

the Bishops of the Irish Episcopalian Church have not |

wailed for any details of the proposed scheme, They
have issued a letter rejecting it. They contend that
one university is not suflicient -to meet the varied
needs of Ireland, and unhesitalingly condemn ihe pro-
posal to destroy the absolule identity of Trimity Col-
lege with the University of Dublin, and declare that
the constitution of colleges in such a university shar-
ing the prestige of Trinily College would depreciate
Dublin University degrees and the Imperial connection of
Dublin University with Oxford and Cambridge.

The National Demands

The sevenlh annual meeting of the National Direc-
tory cf the United Irish League was held in Dublin
on January 29, Mr, John Redmond, M.P., presiding.
Mr. Joseph Devlin, M.P., was elected general secre-
tary, and Mr. David Sheehy, DM.P., chief organiser.
The action of the Irish Party in relation to M.
John O'Donnell, M.P,, and Mr. D. Sheehan, M.P., was
strongly approved and emdorsed by a resolution unari-
mously adopted, Resolutions were also adopted calling
on the Government to take immediate steps to meet
the distress in. the west of Ireland. On the motion
of the chairman, »a resolulion was passed declaring
that the national demand for a native Parliament with
a responsible Executive remained unalfered and unalter-
able, and that, while the Irish people were prepared
lo give fair consideration to any scheme for the ex-
tension of popular power and responsibility, no change
which did not give the freely elected representatives of
the people full control gver Uhe affairs of Ireland could
be accepted or treated as a settlement of {the national
question or could hring prosperity to Ireland. A reso-

lution, moved by Mr. John Dillon, M.P,, and adopt-.

ed, welcomed the report. 6f fthe Royal Commission on
the Univerdity question and the recent pronouncement
of Mr. Bryce, and stated that, while they would not
commit themselves to any scheme for seltling the Uni-
versity wgquestion, they were prepared to give favorable
consideration to any plan brought forward by the Gov-

Mr. Justice Real, of Queensland, has just attain-
his 60th year. At the age of 21 years he formed
the idea of bhecoming a barrister, the Rev. Father
J. B.  Breen being his tufor in Latin and Greek, while
he idepended solely on himself to acquire the requisite
iknowledge of law from ihe various text-books and
standard works. He was admitted to the Bar in 1874,
and elevated to the Supreme Court Bench sixteen
years later, '

“A cable message received last week stated that
Dr. Macnamara, M.I>., who recently became Secretary
of the Local Governmenl Board, at ‘the St. Pat-
rick’'s Day ‘celebration’ at ‘Feckham (South IL.ondon),
was admitted a member of the Dulwich -Napper
Tandy branch of the Irish National Leagué of Great
Britain. This is the first inslance of a member of
the Ministry joining a mililant Irish organisation. Dr,
Macnamara’s * father was a native of~County Clare,
and Dr. Macnamara, who is very proud of his Irish
blood, has given his iLilla in THHerne Hill, London, the
historic Irish name of Clontarf, <

In connection with the recent elections, in Germany.
and the leading part which the Imperial Chancellor
took in the contest, it is interesting to know fhat
Prince Von Bulow is one of the best decorated men
in BEurope. " He possesses 115 stars, orders, and rib-
hons, besides medals galore. A Gerinan nathematician-
bhe other day reckoned that if the Chancellor worte
them all they would cover not only every, inch of his
hreast, but his back as well, and overflow down his
trousers 1o his kpees. But the Prince is the Jeast
military-minded of men; he is-well dressed and care-
fully groomed, but careless in bearing. He dislikes
exercise of all kindsg he will not walk when he cap
ride ; he hates the discomforts of life, and in domes-
tic tastes is Iuxurious almost fo the vergeof ~epi- -
curianism,

Mr. Regirald McKenna, who recently enitered the
Cahbinet (says the Dublin * Freeman’s Journal), is the-
son of an Irishman, the late Mr. William C, MeKenna,
who was a bYother of Sir Joseph Nehle McKenna, whe
in the last generation had a noted ParlMamentary
career. Sir Josevh Neale McKenna entered the House
of Commons in 1865 as Tory member for Youghal, a
constituency . from which he ousted Isaac Buttf, who had
sat for Youghal since 1862, Sir Joseph McKenna,
however, strange t0 relate, became a oonvert from
Toryism® to ~Irish National princivles, which caused
him~ the loss.of hig scat at Youghal, for which,“how-
ever, he was eventually 'returned in 1874 as one of*
Isaac Butt’'s most sincere and earnest followers., He
sat for Ycughal till ‘its disiranchisement in 1885, on
the passing of the last Reform Aect, and subsequently
from 1885 f1ll 1892 was member for Scuth Monaghan.

The death of Colonel David La Touche Colthurst,
at the advanced age of 79, which has cccurred at
Bourpemouth (says the fIrish Catholic’), removes a
distinguished officer who saw service in the Crimea,
and who was- a member of Mr. Butt’s Home Rule
Party. He contested ome cf the County Cork Parlia-
mentary divisions in the Nationallst interest against his
Sir George Colthurst, Bart., who. represented
the Conservative side, in 1879, and won the seat by a
large maijority. He was subsequently returned at the .
general election of 1880. Colonel Colthurst was a fer-
vent convert to Catholicity, as was his .brother Ro-
bhert, who long predeceased hitn, and who also served as
an officer in the Crimeam war. It is said that the
conversion of the brothers was bBrought about by what
they saw on the battlefietds of the devotion of the
Catholic nuns. -

‘How to Save the Eyes.

Avoid teading in a3 dairk room, in the  dusk of eve-
or by a poor light. Avoid reading “during sick--
ness and after measles, scarlet fever, and any exhaust-
ing disease. "Avoid reading while lying down. This  is
an unnatural position, siraining the.eyes and producing
congesion. Avoid reading in a stouping position, for
this interferes with the return circulation, and congesis
the eye -and the brain. Avoid rubbing the oyes,. with
the hand .or with a rough ecloth; but.rather -bhathe
them in cold waler twice a day. Avocid prolonged use
of the eyes for near or fine work ; rest the =ye. by
locking at objects at a distance. Avoid dazzling ~ lighis
and suwdden changes, and never use the eyés when every-
thing appears hazy and- {he letters blur, but -obtain
sujtable glasses. . <

o How~ to Put on- Gloves.. i e
The length of time a pair a kid gloves will wear-

depends very much. upon ihe way .they are put on,
especially -.the first time. Never put on a pair- of

. gloves in a hurry; take plenly f time, and keep cool,

It is of preat importance that the hand should re-
main dry and cgol, and be perfeotly clean. 1t is well
to dust it with a little plain rice powder first, Work
the fingers well down before you put in the thumhb.

" Work the thumb in slowly, amd then the rest of the

hamd. Begin at the second button and descend, then
return to the first buiton, which wili now {asten easi-
ly without breaking or -stretching the buttonhole, Your
hand will frequenfly be moist with perspiration when
about to remove the gloves, In this case pull’ them off
wrong side ouf, so that the moisture can evaporate,
When quite dry turn the fingers and smooth the gloves
into shape, laying them in a hox or other -.receptis-
cle long encugh to "roceive them, ‘except in the case of
evening gloves, Which may be folded hali-way up the
arm. Another way to make gloves last is to buy
them large enough. A glove thal is too 1lighl presses
the hand out of shape, makes il red, and is -always
in the worst possible taste.

Care of the Range.

A few hints in.regard o the proper treatment of
a range may assist some housekespers. Don’t pile “the
coal above the tcp of the-fire-box, nor allow.the lop
of the stove to get 1ed hot, for it warps anl eracks
tlre covers. Be careful not to let the grate get
clogged ; shake often and keep iree {rom cinders and
ashes. Do not let ashes remain in the ashpan: they

+ absorb the heab, cool the oven,and check the draft. Do

not allow eclinkers to remain Iastened to the fire-hox,
If the box is.brick-lined, drop an oyster shell in the
fire occasionally, when burning briskiy, -and the shell
will eclean off the brick. It is bad policy 1o ™ rush’
the range with 1he "oven draught open. It uses too
much coal and burng ogul. the range 100 fast: Don't
let " the smpke draught stand open, except when fresh
coal is put on. Heat that goes up “lhe chimney is‘so
much -heat wasted. Wet garbage should not be burned
In the stove. “If it must bhe burned, dry it first,
otherwise steam is gemerated and the moislure will in-
jure the fire-box. Don*t set leaky vessels or_spill cold
waber on. the range; the cold coming in contact with
the -heated metal will eracy it. To met srots off when
there has been a bad ¢ srill over,” cool the lids by
changing them, or putting on coal. Clean with paper
and fnish with a scraper. Keep the reseryoir ecovers
closed and o prevent rusbing . the ifon agnd  siraining
Don’t let soot ‘accumulate in ihe Aue.
Scrape off all soot that hangs to the oven ' bhottom.
Pull all soot toward you-and be careful not to push
it back in the fue. It is not necessary to polish
kitchen range every day. Cruniple a newspaper,
rub any spots on the siove with ¥a hit  slightly
dampened, polish wilh' fwo or {hree ruhthings with dry
paper, -and the iron will he bright ecnovgh. )

A snake does not climb a {ree or 4 bush by . coiling
around 4t, as most people who have not investigated

the matiter believe, but by balancing himself very even- -

Iy and holding on with the poifits and edges of his
scales, A spake on a pane- of glass or other polished
surface where the scales cannot take hold is almest per-
fectly helpless.

A Molor Bieycle,

A new motor bhicycle, propelled ﬁy “a_fan, has been
invenfed hy M. Ernest Archdeacon, the well-known
Franco-Irishman of the Aero Club of Paris. In trial
trips, a speed of 50 miles an hour has peen obtained.
M. Archdeacon is now at work -experimenting, and
hopes before long to have
fected. The bicyele is propelled by a large fan, similar
to those used on warships, mounted in front of
machine and driven by a horizontal shait from a
motor. The trials were made with Anzani, the famous
motoreyclist, in the saddle, At first the machine went
slowly, but as the propeller increased its revolutions
until its blades could no longer be seen, it bounded
forward at a speed of from 456 _io 50 miles an‘hour.

Lapis Lazuli.

Lapis lazuli, a peculiar stone, varying in shades
from sky hlue or dark blue, comes irom various parts
of Asia and has usually specks of yellow or white iron
prrives, which some believe o be gold or silver, The
fine blue color for painting called uliramarine is made
irom lapis lazuli by grinding it into powder and puri-
fying it from pyrites and oiher substances which are
mixed with it in its natural state, As painters know
well, this color is unow difficult to obtain genuine, since
a mode of making ib artificially has been discovered
by chemists. The difference in pwce 1is great. The
artificial cannot be distinguished from +the real hy even
the most carcful chemical tesbs, the only means of de-
tecting the former being by the microscope, which
shows the absence of t{he sparkling particles of the
broken stone from which the real ultramarine is never
free. o
