Immaculate Conception cf the Blessed Virgin Mary.
Her Immaculate Conception was the first of the pri-

viileges,by which the Blessed Virgin was preparedfor the
dignity of Mother of God. This privilege signifies that
Mary never contracted the stain of original sin1; that
her soul, in the first moment of its union with her
body, was pure and spotless. "She., was thus excepted
from the universal doom, in virtue of which every mem-
ber of the human race enters the world stained by
Adam's sin. This doctrine, so admirably in keeping
with what the holiness of Mary's Son required, though
expressed more or less explicitly in every age of the
■Church's history, Wf}S not formally defined until! the
year 1854.

St. Damasus, Pope and Confessor.
St. Damasus was sixty years of age when raised

to the pontifical throne in 366. His profound learn-
ing, fervent piety, and zeal in maintaining the purity
of the faith, and rejecting the false interpretations
which various heretics endeavored to put upon the
teaching of Christ, have caused him to be regarded as
one of the most able and illustrious of the early Pon-
tiffs. He- died in 384.

St. Melchiades, Pope and Martyr.
St. Melchiades wasPope from 311 to 314. He had

the happiness of witnessing the triumph of Christianity,
which followed the accession of Constantine. His death
was peaceful, but he is honored as a martyr on ac-
count of his previous sufferings in the persecutions.

tionings of Gertrude, his old housekeeper, he retired to'
the church, to pray. It was now two o'clock. The man
of God prostrated himself- before the tabernacle.

lln three hours Ishall be dead,' he reflected. 'O
Jesus, Thou who hast suffered the agony in the Garden
_of Olives, grant me strength to die well, courageous-
ly ; and accept my sacrifice for the remission of my
sins and the salvation, of France!

-It was a feast-day and Vespers began, at "three.
The village knew that something mysterious was- im-
pending ; everyone was filled with anxiety, though no
one" could explain its cause. The dreadful news had
not yet been communicated, but it was known that
tbree men -were to die, and that fact alone caused the
villagers to turn their sorrowful steps toward the
church. After the

'
Magnificat,' the Abbe Francoispres-

sed-through" the immense crowd and ascended thepul-
pit.-

'.My very dear brethren,' he said, in - a deep-voice
filled with emotion, 'I am happy to see you here in
such great numbers. It is a solemn hour and you
have _ realised it. Let us be united, heart and soul,
"praying fervetftly for those who are about to expiate
a crime of which Ibelieve.them to be innocent. I
have been able to obtain pardon for only one of them.
The others, already reconciled to God, will,Ifeelcon-
fident, -die like good Christians and true Frenchmen.'

When he had finisihed the Cure prayed aloud for
all prisoners and for those about to die. Then, amid
the sobs of the multitude, he gave them his blessing,
laying it upon them as a sacred injunction that they
should go directly to their homes and remain within
doors until the execution was over. This he did that
they might not learn what was in store for their
pastor, thus avoiding all excitement, perhaps a serious
outbreak.

When the crowd had slowly and silently dispersed,
the Abbe Francois said one last fervent prayer at the
foot of the altar, then left the holy place, traversing
the deserted streets of the village until he oncemore
rejoined his unfortunate comipanions.'

But. at five o'clock word came that the execution
had been postponed until the following morning. This
postponement was the salvation of the doomed men,
About midnight a company of Francs Tireurs, guided
by an intrepid countryman, made their way into the
village, overpowered the Prussians, and released' the. prisoners.

It was not until morning that the villagers learn-
ed the truth; that their pastor had offeredhimself as
a substitute for Clement Dufour, and that the sacri-
fice had been accepted.

The Government Grammar
Schools, heavily endowed as they are, must rest satis-
fied with a fraction^of the remaining 16 that succeeded
in getting on the lists.'

Commonwealth Public Service ', says our Sydney con-
temporary,, 'held its own, examination in June; the
number of places was limited, but .the competitionwas
very keen. When the results were -published it was
found' that the first three places fell to Christian Bro-
thers' boys.'- The Brothers' 'school at Nudgee secured
first place, their' school at Maryborough second and
third.

A Sectarianising Government
The Wade-Waddell Government in ,New South Waies

have lately' (says the 'Catholic Press ') been lputting
grants for several sectarian institutions on " the Estim-
ates, an<il rigidly excluding all Catholic charities.' This'
scandal has succeeded another, which was exposed in-
scathing -terms by the Cardinal Archbishop of Sydney.
We refer to the manner in wliich a sectarian institution
(the' City Mission), was " put upon the ratepayers of ,

Sydney by the corporation'"of that city, to the exclusion
of the St. Vincent de Paul Society and the many other
Catholic charities operating there. In the course of a
documented discourse, and of a letter to- the daily pap-
ers, his Eminence showed that the City -Mission, was a
sectarian association, for sectarianpurpose's, distributing
sectarian tracts, and acting as a proselytising agency..
Catholic charities distributed nothing in salaries ;■ in the
case of the City Mission, '

while £7000 had been dis-
bursed, of that -sum- no less than £2147 w&s paid in
salaries, £2500 in Bible hall entertainments and such
like, while the whole amount disbursed in charity am-
ounted to the magnificient sum .of £"845.'

Some Catholic Emancipation is evidently wanted in
New South Wales.

Science and Faith
Science and Lord Kelvin demolished the natural

selection theory of Darwin. Huxley declared that
'

the
old hypothesis of special creations is more consistent
and more comprehensible'! And in

'
The Last Link '

(p. 76) even Haeokel gave it as his opinion that 'it
would he "better to accept a mysterious creation of all
the species, as described in the Mosaic account '.. The
decline of Darwinism has been marked "by what may be
broadly described as a revival of religious faith among,
men in the * foremost ranks of scientific research. Thus,
in his '

Substance of Faith!, Sir Oliver Lodge, ap-
proaching Christianity from the purely human side,uses
language hardly distinguishable from that- of the ortho-
dox believer. The devout Pasteur, one of the foremost
scientists of any age or country, died a few years ago'
with one hand holding the crucifix, the other clasping
the hand of his pious Catholic wife. And, to mention
only one .more out of many instances that might bead-
duced, a writer -in the New York 'Sun ' recently told
as follows the story of

'
another great Catholic scien-

tist, M. Lapperj,nt. 'The French Academy of Sciences
itself ', says he, 'has lately given the very best answer-
and a very direct one to the supposed opposition be-
tween science" and religionby electing to perpetualsecre-
taryship—an office which is usually considered as prob-
ably the most important in the domain of science in
"France and perhaps in the world— M. A. Lapperant,who
is a Catholic prominent in his public adhesion to the old
Church, and who besides is lmown as one of the most
distinguished geologists in the world. Mr. Lapperant's
treatise on geology is considered one of the most
authoritative text-books- on the subject ever published,
has been widely read, and is referred to by writers on
geology in all languages. Besides this he has written
on mineralogy and is acknowledged to be one of the
world's authorities on everything relating to science 'as
it concerns things beneath the earth. The honor which
the Academy has conferredv on a distinguished Catholic

"
gentleman proves that faith may be maintained in all
its .purity whife scientific questions may be faced in
such mianner as to enable the pursuer of knowledge to
make great discoveries for the -benefit of the world.'

In his

'
Conversion of the Northern Nations ',Meri-

vale says :—:—
c If a. man denies Christianity, he will"straightway

deny the spiritual claims of woman. So threaten all
modern unbelief and scepticism. To the woman the
denial of the Gospel would be at once a fall from the
consideration she now holds- among us. She would
descend again ."to be the mere plaything of man, the
transient companion- of his leisure hour, to be held
loosely as the chance gift of a capricious fortune '.

Rousseau

and with him the French Revolution

sought to degrade woman to the position she held under
paganism. His words are scarcely quotable in a journal
intended for family reading. But the spirit which
shuffles off Christian faith and. practice tends of itself
to get Ibaok to the palgjan or ,' chattel' view of woman
and wife that was revived by the apostles of

'
emanci-

pation' that headed the great Revolution: It finds its
expressionin the impaired sanctity of domestic life, the
weakeningof the weddingbond, and the rapid 'Spread of
that rodent ulcer of our day, divorce. The current
issue of the 'ISlew Zealand Official Year-Boole' shows
that, with the increased facilities for divorce provided
by" ,our 'Act of 1898, the number of divorces rose from
46 in 1899 to 126 in 1905. The amending Act of this
year, directed against collusion,may somewhat stem the
rising"tide"of divorce.

In the meantime the diversity of legislation on the
subject in* the Commonwealth and the Dominion may
create a"situation akin, in a mild way, to that which
exists in the United 'States. A story— or parable— in
the 'Chicago Tribune ' tells

But these are the gay thousands who have no interest
in the profit and loss part of the business, who enjoy
fluttering round pretty toys and showing off bright
toilettes, and meeting friends at dinners and teas while
bands play and merry gossip keeps time to the music.
But as a great international exhibition of all that israre and vbeautiful in home and foreign countries, as
an educational undertaking, or as a financial helping-
hand to Ireland, it has been a failure. A failureforeseen by those who best understood two things,
namely, the needs of Ireland, and what.is meant by aninternaitiional exhibition. .The former, an -undertakingthat would help- Ireland, is sirr'ple enough and could
"easily have been managed on a comparatively smallandpaying scale. This country wants a handsome and cen-
tral -showroom at home for all her own products, ashowroomIn which: these >products— which arestillmanyand varied— could be displayed so advantageously andso enticingly fcha't they- -would induce us all to keepfourmoney in the country, where it. is so badly needed,and would also induce buyers from other nations todeal with us, which many could do with profit tothemselves. Very *

pretty buildings could have beenerected, sufficient for this purpose and at a tithe of thecost of the extensive, scattered, and half-empty hallserected at heavy outlay and only for six months. The subject of this sketch, Louise
'
Gimet Michel, was_one

of the wbrst among the Paris .Communists in1871 (says -a writer"
in the 'Irish Monthly '). Her life was compiled by, Dr Bois*
sarie from facts given to him by Sister De la Garde, of St.
Joseph's Convent,Montpelier,■ who was instrumental, in"the mar-
vellous change' and conversion- in this remarkablepenitent, who
was thirty-three years of age at the time of the Commune.

Tall, strong, energetic, her expressionof"face was stern, yet
now a-id .then softened by gleams of^brightness and sweetness;
heirt and soul she joined in the Revolution, and, being a friend
of Garibaldi, she held a high position among the Freemasons,
and developed a strong taste for military tactics, which she
quickly acquired.

Under the Commune she took the name
'
Captain Pigerfe,'

and wore the uniform of a captain with a red sash, usually
attending 'at the head of her company at the deaths of con-
demned prisoners, thus gratifying her bloodthirsty nature. She
presided at the shooting of Monsignor Darboy, Archbishop of
Paris, on May 24, 1871. After the third round was fired he
still breathed, and she- went forward and despatched him, with
a brutal kick in the head, and then savagely trampled on his
dead body. Four or five days later, when tKe Archbishop's re-
mains were brought home, Abbe Schaepfer and other witnesses
were surprised at finding the face'disfigured and unrecognisable,
the effects of Louise's maltreatment, no ball having struck the
head.

On May 26 sbe' again headed her men at the death of'Pere
Olivaint, S.J., reserving to herself the right of firing the first
shot. At this moment Pere Olivaint, noticing the disguise,
said:

'Madame,''this costume is not becoming.' As time went
on," if holy Pere Olivaint's name werementioned-in her hearing
she trembled and could not conceal her remorseful expression.
Late on the unhappy woman, among the many crimes and"
scandals of.her past life, confessed to having

Arrested in arms on the Barricades, Pigerre was tried by

court-martial and- condemned to death. The superioress of St.
Lazare, anxious to save this- sinful soul, begged for a reprieve,
which was granted. This delay saved Louise's life;her name,
doubtless being overlooked, was not again called. She was im-
prisoned in St. Lazare, which was ultimately the happy cause
of her conversion, as the nun-who had saved her life now be-
came the guide of this fierce nature. She often said:

'I
want, andIwillhave, your soul.' At the beginning of Louise's
conversion, in trying moments of mental .struggle, her best
solace was to pray at Pere Olivaintjs tomb, whose last -words
were reprimanding -her.' While kneeling there, at 33 Rue de
Sevres, the pioiis penitent was miraculously cured of a painful
wound in the knee.

During her imprisonment she had only one book inher cell—
a volume of Pere Olivaint's sermons, which so touched her

heart that she observed to the superioress: 'Strange that a
priest whose name Icould not formerly utter without fury is
nn-,v instrumental in bringing me to God.'

At Montpelier the Sisters of St. Joseph,conducted an orphan-
age, as well as a separate community, consisting of"a hundred
young girls and women, who, having more or" less erred, wished
to redeem the past, and gave solemn promise of lasting reform.

thty are truly spiritual and are partly recruited by liberated
prisoner*.

After the defeat of the Commune, two hundred of these
women, variously accused, were distributed among the different
homes established in France, and*at the termination of their
sentence some begged-to be allowed to remain under the care of
the nuns, and provedmodels of piety and self-denial. Such was
Louise Gimet, who henceforth for the remaining eighteen or
twenty years of her life was devoted to

Prayer and Penance.
Surely this noble self-abnegation redeemed her former sinful
life. The change was complete;no murmur, no uncharitableor
critical remark ever passed her lips, and her "greatest happiness
was to help the dying. Thus Louise 'spent her last years.*On
her dying bed, being asked if she were tormented by fear, she
replied:'What canIfear ? Iha.ye thrown myself completely
on God's mercy.'- A former companion, also - penitent, in some degree ac-
counted for the grace granted to Louise, who, she "said,1 always

hoy souls, the Blessed Cure d'Ars and VenerablePere Olivaint,
found salvation in the consoling mystery of God's mercy; an

preserved devotion to the Blessed. Virgin, and besides was most
charitable to the poor. During her youthful wanderings, going
along a street at the foot of FourviexesHill, Lyons, she heard
a passing youth blaspheme the name of qur Blessed Lady; she-
turned back and struck"him.- About this time (1858) she visited
the Cure d'Ars, who prophetically accosted her :

"
My daughter,

unhappily you will do great evil, but-in due time our merciful
God in His"goodness will grant you the grace.to Te*pent in re-
ward for your devotion to'His Mother.' The Sisters "of St.
Josephat Montpelierbeing dispersedby the Government, Louise
returned to her native place, Marseilles, where she died a peace-
ful, saintly death inMarch, 1904.

A Non-Catholic Tribute to Nuns
Mr Richard Harding Davis (one of the best known of

-American war correspondentsand writers) has been travelling in
.One of the characteristics in his letters from there is

his frank appreciationof the work and sacrifices of the Catholic
missionaries in the Dark Continent. In 'Collier's Weekly '» of
September 7 Mr Davis makes _a strong appeal on behalf of the
Sisters of St. Joseph at Calabar. 'There are few women in
Calabar

'
(he says). 'There are three or four, who are wives

of officials, two nurses employed by the Government, and the
Mother Superior and Sisters of the Order of St. Joseph. For
the Sisters the officers^the Government people, the traders, the
natives, even the rival missionaries, have the most'tremendous
respect and admiration. The sacrifice of the woman who, to be
near her husband on the coast, consents to sicken and fade and
grow old before her time, and of the nurse who, to preserve the
health of others, risks-her own, is very great; but the sacrifice
of the Sisters, who have renounced all thought of home and
husband, and who have exiled themselves to this steaming
swampland, seems the most unselfish.'

In order to support the 150 little black boys and girls who
are at school at the mission, the Sisters rob themselves of every-
thing*except the little that will keep them alive. Two, in addi-
tion .to their work at the mission, act as nurses in the English
hospital, and for that they receive together £120. This forms
the sole regular income of-the five womenj for each £24 a year.
With anything else that is given them in charity, they buy
supplies for the little converts.'

They live in a house of sandstone and zinc that holds the
heat like a flatiron, they are obliged to wear a uniform that is
of material and fashion so unsuited to the tropics that DrChichester, in charge of the hospital, has written in protest
against it to Rome, and onmany days they fast, not because the
Church bids them to do, but because they have no food. And
with"it all, these five gentlewomen are always eager, cheerful,
sweet of temper, and a living blessing to all who meet them.
What now troubles them is that they have no room to accom-
modate the many young heathens who come to them to be
taught to wear clothes and to be good little boys and girls.-
This is causing the Sisters great distress. Anyone who does not
believe in that selfish theory, that charity begins at home, but
who would like to help to spreadChristianity inDarkest Africa
and give happiness to five noble women, who are giving their

Jesuit Fathers at Shanghai wrote that* ' in everyChristian community there are found a number of girlswho, without being bound by the vows "of any Order, -
have of their own free will vowed a virgin life. Most ;
of these dedicated virgins vlive at home, occupied in
manual labor and. good works ; others in a kind ofcommunity. The institution has supplied many mem-bers to the various religious Orders and regular com-munities. It is wonderful how, in the last few years,the number of Chinese religious has grown. In oneconvent of Carmelite nuns, numbering thirty-threemem-bers, twenty-one are Chinese. A house of the Sistersof Mercy has three native members. In one mission(inKiangrsu) there are to-day 341 Sisters, of whom230

'

are Chinese. Since Christmas, 1904, there has existedat Ning-po a wholly Chinese community of Sisters" ofMercy, now comprising forty-eight members, with itsown rule and a Chinese superior. The Sisters takeeach year the three simple vows. They are the firstoftheir country to adopt the dress as well as the man-ner of life of European nuns. There are to-day inUiina a-bout COO European Sisters, already nearly 500Chinese nuns, and between 3000 and 4000 virgins dedi-cated, in the world, tq the service of God and of themission.
