He desired him (Father O'Connell) to say
that he rojoiced in the good work the Dean had done, and
sincerely wishedhim continued health and strength to con-
tinue in his successful ministrations. His^Lordship had
marked the occasion by appointed Doan Carew '

Dean of
Westland.' Father O'Connell read the Bishop's letter as
i'olloAvs:

'On the occasion of the celebration in honor of ''the

fruitful twenty-five years of the Dean CareAv Rectorship,I
Avant you to assure him that Imost cordially congratulate
him, and Avish him many years-of health and strength and
continued success in the ministry, and to inform_him "and
his flock that on the auspicious anniversary Ihave much
pleasure, firstly, in changing his title from Dean of Grey-
mouth to that of Dean of Westland. Secondly, naminghim
Vicar Forane; and, thirdly, Ecclesiastical Superior of the
Religious Sisters of Westland. Ienclose the official docu-
monts setting forth his rights and privileges, etc. Bogood enough to take cognisance of them, andhand them tohim eoram publico, and assure the Dean and his loyal
flock that thoiigh Iam forced to be absent inbody,Iam
with them in heart and desireby my earnest prayers.'

-Father O'Connell also conveyed the cordialgreetings of
Very Rev. Father Regnault (Provincial), Fathers Galerneand Henry (of Reefton), and the Rev. Dr. Cleary, editor
of the Nexo Zealand Tablet. He further explained that
under tho order of things Dean Carew Avould be in charge
of all the churches in Westland, which would give him
increasedresponsibility and work. He again congratulated
the Dean on tho enjoyment of such devotion as was evident
on the occasion.

Tho Rev. Dr. Konnody said it affordedhim the greatest
pleasure to bo present and to listen to all the good things
that had been said of Dean Carew, and to sco the earnestdevotion that the congregation of St. Patrick's had to-
Avards him. ILc would like to remind them that tho presen-
tation Avould not only redound to their credit, but it would
bless those avlio gave it as avcll as he who received it. He
could interpret thoir foolings onthis occasion, because Dean
Carew had ahvnys folloAvod the high code to Avhich they in
the priesthood endeavored to Ha'c. up to. The Dean had
lived up to it according to the best traditionsof the Irishpriesthood, and it Avas a noble thing to think that he and'his dorgy had striven for such a high ideal. They had al-
Avays received the greatest encouragement from the Dean
bolh by letter, by visits and presents. On behalf of the
priests of the diocese, he cordially congratulated the Dean
on the success Avhich had attended his efforts, and hecould say that his Avork Avas

throughout Noav Zealandand in many parts of Australia.Tho Hon. A. R. Guinness said ho had the pleasure ofDean CareAv's acquaintance for over thirty-two years, as
he kncAv him first at Reefton;but what had ahvays pleased
him Avas to soo tho wonderful manner"in which he hadadministered tho affairs of his parish in Groymouth, and
how he had always assisted in any movement for the general
good of the community outside of his oavii flock. The Dean
was ever ready with his advice to help those Avho wantedit, independentof creed or sect. Ho recalled the littleoldchurch \n Arnoy street, and, comparing it with the mag-
nificent'structure that thoy now possessed, he said it Avas
a._ standing monument to the zeal, energy, and dovotednessof Dean CaroAv. Thoy also possessed a splendid trophy inthe convent aud Marist schools, and he Avas glad to join
m congratulating Dean CareAv on the great work he had ac-complished. Everyone -with Avhom the Dean had come incontact rospected and honoredhim. He likeAvisc congratu-lated him on tho additional honors conferred on him bythe Bishop, and concluded by expressing-i;he hope that liewould be sparocl to continue his life of usefulness and suc-cessful administration of the district.

Mr. James Kerr spoke of almost a lifetime's experi-ence of Doan CareAv's noble Avork, Avhich he remembered?s
a school boy, and hehad seen hoAV that Avork had"prosperedyear by year. He had consequently begun as a boy tohighly respect the Doan, and that respect had groAvn anddocpened as the years had gone on. He took it that allclasses of tho community Avere vicing Avitli each other inpaying him respect. Speaking as a young man, he Avouldsay that the Dean's high example had been a great factorin Greymouth, and had an influence for good with theyoung people of the place. He Avas pleased to take partin such a function as the present, and hoped the Deanwould live to see fifty years of ministration in the dis-trict, and that he Avould be blessed from on High Avithall tho blessings the Great Ruler could bestow onhim.Mr. E. Casey spoke on behalf of the young men of
Groymouth, who had such a noble example set them by
Dean CareAv. They would never be able to repay the debtof gratitude they OAyed him, but they Avould always havehis noble life to look up to. On their behalf he desired Messrs. DuthieBros., drapers,- George street, Dunedin,
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to congratulate tlio Dean on the honors conferred uponhim, and "to assure him of their -entire .devotion to him.He might say' as a member oi: the committee'that a greatdeal of- the success of this function Avas due to the ladiesof St. Patrick's congregation. Ho hoped they would bo
prosont when the Dean celebrated his golden anniversary
tAventy-fiyeyears hence.

grateful. -And Ishould be hard of heart not to be deeplyaffected by them. Residing in this district for a quarter*of a century,Ihave ever experienced, not only from myown congrogation, but from all, an linfailing courtesy andmost profound rcspecb which facilitated and made mostagreeable the discharge'of all my dutiesin this place. Thisshall ever endear you.all to me. You mention the many'
works of zeal accomplished by me, whilsb amongst you in'the causeof God and the Holy Church, namely, in the beau-tiful churches and schools erected in the parish during my
time. In this lineIhave always worked as far asIknoAvto the besbof my humbleabilities,and inalldifficultmatters"Ihave always sought the counsel of the AvisestIcould findamongst you. ButIcould have done very little withoutyour grateful co-operation. This has ahvays been mostRPiioroudy and cheerfully given, and produced most admir-able resuHs, in which both you and Inow take an honestpride. But it is not so much for the material buildingsthat Ifeel so deeply grateful to Clod. They are but themoans to an end. It is especially for the largo number ofyoung men, women, and children that Inow see aroundmo and avlio reside everywhere in this district, Avho havebeen so thoroughly educated in these buildings in the Cath-olic Faith. There are notonly faitbful Catholic laity, but many young men of thistown avlio are already ordained priests and young ladiesaa'lio hare joined many different religions congregations ofnuns, and also in the many others folloAving in the footstepsof both. lam glad to see on our platform to-night Rev.James Kennedy, D.D., Rev. Father Ainsworth, Rev.I'athors Hugh McDonnell aud James Tymons ,and others,Avhp are an honor to tho priesthood of NeAv Zealand. Yousay that during my residence amongst you Ihave edifiedyou allby my exemplary life. For this indeed lammostgrateful to God. IfIdidnot practise AvhatIpreachedIAvould be no better than a hypocrite. Whon a man ofeminent sanctity is about to be canonised in Rome for hisvirtues, some are told off to discover all his virtues andothers allhis vices. The latter arc called the devil'sadvo-cates. Speaker of the House of Representatives. Ialso desiroto publicly thank the Right Rev. Dr. Grimes, Bishop of Hiediocese, ior the notice he has taken of me in the ecclesias-tical titl-eshe has conferred onme for AvhatIhave done inhis diocese.'
