Letters received in Wallington from Johannesburg from Mr.
@. Hatchizon, M.IHLR. for Patea, describe the 'Golden City' as he
found it when he arrived there towards the end of September, It
is, he writes, ‘ more like a city of the dead with bnildings fit for
100,000 inbabitants, and not a third of that number bere, while
thousanda upcn thomsands are impatiently waiting for admision,
Most of the places of business are boarded up or sheeted in iron.
No cotward sign of damage appeara beyond a few broken panes
which had not besn protected. Displays in shop windows that wera
loft in & hurry remain with twelve months’ dust upon them—sa
restaurant, for instance, with a plate of mouldy toast and an egg
that had not burst.’ The mines, he eays, with perhaps one or two
excaptions, are intact o far as machinery goss, but some have been
worked and the shareholders thus laid nnder contribution. The
tales about scarcity of provisions are, Mr Hutchison adds, not to be
believed,

PALMERSTON NORTH.

Far years past the Sisters of the Palmerston North Convent,
(says the Manawatu Standard) have been stroggling against hesvy
odds in their endesvor to make the school connected with 8t
Patrick's Church the success their efforts deserved, and although
improvements have been contemplaved for years past, it has been
left for the Rev. Father Tymons to take the practioal steps needed,
During the short period he has been stationed here, Father Tymons
bhan won the sincere affection of a large congregation, and the
estgem of the public generally, for bis unostiutations good work,
hin kindly conoern for his churchfolk, his devblion to the duties of
his office, and his oourteous demeancr to everyons with whom he
has come in contact. He has now earned a debt of gratitude from
the young people for the provision he has made for their comfort
without apy special effort to obtain the funds requisite for the work
or calling on the congregation to provide the money. The old
school has been taken to pieces and oconverted into one of the
most modern educational establishments in the district—well-
lighted, particnlarly Iofty, roomy, capitally ventilated and
suitable for the work in every respect—while the ontsids con-
veniences for both sexes are built in an up-to-date manner
oonducive to the best interests of the children, In building the
school every attention has been paid to comfort and labor-eaving
methods, whils the accommodation ia equal to an attendance of 186,
instead of the 120 now on the roll. The infant room is modelled
on something the same princ:ple as that st College etreet, the
gallery having rowa of desks provided for the more advanced
infants, The rooms are named after different saints, the infant
room, which will easily accommodate 30 children, heing called Bt,
Joseph's, In thia room, like all the other class rooms, blackboards
are let into the wall, as well as ordinary blackboards on easels baing
provided. The next room is called St. Patrick's, and bas accommog.
dation for 46, all furnixhed with dual deske, while the third room
{Bt. Mary's) has provision for 60 pupila similarly seated. The
fourth room, to be used for music-teaching, known as 8t, Cecilia's,
is as large and roomy as the last one referred to, and will be of
great asaistance in the branch of education the Sisters have already
made their name famons in. A passage runs right through the
building, with doors at each end leading outside, protectad at the
main entrence by & porch, The walls are harmonioualy painted in
