Jubilee Pastoral.
The following Pastoral by the Right Rev. Dr. Grimes wasreadinall theCatholicchurches of the dioceseonlastSunday :—:

Ina few days we shallhave entered upon the fiftiethanniver-
saryof the foundation of Canterbury, whioh, taking in the WestCoast, oncecomprisednearly the whole of the Catholic diocese ofChristchurch. Praiseworthyefforts are being made for the fittinjrcelebration of this, the Golden Jubilee of the pro-
vince. Shall we not gladly unite with our fellow-colonistsintheir legitimate rejoicings on this auspicious occasion ? Who
amongstus could withhold a feelingof admiration,gratitude,anddelight ac he lookß back upon the beginnings, and compares therapidprogress andpresent prosperity of this fairand fertileportion
of the

Britain of theSouth.'

Who could retuse to admire the heroic enterprise, the indomi-table courageand perseverance of the noble pioneerswho, 50 years
ago, lefthome and friends and fatherland to oome andsettle downina far-away isle, then littleknown, saveas oneofthemostuncivi-
lised parts of the globe ? Well may weimagine their feelingswhen,landing at Lyttelton, they crossed the Port Hills and gazedupona sight dreary in the extreme. For miles and miles they be-held one unbrokenseries of plains,covered withbrown tussock, with
here and there a few clumps of native fiax and a species of wild
palm-lilies, or oordyline, familiari to us now aa the cabbage-tree.The monotony of the scene was unrelieved by neither fruits norflowers nor shrubs,andnot even the leastundulation. Suchan out-look would have filledmen of less character anddetermination withutterdisappointment ordespair,but the

hadcome resolved,with God's help, to overcome every obstacle,and tobe daunted by no difficulties, nomatter how formidable. And to-day it is given us to witness the results of their bold but peaceful

results which havesurpassed even their most sanguineexpectations. With feelings of admiration, the sight of these mar-vellous results must call forth those of fjiatitude,and following thefootstepsof their fathers, the childrenof thefounders of Canterbury
made strenuous and successful efforts to build upan ideal home forthemselves andtheir offspring. Andlo!a wondrous change nowunfolds itself toour view.

Instead of the dreary plainsandswamps of 50 years ago, to-day we behold magnificent parks,with their stately trees, which
the stranger wouldsuppose the growth of centuries ;richly culti-
vated fields, smiling meadows, loftybuildings, splendid churches,
commodious schools and colleges, numerous factories teeming withhomeindustries, and, as the centreandoutlookof all, Christchurch,so wellknown as the'City of the Plains.' Here are tobe found,
not only all the conveniences,but even theluxuriea of the moatcivilised life.

For us,dearly belovedbrethren,and children inChrist, there isanother and higher motive for heartfelt gratitude and delight.
For 10 years after the foundation of Canterbury, we had neitherchurch nor school, and only twodevotedmissionaries to minister
to the wants of our people scattered over the wholeof the South
Island; whilst the Catholic populationof Canterbury,even in1851,
amounted tono more than i:>o souls all told. Andnow this jubilee
year reveals to us the fact that in our diocese alone we have 50chuiche*, 17convents, 35 prieets,13 brothers,and 160 nuns engaged
in the sublime work of imparting Christian education toour dear
children : six boarding or high schools, 30 primary schools, thaadmirable institute of ths Sisters of the Good Shepherd at Mount
Magdala, doing such noble work for all classes in the whole
Colony, whilst our Catholic population numbers over two andtwenty thousand.

Is itnot then right well and meet that we offer up ferventprayers to the Throne of the Most High, in thanksgiving for themanifold blessings we have received during this half-century ofyears? Should wenot earnestly beseech the Father of all mercies
to continue toshower down His choicest gifts upon ourselves andour fellow-citizena in Canterbury and all New Zealand, for many
the land of their birth,and for most of us the beloved home of ouradoption ? At the same time, should we not strive toeive sometangible proof of this gratitude and delight ? Appealshavebeenmade toall sections of the community toerecta Jubilee Memorial
in our midst, anditis tobe hopedthat these appeals willmeetwith
a cordial response.

Besides this, wehavea greatworkinhand whichmust stronglyappeal to the whole of the diocese. During one of our audienceswith ourHolyFather the Pope, on the occasion of our last visit toRome, he expressedhis surpris3 that we had only a wooden Pro-Cathedral in the beautiful oity of Christchurch. He urgedus todoour utmost, with the co-operationof our priestsand people, toerecta temple moreworthy the abiding presence of our dear Lordin the marvellous Sacrament of His love. When we ventured to
speak of the difficulties in the way,he pausedfor a while, then,looking from heaven tous," Intende yrospere vroeede et regna, my
dear Lord,' he answered, witha look of inspiration--1Set out, pro-ceed;prosperously and reign '(Ps. xliv.,5). 'Fearnot,youaresuretosucceed

with other words that we dare not repeat. He lovinglyimparted andstill imparts a special blessing toall whoin way con-tribute to this noblework. Not only this, but he gaveus a generous

donation in behalf of this our CathedralFund. Since our return
toNew Zealand ourbelovedpriestsandpeoplehaveheartily entered
into the spirit of the vast undertaking,many having alreadygiven
or promisedmost handsome contributions,whioh up to thepresent
have reached the truly noble sum of £18,000 I Not a few arehold-ing back till they bear that we are ready to lay the foundation
stoneof our futureCathedral. We are glad tobe able to announceto you that his Eminence the Cardinal Archbishopof Sydney hatsgraciously promised tocome and perform this ceremony the secondSunday in February. Several other distinguished Prelates h»T«intimated their willingness to be present on that memorableoccasion.

May we not now appeal to you,dearly beloved brethren andchildrenin Christ, todo yourpart. We are oonfldent that thoseonwhomamerciful Providencehaa bountifully bestowedthe goods ofthis world will consider themselves as no more than stewardsthereof. Will they not emulate the noble oonduot of our saintly

Misses Reganand Corley;strawberries and cream, Mrs. and MissLonergan; refreshments, Mesdames James O'Brien, Haven,
Mahoney, and Stichbury, assisted by Misses Haven, Walnut, andSheath; fancy goods, Mri.Dignan and Misses Hobbs and Mahoney,
assisted by pupils of the convent;candy, Misses McCabe andLondon,assisted by the Misses McCabe;gipsy tent, MissOuthwaite.At the art nnion stall were displayed the beautiful vestmentsbrought out from Home by Bishop Lenihan and presented to the
Sisters. Among the workof thepupils there was somevery credit-
able wood-carving, which showed that the young peoplehave adecided taste for this artistic work. During the afternoon and
evening therewas a very large attendance of the public,and thestall attendants had no reason to complain of the businessdone.During the afternoonMr. Hunter's band playeda number of selec-
tions on thelawn, and in the eveningan enjoyable programme was
rendered by the pupils. A cantata, 'Violet in Fairyland,' was
tastefully rendered, and the childrenalso performed a maypoledance and a floral march most effectively. The trainingof the children reflected the greatest credit on the Sisters,
who prepared them for the concert.
