Sullivan from the House of Commons will havesomecompensating
advantage for the leisure it will insure will, it is understood, be
devoted to the writing of his Reminiscences, which his many
friends have urged him to take in hand. The book ought to throw
a good many interesting- oHpljjrhfcs on Trinh movementsduring the
last half a century, for Mr. Sullivanhas been moreor less identified
with all of them,and possesses an extensive inside knowledge to
which few of his contemporariescan lay claim. He has been a
journalist, a prominent personality in the civic life of Dublin, of
which he was twice Lord Mayor, and a writer of verse whose
stirring patriotic lyrics havebeen as familiar as household words in
the mouths of more than one generation in Ireland, and a very
active politician who has borne no inconsiderable share in the
making of recent Irish history. He is equally respectedby those
whosharehis views and those whodiffer fromhim.

THE 'BUDGET.'

Thk word 'Budget' came into our language from the low-Latin
through Norman-French. The original word was 'bolga,' which
appears tohavebeen the Gaulish word for a leather bag. InItalian
thii became

'
bolgeta,' a little bag,and this in turn became the

French 'bougette.' This was the name of the bag, not unlike a
barrister's brief bag, inwhich the national accounts weretaken to
the ParliamentHouse to be discussed, andgradually the name of
thebag became transferred to its contents. Thus 'Budget' came
to b« thenameof the statement of the national financespresented
every jearby the Chancellor of theExchequer.
