Studentsareprepared for CivilService,Law
University and Musical Examinations. A largeandwell-appointed
Gymnasium has been added to the College, giving the students
facility for developing muscularpower. A SelectLibrary is atthe
disposalof studentsduring thehours set apart for reading. Vaca-
tionis given twioe ayear,inJuneandDecember. One term'snotioe
is required before the withdrawal of a student. The religious
educationof students will be attended to as a matter of the first
and greatest importance. Non-Catholic Students are required to
attend the common exercises of religion, and to oonform to the
ordinary rulesof the College.
