THE NEW COMMONWEALTH.
ADDRESS BY THE HIERARCHY OF NEW SOUTH WALES.
Ok Saturday, January f>, his Eminence the Cardinalpresented atGovernment House anaddress tohis Excellency Lord Hopetoun,onbehalf of theHierarchy of New South Wales. Accompanying theCardinal were his Grace the Archbishop of Melbourne;the RightRev. Dr. Murray, Bishop of Maitland; the Right Rev.Dr. Doyle,Bishop of Liamore ; the Right Rev. Dr. Gallagher, Bishop ofGoulburn;and the Very Rev. Dr. O'Haran. Tho address, which
wa» iienliy illunUaUal1^ {.Lo Sacred Heart nuns, Rose Bay wasa'follows :—:

May it please your E^cdlcuoy,— On the part of the CatholicArchbishops,Bishops,and clergy of Australia, it is my privilege onthis auspiciousoccasion to present to you as the representativeofher Most Gracious Majesty and first Governor-General of theAustralasian Commonwealththis expressionof our devotedhomage,

and to accord you a most hearty welcome. In the Common-wealth which you have come to inaugurate, the aspirationsand
fond desires of Australianpatriots,past and present, are at lengthrealised, and Australia,arrayed in the freshness of freedomand thevigorof youth,yet unimpaired inher affection to the Sovereignandin her loyalty to the throne, enters on the glorious career thatdestiny has marked out for her. Itwill be our constantprayerthat, through the blessing of Divine Providence, prosperity and
peace maynever oeasetosmile uponthis AustralianCommonwealth,

Success of Christian Brothers' Pupils-— At the recent
examination for second division clerkships 2(» Irishcandidates were
successful. Of these five wereex-pupils of the Christian Brothers,
North Richmond street, and doubtless more of the victors owedtheir success to the same splendid teaching Order. The first place
inaii Ireland was wuu by Mr. C. SukUm, who was educated n*
NorthRichmond street, and is only 18 yearsof age. Judging by
his past record both as an interw«diaUj slialenl a.nd as an aspirant
to the CivilService a brilliantfuture awaits him. The same may
be said of Mr. Charles Joseph Barry, who was educated in the
PresentationCollege, Mardyke,Cork. He took second place in allIreland,and seventeenthin theUnitedKingdom amongst over 1000
candidates.

£30,000 ;but just over 70 yearsaero the Dukeof Northumberland
undertook to fulfil the duties at a reduction of £10,000.

Inthe course of a recent eloquentsermonDr.
Murphy, the rector of Blackrock College, said the day seemed to be
approaching when tho great disasters caused by the lack of higher
education would be retrieved. When that day came the people
would have reason to be grateful for the consistent action of the
Bishopsof Ireland in connection with which, if he might be per-
mitted to say so, their ownArchbishop had been a leader. Under
his wise guidance, and animated by aspirit of wisdom, they trusted
that the solution of this great questionwould soon be found— a
solution which would place higher educationupon thebroadbasis
of national life, and that wouldnot be in any sense sectional. Re-
ferring to the drink question the preacher said there was a great
danger that whilst the eternal obstacles to progress weredisappear-
ing, there existed an evil which was a tremendous barrier, wbich
had been alluded to, in the most direct way,by the Bishops of
Ireland in their Pastoral Letter. Itwas a pernicious evil which
wasstill working havoc in town and country. a plot visible to her
owneyes, and to the eyesof the w orld ; a horrid monster, which,
unless disarmed,would continue tobar the wayonward;a monster
which had murdered more of the Irish people than a thousand
Cromwells and Williamsof Orange;had ruined morehomesteads
than the confiscations of evil days;had sent more Irishmen tobe
hopelessly lost in the cities of other lands than the great famine of
'48. And it wasstill hero. Let them join i«?ue with it. Let them
unite in a stiuggle against the drink evil,ihe great bane of the
people. So long as itremained there could be no real progress.

elusionof the celebrations inhonor of the cntenary of theSacredHeart Order in Armagh, the Right Rtv. Mgr. Byrne, Dean ofArmagh, delivered an important speech onconvent education, in the
courseof which he said that to hi* mind man was intended by his
Creator tobe in a well-regulated htate of Hociety the bread-winner,
and tbat woman's natural position was the Christian household!The fillingof so many positions by women, which could be at least
as well filled by men, wa« tending to drive males out of theUnited
Kingdom to seek employment elsewhere, or condemning them at
borne to a life of idltnpss The banishing of the male population
was still further increasing the dis-pr<portion of the s-ixc-s. which
evenat present was causing alarm to political economi-ts.
Heknew of noreligious institute which turned out hitter material
in the matter of the Catholic education of younsr than that of
the Sacred Heart. After 3i; years' experienceof missionary life be
washappy tobe ina position to render his urqualified testimony on
the point. That institution had resisted all temptations to put
pupils in for Intermediate examinations, andhe trusted inGod they
would ever continue to follow on the same safe lines. What
Catholic Ireland wanted in her future matronswasnot distinguished
mathematichnH. but jrood,pious mothers, who would bo able to im-
part a large share of Christian dootnne into the minds of theirchildren, and impress upon them holy and salutaiy maxims
maxims which would help those children to fight the battle of
life much more efTctually than would the po««ession of extensive
knowledge unaccompanied by Christian virtues, humility, self-denial, sobriety, and modesty of demeanour.
