Not alone was the death of the Right Rev. Dr. Byrne,
Bi-Tiop of Bathurot, the cause of deep sorrow to bis own flock, but
the sad event was lookedup,m a-* a public calamityby all denomi-
nations. The Anglican Bishop of Bathur-t, in the course of a
sermon delivered on the Sunday following Bishop Byrne's death,
referred in feeling terms to the loss sustained iby the Catholic com-
munity " During the IS yearsof t'ueir a< quaintance,' he said, 'no
difficulties had ivcr arisen bftweeii tlun, They wereconstantly
meeting in the days of Bit-hop Byrne's good health, and though
both were strongbelievers in thur respective communions*, yet their
friendship had never a break in it. He sympathised with
themembers of the Catholic Church in their sad bereavement,and
he was confident that in so saying ho voieid the feelingof every
Anglican in the diocese.' The Rev.James Kinghorn.of St.Stephen's
(Presbyterian) Church, said : 'The whole community joins withour
brethren of the Catholic Church this day in their sorrow;but
while we condole with them on their grout locs. wecongratulate
them on havinghad bo longas their chi' f pa«tor Mich a man as Dr.
Byrne, whose gentle, faithful, unselfi.sh hte, and whose peaceful
and triumphantdeath havebeen, and will be, a lts«on and inspira-
tion to them and to us all. Iwas not longresident in Bathurst
before Ilearnt that Bishop Byrne was respected and beloved by all
classes of the community ;and whenIgot toknow him for myself,
and became acquainted with many of his people,Idid not wonder
at the great esteem in which he was held. What he was in his
Episcopal and ministerial relations weon judge from the proceed-
ings of last Sunday, and still more from our observations of our
Catholic friends andacquaintances. During this week Ihaveseen
not only gentle women,but strong men grow dim-eyed, and gulp
down their tears aa they answered my enquiries about their good
Bishop. IBhall sayno more. His modest spirit would havedepre-
cated the words Ihavealready uttered. Itis not mere eulogy,but
simply truth, to sum up by Haying that Bathurst has lost a good
citizen, a true man, a faithful friend, and devoted minister of Jesus
Christ, in thepassing of Jot-eph Byrne.'

The Rev.Father Mclnerncy, S.J., occupied the pulpitonSun-

day at the11 o'clock Mass, and preached aneloquentsermon on the
feast of the day, the Holy Family. At Vespers the Rev.Father
referred to the death of tho Lite Quteu Victoria, and pointed outthe marvellous t-pread of Christian taith andCatholic truthduring
her reign. A graphic allusion was made to Carlyle's mocking
reference to the Cath.,lie, Faith(or anhe called it

' Popery')60 years
ago. Carlyle compared Popery to the ebbing tide whichin half a
century would ebb never to return. Carlyle had gone with the
o'-iVii'njr fi'rin tViP Mlf pi->nl-iiry hi.l pa«sr.H ;>w,ay miH C.4 years of
Queen Victoria's reign, during all these yearn the Catholic"Church
far f"*n pbb1"^;: h"° f^wed in liVo t mi^Vify tirip from T,anrt* End
to Berwick on Tweed, and from end to endof the BritishEmpire.
After a long night of three and' a half centuries of persecution,
when the fruits of Catholic Emancipation became evident to,the
outer world, the Catholic Faith came forth as it were from the
Catacombs andspread throughout the British Isles. The emanci-
pated subjects of Queen Victoria became the apostles of the
American Continent from the Atlantic to Pacific, and of the
Antipodes. A rapid surveyof tho progress of the Church in Aus-
tralia was made, also of theprogressof physical science,literature,
and arts,and the rev.preacher conclude! by baying that Catholics
yielded tonone in their loyalty to the throne,as the latest war of
the Queen's reij>n had proved to the world. The church was
crowded morning ard evening. The Dead March in 'Saul' waa
played at the conclusion of theMass.

Father Mclnerney is a brother to Dr. Mcloerney, a captain of
the first Victorian Contingent. Captain Mclnerney waa shotthrough the body in an engagement with the Boers, but recoveredand is now Military Chief Justice in Pretoria.

The proclamationof EdwardVII.as Kingof theBritishEmpire
took place at 12.30 to-day (Monday) before a vast concourse of
people, including all the local dignitaries, the clergymen of the
various churches, etc., and a two hours' holiday was kept in tha
town.
