by sundry wrong-headed individuals in connection with the Stoke
IndustrialSchool. The matter waa referred to in thenotices of the
dayand ahope expressedthat the Catholics of this placp will not
be behind those of other centre3,who responded most liberally to
the appeal.

There was a full attendance of membersat the weekly meet-
ing of the Christchurch Catholic Club held on last Tuesday tvcn-
ing, Mr. E. O'Connor (vice-president) occupying the chair. The
principal business of themeeting waa the consideration of an offer
by his Lordship the Bishop to erect a club-room adjoining the
parochial library,and to haDd over the reading-room and library
to the Club under certain defined conditions. It is needless to say
hisLordship's exceptionally liberal offer was unanimously accepted.
This concession on the part of the Bishop willplace the Club in
the foremost position of similar institutions in the Colony, and
with such exceptional advantages and such a valuable asset its
future success is assured. The erection and furnishing of the
club-room will immediately be proceeded with,and will supply a
want thathas been very long felt.

Thepracticeof whistlingatentertainments toexpress applause,
lowinmannersand extremelyannoying to performersand audience
alike, receiveda timely check by theBishop on the occasion of the
Irish Concert on St Patrick's night, andIcannot do better than
appendthe remark of his Lordship, which appeared in next day's
Pres* :

After one item in particular the fiendish noise was so

loudly prolonged that Bishop Grimes, who wassitting in the front
row of the dress circle,publicly delivered a severe rebuke to the
offenders, whenpeace was again restored. 'If those young fellows
who were whistling in thathideous manner,'said his Lordship,'do
not respect themselves, they should respect us. That whistling is
exceedingly low, andIfeel exceedingly mortified that so much of it
should have been heard to-night. The item is deserving of the
greatestapplause,but certainly that low whistling is not applause
at all; it is quite the reverse, andIhope it wijl cease.' This
rebuke of his Lordship'swaa greeted with loud applause by the
audience, and the whistling complained of ceasedfor the remainder
of theevening.
