MR, TERENCE RODGERS, QAMART,

Few, if any, of the incidents in connection with the war, ag
directly concerning the Qamarn distriet, bave cansed such universal
gsorrow ag the news of the death of Mr. Terence Rodeers. son of Mr.
Terence Rodgers, farmer, Totara, A telegram from the Right Hon, Mr,
Seddon containing the sad announcemeut and also a telegram of
condclence from his Excollency the Governor were received by Mr.
Rodzers on Friday Jast, and thesa were the first intimations he
received of the death of bhis son. The deceased, a fine typeof youth-
ful manhood, had just attainel his twentieth year., He was a
pative of Qamaru, the eldest of Mr. Rodger's family of four sons
and one daughter., He had grown upa youth of fine promise under
the training of the nuns, in the convent school, and afterwards, in
St, Patrick’s Boys' School, and during his whole school career was
s universal favorite. He left the Colony in charge of horses at the
time of the departure of the sixth contingent (being then too young
for enrolment) but on reaching Bouth Africa he took service with
Kitchener's Scouts, No news of his illness had been received by
his family, and the shock ai the newa of his death was therefore the
greater. The prayers of the congregation at Sunday’s Masaes
were fervently offered for the deveased, and sympathy of the whole
district is extended to his family.— K. L2

Catholic Highlanders.

No oue (says a writer in the Cathoelic Worid) who has lived among
the Highlanders and atudied the character of the people can fail tu
love and admire them, Their oroinary life, ocoupied in quiet,
pastoral avocations, induces a shyness with strangers, but ander the
calm exterior there is a deep fund of emction, ready and well up
when stirred by religious enthusiasm, For their Gaelic prayers
are full of poetry and abounding with unoction, and are treagnred
up from one generation to acother. Witness the beantiful hymn
invoking tke Blemsed Trinity, St. Michasl, 8t. Columba, and the
¢ golden-haired Shephberdess, Mother of the Lamb without spot,’ in
which the people of Benbecula and other Catholic islands publiely
commend to God and the sainte the welfare of their flocks and
herde, ag they lead them annually to the summer grazing grounds.
Generous to a fault, they are ever ready to bestow mpon the needy ;
staunch of purpose, they are a race given to undying friendships,
even though, like all people whose affections are strong, they may
be slow to forgive an injury.

The position of a priest in & Highland commaunity, is, a8 may
be imagined, one of exceptional antherity. The deep reverenee and
enthusiastic devotion with which the people regard their faith, ex-
tends to the person of the prieet, and not only in spiritual things,
but even in many of the everyday affairs of life which even
remotely concern his interests, his will iz obeyed with childlike
doeility. Examples will show this better than pagea of description.
The writer knows one Highland priest who has often driven from
the public-house, on & Saturday night, the too indulgent members
of hie flock, and that with a liberal use of his ' pastoral staff ' ; nor
was he sver gainsaid., Again, it isstill customary in some parishes
for a priest to call to the altar-rails on Sunday, for public repri-
mand, the notorious delinquents of the past week. It is doabtful
whether such & survival of ihe discipline of the early Church could
bs found in any other European country, except, perhaps, in some
of the more secluded parishes of the kindred race in Ireland,

It is not astounding, thercfore, that the temporal interesta of
the priest should be regarded as the proper object of his people’s
care, That it is so is shown by the fact that in the country
districts the rougher part of the farm work is accomplished for him
by his parishioners gratuitously. Should he need any cazting dane,
he announces from the altar the different days npon which he
desires the varicus farmers and crofters to assist ; the whole parish
again, will assemble to cut peat for fuel on the appornted ! priest's
moss-day ’; and so with other matters of a like nature. Brought
up in such principles, the young Hghlander regards the priest’s
interests as his own, and is not likely to be wanting when his help
is needed in things that affect religion more directly. Is there to
be a special feast day—some procession of the Blessed Bacrament—
the priest simply announces that help will be needed, and scores of
willing hands are at his service. The writer can never forget an
oceasion of the kind in whieh he was privileged to take part, and
in which the cheerful readiness with which the young men of the
glen devoted themselves to the needful Inbor, was ss edifyiog as
their religious demeanour during the sacred function iteelf.

It is true that in such secluded distrigts as those we are zow con-
sidering, the work required is very different in its nature from that
#0 urgently needed in the cities and large bowns; but whatever
assistance the Highland pricst may demand, there is always
abundant good-will to supply it, and that. after all, is the question
af iszue,
