Teachers for South Africa. ) _

On Thursday last an advertisement appeared in the daily
papers signed by the Secretary of Education, Wellington, inti-
mating that at the request of the Secretary of State for the
Colonies twenty female teachers for refugee camps in South
Alrica would be selected in this Colony, and inviting applica-
tions {rom those qualified to fill the position. The engagement
is to be for a year, and the salary will be £100 for Lhe year,
with free rations and accommadation in the camps and with the
prospect of further employment for those teachers who may
decide to remain in South Africa. The applications are to be
sent, in the first instance, to the secretaries of the local Educa-
tion Boards, by whom they will be forwarded to the Secretary
of Education at Wellington, where a first general selection of
perhaps eighty candidates will be made. All who are lucky
enough to be included in this selection will get a free passage
to Wellington, where they will have a personal interview with
the Secretary of Education and with the medical officer, after
which the final selection of the needed twenty will be made. The
successful applicants will then receive a free passage 10 South
Africa and have all expenses paid Lill they reach their destina-
tion. It is also understood, though this was not stated in the
advertisement, that any of those selected who are at present
employed in the public schools will have theic position kept
open tor them during the term of their engagement in South
Alfrica.

Saturday—Ubseught in a contingent from the country and the
record of the pretious day was doubled, so that within two days
after the adsertisument appeared a hiundred applications were
received. 11 this is the case in Otago where the teachers have
always been so much better paid than in other parts of the
Colony 1t is probable thal the applications in other provinces
will be sull more numerous. Lhe motives underlying this
readiness to ' trek ? on the part of our lady teachers are some-
what mixed., ‘The salary is certainly not the sole inducement,
for more than one of the Ouago applicants are at present in
positions worth /150 a year. The truth is our girls can see as
far through a ladder as most people, and they know a good
thing when they see it. They realise that at the rate at which
the men are now being sent out of the Colony this is no place
for them. The prospect of a free trip to South Alrica, the

unique experience at the end of it, and a well-paid billet with
easy work and little responsibility—these appeal to both the
practical and the romantic sides of their nature, and they rush
to be enrolled. Perhaps when they have had time to think
calmly over it their enthusiasm will cool a little, but in the
meantime there is every indication that the twenty vacancies
will be very easily filled. -

Leo XIHI. and the Bible.

The detractors of the Church are fond of flinging at her the
reproach that Rome has never done anything for Bibiical
studies, The charge, as might easily be shown, was never
true, but there never was a time when it was less true than the
present, Eight years ago the Pope issued the Encyclical
Providentissimus Deus, treating of the reading and study of
Sacred Secripture, and this produced a marked movement in
the Church in favor of increased attention to technical Biblical
studies. The Holy Father has now followed up his Ency-
clical and given shape to this mevement by the appointment of
an important Commission for the special consideration of the
many modern questions concerning Holy Wiit. The names of
the leading members of the Commission have already appeared
in the columns of the N.Z Tasrer. Cardinal Parocchi, the
president, is described as having ‘ strong sympathies with the
movement for advanced Scriptural exegesis,” whilst the two
other assessors, Cardinal Vives y Tuto and Cardinal Segra, are
recognised authorities in the fields of theological and patristie
learning. The other ¢ consultors’ who compose the Commis-
sion are IFather David Fleming, head of the QOrder of Friars
Minor, secretary ; Very Revs. Professor Van Hoonacker, Uni-
versity of Louvain; Professor Grannan, Washington Univer-
sity; Professor Francassini, Seminary of Perugia; Professor
Jorio, Seminary of Valencia, Spain; Secretary Esser, Sacred
Congregation of the Index ; Professor Vigouroux, Paris Insti-
tute; Father De Hummelaner, St. Ingnatius’s College, Ho!l-
land ; Father Gismondi, Professor Gregorian University,
Rome; Dom Abrose Amelii, Prior of Monte Cassino; Dr.
Robert Clarke, Priest, Archdiocese of Westminster ; aund Dr.
D. A. Poels, Diocese of Rouremonde, Holland.

It wili be thus seen that the Commission isa comprehensive
one, the members being drawn from many different countries,
and representing all the various schools and currents of
thought. The scope of the inquiry, as stated by the Rome
correspondent of the London Tablet, is ' to ascertain the limits
af the freedom which is allowed to the Catholic exegetist in the
Biblica! questions ol the day, to point out definitely the con-
clusions that must be maintained in the interests of orthodoxy ;
others that must be rejected as incompatible with or dangerous
to divine faith, as well as the debatable ground between the
two, where each one is free to hold his own view.” The Presi.
dent will convene the meetings which will be held whenever
there is sufficient matter in hand to make a discussion or
decision desirable.  The fconsultors’ who live at a great dis-
tance from Rome will make their contributions in writing, but
on very special occasions a meeting of the whole body will be
held. ~Already a series of questions have been formulated for
study and discussion, but for the present these are not to be
made public. All that is known is that modern difficulties are
to be fairly and squarely faced, that each ! consultor’ will be
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asked to speak his mind quite openly and freely, and that a
decision will be given wherever it is at all possible. We con-
fess that we hope for great things from this Commission, It
promises to be a boon not only to the clergybut to thought-
ful laymen in the Church, who, if they are at all given to read-
ing, cannot help having the vexed problems of Old Testament
criticism brought more or less prominently before them. The
future of the Commission will be watched with intense interest
throughout the whale Church.

f Spitting ’ in the Schools.

Everybody nowadays recognises how greatly the spread
of disease—and especially of the dreaded scourge, consump-
tion—is promoted by the foolish practice of indiscriminate
expectoration and there is a general and most laudable move-
ment amongst public bodies in the direction of taking definite
and vigorous steps towards putting down the evil. Only the
other day the Dunedin City Council formally confirmed a bye-
law prohibiting expectoration in the streets, and it is gratifying
to have the Mayor’s assurance that the bye-law has already
brought about a considerable abatement of the nuisance. The
anti-expectoration movement is now being taken up by our
education authorities and there is some indication that the
Otago public schools at least will have undergone quite a little
revolution by the end of the year, The Inspectors of the
Otago Board are at present making their annual ‘surprise’
visits to the various schools, and they are, we understand,
putting down with a very firm hand the time-honored but
undoubtedly dirty methed of cleaning the children's slates by
spitting on them. On no account, so the teachers are given to
understand, will the practice be tolerated for the future, and no
matter what amount of trouble or inconvenience it may involve
the children are at all costs to be provided with water with
which to clean their slates, The change, salutary though it is,
certainly does occasion come little inconvenience and one
result is that in many country districts when the school tank
has run dry there may be seen the novel spectacle of a couple
of happy youngsters toddling off with a pail to the nearest
stream (often some distance away) to get a supply of the water
which is now an indispensable requisite for * a clean slate,”

The immediate occasion of the action of the Inspectors is
not without its droll side. It appeais that in some of the
country schools it is a custom with the teacher who is in charge
of the younger children to get them to write a ‘copy " of their
own on their slates, and then, in the case of the very young
children, the teacher breathes on the slate and gets the children
to clean it, after which she substitutes for the child’s copy a
proper head-line written by herself. The story goes that not
very long ago one of the laspectors was making a surprise
visit to a far away country school and was engaged in watch-
ing the work of the Infant room when up came a little girl who,
handing over her slate to the teacher, innocently said, ¢ Please,
ma’am, will you ‘“hoo” on my slate,” and the unsuspecting
and unsophisticated school-ma’am premptly and vigorously
‘hoo'd’ on the slate under the very nose of the surprised
Inspector. Exactly what was said on the occasion is not
reported, but since then the use of water has been insisted on
for slate cleaning purposes. As we have said this step is un-
doubtedly in the nght direction and we commend the matter
to the practical attention of all who are concerned in the teach-
ing of our Catholic schools.

The Church-Wardens and the Vicar,

A short time ago a Christchurch telegram appeared in the
daily papers making reference to what was described as the
acute dissatisfaction and dissension existing between the
parishioners of the Merivale parish and their vicar, and we
have now had sent to us a copy cf the Lyttelton Times con-
taining a full account of the trouble, Asfar as we can see, it
is little more than a personal difference beiween the church-
wardens and the Vicar, and the bulk of the parishioners, to
their credit be it said, have made it clear that so far as they
are concerned they have really no quarrel with their eeclesias-
tical head. It is,of course, 2 matter with which we have nothing
whatever to do, and we would not have made the slightest re-
ference to it but for a remark made by the Vicar himself in
reference to what Catholics would think. Speaking at a meet-
ing of the parishioners held to discuss the situation, the
Vicar, according to the 77mes report, said that ‘the occasion
was a very sad one, for a Church to ventilate its scandals and
be laughed at by f{recthinkers and the ungodly. It was certain
to injure the reputation of the parish. He was most heartily
sorry that the parish must bear the shame and disgrace, and
he thought the calling of the meeting a great mistake. How-
ever, he had been compelled to act as he had acted. How must
the Roman Catholics laugh, and thank heaven they were not
Protestants,’

The good Viear is greatly mistaken if he imagines that
the temporary dissension in his church is at all likely to be a
cause or occasion of rejoicing to any Catholic. We are proud

of the spirit of unity and of whole-hearted loyalty which is so
marked a characteristic of the Catholic Church, but we hope
we are far removed from the narrow petty spirit which could
take a malicious pleasure in the quarrels and dissensions of
those who differ from us.  1f we were to express any feeling at
all in this particular case it would be a feeling of friendly
smypathy with the Vicar in his little trouble, and a hope that
he will soon be in a position to carry on nis work again in
harmony and peace.

How the Women See It.

The daily papers intimate that Mr. Seddon is communi-
cating by telegraph with the members of the House of Repre-
sentatives in order to ascertain their views as to the advisability
of New Zealand offcring a tenth contingent for service in
South Africa. There is one section of the community who have
a somewhat vital interest in the departure of so many young
men from the Colony, and whose wishes strangely enough have
never yet been consulted in the matter, and that is the young
women. If a ‘round robin’ on the subject were sent to all the
unmarried members of the fair sex we wonder what the result
would be. The number of females in the country is already
far in excess of the males. and the prospect for ‘our girls® is,
from their point of view, certainly somewhat dismal. We are
inclined to think that many of our girls will soon be ready to
endorse the decidedly original ideas recently expressed hy an
American lady as to the proper methed for preserving a fair
ratio between the numbers of women and men. In a letter to
the Directory newspaper at Torquay—a town in which females
outnumber males in a total population of 33,000 by 7000 —she
remarks that if matters continue at this rate men wiill become
scarcer and scarcer, and that soon the specimen ¢ English-
man ' will be so rare that the women folk of the next, and
presumably final, generation, will flock to the museums and
zoos to see him, stuffed or alive! Then she adds :—* The step
to take is that which rules all laws of supply and demand, by
preserving the men who supply the demand. You preserve
your game by strict laws; preserve your men by keeptng them
at home. If 1 were the Board of Agriculture—which I gather
is the deparment that regulates the comings in and goings out
of stock—I should prohibit the embarkation of a gentleman
under the penalty of a heavy fine, while women imported should

pay duty.’

Common Sense About Purgatory.

There are few Catholic doctrines that are so little under-
stood and so violently denounced by our non-Catholic {riends
as the belief in Purgatory, yet there are few doctrines that
after a little examination and reflection so readily commend
themselves to ordinary reason and commaon sense. The
almost absolute necessity—from the point of view of pure
reason—of some sort of intermediate state, some place of
purification for the soul after death is now very generally
recognised even by Protestant theologians, though their teach-
ing has not penetrated the minds of the people to any great
extent. The teaching, for example, of what is known as * The
Shorter Catechism *—the standard popular compendium of
Presbyterian theology—that © the souls of balievers are at their
death made perfect in holiness and do immediately pass into
glory,” is now entirely discarded by Presbyterian ministers and
the doctrine of the Intermediate State bulks very largely in
modern Presbyterian theology. As showing how natural and
reasonable the idea of a future state of purification appears to
plain, practical common-sense, the following bit of dialogue,
quoted by the Aze Maria from a recent novel, is very apt and
to the pomnt :—

¢ Take an ordinary, every-day sort of a man like myself,
for instance. I know I am plenty good enough for New York,
but I'm not that conceited as to think I'm just fiz for heaven at
a moment’s notice,  On the other hand, I don’t think that I'm
bad enough to take any real enjoyment out ol the bottomless
pit. DBesides, it will be full of mugwumps, anyway, and that’s
no kind of society for the like of me. Now, a Baptist preacher
wouid have no hesitation ; he’d burn me up for ever and ever,
1 don't think that would be quite fair. But the priest would
say to me, '* Come on, Pat, and we'll smelt out of vou all those
hittle discrepancies that are very uselul in New Vork, but for
which there is no call at all in paradise ; and when thal’s done,
you can just take your robe and trot upstairs.” It’s just ke
a man going into a Turkish balh and coming out a clean
citizen with a white sheet around him. There’s a common-
sense ring about the proposal which seems to appeal to a plain
man hks myself; but that’s not to say I'm a Catholic at all,
for 1’m not—that is as {ar as the returns are in at present.’

STATZE 07 AFFAIRI IN AUZKLAND

THE following further retyrns from the Christechurch district show
that if the public service is ‘ stuffed * with the members of any ong
denomination il is not at least with Catholics ;—

Chordstehwrel, Recciving fome (under the Industrial Schools’
Act) —Manager, £120 per annum : attendants, £180 a year. Two
and sowetimes three attendants are employed, for which the latter
sum is voted. There are no Catholics employed in the institution.

Burnham dndustrial Sehool.—Manager, £180 per annum ;
matron, £70 ; schoolmaster, £150; assistant do, £100 ; ocadet, £65-
There is also a vote for attendants amounting to £1361. The
number of attendants varies according to requirements. Of these
only one is & Catholic. All the permanent officials are non-Catho-
lics. Taking the permanent officials and the attendants together
they number about 30, with only one Catholic among them, The
whole of the salaries amount to £1926 per annum, of which sum
only £65 or £70 at the cutside is drawn by the solitary Catholic,
Although the proportion of Catholies to the general population is
ag one tp seven, yct here in a public institution they are represented
by one in 30, and for every £1 drawn by this Catholic employe
non-Catholics draw over £80. Here is a glaring example of reli-
gious ‘stuffing,’ but our co-religionists are certainly not the sinners.

v 4ronga Ilome (Burwood), an institution for classification
under the Industrial Schools' Act, The employes are a manager at
£160 per annam, and three or four attendants, for whose services a
lump sum of £200 is voted annually, There are no Catholics among
those engaged in thiy inatitution,

Sumner Deaf and Duml Institution.—The following isthe list :
Director, £450 per annum ; 1 teacher at £210 a year, 1 dao, at £195
1 at £150, 1 at £110, 1 at £120, and 1 at £160; 3instructor;
(special classes) £100 per year each ; steward and matron, £200 per
annum ; sub-matron, £32 ; servants (number varies), total vote £236
Among the 13 salaried offizials there is only one Catholic. Includ-
ing servants the total sum voted for the employes of the
inatitution amounts to £2153 out of which the solitary Catholic
draws £52, or in other words £1 out of every £41 81 paid as wages
and salaries in the inatitution.

It in evident from the figures given with reference to the fore-
mentioned publio institutions in aud arenod Christchurch that
instend of our co-religionigts being represented amongst the
employes in excess of their proportion in the population. the con-
trary isthecase. The fact of so very few Catholics being employed in
these publicinstitutions creates a suspicion that they have been ripidly
excluded from all positions save the lowest and worst paid.

ATCCKLAND,

We have heen unable to get a list of salaries paid to the officers
of the Justice Department in Auckland, but we have been informed
{hat there are po Catholics among the staffs of the Supreme Court
and 8 M, Court in that eity.

Railway Department.—Total clerical staff (including station-
masters, clerks, cadetg), 118, Of ihese 13 are Catholics, or one in
every nine, The guards, porters, sbunters. etc., number 232, of
whom 20 are Catholics, being one in nearly every 12. There ate 375
platelayers, ete., among whom are 53 Catholics—one in seven. The
drivers and firemen total 156, 11 of them being Catholics, The
total of employes on the Government railways make 881, and of
theas 107 are Uatholics, being less thah one in eight, I will be
noticed that the Catholics are more numerous in the lower grades of
the service than in better paid positions, Unfortunately we are not
in a position to give a list of salaries, Had we been able to do so
the disadvantages under which our co-religionists suffer in this
branch of the public service, where, by the way, it is alleged they
receive the mo-t favor, would be more apparent,

Cistons~There are 19 Customs officers in Auckland, of whom
two are Catholics, the proportion of our co-religionists being less
than one in nine, We have been unable to get a list of salaries, but
experience leads ug to believe that nearly all the high-paid officials
are non-Catholics

In many of the Government offices in Auckland, such as the
Native Lands’, Official Assignee's, Registrar of Deaths, Public Trast
and Advances to Settlers’, no Catholics are employed ; in others:
such as the Lands and Burvey, Agricultural Department, sto,, there
are either one or two in each offize, We are not in a position to
ptate the salaries of these officers, but from what we know of
similar Government offices in otber parts of the Colony we can
safely presume that our co-religionista are neither duly represented
a6 to namber, nor do they draw salavies acoordivg to their propor-
tion in the general population,

CARDINAL MORAN’'S DEPARTURE
FOR ROME.

Hi1s Eminence Cardinal Moran, accompanied by the Very Bev. Dean
0’Haran, private secretary, left Sydney for Rome on Monday after-
noon, March 3. Thig is his Eminence’s fourth visit to the Eternal
City since his occnpancy of the See of Sydney in 1884, The firat
visit was in 1885, the second in 1488, and the third about 1894,
Unlike the last occasion the Cardinal has left in perfect henlth, and
showing little outward signs of the 71 winters which have passed
over his head. In fact (writes the Syduoey correspondent of the
Advocate), it was remarked in the Cathedral on Sanday night,
while his Eminence was replying to the addresses of the prelates,
priests, and people, that his figure was as firm and erect, and his
voice quite as strong, aa when on the same spot he ack_uowledgn_ad
the welcomes on his return from his visit to the Sovereign P_ontlff
at the end of 1888, As the Cardinal did not, aa was at first inten-
ded, leave Sydney by the mail steamer Qphir, there was no demons-
tration this time in the nature of a publio God-speed on the harbor,
Hip Eminence altered his leave-taking plans so as to journey over-
land to Melbourne, and eatch the Ophir in the scuthern capital.
His Eminence, acecrpanied by the Right Rev. Dr. Murray, Bishop
of Maitland, the Right Rev, Dr. Doyle, Bishop of Lismore, the
Right Rev. Dr.Dunne, Bishop of Wilcannia, the Right Rev, Dr,
Dwyer, Coadjutor Bishop of Maitland, and the Most Rev. Dr, Kelly,
Coadjutor Archbishop.of Bydney, drove to the Redfern Railway
Btation about half-past six, On arrival at the station his Emin-
ence wag grestel by a crowd of five or six thonsand persons, inclu-
ding members of the A H.C, Guild, the Hibernian Society, the Irish
National Foresters, and the RBociety of 8t. Vincent de Paul, in re-
galia. The cheering was continued until the express left at a
quarr.er-paat. seven,

Cardinal Moran, spesking at the opening of the new Convent of
the Sisters of the Good Samaritan at Glebe Point, on the previous
Bunday, tonched briefly on his visit to the Holy Father, His Emin-
ence paid he hoped his pilgrimage would not be a lung one, Asfar
ns he was concerned it would be as short as possible, Archbishop
Kelly would look after their interests well when be had gove. His
worthy coadjutor was young and full of vigor to carry on the ad-
ministration of the diocese, and the people need not have the
smallest anxiety, All his (the Cardinal's) affections were centred
in Sydney, and no matter how heaven might smile upon him, as he
journEyed on, his 1h ughts would turn back towards their beau-
tiful barbor, and towards the grand city on the banks of that
beautiful harbor—aye, and to the eitiz:us and the nobie children
being educated in their schools on the tace of ihat harbor, Though
a pilgrim travelling from them, his heart woult be with thewm.

On Sunday evening Bt. Mary's Cathedral was filled to over-
flowing. Many persons came in from the suburbupm parishes to
witness the presentatiou of théaddressen to theCardinal, snd to bear
the 1ast words of his Uiminence to his flock, The gatheriog in the
panctuary included five prelates, nearly 100 of the clergy, and many
of the leading Catholic laymen. The prelates were Archbishop
Kelly, Bishop Murray, Bishop Doyle, Bishop Duune, and Bishap
Dwyer, Monsignor U Connor represented the Bishop of Armnidale
{Dr. Torreggiani}, and Archdeacon D'Aroy represented the Bishop
of Bathurst (Dr. Danae). Conspicuous among the lay gentlemen
were the Mayor of Sydney (Alderman Thomas Hnghes), the Hon K.
O’Sullivan, Btate Minister for Works; the Hun W, P, Crick, State
Minpister for Lands; Mr P. E. Quian, MP, Mc R. D, Meagher,
M.P, MrJ. R. D'Arcy, M P, Mr P, J. Clars, M P, Mr V. O'Connar,
M.P,, Sir William P. Manning, the Hon John T. Toobey, M.L.C.,
the Hon John Meaghber, M.1..C., the Hon 1. M. Slattery, M.L C,, and
Major Freehill. .

The first address, that of the Bishops of the Province, was read
and presented by the venerable Dr. Murray, Bishop of Maitland,
whase rich, round voice filled the great building. The Very Rev.
Dean Carroll read the clerical address, and the Mayor of Sydney read
the address by the laivy,

His Eminence received ail the addresses at the throne, He
then came to the front of the sanctuary, and from the steps
delivered his reply. As the Blessed 3icrament had veen removed
after Benediction, the assemblage took the character of a huge
public meeting, and the applavss was euthusiastic and prolonged us
his Eminence stood in bis scarlet and lace robes to speak his last
words under the lofty roof, and in the midst of the cluster.
ing eolumns of his cathelral. At the end ot hws reply, whih was
really a short and admirable viscourre on Falth wud Duty, the
Qardinal returned to the throno, and ther ., in clear voice, gasve his
Pontifi:al Benediction, the vart assemblage kneeling to receive the
blessing. There was no leave- aking ceremony, as in 1888, in 1he
sanoctuary, His Emivence at oace procecded through the sactisties
to the presbytery. Ounly thoss who were fortunate envugh to ‘ cross
the path’ of his Emireuce in the sacristies «r in the grounda on the
eastern side of the cathedral, or in the presbytery, ieceived his
personal blessing, .

b After the reading of the addresses Mr. Crick made a brivf apeech
*in the course of which he raid :—Your Eminence, we wil. watch
with intereat for the news of your sufe arrival at your distivation,
and I will eay that the pleasore of that news wiil be exvesded when

wa receive the more pleising news that you have left on your way
to return to this great country of Auatralia, Our joy will be still
increased wben the vessel which banrs your precicus person back
to these vhorea shall be signalled from Sydney Heads. You will
then receive at the handa of the people of this continent a welcome
yor 80 well deserve. I+ will be gracionaly given, and it will mark
an epoch in your lite 1ar excellng suy of those magnificent

welcomes which you have been accordel, and to which you have
been so justly entitled.

THE CARDINAL'S REPLY.

In the course of his reply his Eminence said :—

The pilgrimage on which | am setting out to the shrine of the
Apostlen is another token of the perfect unity that links our Ane-
tralian Episcopate with the See of 8t. Peter and the Vioar of Christ
on earth, the centre of unity, the present illustrious Pope Leo XIII.
The unbroken line of bishops in the Catholic hierarchy is a golden
chain that binds the Church of to-day with the Church of the first
pentecost, for the apoatolate instituted by our Divine Baviocnr was
not to be transient but permanent, destined to embrace all nations,
and to endure until the end of time, It is through the primacy
granted to St. Peter by the Divine Redeemer that the Oatholic epis-
copate i perfected in this unity. His princedom is heaven's seal
on the Divine organisation of the Christian Church, Hia it ia to
confirm his brethren in the apostolate, his to feed the lambs and
sheep of the sacred fold, his to looss and to bind, Heis the divinely
strengthened rock which imparts strength and unity to the whole
edifice of the Church of Chcist, againet which all the powers of
Satan ehall ever rage in vain, ‘The blessing of the successor of St.
Peter serves to renew the spiritual vigor of the Catholic episcopate
throughout the world, whilst at the shrines of the Apostles the
armor of religion is texnpered anew to repel the darte of the evil
one and to render more noble the victories of the faith,

In the Australian Church to-day we take for our guide the
venerable maxim which is recorded by 8t. Augustine, but which
bears the impress of the apostolic age: ‘In necessariis unitas, in
dabiis libertas, in omnibus charitas,’ In mattera of morality and
faith, in all that pertains to the supernatural life and to divine
truth, we hold faat immovably to

The Teachings of Holy Church,

In all things pertaining to the politioal arena or to commercial
enterprise, and to the industrial or social life of the world around
us, each one enjoys to the fullest extent the freedom that conseience
may sanction ; but in all such matters in which we may be engaged,
whether spiritual or temporal, whether earthly or divine, we say, let
charity abound, for it is only in the pure and swest atmosphere of
charity that the light of heaven will shine upon us.

You refer to the many works of education and religion which
have grown up in our midet during the past 18 years, A great deal
indeed has been accomplished, and I am the more free to refer to it
in that no one better than I can realise how little is the share of
merit that falls to my lot in achieving such grand resnlts, During
those yeara several institutioms of religion and charity have heen
erected, which even in a material way are an ornament to onr city
and suburbs, and whick in their equipment, no le-s than in the
fruitfulness of their beneficent results, have merited the appraval
and admiration even of those who are not of the fold, Altogether
some 400 works have been carried on throughout the diceese, a proot
which none will controvert of an incomparable spirit of devoted-
ness and self-sicrifice on the part of our religious communities, of
zeal on the part of our clerzy, and of an unbounded generosity
which has never wearied amon s our faithtul people.

It is not only the material trinmphs of religion, however, that
I would wish to commemorate, I am happy to attest that every-
where our churches are crawded with fervent worshippers, that the
religious sodalities are every day multiplied, that on a!l sides the
fruite of Cathelic piety abound, whilst in all ranks of the children
of the faith those manifold virtues are shown forth which as bridal
oroaments are heaven's gift to the Sponee of Christ, In this we
cannot fail to see the hand of God, Who is pleased to recompense

The Heroiem of the Pioneers of the faith

in this fair Jand. They had to contend against untold oppression ;
they suffered hardehips and ignomioy and stripes sconer than deny
their religion. They were true martyrs for the faith, and the old
maxim has once again been verified, ‘Sanguis martyrum, semen
Christianorum. They sowed in tears, we reap in joy. * This is the
victory that conquererh the world, our faith.

Looking to the future, I wonld commend to our faithful people
to be proud of being members of the Catholic Church, te God for
the many gifts even in the material order with which He has
enriched her. You will permit me to recall the beautifel, yet
measured words of Mr. Gladstone, when he attests that since the
ficst ages of persecution the Catholic Church has warched for 1500
yearn at the head of humau ecivilisation, and has driven, harnessed
to ite chariot, as the horses of a trinmphal car, the chief intellectnal
and material forces of the world; i1t8 genins, the genins of the
world ; it greatness, yglory, grandeur, and majesty have been
#lmost, though not absolutely, ail that, in these respects, the world
has had to boast of.

But we must bear in mind that if we are {o be faithful to the
heritage entrustsd to us it will not suflice to be Catholice in name ;
wae are to be Catholics in reality and in truth. St Cyprian and
other Fathers of the early Church lamented that when the terrors
of persecution ceased and prosperity for a time had smiled upon th
Church msuy nowinal Catholics brought disgrace upon the
Christian name, Unless we be earnest and watchful the same may
be verified among ourselves, When the green hills of Erin were
reddened with the blood of our martyred fathers, and when
mouvkery and derieion awaited the profession of the fuith, very fow
nominsl Catholics were to be found, 1f the sacrifices of Lhe altar
were offered in pewter chalicegin those days, the hearty of the faith-
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ful were of gold, Now that fall liberty is accorded us, and that to
be a Catholic is the proudest title in religion a man can hold, it
would be ill-befitting if our life were not in keeping with the
honored name we bear, and if as a counterpars to the golden chalice
we wonld find little better than worthless and corrupt alloy in un-
faithful hearts.

Again it mnat not be forgotten that the river of progress runa
with a rapid course in our Australian Commonwealth, [f we wish
religion to continue in its beneficent career of vietory, we must not
remain stationary on the banks of the swift-flowing streamn. We
must keep pace with the pation's enward course, thus to sanctify
its aspirations, and to ret the real of heaven on ita triumpbe,

I murt not omitb to thank you, our fellow-citizens, who are not
of the fold, for the uniform courtesy and practieal aid with which
you bave ¢o operated in many of our works of charity. If there be
some who continue to henp obloquy and calumry on the Ca'hilic
Chureh we must compassionate them, dupes as they are of old-time
prejudices, or victims of the wiles of evil-designing ren. To such
prejudices and such wiles muat be impnted that the joys and con-
solations of a truly Christian life and the virtues of the Catholic
home, and the {deals and enthusiasmes which religion ipspires, are
too often quite unintelligible to -those who are not of the fold. The
greatest veed of Australia is to maintain

Peace, Charity, and Concord among her Citizens.

To develop her resources and mature her strength she needs the
energies of all, Strife, dissension, and discord would be the pre-
lode of her ruin.

Permit me to give expression to one other thought. A few
years ago the great Pontiff who guides the barque of 8t, Peter, ad-
dressed to all Christian peoples the grand Encyclical on the Reunion
of Christendom, In the Epglish-speaking world it bas begun
already to produce the happiest results, and many distingoished
names have been added tc the long roll of those who made the
pacrifice of everything that the world holds desr that they might
follow the guidance of heavenly light into the one true fold of our
Blessed Lord.

Wonld it be too much to hope that the new century on which
we have just entered may witness the realisation of the great Pon-
tiff's hopes, and see all Christendom ouce more reunited under the
one banner of Holy Cross, Such o consummation would be worthy
of an enlightened age, and would make this 20th century a truly
golden epoch in the world’s history. And is it too much to hope
that Australia may be privileged to have eome part in attaining
guch a grand result?! The yearning of the hearts not only of the
faithful children of the Church, but of countlese earnest sonls put-
side her communion would thoe be realized, and Australia wounld
unquestionably have begun to enter on the marvellouas beneficent
career which Providence has marked out for her as a centre of re-
newed Christian civilisation and a beacon of heavenly light to the
other nations of the world. Those who now aesail tbe Church
would then find realised in the follest measure the aspirations of
their hearts in the sentiments so beauntifully expressed by Cardinal
Newman :~—* Oh, long-sovght-after, tardily found, desire of the
eyes, joy of the heart, the truth of many shadowe, the tulness after
many foretastes, the home after many storms; come to her, poor
wanderers, for she it is, and she alone, who can unfeld the meaning
of your being and the secret of your destiny.’

ARRIVAL IN MELBOURNE.

The express by which his Eminence travelled to Melbonra®
was three-quarters of an hour late in arriving. On alighting the
Cardinal was warmly welcomed by a large number of the hierarchy,
clergy, and laity. Amongst those on the platform were his Grace
the Archbichop of Melbourre, his Lordship the Bishop of Ballarat,
his Lordship the Birhop of Bendigo, and his Lordship the Bishop of
Bale, No time was lost in getting ready for the drive to Pert Mel-
bourne pier, where the R M 8, Ophir was awaiting the arrival of
his Eminence. Two open oarriages conveyed the Cardinal, the
Archbishop, the Bithops, Dean Phelan, and Archdeacon Davy to
Port Melbourne. As ibe advertised time for the departuce of the
mail boat had been exceeded, owing to the lateness of the arrival of
the exprees, Captain Kershaw, of the Ophir, was reluctantly com-
pelled to let the steamer go within 15 minutes of the embarkation
of the Cardinal,

DIOCESE OF CHRISTCHURCH.

The members of the St. Patrick's branch of the H.A.C.B
Society received Holy Communion at the seven o'eleck
Masa in the Pro-Cathedral on Sunday in honor of the feast of Ire-
land’s patron saint. After Mass an adjonrnment was made to the
neighboring ball of the Order, where breakfast was partaken of,
As guests of the occasion were his Lordship the Bishop and several
of the clergy.

I am told that at a conference of the clergy held on Tueaday
last at Leeston two priesta of the diccese offered to go o South
Africa as chaplains, in the interests of our troopers. Hia Lordship
the Bishop, who presided, was understood ta explain, whilst sin-
cerely thanking them for the zesl and devotion to duty which pro-
moted the offer, that the necessity of such a course did not exist, as
our Catholic trcops were well cared for at the various mobilisation
camps and ports of embarkation, and that at the seat of war a num-.
ber of Catholic army chaplains were on duty, so that the epiritual
welfaze of our Catholic soldiers would be well attended to,

Tre Pro-Cathedral was crowded to excess on Sunday evenings-
last when Vespers were commenced ha'f an hour earlier, A very
fine panegyric of St, Patrick, Aposile of Ireland, was preached by
Rev. Father J. O'Conneil, of Waimate, ufter which Rossioi’s
‘Btabat Mater, in its entirety, wae rendered in a very praiseworthy
manner by the choir under the conductorship of Mr. H H, Loughnan,
Miss Funston presiding at the organ  The roloists were :—Soprane,
Mise J. Moir; tenor, Mr. Dossiter ; bass, Messrs, McNamara, and
Whitworth (late of Hobart), Quartets were sung by Mesdames
Mead and H. H, Loughnan, and Mersrs, Schwarts and McNamara,
Benediction of the Blessed Sacrament was given by his Lot dship the
Bishop, assisted by the Rev, Fathera 0'Connell and Galerne.

Owing to the inclemency of the weather the throwing open for
inepection of the works of the new Cathedral announced for March
9 was postponed until last Sunday. After three o'clock a large
number of people availed themselves of the opportunity afforded
and assembled on the rite to view the irnmense work that bas so far
heen accomplished, His Lordship the Bishop and several of the
clerzy were present, and a number of collectors busied themselves
receiving contributions to the building fund, abont £70 being thus
received. The plans by Mr W. F. Petre, architect of the Cathedral,
were hung up at the eastern end of tbe building, and were ex-
plained by Mr Jamieson and Mr Hickmoth, clerk of works. His
Lordehip Bishop Grimes gave a ehort address. He expressed his
great gratification at, meeting so large a concourse for the first time
within the walls of the Cathedral, He could not but refer in terms
of praise to the admirable mauner in which the work waa being
carried ont by the contractors. They had imported a good deal of
machinery, some of which had not been before used in the Colony,
and the work was progressing in a most satisfactory manner, As
regarded the plans which had been prepared by Mr Petre, whe had
won a high reputation ss an ecclesiastical architect, they had been
the subject of admiration by several architecta who had seen them.
As to the ali-essential item of mouey, they bad now some £24.000 in
cash and promises, Of this they bad £15,000 in cash. It was just
about a year ago aince the foundation-stone was Jaid, so the work
both of collection and of carrying on the bailding had been pushed
on as rapidly as possible, He urged that as the system of collecting
cards now adopted simply meant the payment of sixpence per week,
that all who were in receipt of wages should endeavor to subscriba
that amount, If this were dooe they would have the whole
amount of £40,000 collected in two years.

The 1)isirict President, Bro, A, Meaney. acting on bekalf of the
Australasian branches ot the Sociely, presented an address to the
Cardinal on the eve of his departure 1or Home.

His Eminence, in replying, said he bad always taken the
Ceepest interest in the weliare of their society, and wirhed it a con-
tinuance of success, On its banper was the mouto * Australin, Reli-
wion, and Ireland! He considered that a grand motte, and he
would like 10 see every earnest Catholic in Australia enrolled under
that bapner. The motty * Australia, Religion, and Ireland’ wonld
vield Lo Bone, no matter how grand their traditions might be, They
had there under tbat banner the name of Australia, wbich bad a
glorious destiny before it, and that destiny would largely rest in the
bands of such men as members of this society, This country had
resources which could not be surpassed, and their States were so
rich in everything that it pointed to the prowire of future great-
ness, The earnestness and devotedness of the sons of Australia, he
felt sure, would nchieve a grand and a glorious destiny., There was
10 other country which bhad so many trinmphs in pnational life as
thet of the democracy of Australia. It was notonly the citizens of
Australia, but the Catholic Church throughout the world who
looked upon demucracy to achieve these earnest triumpks. Genuine
democracy was inapired by religion. IHere,in the vast Aunstralian
States, democracy had grown to a wonderful extent, and he felt
gure that 1n the fature the citizens of Australia would rejoice in
the abundance and richness of the fruit that gemmine democracy
would bear, However, 15 would depend precisely on the earnest-
ness and devotion of Australia's eons to achieve further tiiumphs in
the lines of democracy, He was always pleased to come among
members of the Hibernian Socieiy, becnuse of ibeir earnestness and
devotion in connection with anything they might undertake. Theirs
was & benefit sontety in the true senpe of the term. It was a society
in which not only Austialians but the tons of Ireland were united
nader the same banner of religion. Their aim at all times shonld
be to promote a spint of true Christian demceracy in order

that it might achieve pefmanent triumphbs, There were persons
who sneered at religion and everything pertaining to religion,
but they ehould remember that the men of the platform, the men
of.the_s prees, and other leaders owed their success and power to the
principles of religion. Brligion had achieved victories in the past,
and every day it perpetuated those glorious trinmphs. This was a
reason that they should be proud of the names which were em-
blazoned on their baoner under which he vrusted they weuld
achieve many victories. Religion, like the glorious sunshine, was
6ver imparting new vigor and life, and instead of religion diminish-
ing in any way it was alwaye enbanced sud strengihened. They
ha_d aleo in larye letters the name of Ireland on their banner, and of
this name they had every reason to be prond. No other country
had won the adwiration of the ecivilised world to the same extent
a8 Ireland had, 8he had been illustrions among the eivilised
nations of tha world for centuries. Home pecple were heard to
remark that Irishmen were too fond of speuking of the glories of
Ireland, but when thcy remembered those glories they had no
reagon to feel other than justly proud of them. He would remind
them of the prophecy of St. Malachi on his deathbed in the year
1200, when he said that after seven centuries Irelard would rise
cnce more zod shine with her prirtine glery,  That prophecy had
been verified, for pot only was the land of Ireland to-day emiling
with the dawn of prosperity, but the influence of the Irish race was
belqg extended throughout the world. In conclusion be would
again thank them for their welcome, and for the beautifnl address
with which they had presented bim. He hoped that his remarks
would tend to encourage them to po forward with increawed earnest-
ness.

The religions statistics of the New South Wales census taken
last year show that the Anglican Church had 623,131 adherents,
being an increare in 10 yéars of 120,000; the Catholics
347,847, an increase of (0,000 in the same period ; the Presbyterians
132,617, an increase of 23,000 ; Methodiete 135390, an increase of
25,000 ; Baptists 16.618, an increace of 3000 ; Independents 24,834,
an increase of 7.0 ; other Christian denominations 23,263, an in-
erease of 2300 ; the Salvation Army 9583, a decrease of 730 ; indefi-
nite religions 128, a decrease of 176. The non-Christian religions
returned 14,389, a decrease of 2600 ; aceptice 3520, a decrease of
2700 ; no refigion 10,231 ; objected to state their religion 13,000,
The Protestants number 965,634, or an increase of 174,000,

His Eminence Cardinal Moran (writes a Syduey correspondent)
18 known as the Master Builder of the State, and the Minister for
Works declared lately that next to the Government his Eminence is
the largest employer of labor in N.5.W. e is a popular employer,
too, for he insists on the bighest wage being paid. At present he
has fifteen schools in the course of erection. A curious event hag
occurred in one parish. Since the present Education Act came into
force over 20 years ago the State bad heen renting the Catholic
school and occupying it as a State school, Some months ago the
Cardinal gave them notice to quit, having decided to put religious
teackers in charge. Thereupon the State eet about building a new
school, which has just been completed, but to their amazement they
have discovered that they have no pupils. It isa Catholic distriet,
and the children are remaining in the old school, and the brand-new
#chool must be closed.

A few Sundays ago Archbishop (’Reily formally opened a new
school of the Sisters of St. Joseph, ereoted in Port Adelaide., The
ceremony took place In the presence of a large mumber of people,
and amongst those present were the Minister of Education (Hon.
T, H. Brooker), Commissioner of Crown Lands (Hon, L. O'Loungh-
lin). the Mayor and Mayoress of Port Adelaide, Representative P,
MeM, Glynn, the Hon, A, A. Kirkpatrick, Mr. W. O, Archibald,
M.P., and a number of the Catholic clergy and laity. The scheol,
which is a fine spacious building, was blessed by the Archhishop,
The Very Rev. Falher Hilary. C P, said that there were now in
Sputh Australia over 200 Catholic schools in charge of the Sisters
of the varions Ordera, In the course of an address his Grace the
Archbishop of Adelaide remarked that the present was the 35th
year of convent work in South Australis, The good work was
commenced by the Venerable Mother Mary. The Sisters’ work wnas
purely one of love, as all they got in return for their Jabors was
food and clothing., There were at the present time 260 women en-
gaged in imparting knowledyge to the young of Bouth Australia. Of
this number 120 were Sisters of St, Joseph, and the remaining 140
were from other Sisterhoods. This building bad involved ihe out-
lay of over £3000. The Bisters had obtained £600 towards the cost
from the Catholic church, Port Adelaide, s¢ that there wasstili &
debt of nearly £2500.

The Sydney correspondent of the Soutkern Cross, writing on the
work which has been accomplished by Cardinal Moran in the
Archdiocese of Sydney during the past 19 years, says :—We find in
Sydney no fewer than 24 institutions of charity, all (with the
exception of 8t. Vincent's Hospilal, which bas been donbled in size)
dating from the time of the Cardinal's arrival, These institutions
include the Home for the Aged and Destitute at Randwick (Little
Sisters of the Poar); 8. Vincent's Home and Industrial 8zhool for
Boys at Westmead, Parramatta ; Home and Induostrial Seheol for
Girls at Manly ; Asyium and School for the Blind, Lewisham ;
Asylum for Mental Invalids, Ryde; Hospital for Women and
Children, Lewisham ; 8t. Joseph's Hospital and Fanatorium, Auburn;
Foundling Hospital, Waitara; Bt. Joseph’s Orpbhanage, Lane Cove ;
St. Martha's Industrial School, Leichhardt; St, Anne’s Orphanage,
Liverpool ; St. Brigid's Orphanage, Ryde; St. Magdalen’s Retreat,
Tempe ; Mater Migericordie Home, Churchill ; Hospice for the
Dying, Darlinghurst, In addition to these institutions, there are a
number of charity societies and guilde, foremost among them the
Society of 8t, Vincent de Paul. His Eminence has epent £100,000
on St, Mary's Cathedral, and his labors in the cause of religious
education are colossal. First place must be given to the founding,
building, and endowment of Bt. Patrick’s Eeclesiastical College at
Manly. The Cardinal, without any appcal to the Catholic
community, paid for the erection and furnishing of St. Patrick's
The cost of the college © for the training of a native priesthood -
to his Eminence could not have been lesa than £80,0600. Besides
St, Patrick’s, which stends apart as an Ecclesiastical College, there
are now in the Sydney Diccese five colleges for boys, including those
giéat institutions, St. Ignatius', Riverview (Jesuit Fathers), and St.
Joseph's, Hunters' Hill (Marist Brothers), There are 20 boarding
schools or colleges for girls, 20 superior day schools, and 159 primary
schools, All these schools are taught by religions, and the total
attendance is 23,849,

HOLY THURSDAY.

The Thursday before Easter is called Holy Thursday. On this
day only one Mass ean be said in the same choreh, and that Maes
must be a public one, The Mass is celebrated in white vestments,
becanse the institution of the Encharist is joyfully commemorated,
but at the same time there are certain signs of the monrning proper
to Holy week. The bells, which are rung at the ' Gloria,’ do not
sound again till the *Gloria’ on Holy Saturday, and the Church
returns to her ancient use of summoning the Farthfal or arousing
their attention by a wooden clapper. Nor is the embrace of peace
given. The celebrant consecrates an additional host, which is
placed in w chalice and borne in precession, after the Mass, to a
place prepared for it. The ‘Pange Lingua' is sung during the
procession, and the place to which the Blessed Sacrament is removed
—often called the sepulehre, but properly the repository—is decked
with flowers and lights. Afterwards the altars are stripped, to
remind the Christians of the way in which their Master was stripped
of His garments, In some churches, the priest or prelate, assisted
by descon and subdeacon, washes the feet of 12 poor men, in
imitation of our Baviour whe washed the feet of His Apostles,
Since the seventh century the holy oils, formerly consecrated at
any time, have been blessed by the bishop in the Mass of this day,

GOOD FRIDAY,

Good Friday is the day of Ged's mercy, becanse it is the day on
which Jesus Christ, by an excess of love, incomprehensihle to every
created mind, suffored the greatest torments, and expired
ignominjously on the Cross, in order that we might he healed
through His wonnds, washed in Hia blood, and that in His death we
might find the principle of cur true life. We call this Holy or
Guod Friday ; it is also called Parasceve, which means a prepara-
tion, it being the day in which the Jews prepared for the colebration
of the Sabbath, Our ancestors gave it the name of Adoration
Friday, on account of the solemn worship of the Cross which takea
place on that day, The Greeks call it the Pasch of Jesus Crucified,
and the Sunday following it, they term the Pasch of Jesus
Resurrected,

In the office of Good Friday, everything inspires compunetion,
and all the ceremonies and prayers tend %o penetrate the soul with
the most profound and ealutsry affiiction. 'The belis are silent on
this mournful day, the candles are extinguished, the altars are
stripped of their ornaments ; over the main altar a simple cloth only
is extended to symbolize the winding sheet which covered the dead
bedy of the Baviour, At the commencement of the office the
celebrant and his assistants prostrate themselves upon the floor,
testifying by thia posture the bitterness in which the heart is
plunged at the thought of the ignominions death which Christ
suffered in order to take away from us the yoke of the devil,

On Good Friday the holy sacrifice of the Mass is not celebrated,
Although it is a real living representation and eontinuation of the
Sacrifice on the Cross, it can inspire us only with joy and fill ua
with counsclation ; but these sentiments are incompatible with the
mouraing of the Church on account of the death of Jesus Christ,
Nevertheless the order and many ceremonies of the Mass are
preserved therein ; it is called the Mass of the Presanctified, 71his
Mass was formerly observed on fast days by the Fastern Churches,
during which the priest and faithful communicatel by receiving the
hosts which were consecrated the preceding day,

The office of Good Friday commences with two lessons taken
from Holy Scripture, which are followed by the reading or chant-
ing of the Passion, ascording to St, John, After this ths celebrant
offers solemn prayers for all the states and conditions of life, for
the just as well as for the unjust, and even for heretics, echismatics,
Jews, and pagans, becanse Jesus Christ died For all men, and wishes
all men to be saved. The foregoing sclemn prayere ara followed by
the adoration of the Cross. The Cross, covered with a veil. to
gignify that the mystery of the Cross had been hidden for a long
time, is now solemnly uncovered. After having uncovered the
Cross, the celebrant raises it and showse it to the people, with these
wards :  Eece lignum crueis’ (behold the wood of the cross) ; the
deacon and subdeacon sing with him: *7n guo salus ‘mundi
pependit’ (upon which has rested the salvation of the world), to
which the choir replies: * Verite advremus, (Come leb us adore).
Then the celebrant and ministers, having taken off their vestments,
prostrate themselves three times and adore the Cross. The people
likewise do the same. After this the celebrant gces in procession,
without singing, to the Repository to tuke to the altar the sacred
Host which bad lasin in the Repository from the preceding day,
Arriving at the main altar, the priest procieds with the Mass of the
Presanctified, so called, becaunse he ccosumes the eacred Host which
had been consecrated the preceding day.

According to the present discipline of the Church, neither
clergy nor people may communicate on Good Friday ; an exception
to thia rule is made in favor of those in darger of death.

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OUR IRISH LETTER.

(From our own correspoendent )

Dublin, January, 1902
The Dirink Evil.

There 1s no denying the fact  that
in  England, Ireland, and Scotland,
at least, drinking and gamhling are
making sad havoe amongst all clas-
ses.  To say that the Irish are the
greatest drunkards of the three
countries is utterly untrue. Statis-
tics issued by Government cach year
prove incontestibly that there s far
less money, per head, spent n in-
toxicating liquors in this conuutry
than in any of Lthe three parts of the
Kingdom, and that there is intinitely
less crime in Jreland ihan in Iing-
land, Scotland, or Wales, Bul this
is little comfort, so long as there 1s
so much misery brought about daly
by drinking habits and by gambling,
which latter vice seems now Lo enter
into the life of nine-tenths of tLhe
male population, rich or poor.

A new lJaw has just come into
operation, by which it is made cri-
minal, for parents to employ as es-
sengers to public bars, ov for publi-
cans to serve children under 14 wilh
drink in unhscaled wvessels ; o law
which should materially assist those
who work in the nobhle cause of tem-
perance, for the custom of sending
children to hars to fetch beer or
whisky was a terrible temptation Lo
the young, who B0 often mherit o
craving for stimulantis. One  fact
will show how wvaluable to the
licensed trade the sale to children
was : it was customary at many
bars in England to have stands at
the counters high enough to enable
even little children of three or four
years of age to reach Lhe counters
and to supply sweets to them as a
means of making the unfortunate
little creatures long to return to
places they should naturally dread,
knowing so well, as the very youn-
gest do, that the oftencr heer or
whisky 18 brought from the pubhe
house to the home, the greater wall
be their own sufferings and misery
Simultareously with  the promulgie-
tion of this new law—which was, 1
truth  wrung from  an unwilhing
Governmenli—onur bishops wind priests
are cxerlite Lhemselves 1o (he ut-
most. in  Lhe cause of lewiperanee.
and have succeeded in more than one
district in inducing the local mugis-
trates Lo take a step that would
prove highly beneficial 1f unnversally
carried out : the refusal Lo grant any
new liceuse in their district  until
threc old licences shall have dropped
The makers and sellers of ntoxica-
ting liquors, from Lord Acdilann
down, are the wealthicst part of the
community : as a rule they are un-
scrupuloug  as regavds  eserything
that conduces to the prosperity of
their trade. Then there 15 the law
known as ‘ The Dona Fide Travel-
lers Act,” which simply means that
there is simply noe sueh thmg as
closed bars in the vprincipal cilies
and their suburbs on Sundays, the
workman’s free day. A man has bul
to take a threc mile train drive or
ride a like distance on o Lram, or
pretend he has done so, and he can
drink as he likes ; public houses and
hotels are at every corner, open and
tempting, so that the wonder in, nol
that we have so much drunkenncss
in Ireland, bhut that, thank CGod,
there is so much sobriely and so
little erime. Every tempilation that
can be held out to our men and
women to DLecome drunkards is held
out to them, for the taxes arc more
urgently needed every day, money
must be found, and mnothing birngs
such a contribution to tihe Imperial
Treasury as the intoxicating liquors
tax, so no wonder that there is ex-
cess in  drinking, in spite of all
efforts made by those who have the
moral welfare of the people at heart.

An Incentive Lo Dirink.

Some time algn,L whben opening o
new Temperance Hall ior boys, Mr.
John Dilion, AM.T°,, dwelt at length
on the wonderful work, the miracu-
Toug  work, achicved v pre-faumine

tempting them to warm theiv poor
hearts  and  bhodies, so weak and
famushed that it was next 1o an -
possibilily they should be able to
resist what was placed before their
ByCs Thus hegan Lhe poarlial, hut
only partial, falling away from
Tather Mathew's hlessing to Ireland,
and so it has continued : licences
epranted out of all proportion 1o Llhe
public nants or wishes. Let us hope
that o strict watch will be hept now
upon child messengers by those in-
terested in the real welfare of the
country. It is difficult to win back
the drunkard, but al least much
might be done in lhe way of preven-
tion, and one excellent rule has boeen
in operation for scveral years 11
in  wvarious Catholic dioceses . all
Loys and girls prepating  for the
Sacrament of Confirmalion are, if
possible, induced to take the total
abstinence pledge  until the age of
Lwelly-one,

Yot winle there is o certain
amonnt of nusery n ths country Lo

The ITand Question.
The following was asked in T'arlin-

ment on the night of the 27th inst.
Whether the Chief Secrctary for Ire-
labd is aware that *a number of
land agents {rent cellectors) in Tre-
land have formed o society for  Lhe
purpose of preventing the Land Pur-
chase clauses of the various Land
Acts  becoming  operative. and  for
the protection of their own  vested
interests, and that an  estate has
been sold in the County Cavan by a
landlord (Lord Morley) to a syndi-
cale of land agentls, some of whom
arc members of tlus association, for
£23,000, atthough  the  tenants
ofiered him £30,000 for it ; and will
a clause be inserted in lhe Bill re-
ferred to in the King's specch for

facilitating Lhe sale of land in Ire-
land, giving the tenanls in occupa-
tion the right of pre-empilion’ :when
i landlord wishes to sell his estate,
such as a landlord at present  en-
Joy¥s under the Land Act of 1881,
when w tenant wishes Lo sell his in-
Lerest in the farm.”

The above question refers to  Lhe
sale of Lord Morley’s estate which,
1t s attirmed, took place under the
crireumstances hientioned,

It 1% announced thal the tenanis
on a considerable property in Mayo,
the U'Grady estate, have arranged
with their landlord for the purchase
of their holdings on the same terms
as those on which the Dillon tenants
purchnsed some time ago, namely,
173 years purchase. Taking into
consideration  the possibilities  of
land at the present day, this is con-
sidered o fawr price by those who
realiy understand such matters.

Since the opening of Parliament,
the [Irish  landlords have declared
that they will fight to ihe last, un-
less Government is  willing to give
them 27 yeuars purchase, or a sum of
meney equal to 34 per cent. on their
own computation of the fall value of
land to them ; that is, not allowing
anything whatscever cut of the full
rents charged the tenants except the
hare cost of colleeting those rents.
In view of the yearly increasing de-
preciation  in the value of produce
from land, this is an impossible sum
for the farmer to pay, so the land-
lords’ uitimatum, as it now stands,
means no surrender.

This is the time of year when
bank directors mecet their sharehol-
ders and place hefore them reports
from which the public can draw a
very fair idea of the general finan-
cial condition of the country. Re-
porty have just been issued by the
National Bank of Ireland, the Pro-
vincial Bank of Ireland, the Hiber-
nian DBank, and others, as well as
by the various railway companies,
and the deduction to be drawn from
these reports is that the past year
has becn a very bad one for an agri-
cultural country : less land has been
under cultivation for food products ;
o dry summer caused almost o hay
fiunme ; the prices of cattle and
sheep have fallen, and, in fact, free
trade is causimg heavy reductions in
the all-round profits of town and
country a bad state of things in
face of war estimates, and a sad
look-outl for  our small farmers in
view of the Irish landlords’  wulti-
matum, swhich, however, men who
profess 1o hnow both classes well,
sad nust be and willk be considerably
modhiied m a year or so.

When the rush to the West Const gold-
fields broke out Mr Boyle came to Hokitika. Here he married, and
except for a shory period spent in Auckland, he remaiped on the Coast
ever since. Ileresided in Donoghue’s for over 80 yearr, and his death
has caused great grief to his friends and neighbors, fpr he was
hiphly esteemrd by all. He leaves a widow and eight children, for
whom very sincere sympathy is felt in their great loss, Mr Boyle
wad a man of very sterling character and of very determined will,

This latter was shown in many ways, but in none more striking
than 1o the fact that on ¢oming to the colenies he made a resolu-
tion never to taste intoxieating liguor, and this resolution he kept
unbroken during a period of over 42 years, In Mr Boyle's death
Ross people feel that one of their most respected old identities has
gone and that his pluce can never ba filled.

A METEORIC STATESMAN.
P

&\ ) INCE the delivery of his now famous speech at

Chesterfield and his more recent utkerance at
(;lasgow the name of Lord Rosesery has been
more or less on everybody’s lips, and no other
fignure hus loomed quite so large on the horizen
of Ttuperial politics as his, He has certainly
had a magnificent opportunity. He could not
possibly bave chosen » mere fitting and favor-
able time for Lis re-entry inte poluical life, The great
Liberal party had sunk in o a state of almost hopeless col-
lapse—disunited, disiracted, dispirited, without real leader
or really definite policy, luoking vainly avound for someone
who would tell them what to do, sound oue clear bugle note,
and lead them once again with fresh life into the fruy.
When, thercefore, Lord Rosenery anoounced Lis intention
to deliver a speech and outline o Liberal programme and
policy, the whole party kindled with fresh eathasiasm and
fresh hope.  Now at last they huve got a leader, and after
he bad spoken the party would ence more fecl itgelf a parey
with a power, a policy, a purpose of its own. No leader
ever lad a beller chance given him of reviving and 1e-
nnitiog o defeatwrd army and of restoring its former glory
aud its old prestige.

*

How did Lord Rosipeny use this greab opportanity 7
He did precisely what anyone who hus watched or read his
political carcer cenld have safely predicted Le wonld do. He
spoke with the case and clegance and charming felicity of
phrase, of which be is eo great o master.  He said w great
many things thab were clever and to the point. Ia his
criticism of the Government he made some preboy rapler-
pliy and some Lelling bits. On his own side he avoded
witl great tact the snares and difficnlties that were in his
way, and spared no effort to dance his political egg-dance
without breaking a single egg.  He lilled his address with
judiciots und carefully-balauced compromises, s thay, as
someone afterwards sald, everyone got something and ne one
got everything that they cxpected. When he had to indalge
—as he frerqueatly did—in mere gencralities and pleasing
platitudes, he dressed them up with sueh literary grace that
they were easily taken for words of decpest wisdom, 1
hearers were, to begin with, not only sympathetic but enthu-
flustic, 5o that he had no difficulty in working up a grea$
deal of histrionic excitemient.  Me carried his audience =o
completely with him that ab one stage of the weeiing, we
are told, & nnmber of those on the pltform jnmped to their
feet and wildly waved their hats to give further emphasis to
their cheers and applause,

*

For the time, indeed, it scemed as if the oralor had
accomplished a'l the great things that were expected of Lim,
1 he speezh was received with a tolerably gereral chorns of
approval and ahmost of acclaim.  That particnlar section of
the Liberal party known as the Liberal Imperialists—botter
known in the House of Commous slang as the Liberal Jwps
—were carried into the seventh heaven of delight. ¢\ new
era has dawned,” writes one in his delirium, ¢ for Lle nation
and for the party of progress. It is impossible to imagine
any more spieedid fate for Lord Rosmpiry than that he
should lead us out of the Slough of Despond and bring us
once meore into the ways of national greatness. e has
the heart and mind, the voice and the spacious imaginution
for the Lighest things. 1lis banner shall not he furied Lut

in the hour of victory.” Mosl of the great London dailies,
though of course not so extravagans, stili expressed warin
approval of the speech. The Duaily Telegrapl thovght that
¢ Lord RosEBERY had risen to the very heivht of his oppor-
tunity.! ¢ We shall not be accused of fivoritsm,” wrote the
Dreity Aadl, © when we state the simp’e lues thay Lord Fos-
Ry amply justified his reputation, nnd proved that, as in
former times of difficulty, our conntvy hay produced a
statesman.” And even the London Yiomes, nsnaliy nonemo-
tional enough, declavred *that Londt Rosesuny bhad risen
with rare completeness to the level of w gicet ocvasion)’
*

But the after effect of a specch is the lyne test of its
greatness, and the time that has clupsed since Lord kosz-
nERY’s fivst effort hag shawn how delusive was the hope that
he or his speeches wonld cffect anything in the nature of o
revolution or do anything whatever to rehabilitate Lsberal-
iz in England. In the first pluce the speech itself, though
it was undoubtedly great us an oratorical cffort, was, so far
as its matter was comcerned, a signal failure. On close
analysis it was found to consist either of mere cmpty cateh-
phrases—such a8 the watch-word of “efficiency ” which was
in no special sense a Liberal watch-word, and would gerve
equally well ag a battle-ory for any party under the sun—or
else of very thinly-veiled Conservatism, The specch was,
inn fact, as a German paper cleverly put it, only CHAMBER-
LAY in & special and superfine edition. Instead of re-
invigorating the Liberal party Lord RospeEry betrayed it.
To huve followed his lead would bave been to abandon the
fundamental principles and most honored traditions of
Liberalism, an:l to fall back <o the very Toryism which they
were organiscd o oppose.  No wonder the great bulk of the
party will have none of Lord Rosssery. HEven if the
speech bad been o greater one than it was it would still
have been a comparative failure becanse Lord RoSepery
has not known how to follow it up after his first success.
Instead of promptly calbng a meesing and pubting himself
at the head ot the party, he contented himself with issuing
an authorised edition of his speecl; with the following
appeal :—

« My policy appears to have received a large meed of
general approval.  But political epinion to be effective must
be organised—political cnergy muost work and entrench. T
want some of this spade-work on behalf of this policy, or
clse the wave of popular adhesion will be lost in space.’

No true leader would speak like that. If spade-work
was Lo be done he would knrow that it was hig place to grasp
the implement and make vhe first stars. The real leader
gays, * Come ou, T will lead you;” Lord RosEnERY says, * go
oun, [ will follow.” But a *leader’ who follows will never
revive or rebuild any party.

*

We have nob yet said anything about Lord RoseBerY’s
change of front on the Home Rule question and his attempt
to induce the [ibersl party to make such a dishozest and
dishonorable breach of fuith with the Irish people, and we
live not space to deal with it mow. We regret this the
less becanse we do not believe it will make the stighbest
difference lo the ultimate success of the cause what Lord
ioserery may think or say, lLooking at his prospe:ts
guite impartially and apart altogether from our feeling at,
his having torned renegade on this great (uestion, we do
not believe that the future holds uny great career fcr Lord
loSEBERY as o stalzsman. He is undoubtedly a gifted
man.  Ile Las plenty of ability and of political imagi-
nativn, and as a pleasing and persnasive speaker he has
probably no rival in the United Kingdom. DBut he has one
absolutely fatal defect. Ile has not the nerve and will-
power and force of character, without which no one can
ever be a successful lender. ITe can make very beautiful
flights, bat they arve always shorb-lived. He i3 like a
meteor, flashivg with brillimnee one moment, vanished from
gight the next. Or to vary the metaphor, his * points”
and hig pace are excellent, and he does his prcliminary
canter in a way that avouses the wildest enthustasm, bot he
has not sufficient ‘staying-power’ to ever get home in the
race,

*

All this is not mere mutter of persousl opinton ; it ig
the inevitable inference from the admitted facts of his life.
In March of 1894 Lord RosUBERY was received as Premier
with an almost universal chorus of acclamation throughout

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the country. KEverybody sang his .praises and cvervbedy
prophesicd o great and hrilliant career. All the world
knows now how entircly Lord Rosrnery disappointed the
hopes and expestations of his friends.  The hulo with
which his admirers had invested him grew gradually thinner
and thinner, his figore v the pelitical world grew dimmer
and dimmer, and when at last i Qetober 1846 he resigned,
people had almost ceaged to remember that he was the
nominal leader of a greab party in the State. Ilistory
repaats itself, and if Lord Rosesenry should once more
regain the reins of power, what happened in 1894 and 1895
will happen again. But for ourseives, we do not belicve
that L.ord RosEsery will ever be given again the oppor-
tunity of holding office. The ideas he has expressed may
sparkle and glitter in the sun for a time, bt their effect
will nol last. Sooner or later he will be again left to
¢ plough Lis forrow alome,’ and in view of all the facts of
his past career and past performances we do nob really see
that he deserves anything better.

Notes

The Church and the Toiler.

The Rev. Father John, C.P., is now delivering a series of Len-
ten discourses in Adelaide, and in many of them has set forth with
admirable luoidity and distinetnees the attitnde which the Church-
maintains, and has always maintained, with respect to sseial quest
tions, and especially that ong dealing with Labor. Tke rights ¢
Labor are well summed up in the second clause of the preamble to
the Cobstitution of the American Kupighis of Labor *The wor-
kers of every land should have the full enjoyment of the wealth
they create. sufficient leisure in which to develop their intellectual,
moral, and social faculties ; all of the benefite, recreations, and
pleasnres of asscciation; it & word—everythiny to enable them to
share the gains and honors of advancing civilisation,” Our Holy
Father, Leo XIIL, in the *Conditions of Labor, says: ‘Man is
older than the State, and holds the right of providing for the life of
the hody prior to the formation of the State’ 'This implies the pos
gession of property, and hence the Bocialism which deniex the
right of private possession is wrong. But the individualism that
affirms the absoluteness of the right of private possession is also
wrong, becauise the possession is subject ta a condition, St. Thomes
of Aquinas teaches that ‘it is lawful for a man to hold private
property, and it is also necessary for the carrying on of human
life, but that he should consider his cuiward poscessions mot his
own, but ae common to all, 80 a8 to share them without difliculty
when others need” The Socialism which would destroy the right
of possession to, say, & home, stands condemned in contradistinetion
to the Socialism which strives not only for the right of the toiler to
live, but also for his right to independence as a man and a Chris-
tian. Justice dictates that every man has a claim to the frnit of
his toil. Thke produce of Jahor is the natural recompenee of iabor ;
the property which every man has in Lis own labor, as:t is the
original foundation of all other property, is sacred,

*

The Church ever teaches that the laborer is worthy of his hire,
He does not nlways receive it. *If a man will not worls, neither let
him eat,’ quotes the Rev. Father; ‘hut if a man work and be
cheated of his wages, as the moilers of the modern Moloch of
Tabordom arve, then up to the ever-listcning ears of the Eterpal
shudders & wail for the vesgeance that sooner or later will fali
with a thunder-crash of withering woe,' The moiler ix not only
entitled in strict justice to the fruit of the sweat of his brow, heis
entitled to o wage sufficient {0 keep him from the stress of waut,
Leo XIII. in his Encyclical says : * If through necessity the work-
man accepts harder conditions beenuse an employer will give him
nn beiter, he is the victim of force and injastice, And again:
¢ Therefore no man can contract to work so many hours and so
many days a week as fo render it Impostible for him to
live a Christian and a human life,’ and wherever the general
interest of any particular class suffers, or is threatened
with evils that can in no way be met, the public authority
must sbep in and meek them, The Church consistently puts theee
doctrines inlo cffeet. Cardipal Maoning's name in England,
Mermillod’s in Switzerland, Bishop Von Keunter's in Germany, those
of the Abbes Pottier and Mellaerts in Belgium, Abbe Lichaux’s in
France, all testify to the unwearying interest of the Church in the
welfare of the toiler. In Belgium the Democratic League includes
over 300 societics on the study of economic and social problems, and
possesses a membership of many more than 100,000, In France
there are countless clubs, each presided over by a priest, and all for
the regulation of the laborery’ lot, An Archbishop of Madrid

advocated the Labor cause, and soon bad an organisation of over 30
cluba of agrioultural laborers with 12,000 members. In Germany
Father Kolping, once a shoemaker, organised journeymen’s clubn,
and aoon enrolled $0,000 members. The worker and the employedd.
bave duties ane to another, and it is only when these daties are dis-
charged according to the spirit of Christianity that eonfliot betveen
labor and capital ceases,

A ¢ Beer ’ Strike.

In several localities in Awustralia recently strikes bave been
orgarised. in some cases sucoessfully. against the price of liguor,
notahly beer. The warkmen of Part Pirie, near Adelaide, refrained
in a body from visiting the hotels nntil their demands were aaceded
to, and in & short time were able to record a victory a1l along the
line, This is one of the cases in which victory is more disastrons
than defeat, hut nevertheless, fired with the success obtained at
Port Pirie, the miners of Kadina embarked upon a similar course
of resistance to the demands of the publicans. A mass meeting
was held at five o'clock on Saturday, February 22, and it was atben-
ded by hetween two and three hundred miners, The meeting was
at first threatened with collapse, owing to the presence of some
emisgnries of the publicans, who attempted to create a disturbance,
But one guiet-looking fellow tendered to them a recommendation
to * All they who do thenk defferent to we to lave the meetin') and
they folded their tens like the Araband silently stole away. Then the
meeting got down to business, and passed the following resclution :

A deputa-
tion of six was formed to wait upon the publicans and submit the
resolution to them. At eight o'clock the meeting resnmed, when the
deputation reported that their mission had beer abortive, The
crowd quietly dispersed, determined and resolute, Groups of rober
men, quietly discussing the situation, wers to be seen up till 11
o'clock at night in the streets, and although the affair was at first
entered into by many as & huge joke, a3 the evening wore on, the
still empty and deserted bars and tap-rooms indicated the earnest-
ness of the strikers, At latest advices the strike had not terminated
but there could be no doubt of the result if the strikers remained
united, Perhaps, and this might be carnestly desired, the * strike’
might last long enough to ieach the miners that they would be
much better off without the liguor, and convicee them that under
the circumstances it wonld be too dear at any price.

Lono did we remain in o =ilence
hroken only by hitter sobs  pressed
from the bleeding  heart of  that
vouthinl mourner.  One by one the
ITndiaus, each with his rosary an s
hand, had entered  nosclessiyv and
reverently knell, until the lodge was
filled with a pious and prayerful as-
semblage.

Detertmed not
to wvield Lo the pressure of o gret
which was crushing his proud spait,
hi= effort to mamtam o cool and
digmited  demeanor  unsustamed by
any aid, human or divine, was a
spectacle Lo make angels weep Alas!
for the heart of poor humanity ! In
whalever petrifactions of  paltry
pride )t may he encrusted, there are
times when its warm emotions will
hurst the sheli. and assert theie own
wilth voleanic power!  When the at-
tending physwcian announced the re-
sult,. of  the consullation, 1 Lhe
nnranittous opiion that boe further
medieal aid could be of  any avail,
he stalked up wd down the room
for some lhme with rapid strides
then, pausing, befure me, and fixing
his hloodshot  eyes on my fade, 0x-—
claitned violently., It is hetler <ol
I 1ell you it is betier even so, than
that 1 should have seen her mnar-
rieil to that Yuanhee Jacohin and
Papist! At least T have been spared
that disgrace ! DBul my daughter !
Oh ! oshe was my only one ; peerless
m mind, in person, and in goodness ;

While he was uttering these fran-
tic exclamations, a thought struck
me like am ingpiration. The image
of old Honey Lee arose suddenly be-
fore my mind. I remembered that
she had gained the reputation among
the settlers of performing marycllous
cures in cases of Lhis kind by the
use of such simples as her knowledge
of all the productions of the iiclds
and forests and their medicinal pro-

cherished daughter, She was  blest
with rosy health until her tenth
year, and o merrier little sprite the
sun never shone upon.

*Buddenly disease in ks most
patnful  and  hopeless form {fastened
nself upon  her, and while sinking
under its oppressive weight, she fell
more wand more deeply day by day,
with o thoughtfulness rapidly ma-
itured by sufiering, the necessity for
such ald and support as Protestant-

s fuiled Lo furnssh. It was,
humanly speaking, by a mere acei-
dent, that she discovered where it

meght be found.

‘ During an interval between the
paroxysms o©of the disease, and a
Little more than a year after the
first attack, a missionary priest
vigsited our place, and her Catholic
nurse  obtained our permission Lo
Ltake her Lo Lhe house of o neighbor
where Mass was Lo be celebrated.

“&he was decply impressed wilh
what she saw, and the fervent ad-
dress of Lhat devoted and saintly
priest melted her young heart. She
obtaned from.him a catechism and
some books of devotion., From that
Ltime her conviction grew and streng-

thened  that  here was the healing
batm her  wounded spivit. so wiuch
needed.  After long persuasion and

munky cnireaties, we gave our reluc-
tanl consent thal she might awail
herself of its benefits by making pro-
fession of the Catholic faith. To
the sustaining power of its holy in-
fluences we owe it Lhat her life, from
which ciery carthly hope had been
stricken, was made thenceforth so
happy and cheerful as to shed per-
pelusal sunshine over her home and
11s neighborhood.

' By deorees she drew us, al first
unwillingly, and at length irresis-
tably, to thea consideration of
Catholic verities. Through the prace
of God opcrating upon these consid-
crations, our whole family, old and
yvoung, were soon united within the
peaceful enclosure of Lhe ‘* household
of faith.”

‘When the work of our dear little
missionary was thus happily accom-
phished. she was removed from the
home for which she had been  the
means  of  procuring  such priceless
blessings Lo that other and Letter
home. the jovs of which may not
even be imagined here. With grateful
hearts we have proved and realised
that for those whom God sorely
afllicls His bountiful hand alse pro-
vides great and abundant consola-
tiong "— The Guidon Magazine.”

lUNITED STATES.
At the annua! session of the State
teachers of Illinois, president "The-
wing, of the Western Reserve TUni-
versity, in the course of an address,
deplored the ahbsence of moral and
religious ieaching in the public
schools.

As a,
Christian nation and a Christian
commonwealth the TUnited States
and the State of Illinois should re-
cognise that there is a Divine Be-
ing, and to that Divine Being we
owe certain duties. We should go
so far, therefore, as Lo teach that
there is a God, and a God we ought
1g love.’

The Indians.

ters and warriors is dying out, the
new generation is keenly anxious to
learn. More thab hoalf ithe Indians
are Catholics.

The New Possessions,

the Philippines and Torto Rico
7,914,542,  which added 1o the
figures of 9,158,741 Catholics 1 the
Tinited States, makes over 17,000,
000 Catholics, or over 60 per cent
of ihe church-going people under the
Aanerican flag.

£2000 to Arvchbishop Williams for
the use of St. John's Sceminary
L6000 to Woodstock College, Wood-
stock, Md, ; £1000 to the Apos-
tolic College of Mungret, County
Limerick, TIreland; £200 +1¢ the
Oblate Fathers’ Novitiute at Still-
organ, TDublin; £800 1o the trus-
tees of DBoston Collepe for iwo
scholarships.

Dedicating a Seminary.

A short time ago the Right Iev.
Bishop Dunne, of Daltas, Texas, de-
dicated the handsome new St
Xavier's Academy in Dennison. The
building cost £15,000 and is onc of
ihe finest in the South.

Fighting Saloons.

In & sermon preached in Dubugue
on January 12 Archbishop Keane
intimated that the Catholic clergy
would take an active part in the
coming municipal election in an
open fight against saloons. The
Archibishop has organised the clergy
and laity with the objecl of enfor-
cing the measures covering the clo-
sing of salcons on Sundays.

A Strange Fact.

At Taempa, Kansas, o new Cath-
olic church was recently dedicated
by Bishop Hennessy, zlthough not a
Catlholic resides in the town. The
members of the congregation come in
from the country districts.

Successful Canvas.

In less than two months Archbis-
hop Riordan raised over &5000
among the friends of the Dominican
Convent of San Rafael, California.
Only a short time ago at the golden
jubilee of the convent it was an-
nounced that about £3000 had been
raised toward payment of the debt.
Some of those present predicied then
that perhaps in a year the entire
mortgage would be wiped out, but

uone ever conjecturecd that Lhis
would be donme in twe months, The
Sisters themselves had no Lhought

of the great liberality that would be
displayed in the contributions. But
ihe friends of 1he ipstitution rallied
and to every request of Archbishop
Riordan, more Lhan the amount
asked for was forthcoming.

Catholic Schools,

In the archdiocese of Boston thero
are 26 cities and towns, in which
there are 68 Catholic schools atten-
ded by 41,000 pupiis, with 825

teachers. This system of parish
schools (says the ‘ Sacred Heart
Review ') saves 1m annual expenses

Lo ihe cities and towns an amount
of money which would surprise those
non-Catholic friends of ours who
mainiain that the Church is opposecd
Lo education. For instance, in DBos-
ton last year it would have cost
L£80,000 to educate in public schools
tha children (13,525 in number) who
atlended the parish schools, and ihe

interest. on school building invest-
ment  would  have heen about
£16,000, thus making =« lotal of

clese on £100,000.

Friendly Rivalry.

Of the German and {1he Trish races,
and their respective parts in the up-
building of the Church in Detroit,
the * Michigan Catholic’ says —
‘ Both races have furnished examples
of sacrifice and devotion which illu-
minate the history of the Cathelic
Church in all the ages. Where there
has been competition hetween them,
it has not been horn of the selfish
desire to control, so much as of the
desire to excel each other in spread-
ing the light. The very hest priests
who served under the Helgian Disheop
of Detroit, Dr. Lefevre, were born
Trish and horn Germans. ‘The best
priesis who served nudoy Lihe
late Dir.

Probable Cardinal.

I'ather Ileming is held i Ghe high-
est esteem by the Holy IFather, the
latest distinction conferred upon him
being his appointment as Secretary
Lo the Papal Commission on Bibli-
cal studies, *

Innsbruck University,

At the University of Innshruck,
this year, ihere are about 800 stu-
dents of theology., Iorty-three of
these are priests pursuing a higher
course of studies., Among them are

J‘esmt.s, Benedictines, IFranciscans,
Servites, and Redemptorists,
Canonisation,

The slow progress of causes of
canonisation is proverbial even in
RHome, writes Father Pollen, (ST
in the London ‘Weekly Register.’ To
advert 1o only one of modern
instances, our present Holy
Father concluded during his
year  of jubilee  Lhe canonisa-
tion of the Seven Holy Founders
of the Servites, which had been be-
fore the Papal trubunal for over six
centuries. The cause of our own
(English) martyrs is in reality over
300 years old, if we reckon (as we
should) from the first concession
made by Gregory XIII. in 1548.
Nowadays, moreover, the rate of
speed must of necessity be more
measured and leisurely than ever,
More documents, monuments, mat-
ters needing investigation, are known
now than of old. There is by conse-
quence more to inquire inte, and
modern melhods of research are, on
the whole, more thorough than the
old ones were. Again, the melan-
choly circurnstances of the Church in
Rome act as a decided drag. As
our universities would be sadly ham-
pered if all their endowments passed
into the hands of a hostile power, so
have the men of study among the
Roman clergy been miserably crip-
pled by the latter-day confiscation of
benefices under the new rules of the
Eternal City. A still further com-
plication has arisen from the modern
zeal for promoting canonisation
which Pope Leo has encouraged. The
undermanned and overworked Con-
gregation of Rites has now some
260 causes before it, one or two of
which contain several hundred
names. The Holy Father, with his
usual legislative skill, has abolished
some of the old regulations which
were most fruitful in delays, but
much remains to be done before the
old machinery will be quite compe-
tent to turn out as much as is ex-
pected of it, The quality of the
work, thank God, is still admirable.

brellas have been in use as far back
as our knowledge goes. The flimsy
little paper Japanese sunshades had
screened  the coguettish heads of
slant-eyed musmes for many genera-
tions before it occurred to DBritish
housewives of ilhe middle classes to
use tasteless imitations of them as
fire-grate  ornaments. What was
more extraordinary (says a wriler in
the * Home Messenger’) was Lhat the
full war attire of the Japanese war-
rior included not only a fan, bul an
umbrella of imposing dimensions.

It was a long time before the um-
brella became, so Lo speak, acclima-
tised in this country. In an old ii-
iHuminated manuscript copy of ihe
Psalms of David, now in the British
Museum, there is a representation of
a king with an umbrella held over
him. No doubt ihe use of umbrellas
in Baslern Jands was a matlier of
common knowledge at that time.

In the 17th century they ap-
pear to have come into usc In Iialy,
and about the beginning of the 18th
English ladies seem to have adoptled
them to some extent ; bul the use of
them was looked upon as a f{ashion-
able feminine refinement, and a man
would no more be scen with one than
with a lady’s workbag.
